Specifies Land Must be Offered at low
Price and Advantages to be De.
rived From Institution

Austin, Texas, March 29.-Gover«
nor James E. Ferguson, as chairman
of the commission to locate the West
Texas A. & M. College, today issued
the following rules pertaining to the
location of the college:

The Governor, Commissioner of Ag.
riculture, Lieutenant Governor, Sup-
erintendent of Public Instruction and
the Speaker of the House of Repres-
entatives are desiginated by the recent
act of the Legislature as a commis-
sion to locate said West Texas A, &
M. College, west of the ninety-eighth
meridian and north of the twenty-
ninth parallel.

Said commission has ofdered that
all cities, towns or communities desir-
ing to have said West Texas A. & M.
College in their midst shall
forward, in writing, their propositions
to the chairman of the commission at
