A century ago the popula-
tion of the earth was 600 million. To-
day it is upward of 1,800 million ex.

Thus it will be seen that the world
population has trebled in 100 years,
but. the production of foodstuffs has
not kept pace with it. In the Unitea
States movement from country to city
has had the effect of raising the cost
of practically every commodity and
the trusts were quick to set the pace
and stick us up at every turn of the
wheel. Notice what we have been
doing since 1800. Then there were
only six cities of 8,000 population in
America. Now there are 600, In
1800 there were nineteen people liv-
ing in the country to every one living
in the city. Today it is 50-50. In
other words, more than nine of our
nineteen country people have moved
to town. In the early days the nine-
in

shelter. They produced everything
they needed and everybody enjoyed a
high general standard of living. To-
day the producers of the primary nec-
essities have been reduced and we are
feeling the result.

We note two developments in this
country as a result of the war which
are absolutely and diametrically op-
posite. The sale of Liberty Bonds
and the sale of War savings stamps
have brought about thrift in a great
many centers. On the other hand
greater extravagance has developed
among certain classes than ever be-
fore. The extremely high wages paid
in the factories, on the ranches and
by the railways has led to this ex-
travagance, Since the early days of

time there has been a steady Increase
in wages, 5 greater employment of
all kinds of labor, and boys and girls,
members of a family who would not
ordinarily earn very much, are now
receiving good salaries, oftentimes in
government work.

business. There is bound to be a de-
crease in wages and salaries and pro-
fits and, consequently, a compulsory
contraction.

Cattle Loans,.

At o time in the history of the pro-
ducing end of the cattle industry has
credit been more important than now.
As in most lines where money is bor-
rowed, the moral risk is the starting
point and is the mpst valuable asset
of the borrower, and the strongest
security of the lender. That_ has
perhaps led to a carelessness on the
part of both which is apt to be a
serious disadvantage to each of them
in times when there are unusual de-
mands for money or when grass and
water conditions are bad, and when
these conditions exist at the same
time the borrower more than the lend-
er should protect his credit by care-
ful study and attention to every de-

tail and technically of .the chattel
—

mortgage laws. This is particularly
true of the handler of breeding cattle,
which cannot always be liquidated
without loss when the loan is ealled
at maturity. On_the other hand the
cattle loans have been coming intd
greater favor all the time on account
of the added security from the in-
crease, and there is generally a dis-
position to rénew where the sale of
increase is normal and takes care of
running expenses and accumulation.

“The mortgage should contain ac-
curate description of indebtedness se-
cured by it.

“The property on which mortcng.
given should be carefully and accurate-
ly described, and in case of live stock,
unless all cattle in brands given are
included, the different brands should
be accurately described and the num-
br of head and class in each brand
stated.

“The county in which the cnttlo are
situated should be plainly and correct-
ly stated, together with name and
location of pastures in which they
are located.

“If eattle are removed from the
county in which situated when mort-
gage is given permission of the party
loaning money should be first secured
or notice given as to the intended re-
moval and consent-secured. Removal
of mortgaged property out of the
county where *tuated when mort-
gage is given without consent of the
mortgagee (one to whom debt is due)
miatures the debt.

“Sale of mortgaged property or re-
lmoval of same out of the State with

intent to defraud in a felony punish-
able by imprisonment in the peniten-
tiary,

“A mortgage should be forthwith
filed for registration or it is void as
to any creditor having a valid lien
whether such creditor has notice of
it of not. Mortgage unregistered

‘of the property unless such purchaser
has actual notice of it. .

“One taking mortgage on live stock
should thoroughly inspect and tally
same to make sure that the number
mortgaged is owned by mortgagor and
that brands are the same as those
described in mortgage.

