other. The War Industries Board 
has made a carefkl estimate o f the 
requirements for tin in the immedl- 
ata future, and after having made 
a cloaa examination in tens Dm 
amount required to mean <rar needs.

Tha forma in which tin worDi 
collecting mayJbe found are tha thiteb 
following:

Flint: Foil o f every kind Is erorth 
coUacting. Tobacco, Foil, Chewing 
Gum Foil, and Candy Foils are soma 
of its va^tias.

Second: CoUapsiUa tubas tubas 
such as contain Tooth Paste, Shaving 
Cream, Salve, Paints, ate. all contain 
a supply o f tin.

Third: All pewter articles con­
tain a certain amount o f tin.

Do not cdllect tin cans bacauae 
they do not contain tin in sufficient 
purity to be worth collecting.

Receptacles for the  ̂above articles 
may ba found at any of the three 
drug stores in Canyon.

The supply o f platinum in this 
country is very short and although 
not alarmingly so at present, may 
cause grave danger in tha near fn- 
tuiu. The Local Chapter has ap­
pointed Mr. E. Burroughs and Mrs.

What Is Spanish laflucasa? la it 
Soaiethiag New? Does it 
Come frsBi Spaia?

The disease now occurring in this 
country and called **Spaniah Influcn* 
u ” resembles a very contagious 
kind of **cold”  accompanied by fever, 
pains in the head, eyea, eara, back or 
other parts of the body, and feeling 
of severe sickness. In moat of the 
cases the aymtoms disappear after 
three 'or four days, the patient|thcn 
rapid)y recovering; sohm of thf pet* 
ienta, however, develops pneumoia, or 
inflamation of the ear, of, meningitis, 
and many of these complicated cases 
die. Whether this so-called **Spaniah 
infiuenxa** is identical with tha epi­
demics of infiuenxa hava visited of 
earlier years is not yet known.

Epidemics of infiuenxa have visH- 
de this country since 1647. It is in­
teresting to know that first epidem­
ic was brought hero from Valeneia, 
Spain. Since that tiUie there have 
been numerous epidemics of the di­

sease. In 1889 and 1890 an epidamic 
of influenza, starting aomewhera in 
the Orient, spread first to Russia, 
and thence over practically tha en­
tire chrilixed world. Three years^at^ 
er Giere was another flare-up of the 
disease. Both times tha epidemic 
spread widely over the United States. 
Although the present epidemic is call- 
ad "Spanish Influanxa,”  there is no 
reason to believe that it originated 
in Spain. Some writera who have 
studied the question believe that it 
came from the Orient and they call 
attention to the fact that the Germans 
mention the disease as securing along 
the eastern front in the summer and 
fall of 1917.
How can "Spanish Influenza”
Be Recognized?

There is as yet no certain way in 
which a single case of “ Spanish in­
fluenza”  can be recognized; on the 
other hand, recognition is easy where 
there is a group of cases. In con­
trast to the outbreaks of ordinary 
coughs and colds, which usually oc­
cur in the cold months, epidemlca 
of influenza may occur at any aea- 
son of the year, thus the present epi­
demic raged most intenply in Europe 
in May, June, and July. M/i^reovcr, 
in the case of ordinary colds, 
eral symptoms (fever, pain, 
sicn) are by no means as severe or 
as sadden in their onset as they are 
in influenza. Finally, ordinary colds 
do not spread through the com­
munity BO rapidly or so extensively 
as does influenza.

In most cases a person taken akk 
wUh influenza feels sick rather sud­
denly. He feels weak, haa pains In 
the eWs, ears, bead and back, and 
may be *1̂  over. Many patients 
feel d izzy ,^ m e vomit. Moet of the 
patients com plin of feeling chilly, 
and with this cbi|^ a fever in which 
the temperature nqca to 100 to 104. 
In most eases the piilae remains rela­
tively slow.

In appeai^ee one is struck by the 
fact that the patient looks skk. His 
eyes and the inner side of his t^elids 
may be slightly “ blood-shot,”  or "con­
gested,”  as the doctors say. Theto 
may be running from the nose, or 
there may be some cough. These 
signs of a cold may not be marked; 
neverthelees the patient looks and 
feels very akk.

