Dr. Lowell, the principal speaker at 
the night Mssion, rdfurrdd'to an ad­
dress in the senate by Senator 1x>dge, 
in which the Massachusetts senator, 
warning the American i>eople to 
weigh carefully the constitution of 
the league, said it should be made 
clear whether the recoinniendatlon 
of the leagoe's executive council 
would be binding on the member na­
tions.

“ I have the greatest respect for 
Senatoiil Ix)dge anti hS^e almost al­
ways agreed with his opinions,” said 
Dr. Lowell, “ but I And it impossible 
to follow his doubts in this case. 
The word ‘recumineiid.’ as distin­
guished from 'decide,' order, require,' 
fuuld seem to have a dettnite mean­
ing in common -usage and in law. 
It means making a suggestion for 
the consideration of some one else 
who is at liberty to accept the reo 
onunendstiuu or nut, as be thinks 
proper.

"To me it seems i»erfectly clear 
that this is what .the delegates from 
tlie fourteen nations who agreed to 
this report intend, and if that was 
their intention, and the language 
really is capable of a different con­
st niction, no doubt they would b« 
-willing to makeup clear.”

A Market for Farm Peota.
Owing to the exceedingly high price 

of mnskiats, one man believes a sub­
stitute should be found for cheap lin­
ing for coats and wraps. Muskrats 
are superior to all fur bearing ani- 
asals for such purposes, but now that 
they are getting too high, asoat of 
the farm pests can be subetituted for 
them, such as squirrel, prairie dogs, 
woodchucks and mountain ground 
beaver.

Note this; Twenty-two years ago 
there was no market in the United 
States or Europe for the American 
white ermine. No dehlers in furs 
in this country quoted them in their 
circulars. Manufacturers in this 
country and Europe were urged to 
substitute them for the Russian er­
mine. It was 1̂ slow process as they 
were not then fashionable —  they 
were at the low price of from 10 
to 20 cents for a number o f years.

Herein ia a story. When King 
Edward of England was to be crown­
ed and all the invited guests were 
informed that they must wear a wrap 
of Russian ermine, and the newspa­
pers in all portions of the earth made 
mention of it, the fashion became a 
craze and continues to this day. Now, 
considering the size, they gre ss val­
uable as mink. Millions of dollars 
arc made in this country and Canada 
every year by the trapper boys trap­
ping these little farm pests.

The fur of squirrels, prairie dogs, 
woodchucks and( .mountain ground 
beaver is coarse compared with the 
muArat, but they will make very 
good cheap liqing, and some fur buy­
ers are going to give encouragement 
for their capture. Between their 
meat and their skins, it will be very 
profitable for the boys to shoot and 
trap them. It ia also said that the 
nieat of the prairie dog, wood-chuck 
and mountain ground beaver is as 
good as squirrel and rabbit, and that 
their fats should be used for cooking, 
machinery and soqp-making. All 
animals that live cn good food make 
good food for the human family. 
Prejudice is a fooliah thing. “ Prove 
all things—hold fast to that which 
is good,”  is an ancient but wise say­
ing, and well worth remembering 
and practicing.—Western Farm Life.

Prof. Morion answered: “ Yon are 
not giving yoar calves anything Ilka 
the proper proportion o f antrients for 
growing stock in feeding them cane 
fodder and corn. Both these feeds 
are lacking, in protein, the nutrient 
necessary for growth o f muscular tis­
sue.”

The entire answer was published on 
Prof. Horton’s page in the issue of 
February 1st. Now as to the sequel. 
We got another letter from thia farm­
er urging us to publish the reply for 
the.benefit of others. He aays: “ The 
trodble with my calves fo they are 
eating the boards o f the wooden corn 
(troughs. One of them died yesterday; 
some of the wooden splinters 'may 
have lodged in it^stomach or intes­
tines and caused death.” '

This man >a grateful for having 
been told to feed some high protein 
feed, such as alfalfa or bran, or lin- 
aeed cake along with what he had 
been feeding. He doean’t want to 
loae an^ more calves, or fo have them 
grow up spindling and half atarved. 
Neither does any other farmer. Tb* 
coat of farming is se high nowadnya 
that we cannot afford to gueaa. We 
muat know what to feed,and why. — 
Western Farm Life.

