The Normal completed
seven forward passes, making 56
yards, while they failed on eleven
passes.

Plainview gained 93 yards in 23
plays through the line and on end
runs. The Normal gained 106 yards
through the line on 17 plays.

Plainview carried the ball a total of
101 yards or an average of 4 5-24
yards on the twenty-four successful
plays. The Normal's total gain was
162 yards on 24 successful plays, or
an average of 6 3-4 yards.

The state in-
spector of masonary would not ap-
prove a contract under the present
cost plus profit method of contracting
until the attorney general had given
his approval. This approval came,
and the contract was given to J. F.
Johnson of Austin.

Mr. Hill states that the plans fort
the buildings are practically complet-
ed. Material is now being shipped,
and by December 1st a large amount
of material will be on the ground.
Work will be started first on the
engine house, and the new domitory
for girls will follow.

Without
it no city can progress and with uni-
form cooperation any city can develop
and grow to any standing in the com-
mercial world.  But cooperation does
not mean merely the talking together,
or the pulling together for any one
single success but means the thorough
cooperation in every way and in many
instances one of the greatest draw-
backs to cooperative success is the
failure of the merchants and the con-
sumers to pull together, Not al-
ways is it the consumers fault neither
is it always the merchants fault that
much money goes out of the city to
merchants in other sections. Very
frequently the local merchant does not
carry a line or class of merchandise
which will meet the requirements of
the consumer and in that event it is
no wonder that much money goes out
of the business locality but as a gen-
eral rule the merchints in a live and
up to date city like Canyon carry a
complete stock of merchandise which |
will meet all requirements. Hence
the cooperation is necessary on the
part of the consumer.

In the first place this commercial
center was established here for the
convenience of the consumer. The
consumer is the individual who lives
in this locality. because it is possible
for him to make a living in this lo-
cality and that possibility is always
created by this being a commercial
center and it would not be a com-
mercial center were it not for the
home merchant; hence by all the laws

entitled to every dollars worth of
business in the locality. Were it
not for this commercial center the
farmers would bave to spend prac-
tically all their profit in getting their
products to some market where they
would be handled. In fact their
crops to them would be like an oil
well without a pipe line, railroad
transportation or railroad facilities.
Hence when they find a market plac-
ed here for their convenience it is
nothing more than right that they
should assist in maintaining that mar-
keting center by buying his necessi-
ties there.
Again there is no logical reason
why money should be sent out of Can-
yon. In this day and age of com-
mercialism the small city merchant
has the same opportunities of buying
that the large city merchant possess-
es He buys from the same mar-
kets and he handles the same grades
of merchandise. For clothing as an
example. The clothing manufactur-
ers turn out brands of clothing and
these brands are the same whether
purchased in Canyon or New York
City. They cost .the New York City
merchant just as much as they do the
Canyon merchant. The Chnyon
merchant has the same  diversified
lines to choose from hence it is not
necessary for the consumer living in
Canyon’s trade territory to go to New
York or any other nearer city te
make his purchases.
There is nothing that will tear down
and destroy the growth of a commu-
nity as the sending of money to out
of town stores. Letting these pro-
fits build up another local commu-
nity. It is through the taxes paid
by the merchants that a large per
cent of the civic improvements are
installed, that schools are maintained,
and city and county governments
operated, hence there is no logical
reason why Canyon people should

“1'have been in professional life now
for over seven years, but being raised
{on a farm can’t seem to get away
| from it. Last fall T persuaded the
| wife to try out some cows and just
'a little bit against her will, started
(out to look up a few. We did not
know just what breed wé would like
| to tackle as a side issue. I fished
most of the slack time last summer,
which wasn’t very profitable but lots
of sport, and as it happened I landed
in a herd of Holsteins, Jerseys and
Guernseys, and after looking around
some time at the different ones, I
came home without buying any and
told my wife I didn't know which to
take, there were so many. We talk-
ed it over for a day or two and I
went back and bought four of the best

Germinating New Wheat.

Frequently only a small percentage
of freshly harvested winter wheat
germinates readily under the condi-
tions ordinarily used in making the
germination tests even though it
would germinate well under these
same conditions a few weeks later. In
sections of the country where farm-
ers depend upon wheat from the cur-
rent crop for the fall sowing the poor
germination secured with the fresh

‘| grain has made it difficult for seed

analysis to give accurate information
at to the quality of winter wheat of-
fered for seed in time for this infor-
mation to be of service.
In a recent investigation by the
Seed Laboratory of the United States
Department of Agriculture it has been
found that this difficulty can be al.
most entirely overcome, even with
wheat taken from standing plants and
never allowed to dry out, by the use
of a lower tenwperature than has been
customary for making the germina-
tion tests. Thus, of 16 samples of
freshly harvested wheat an average
of 99 per cent began to germinate in
five days at temperatures from 9 de-
grees to 16 degrees C (48 degreeg to
61 degrees F), whereas in the same
time an average of only 86 per cent
germinated at 22 degrees C (72 de-
grees F) which is about the tempera-
ture at which germination tests of
wheat are frequently made. In the
case of one lot 98 per cent were ger-
minating by the end of five days at
12 degrees C (54 degreeg F) and only
16 per cent at 22 degrees C (72 de-
grees F). About 15 degrees C (59
degrees F) is recommended for . use
in making germination tests of all
freshly harvested wheat. Of course
at this temperature the rate of growth
ig slow after germination has begun.
This method of treatment was
equally succeskful with fresh samples
of spring wheat and gave good results
also with oats and barley.

