The speaker declared that a crisis
in the affairs of Texas has been
reached, the greatest since Richard
Coke drove the carpetbagger gover-
nor from Austin. He declared that
he was present to prevent Texas from
welcoming a carpetbagger back to
the state capital.

Buf in this connection, he pointed
out that he had no personal bitter-
ness toward Joseph Weldon Bailey,
and would have naught to say -in
malice against him.
