He 
worked for Hico just as he did for his 
business when it cams to publicity. 
Before he moved to Wax* he left word 
that he wanted to preside ever the 
Chamber of Commerce meeting one 
snore time. It remains for the mem­
bers and other officers to set a 
definite date for this meeting, to 
tnake pre-meeting plans for new of* 
fleers and new projects, and to set 
their shoulders to the wheel and make 
Hico step up the path other wide­
awake cities are tiodding.

One thing that Mr. Shaffer wanteu 
most of all was free mail delivery in 
Hico. Cooperating with other business 
men, the Chamber o f Commerce

Cesident saw that inspectors came 
re from the post offi?e department 

and gave this town a rating suf­
ficiently high to merit free delivery. 
The main task that lay ahead u s* to 
gain the cooperation o f th.; people so 
that houses would l e numt ere >, 
street would he designated, and so 
forth.

The free mail delivery project has 
not been pushed for some time, but 
it undoubtedly will in* before the new 
year is far under way. Free mail de­
livery means the raising of a munci- 
f»ality from a town to a small-city 
rating in the eyes o f the world. It 
means the addition o f two or three 
'men with their familes, probably, to 
the population and thus to the buy­
ing public. It means numbered houses 
and street signs, which alone are 
euough to swell a Hico-lover’s heart 
with pride. It  means mnil twice a day 
rain or shine, cold o f hot; it there­
fore means better service from the 
already efficient post office force.

The Hico post office is one of the 
{best in the state for a town of this 
aitc. It in modem in every respect, 
with newest boxes, newest equipment, 
and best arrangement. The postmas­
ter and hi* assistants are courteous, 
alert, and systematic. When the sign 
in the post office building says the 
mail will be ready at 11:40 o’clock in 
the morning it means it; and patrons 
know exactly when they may get their 
letters, papers, and packages. Few 
towns o f less than 3.000 population 
can hand such bouquets to their post 
offices and their clerks. That is an­
other argument for free mail de­
livery. We have started out to give 
Hico mail service as good as any in 
the state. Let’s finish the job.

When people begin to get numbers 
on their houses, signs on their street* 
and mail in their front-porch boxes, 
they will begin to think more of new 
hoaM'fe Someone said on the street the 
other day that Hico is a much better 
town than outward appearances would 
indicate. Almost no new homes are to 
be found in the town, that peraon 
no teed.

State maintenance of the Hamilton 
to Lampaaaa county road is being 
made for a 90-day period, while the 
county is securing rights to a 100- 
foot right-of-way along the route. 
Judge Rice states that the right-of- 
way surveys and titles are being 
made, and that the southern stretch 
of the road will be in the excellent 
condition of the northern stretch ia a 

i short time.
The Meridian highway, which cuts 

1 the nation in half as it glides almost 
! on a bee line from Panada into Tex­
as at the Red river just east of Wichi­
ta Falls, makes an arc through Fort 
Worth, Waco, Austin and San 
Antonio. Designation of an air-line 
highway through this state would 
place both Hico and Hamilton on tha 
transcontinental route. If present 
plans of designation, which are being 
carried forward now, are carried to 
completion, as seems certain, this 
county will receive the bulk of traffic 
to and from the middle west snd 
southwest Texas and the Rio Grande 
i  alley. Surfacing of the highway will 
he necessary, o f course.

WHEN W INTER  COMES

Depend on the Youxsterii for 
Heaviest Layinx in Fall and 
Winter Month* When Prices are 
Highest.

“ Youth will be served” so run* 
the old proverb. Of course, no ref­
erence to poultry was intended, but 
it happens to tit just the same. As 
a rule, pullets lay more eggs during 
their first la>mg season than dur­
ing any subsequent season. Con- 
nequently, if hatches are correctly 
timed so that plenty o f pullets will 
be brought to maturity some time 
during the latter part o f August or 
September, a banner winter egg 
season is bound to follow. Pullets 
hatched during February or March, 
according to breed, should begin lay­
ing juat about the right time for 
winter egg*

Pullets should not be allowed to 
come into maturity too quickly. 
Normally, a pullet starts to lay 
eggs a* soon as s*.« L it  reached 
maturity and her oody has cessed 
to grow. Sometimes laying starts 
somewhat before full growth has 
been reached and further growth 
may cease. Such pullets may re­
main undersized and their eggs 
may be defective and imali. I f  pul­
lets are maturing too rapidly tneir 
mash and animal food should be 
reduced. The grain rations may 
also be slightly increased, as pul­
lets should have a good reserve 
store of body fat before they start 
laying. Otherwise they will not 
stand up well under the strain of 
laying and may fall considerably 
short of the possible maximum egg 
production. For that reason, many 
poultry men make a marked in­
crease in the quantity o f grains 
fed to the pullets as their combs 
begin to redden. A t the same 
time, they cut down on the mash 
and animal food; beef scraps or 
similar material. The grain is 
fattening, whereas the animal food 
being no longer required for mus­
cle building as the birds reach ma­
turity, may start egg production 
before it i* desirable.

It is usually considered better not 
to force pullets into premature lay­
ing by feeding large quantities of 
mash. Instead, limit the mash un­
til pullets are quite ready to lay 
and. by feeding a greater amount 
of grain, to get them fat. Such a » 
ration emphssizes the fat making 
material and. by withholding the 
egg-making materials, removes the 
danger of a too early maturity. 
Mash should not he entirely elimin­
ated. as it contains materials need­
ed for building up the muscles of 
young fowls. Too much of it. how­
ever. may precipitate egg laying 
before it is desirable. Give the 
developing pullets all the grain 
they will eat during early fall and 
after they come into normal laying, 
gradually decrease grain with a 
corresponding increase in mash 
feeding.