“When one holding mortgage per-
mits removal of the property from
county where situated or is notified of
such removal, mortgage must be
registered in the county to which re-
moved, if known, within four months
from time of removal,

“The law of Oklahoma with refer-
ence to chattel mortgages is very
similar to that of Texas, while the
laws of New Mexico and ‘of Arizona
ciffer in many important respects
and to attempt to give all the differ-
ent laws of the various States men-
tioned would, to be of any benefit, con-
sume entirely too much space. So
residents of these States should thor-
oughly acquaint themselves with the
statutes governing the matters men-
tioned.”

Freight Makes No Increase,

A general suspicion lurks in the
is | minds-of the public that the order by
the Director General of Railroads that
all freight rates would be increased
approximately 26 per cent, means a
great increase in the price of food
stuffs. R. C. McElree, Director of
Transportation for the Federal Food
Administration for Texas says that
such a view is groundless, that the
effect of the increased freight rates
upon food shipments is no casual as to
make for little or any change
he warns the public that if they ac-
cept such an explanation from food
distributors as a cause for adding on
to the normal cost of foods, they have

hoodwinked.

“The freight rates effective July
25th represent such a very infinitesi-
mal part of the price of foods that
the consumer is required to pay, that
they are almost neglegible. It is
safe to say that as a general propo-
sition the~increase in the cost of trans-
portation on food articles, as a result
of the Government’s action, will not
exceed on an average of one mill per
pound. /

“There is no doubt but that the con-
suming public must pay these increas.
ed freight charges, and if that is all
they are called upon for, they will
barely feel the effect at all.
“However, in the past a slight in-
crease in the freight charges particu-
larly if a good deal of publicity has
been given to it, is the excuse offered
for substantial increases in- prices,

may be done in the present instance
just as heretofore.

“The purchasing public should not
accept the claim which will be made
that the prices have advanced on ac-
count of the increase in freight rates
beause, as shown below, ‘it is so slight
and inconsequential that it should
make but the slightest, if any dif-
ference in the retail value.

“Dealing with the principal food
staples, and using a Texas common
point as a destination, the actual in-
crease in the transportation charges
on such articles as a result of the
increased freight rates ordered ef-
fect by the Director General, are as
follows:

SUGAR, Calroads: The increase
in the rate on sugar from New Or-
leans is 11 cents per 100 pounds. This
equals 1.1 mills per pound. On 99
pounds of sugar of freight charges
are increased 1 cent.

BREAD: The increase in n the rate
on flour, carloads, is 6 cents per 100
pounds. Assuming that it requires
one pound of flour to.make one pound
of bread which it does nat, the increas-
ed transportation charges on flour
necessary to make a loaf is 6 of a
mill,

“The minimum weight of bales of
the following hays shall be 75 pounds
per bale: Prairie Hay, Meadow Grass
Hay, Timothy Hay, Rhodes Grass
Hay, Sudan Grass Hay, Rice Straw
Hay and Oat Straw Hay.

“The minimum weight of the fol-
lowing hays shall be 80 pounds per
bale: Alfalfa Hay, Sorghum Hay,
Peanut Hay, Peavine Hay, and corn
shucks.

“In selling hay wholesale, it should
be sold by the ton. In selling hay
retail, it should be sold by weight
and not by the bale, regardless of
the weight of the bale.

“All hay should be baled with three
wires to jprevent bulging and break-
age of the hay in handling. Espec-
jally should this be done where the
added weight of the bale over the cus-
tomary weights amounts to 25 , ‘per
centum of increase.

“A rigid compliance with these
rules will greatly reduce the number
of cars necessary for the transporta-
tion of hays. This ruling becomes
effective Jung 10th.”

“We caught three Hun balloons
above the allled grounds In a mist,
which prevented their gunners seelpg
us,” sald he. "It was a cinch. You
should have seen them hustle out their
parachutes and abandon the balloons.
As they came falling down through
the air we circled about closely but, of
course, didn't open fire, as that's

\against the rules of the game. As

soon as they touched ground they took
cover like rabbits.” :

Magoun is the only American fn his
squadron, having joined in February, of
last year. He has bagged five German
plafes. While carrying bombs for low
attack In the receut offensive he re-
ceived a bullet through his left arm,
but managed to returnm to his own
lines. Magoun tells of a companion
in his squadron who had one of the
luckiest escapes during the war. He
was put out of action 1,000 feet in the

~alr when a bullet perforated his gaso-

line tank. He was rendered uncon-
sclous by the fumes and his machine
took a nose dive to earth, but he es-
caped without a scratch.