In addition to the appearance and 
the symptom* as alraady described, 
examination of the patknt’s blood 
may aid the physieiun in reeogniaing 
“ Spanish influenza,”  for it has been 
found that in this diseaab the number 
of white corpuscles shows little or nv 
increase above the normal. It ia pos­
sible that the laboratory inyestiga* 
tiona now being made through the 
National Research Council and tha 
United States Hygienk Laboratory 
will furnish a more certain way in 
whkh individual cases of this diaease 
can be recognized.

Baeteriologieta who havg studied 
iafluaMs epideaeisi in tha past hava 
found in many o f the caaaa a vary 
small ra d -a b a ^  ganu ealM ; after 
Ha disoavaaar, Pfalffar's baeillua. In 
other eaaas o f apparant^ tha saaM

pneumococci, the germs of lobar 
pneumonia. , Still others have been 
caused by streptococci, and by other 
germs with long names.

No matter what particular kind of 
germ causes the epidemic, it ia how 
believed that influenza is ~ always 
spread from person to person, the 
germs being carried with the air 
along with th« very amal droplets of 
mucus, expelled by coughing or .sneez­
ing, forceful talking, and thWlike by 
one who already has the geirma of the 
diaease. They may also be carried 
abp^ in the air in the form of dust 
coming from dried muena, from 
coughing and sneezing, or from care- 
losa people who epH on the floor and 
on the sidewalk. As in most other 
catching diseases, a person who has 
only a mild attack o f the disease 
himself may give a very severe at­
tack to others.
What Should Be Done by Those 
Who Catch the Discuss?

It ia very important that every
person who becomaa akk with in-
fluensa should go home at once and
go to bod. This will help keep away
dgngeroua complications and will, at
the sums time, keep the patient from
scattering the disease far and wide.
It ia highly desirable that no ono be
allowed to aleop in the aam* room
with tho patienL In fact, no one but
the nurse should be allowed in the %room.

If there is cough and sputum or 
running of the eyes and nose, care 
should be taken that all such dis­
charges are collected on bits of gause 
or rag or paper napkins and burned. 
I f the patient complaina of fever and 
headache, he should be given water to 
drink, a cold compress to the forehead 
and a light sponge. Only such medh 
cine should be given as ia prescribed 
by the doctor. It is foolish to ash 
the druggist to prescribe and may 
' be dangerous to take the so called 
“ safe, sure, and harmless”  remedies 
advertised by patent-medicine manu­
facturers.

If the patient is .so  aitnated that 
he can be attended only by some one 
who must also look after others in 
the family, it is advisable that such 
attendant wear a wrapper, apron, or 

iwn over the ordinary nouse clothes 
while in the skk room, slip this off, 
when leaving to look after the othci

Nurses and attendant^ wrill do well 
to guard against breathing in dan­
gerous disease germs by wearing a 
simple fold of gauM or mask .while 
near the patienL 
Wil a Persen Who Haa Had the 
Influenzc Catch the Disease 
Again?

It ia well known that an attack 
of measles or scarlet fever or small­
pox usually protects a person against 
another attack of the aame diaease. 
This appears to be true of “ Spanish 
infiuenxa.”  According to newspaper 
reports the King of Spain suffered 
an attack of infhitoza during the 
recent outbreak in Spain.
How Can One Guard Against 
Influenza?

In guarding against disease of all 
kinds, it is important that tho body 
be kept strong and able to fight off 
diiease germs. This can be done by 
having a proper proportion o f work, 
piay, aihd rest, by keeping the body 
well dothbd, and by eating sufficient, 
wholesome, an^ properly selected food. 
In connection with diet, it is well to 
remember that milk is one of the best 
All-round foods obtainable lor adults 
sejase like influenza ia concerned 
as well as children. So far as a di- 
health authoritfes everywhere recog­
nize the very close relation between 
its spread and overcrowded homes. 
While it ia not always possible, es- 
pecialy in times like the present, to 
avoid such ovarcrowding, <peopIa 
phould conaidhr the hiealth danger 
and maka every effort to reduce the 
home overcrowding to a minimum. 
The value o f fresh air through open 
windows can not be over emphasis­
ed. »

Where crowding is unavoidable, as 
in* street cars, eara should bp taken 
to keep the face so tamed as not to 
inhala diraetly the air breathed out 
by another person.
> It is aspeeially important to Se 
ware o f the person who coughs of 
anaaaaa without covaring hia* mouth 
and nooa. It also followa that ona 
tbould koop out o f crowds and atnffy