Difference Between Slop and Swill.
There is a wide difference between 

slop and swill. Slop is properly a 
hog's relish, while swill is too fre­
quently nothing more than water pol­
luted with unhealthy refuse. The 
term swill may embrace a wide var­
iety of fbed and drink, ranging from 
ordinary dishwater to a mixture of 
milk, table scraps, soapsuds and 
other kitchen refuse, whifo slop is a 
combination of ground feed or feeds 
with water or milk.  ̂A  supply of 
wkaleeome swill in oonnection with 
other feeds may be valuabl* but in a 
condition of decay, rancid and main­
ly filth, it may result in a lots of 
high-priced animals. Slop, however, 
may be considered as always in or­
der.—Field and Farm.

After con­
sidering all the furtoni It was con­
cluded to make the trahsUhMi 
March 1. The very fortunate tholce 
of Dr. Livingston Knrrand as the new 
chairman of the Central Coinuilrteo. 
and' thereby the permanent <1il0f ex­
ecutive of the Red Cross, makes lawat- 
ble the consuramatUm of this plan un­
der the must fovorabla cuudiilona. 
Accounta Audited by War Oapartmaa..

“ Detailed reporta to Congress and a 
complete audU of its accounta by the 
War Department will conatituto the 
final record of Red Cross activity dur- 

-ing the war. Aithoagii It has been 
the rule to make public all expendi­
tures when authorized and to give de­
tailed information relative to all work 
undertaken, the War Council in turn-' 
Ing over Its responsibilities to I>r. Far 
rand and hia associates desire to give ' 
n brief resume of Red Cross war time 
activities to the American people, to 
Whom the Red Cross belong, and whose 
generous contributions have made pos- 
aible all that haa been accomplished.

“During the past nearly twenty-one 
months the American people kavo 
given in cash and supplies to the 
American Red Cross more than 
000,000. No value can be placed upon 
tbe contributiona oT aervlce which 
have been given without stint and of­
tentimes at great sacrifice by ullliont 
of our people.

“Tbe effort of the American Red 
Croaa in this war has conatituted by 
far tbe largest voluntary gifts of 
money, of band and heart, ever coo-, 
tributed purely for the relief of hu­
man siifferlDg. Tlirough the Red Cross 
the heart and spirit of the whole 
American people have been mohilizcd 
to take care of our own, to relieve tiie 
misery Incident to Uie war, and also 
to reveal to tbe world the supreme 
Ideals of our national life.

“ Everyone who has had any part in 
this war effort of the He«l Cross is en­
titled to congratulate himself. No 
thanks from anyone could be equal In 
value to the self satisfaction every., 
one slioiild feel for the part taken. 
'Fully 8.000,000 American wnme'n have 
exerted thcinseives in Red Cit>ss serv­
ice.
Has Over 17,000,000 Adult Membsrs.

“ Wlien we entered the war the 
American Red Cro«a had about .VIO.OOO 
members. Twlay, as tlie result of tlie 
recent Christmas nieifiltershlp Roll 
Call, there are upwards of 17.000,000 
full fiald nienihers ontside of the mem­
bers of the Junior Red t.'rosa, numl>er- 
ing perhaiw 9,000,000 school children 
additional. - ^

'“The clilef effort of the Red Cross 
during the war has lieen to care for 
our men In service and to aid our 
army and navy wherever the Red 
Cross may l>e catlesl oo to assist. As 
to this phase o f the work Burgeon Gen­
eral Ireland of the U. S. Army racent- 
ly said; ‘The Red Cross has been an 
enterprise as vast as the war Itself. 
From the beginning It has done those 
things which the A'rmy Metllcal Corps 
wanted done, hut could not do itself.'

“The Red Cmsa endeavor In France 
haa naturally been upon an exception­
ally large scale where service has 
been rendered to the Anterican Army 
and to the French Army and the 
Fpench people as well, the latter par­
ticularly during tha trying period 
when the A lli^  World was waiting 
for the American Army to arise in 
force and power. Hospital eroergra jr 
aei^lce for our army In Franca hia 
greatly diminished, but the Red Cross 
Is still >>elng called upon for service 
upon a large scale In the great base 
bMpitals. where thousands of Ameri­
can sick and wounded are still receiv­
ing attention. At thesa hospitals the 
Red Cross supplies huts and'faculties 
for the amusement and recreation of 
tbe men as they become convalescent. 
Our Army of Occupation In Germany 
was foliowe<1 with kfedical units pre­
pared to render the same emergency 
Bid and supply senica which was the 
primary business of tbe Red Cross 
daring hastilitlss. Tbe Army Canteea 
aervlce along the lines of travel has