TIME HAS COME WHEN HE MUST
BE RELIEVED OF SOME OF HIS
OFFICIAL DUTIES,

BUSIEST MAN IN AMERICA

Chief Executive No Longer Has Any
Time He Can Call His Own—All
Sorts of Tasks Are Thrust Upon
Him,

Washington.—Nembers of the prests
dent's eabineg, who are the men most
competent to discuss the subject, say
that the time is near at hand, if not,
already here, when the chief exeeutive
of the nation must be relieved of some
of the official burdens he now has to
carry. This ohservation is prompted
by the recent temporary breakdown of
President Wilson, The Constitution
| of the United States, it is pointed out,
{ does not overburden the president with
| duties, but in the 130 years that have
elapsed since the Constitution was
_sdopted there have been developments
that have greatly hroadened the score
of activities of the man who occuples
the White House,

One wounld gain the Impression
from reading section two or article two
of the Constitution that outside of
commanding the army and navy In
time of war, addressing the congress,
hefore the opening of each session, on
the state of the Unlon, granting re-
prieves and . pardons, negotiating
treaties, nominating persons to office
and receiving amhassadors, the presi-
dent has little to do. These prescribed
duties, as a matter of fact, now take
but little of the president's time. If
he should limit his activities to the
duties set out in the Constitution he
would have a half holiday six times
a week,

President Has Little Rest.

Under modern tonditions the presl-
dent of the United States really has
no time he ecan call his own. If he
slips away from the White House for
a few hours occasionally,

The development of the Panhandle
country has been brought about under
many trying ecircumstances which
have been met by the sturdy pioneers
who came to this section realizing
that they were to meet periods of
adversity and tribulations. They
have conquered these things and to-
day the Panhandle country is on the

way to development into one of the -

leading agricultural, stockraising and
commercial centers of the Great
Southwest. This development and
present standing has not been brought
about however without many influ-,
ences being brought to bear and there

| cars, and yet it has been in possession
of c¢ars belonging to other lines for
some time, giving it a total of
stock cars for its use. - This line has
an arbitrary ruling from a federal
manager to the effect that if* can not
load the cars assigned it, to- move off
its own line. /All cattle moving
north on this line must be unloaded
at Wichita. They are not permitted
to stay in the cars and move to other
lines, even when other cars are avail-
able at Wichita.to take the place of
stock cars that are billed to other
points. Cattle moving off the Mid-
land Valley last week to the Kansas
City market shrank 50 to 60 lbs a
head because they had to be reloaded
at Wichita. Diversion is often re-
fused. The good. roads are being
worked to death, and the movement
of oil is hurting the movement of
live stock and grain. The Santa Fe
is the goat of the regional directors
and federal managers from Chicago
westward, simply because it had the
best equipment in the United States
when it was wrested from its owners
at the time Mr. McAdoo took charge
of the railway. It has a double track
from Kansas City to Chicago, and
having a double track it is penalized
by having a lot of traffic dumped on
it. No material provisions have been
made by the government for upkeep
of roadbed or equipment. The bud-
get for 1919 improvements was cut
in half by the director general, despite
the fact that the Santa Fe was one
of the few roads that made any profit
to the government through its opera-
tion since it was taken over by Me-
Adoo. y
The Santa Fe has 8,000 stock cars,
most of them steel underframes, This
week only 2,800 of these cars were
on the Santa Fe’s own lines. Old de-
crepit New York Central and Pennsyl-
vania stock cars from east of the Mis-
sissippi river, wooden under framed
affairs, have been worked westwaid.

The New York Central has been no-
torious for 10 years for its supply
of bad equipment and bad vrder cars.
Even in good repair these cars weuld
not stand up under the draw ~bar
strain of a Santa. Fe locomotive draw-
ing a long string of them, and draw
bars would be jerked out continually,
as these cars have not been built to
stand the strain that Santa Fe steel
under frame cars will undergo in
transit. The samé can be said of
Pennsylvaina equipment, but the
Pennsylvania equipment has come to
its present state of dilapidation since
government control came on.

The Santa Fe has 38,000 box cars of
the same quality as its stock cars,
the best equipment of any railway in
the world, and kept good, when the
Santa Fe was' in the hands of its
owners, though constant .repair and
watchfulness. Of these 38,000 box
cars only 3,800 were on the Santa Fe's
lines at one time this week. Of the
cars from foreign lines that had been
shuffled off on the Santa Fe by lines
east, and by jerk water lines that tap
the Santa Fe, 67 per cent were in
some state of bad order this week.

No data is at hand at this time to
prove how many of the government’s
or rather, McAdoo’s, 100,000 new,
standardized box cars were ever
turned out. No stock cars were pro-
vided in the railway administration’s
car building program of last year.

underframed 40-foot cars are being
used east of the Mississippi river to
haul slow freight, while cattlemen in
the West are clamoring for cars to
take their cattle back to Texas and
the ranges and the sidings are filléd
up with bad order cars.

The box car situation is causing
great losses to the wheat men. Wheat
is pilled up all over Texas for lack of
cars to move it. Grain men know
that there is a shortage, but they do
not know the reason for it. Short
hours in the repair shops, strikes,
dictation of labor leaders and arbi-
trary rulings of-jegional directors
and federal managers, along with the
niggardly maintenance program of
the railways administration,  have
brought these conditions about, and
the live stock and agricultural inter-
ests of the country are paying the
bill.