I f  pullet* have been properly de­
veloped along the lines just de­

scribed above, they should begin 
laying just a.* they are put into 
winter quarters. Their quarters 
should not bet changed once they 
start luying. Such a change will 
usually cause a molt und falling otf 
in the egg yield. Furthermore, pm- 
let s should never be housed with 
older hens. The more mature hens 
annoy the younger ones and that 
too interferes with their laying. 
From this point on, the usual rules 
for feeding and handling laying 
hens will apply to pullets developed 
especially for winter egg produc­
tion.

Of course, I do not mean that 
older hens are incapable of winter 
egg production merely because I 
have emphasized the desirability of 
developing pullets for that season. 
With proper culling, breeding and 
feeding, hens can be made to lay 
almost as many eggs during the 
winter months as in warmer weath­
er. The subject of special feeding 
and handling of fowls for winter 
egg production is, however, of suf­
ficient importance to constitute a 
separate article all bv itself.

The reason for emphasising ways 
of increasing winter egg produc­
tion ia, of course, that price* reach 
their very highest peak at that 
time. It is, therefore, desirable not 
only to produce as many winter 
eggs as possible, but also to market 
every possible one of those that are 
produced then. Practically all of 
them can be marketed by preserv­
ing and keeping for home use the 
low priced eggs of spring and sum­
mer.

It is very easy to preserve eggs 
for future use by putting them 
down in water glass, a syrupy li­
quid that can be obtained from al- 
moit any druggist. This water 
glass should be mixed with nine 
parts of cold boiled water and the 
solution kept in crocks or stone 
jars. Kegs or barrels may also be 
used if absolutely clean and free 
from odors provided they are 
thoroughly scalded. Fill the jar or 
keg partly full of the water glass 
solution and put in the eggs from 
day to dav as they are gathered. 
Be sure there is always at least 
two inches of solution over the 
eggs. No dirty or cracked eggs 
should be used nor any about which 
there is any doubt as to when they 
were laid. They must be absolute­
ly  fresh, laid the same day they 
are put in the solution.

The cost of preserving eggs in 
this way is very small and calls for 
almost no work at all. Eggs in 
water glas* will keep for six or 
eight months if stored in i  cool 
dark place, well covered, and may 
then be used for all cooking pur­
poses or for the table. The advan­
tages of this plan certainly should 
be apparent without argument.

I have not attempted to go into 
any great detail in this article. On 
the contrary. I have tried only to 
suggest enough so the reader will 
want to know more about methods 
o f increasing the winter profits 
from his flock.

Gasoline, Cigarette 
And Horse's Tail in 

Evanston Disaster
We have heard many tales o f the 

serious consequences wrought through 
the near proximity of gasoline and 
lighted c’ garettes, but when a horse’s 
tail enters the train o f incidents, the 
effect apparently ia overwhelming, 
judging from the story received from 
Evanston. Illinois.

There, a milk truck driver, smok­
ing a cigarette, parked in the dairy 
yard to refill the gasoline tank. Fuel 
overflowed on the ground at the mo­
ment he flicked ashes from his ciga­
rette. Instantly, the gasoline flared 
up and ignited his coat, which, in 
hastily removing, he threw on the tail 
of one of 12 horses in a nearby barn.

This annoyed the animal so that he 
switched his burning tail, testing 
the flaming coat onto a pile of hay.

Result: A policeman managed to 
lead out the frightened horses, but 
the fire loss included the barn, five 
trucks and some wagon*; damage, 
110.000. The national hoard of fire 
underwriters estimates that careless 
use of matches—and smoking- caus­
ed fire losses of over $29,000,000 in 
1927, while petroleum and ita prod­
ucts resulted in losses of more than 
$12.500,000.

The World Conference on Narcot­

ics Education,”  says the Portland 
Oregonian, “ insists on a twentieth 
amendment to the federal constitu­
tion as a means o f combating the 
evil it is organized to suppress. It 
does not appear, however, that pas­
sage of a federal amendment would 
greatly facilitate detection of higher- 
ups who could now be heavily punish­
ed if convicted, according to The 
Manufacturer. The problem is not 
constitutional b u t  administrative. 
The federal government and states, 
operating under present laws, can 
handle the situation, provided they 
will arise to its gravity, as well as 
they could if an amendment were 
passed.”

Aviation Attracting 
Interest of Congress

Washington, D. C.— Congress tends 
towards increased appropriations for 
aviation. The federal government 
spent directly and indirectly a total 
of $481,208,600, the past four years. 
The direct appropriations available 
for the current year reach $70,000,000 
and promise to exceed this sum by 
$15,000,000 during 1030, according to 
a statement issued recently by Sena­
tor Gerald P. Nye o f North Dakota.

“ In spite of the fact that increas­
ing sums are spent on aeronautics in 
the defense branches of the govern­
ment," the Senator stated further, 
“ it is the service o f the air, directed 
toward making the world one great 
neighborhood, that has so captivated 
the imagination o f this age. Follow­
ing the epochmiakmg achievements 
of Lindbergh, the Department of 
Commerce greatly expanded its ac­
tivities in behalf of civil aeronautics. 
Its budget item for 1930, to promote 
and make safer commerce and pleas­
ure travel over our 15.000 miles of 
airway, totals upwards of six and a 
half million dollars.

“ A  high idealism and rare prac­
tical vision have marked the course 
of this youth (Lindbergh) and other 
courageous adventurers of the air. 
That they and their followers will suc­
cessfully chart the ether and give man 
a totally new realm of existence is cer­
tain. Possibly the vision caught in 
the science o f harnessing the air will 
enable these pioneers o f a new physi­
cal civilization to find the solution to 
its economics, so that the poor will 
not be left to travel earthward and 
the rich in proximity with the sky.”