A section of the Royal air force op-
erating in the Ypres sallent has lost
its only American member, who had
been with the squadron only ten days
when he went on a bombing rald at
low elevation. He was hit by a ma-
chine-gun bullet and his plane fell In
flames. He was:taken prisoner,

They are not affected by pro-
longed rains nor torrid weather, The
manufacture of these belts is one of
the most intricate of the operations In
the textile fleld. United States army
belts are made almost entirely of cot-
ton.

The exact weight of the 220 rounds
carried by the American soldier In
France is 12 pounds. With the Spring-
field rifle 23 almed shots can be fired

| each minute. Firing from the hip 40

shots can be fired a minute. The new
United States model 1917 (modified
Enfleld) does even better.

The . registration of German alien
females, to begin Monday, June 17,
and end Wednesday, June 26, will be
conducted in eitles or municipalities
having 5,000 population or over by the
police officials.

Practically every Ctompany in each
camp division throughout the country
' has its team and there are company,
battalion,
mental leagues,

Every form of track athleties occu-
ples the attention of men training at
the camps. As many as 800 men have
taken part In divisional contests, and
track meets have been witnessed by
more than 20,000 spectators.

Where facilities permit, instruction
in swimming 1s given. Men are first
given land instruction and then sent
into the water, Tennls courts have
been bullt in every camp, one having
40 courts, and the sport is rapidly galn-
ing In populsrity.. Through the gene-
rosity of golf clubs located near the
tamps, the demand for golf courses Is
partly being met. Polo matches are
frequently held, and competition for
places on the teams is keen. é

for men experienced in handling mules,
and before all future needs are met a
recruiting campaign may become neces-
jsary.

There is a constant demand for
butchers, and cooks are greatly need-
ed. .In several technical branches,
particularly the engineers, men forthe
higher positions are plentiful, but the
;workers for the ranks are scarce. Ex-
perienced mechanics, especially those
famillar with automobiles, are always
in demand. i
. More interpreters than can be used
have applied for positions with the
war department, and applications for
commissions as army chaplains are
also In excess of the need. The excess
totals thousands in each case. Clerks
for general work are plentiful, but
there is demand for specialista. At
present there is a surplus of dentists
and pharmacists,

Deliveries of the 8,000 motortrucks
recently ordered by the motor trans
port service of the war department are
to be made between August 1 and
December 1. These trucks, known as
“Class B Standards,” will have a ca-
pacity of from three to filve tons, and
will be distributed as needed through
the various branches of the army. Ten
thousand of these class B standard-
ized trucks have previously been or-
dered and are now In process of man-
ufacture and delivery.

“As the latest wonder of the world
London has taken to baseball,” says
A committee on public information
representative in London. “The Eng-
lish never before had much use for
our great game. They called it an ex-
aggerated form of rounders and won-
dered what the noise was all about,
but the American and Canadian sol-
diers in England have been educating
them.

“A regular league of eight teams has
started a summer schedule, and the
English public is learning what it has
missed. Big crowds witness the game
which is played every Saturday, and
the sport bids fair to become widely
popular. Here Is the way Thomas
Burke, the short-story writer, reports
fa game in the London Star of May
27.

“‘Last week I discovered baseball.
The match between the Army and
Navy teams was my first glimpse of a
pastime that has captivated a conti-
nent,-and I can well understand its ap-
peal to a modern temperament. Be-
lleve me, it's good goods. And the
crowd! I had heard and read much of
baseball fans and their method of root-
ing, but my conceptions were nothing
near the real thing. The grandstands,
crowded with army and navy fans,
bristling with megaphones and tossing
"hats and demonlac faces, would have
made a superb subject for a lithograph
by Sir Frank Bragwyn.