fiatarallj pr^ 

for aa for as poaalhto te provide for 
their owB. It hga accordingtjr been de> 
tenalaod that the gtodlng principle ef 
Red Cross psUcy la Fraace heucafortb 
shall he to havo pnnctnious regard to 
Its every reapanslbillty, bat to direct 
Its efforts primarily to asaiitlng 
French relief aocisties. Tha liberated 
and devastated regions of France have 
been divided by tlie gox'ernment Inte 
small dlstripta, each ofliclally assigned 
to a designated French relief orgaot-' 
sat ion.

“The Ameriraa Red Croaa work la 
France wfit laftffited by a cominisalon 
af elghteea men who landed eo French 
shores June IS, 1917. Since than 
sowe (MWO persons have beea npon the 
rolla in France, of whom 7,000 were 
acilveljr engaged when the armlallce 
was signed. An Indication of the pres­
ent wale of tbe work will be obtalaed 
from the foct that the* services of 8,000 
persons are still required.

“ Oar American Expeditionary Force 
having largely evacuated Ragland, tha 
activities of tha Re<l Cross Comials- 
sion there are naturally upon a dimin­
ishing scale period. Active operations 
are still la progress in Archangel and 
Siberia’.

“The work In Italy haa been alinoat 
entirely on behalf of the civilian pop­
ulation of that country. In the critical 
hnura of Italy’s struggle the American 
people, through thelt Red Cross, sent 
a practical message of sympathy and 
relief, for which the government and 
(wople o f Italy have never cegsed to 
express tiieiy gtaOtude.
Supplies and Fsraonnal te Near Eaai.

“ The m’caslon for auch concentra­
tion of effort in Italy, England. Bel­
gium and even in France having natur­
ally and normally diminished. It has 
been possible to divert supi>lles snd 
Itersonnel In largo measure to the aid 
of  those people In iha Near East who 
have hitherto beea .Inacoeaalble to out­
side assistance, but whose sufferings 
have been upon an appalling acale. 
The needs of these peoples ara so vast 
tikat government alone can meet thani, 
but the American Red Cross Is making 
an effort to retleve Immediately tbe 
more scute distress.’

“Aa ex'tenslvs group o f Americaa 
workers has been dispstrhed to carry 
vitally uee<led suppIlM. aad to work 
this winter In the various Balkan cona- 
tries. In order to co-ordinate their ac­
tivities, a Balkan commission has beea 
established, with headquarters at 
Rome, Italy, from which point alone 
all the Balkan centers can be reached 
promptly.

“A commlsslnn has Just reached Po­
land with doctors and nurses, medIcaL 
supplies, and food for sick children 
and Invalids. An American Rad Cross 
Commission has also been appointed 
to aid In relieving the suffering of Rua- 
sian prisoners atlll confined In Qennaa 
prison cani|iai

“An important commisslna la atlll 
working^ la Palestine. Through tbs 
war spwial co-operation haa been 
given to the Armenian and Syrian Re­
lief Commission, which was tbs only 
agency able to carry relief In tbo t»- 
tarior of Turkish domlalMS. >

Red Crsaa Will Continwa.
"Red Cross effort Is thus far flung, 

ft  will continiis to be so. But tha 
movement represented by this work 
has likewise assumed an intimats place 
In-tbe dally life of our people at homai 
Tbs army of workers which baa beea 
recruited and trained during tha war 
roust not bs demobilized. All our ex­
perience In the war shows clearly that 
there la an unlimited field for service 
of the kind which can bs performed 
with peculiar effectiveness by the Red 
Cross. IVhat Its future tasks may bs 
It Is yet Impossible to forecast Ws 
know that so long as there Is an Amer­
ican army In the field rhs Red CroM 
JtJll have a special function to perform.

“Nothing couTd l>e of greater Impor­
tance to the American Red Cross than 
the plana Just set in motion hy the five 
great Red Oosa societies of the world 
to develop a program of extended ac­
tivities in the interest of humanity. 
The conception Involves not alone ef­
forts to relieve human suffering, but 
to prevent It; not alone a movement 
by the people of an individual nation, 
but an attempt to aroiiae all people to 
g sense of their rrs|i}>iiKlhIlity for the 
n'clfare of tlieir fellow beings through­
out the world. It Is a program both 
ideal and practical. Ideal In that Ita 
supreme aim la nothing leas than ver­
itable “Peace on earth go«Ml wilt to 
mco,“ and practical in that it seeks to 
take means and measures which are 
acfnally sTalljihle 4iuf~nnike them cf- 
fectixe In meeting without delay (bo 
ertsia which is dally recurrent In tbe 
llvee of all peoples.