* ‘The game got hold of me before
the first pitched ball. The players in
their hybrid costumes and huge gloves,
the catcher in his gas mask, and the
movements of the teams as they prac-
ticed runs shoak me with excitéement.
Then the game began and the rooting
began. In past years I have attended
various football matches in mining dis-
tricts where the players came in for a
certain amount of ragging, but they
were church services compared with
the furious abuse and hazing handed
to any unfortunate who falled to play
ball.

“‘There was, for example, an explo-
sive, reverberating “A-h-h-h-h-h"” which
1 have been practicing in my back yard
ever since, but without once catching
its true quality. You should have
heard Admiral Sims, as college yell
leader, when the Navy made a home-
run hit, with his “Atta boy; oh, atta-
way to play ball,” and when they got
-an error he sure handed the Navy
theirs.

“‘Yes; I've got it. From now on I'm
a fan. I'm going to see every baseball
match played anywhere near London.
I shall never be able to watch with ex-
citement a cricket or footbull match
after this; it’d be like a tortoise race.
Come along with me to the next match
and join me in rooting and in killing
the umpire.'”

Tha United States has been able to
build on the experience of the British
and French, to whom gas attacks were
unknown when they entered the war.
No American troops have been sent to
the front without practical experience
in defending themselves against gas.

The training of Instructors in gas de-
fense includes a course of fibout one
month. Most of the gas officers are
commissioned first lieutenauts.

One of the interesting developments
¢f the war, according to a statement
autho‘rlzed by the war department, is
the rapld expansion of the various bu-
reaus of the war deépartment. At the
outbreak of the war there were less
than 3,000 employees on- duty. The
number naw is approximately 25,000,
an Increase of 800 per cent. While this
represents a tremendous expansion,
the incre~se In the army Itself has been
more than 1,500 per cent.

Only four out of every 100 officers
in the service were In the army at the
time the war began,

The gas defense service Is now manu-
facturing about 5,000 horse gas masks
per day. These are being sent to
France, and It is expected that within
a short time every horse conngcted
with the American expeditionary
forces will be equipped with the new
masks,

The gas defense service has a com-
pletely equipped factory for the manu-
facture of the masks, In less than
three weeks a bullding was selected
and the factory was producing masks.
The introduction of riveting machinery
has done away with the heavy hand
sewing of the frame which supports
the masks on the faces of the horses.
The masks are so constructed that mo
metal or chemically impregnated parts
can chafe the horse.

In Bavaria the monthly meat ration
has been cut 20 per cent—from 1,000
to 800 grams—according to German
newspapers. The monthly meat ration
in Saxony has been reduced from 800
to 700 grams. Public officials are re-
ported in the Prussian press as discus-
sing the possibility of a further reduc-
tion the bread ration in Prussia.

How the War Department informs
Relatives of Killed and Wounded
Soldiers—Radlo and Buzzer Opera-
tion Taught in 600 Scheols.

Washington.—Motorization of field

artilery will be carried to a greater.

extent in the American army than in
any other army engaged In the war.
Not only will a far greater amount of
motor equipment be provided In pro-
portion to the strength of the army,
but it will be dsed for work where
armies now in the field depend solely
upon horse power and man power,
The ordnance department has suc
ceeded In developing such types of
tractors that, exclusive of the heaviest
field artillery mounted on railroad car-
riages, all American artiMery will be
motorized, with the exception of some
of the three-inch gun batteries. The
problem of motorization of field artil-
lery is a difficult one, which explains
why it has not been carried out to a
greater extent than has been the case
with the armies that have been fight-
ing in Europe for the last three years.
Theapossible output of tractors for
the transport of field artillery In the
United States is practically unlimited,
whereas the supply of horses is at