“ For accomplishing ita mlaaioo In 
the years of peace which must He 
ahead of us the Red Cross will reqolrt 
the ablest possible leadership, and 
must enjoy the continued support, sym­
pathy, and participation in Ita work 
of tiM whole American peopla. It is 
particularly fortunate that such a man 
as Dr. Livingston Farrand should bavo 
been selected as the permanent head 
of the organization. ^The nnstinted 
fashion In which ah our people gavo 
of tbemselrea throughout tbe war la 
the beat asanrance that our Rad Croaa 
will continua to receive that coDpera- 
tioD which will make its work a aonreo 
of pride and Inapiratlon to evary Amer­
ican.”

Mr. Dnviann, aa chairman of the la- 
ternnilonal Commission o f the Ameri­
can Red Croaa, haa undertaken to rep­
resent the American Red Croaa In the 
preparation of the program for extend- 
C4l Red Croaa activities, and will spend 
the next several months In Europe In 
consultation with other Red Croaa aod* 
etiea for that purpose.

Alarm is expresaod by experts, tis 

will aa^practical dairymen, over the 
great influx of Hoisteins to the dry 
land districts of eastern Colorado. 
This is what they say: “ How can 
tbe dry lands care for the highly spee- 
ialisad milking strain that we have 
In the modem Holstein?

The Hoisteins have been 
developed under the moat favorable 
conditions of fsoding snd care. CH> 
maticaly considered, Colorado, or any! 
other mountain tetei, it more favt^r- 
able than any Holstein breeding cen­
ter in America or Europe. We have 
an outdodV climate, naturally bene­
ficial to man or boast.* Bat we d» 
have rigorons winter weather, on oc- , 
caaion, that demands focilities folr 
protecting tha dairy herd.

We can grow the feeds that con­
stitute the bulk and succulence, bat 
we must build silos; we must have 
comfortable dairy barna—and that 
does not meen fancy outfits—and we 
must provide good pasture.

adoption of this amendment, violate 
any paK of this eonstitutional pro- 
vimon shall be deemed guilty of s

(d) Without affecting provisions 
herein, intoxicating liquors pre de­
clared to be subject to the general 
police power of the State; and the 
Legislature shall have the power to 
pass any additional prohibitory laws, 
or laws in aid thereof, which it may 
deem advisable.

(e) Liability for violating any 
liquor laws in force at the time of 
the adoption of this amendment .shall 
not be affected by this amendment, 
and all remedies, civil and criminal, 
for such violations shall be preserved.

The foregoing consti­
tutional amendme;it shall be submit­
ted to a vote of the qualified electors 
for members of the Legislature at an 
election to be held throughout the 
State of Texas on the fourth Satur­
day in May, being the twenty-fourth 
day thereof, A. D. 1919. At said 
election, the vote shall be by official 
ballot, which shall have printed or 
written at the top thereof in plain 
letters the words, "Official Bsllot." 
Said ballot ahall have also written or
printed thereon- the words, "For Pro- 
nibition,’' and the words, "Against 
Prohibition.”

All voters favoring said proposed 
amendment shall erase the words 
"Against Prohibition” by making s 
mark through the same, snd those 
opposing it shall srsM the words, 
"For Prohibition.* by making s mark 
through the same.

If a majority of the votes cast at 
said election shall be "For Prohibi­
tion,”  said amendment shall be de­
clared apopted. If a majority of 
the votes shall be "Against Prohibi­
tion,”  said amendment shall be lost, 
and so declared.

All the provisions of the General 
Election Laws as amended snd in 
forM St the time of said election is 
held ^ a l l  govern in all respects as 
to the qpalificstions of the electors, 
the method of holding such election, 
snd all other respects, so far a# such 
election laws can be made applicable.

Section 8. The Governor of ,.the 
State is hereby directed to issue the 
necessary procfsmstion for said elec­
tion snd to have the same published 
ss required by the Constitution snd 
laws of this State.
