It provides penal-
ties of imvrisonment and, in*serious
cases, death for violations.

Dispensations may be made
peacetime requirements — such
arms and ammunition for police,
explosives for demolition work and
cryptographic machines for author-
ized internal security services.

Outlawed for Germans are “all
weapons including atomic mean. .of
warfare or apparatus of all calibre )
and natures capable of projecting
lethal or destructive projectiies,
liguids and gases”. This section
also  outlaws “all military cutting
or piercing weapons’”, ranging to
lances.

RIC DE JANIERC—(NEA)—The
higher inflation goes in, Brazil, the
higher go the hopes of the Com-
munists and of ex-dictator-presi-
dent Getulio Vargas.

By best available  figures, there
are cnly 63,000 Communists among
Brazil's 45,000,000 population (of
which 8,000,000 can vote). But this
relatively small total makes more
noise than all of the numerous
other political parties put together.

The Communist handwriting is
large on the board fences that sur-
round new construction in Rio and

other cities; its voice .is soft but
yersuasive in the pre-dawn lines
that fform outside. food markets.

And right now the Communists are
sdds-on favorites to win the forth-
coming election for a third senator
from the major s:ate of Rio de
Janiero.

The present government, headed
by President Eurico Dutra, asserts
it has checked inflation now at an
admitted hkoost of nearly 300 per
cen‘ above 1940 levels. But business-
men and industrialists here insist
the figure is nearer 400 or 500 per
cent and is still going up:

Money in circulation, for instance,
was about six billion cruzeiros in
1939; now businessmen estimate: it
is about 21 billion, but the govern-
ment has not issued any recent fi-
gures. !
Wages Have Gone Up

The average of all workers’ wages
also has spiraled since 1939 from
about $14 to $60 a month, and it is
still going up in the expanding in-
dustries because there is not enough
labor to go around, and the compe-
tition or manpower is strong.

The Communists have moved "in
on this small-time boom that labor
is enjoying without any effort on
labor’s part. The unions in Brazil,
which represent 30 per cent of the
workers, are syndicates over which
the government ostensibly holds full
control and is supposed to have
final approval of those who are
elected heads of the syndicates. But
the Communists Mow control most
of the syndicate presidents, and
thus have more domination of the
syndicates than the government it-
self.

content over the housing situation.
Old rents are frozen, but it is neces-
sary .to buy off landlords with fa-
miliar dodges, which Brazilians call
“the glove.” New ren's are beyond
reach of the working class, for while
there is a tremendous construction
boom today, the buildings that are
going up are high-rent apariments
or offices.

Brazilian contractors are proud of
the fact that they can put up these
new huildings fast in a construction
style adopted from French archi-
tecture, utilizing reinforced concrete
which needs no hard-to-get steel
girders even in struetures 36 stories
high. But inflation has hit here,
too. Costs spiral so fast that kuild-
ings often change hands two or
three times in the course of con-
struction when the original capital
proves insufficient.

Low Cost Housing Scarce

With businessmen in Brazil ac-
customed to 200 per cent or more
prefit on their investments, low-
cost housing is few and far bhe-
tween. The Communists have been
making a stir about this for a long
time, and now even some of the
ccnservatives are joining the ery.
The senatorial candidate of one of
the rightest parties not now in
power has just made a quick trip
to the U.S. in the hope of getling
mass housing data he can use for
campaign purposes in January elec-
tions.

If all this is food for the Com-
munists, it is no less encouraging
to Vargas. Many intelligent Brazil-
ians insist that Dutra is less than
a_figure-head, and that if his gov-
ernment’s claims of a halt to in-
fla‘ion do not materialize soon,
Dutra will not last out the remain-
ing four years of his term.

These same informed Brazilians
feel that if Dutra steps down, Var-
gas will return from behind the
scenes to the presidency. Right now
he makes -somewhat less noise than
the Communists, but the Vargas
machine could add up enough fol-
lowers to make 63,000 look even
smaller than it is.

Plan Is Revived To Link England
With France By Channel Tunnel -

By HAROLD G. LAYCOCK

LONDON —(#)— Plans to dig a
tunnel under the English Channel
and link England and France with
direct rail service — a dream that
was conceived half a century ago—
have been revived in British par-
liamentary and industrial circles
with up-to-date arguments includ-
ing American ‘dollars as prime bait.

Proponents of the project see the
hole they itch to dig as a funnel
for trade when the cataract of
American tourists’ bulging bill-folds
begins to swirl over the continent.

They point cut that in times past,
many Americans used to sidetrack
Britain to save themselves the
‘rouble of.leaning, wan and un-
happy, over the guardrail of an er-
ratic little. steamer making the
worst of the English Channel. ‘Air
travel, with its seasonal uncertain-
‘ies, say the ‘tunnel sponsors, has
not overcome this American pre-
iudice against calling on Britain.
Inviting Attraction

Thus a Channel tunnel, with a
smooth *‘and considerate 1Rilroad
humming through it, would be an
inviting attraction.

This is one of the reasons the
Channel Tunnel Committee of the
Housge of Cemmons is-stirring from
its slumbers and preparing, with
ckilled industrialists and techni-
cians, to storm the bias of British
insylarity.

Leader of the attack, bannering
Prime Minister Clement R. Attlee’s
slogan “We must now be regarded
as part of the Continent of Europe,”
is  Iabour Member of Parliament
Christopher Shawcross, brother of
Attorney General Sir Hartley.

In spare moments between being
a .barrister and watching over’ his
constitutents, Christopher Shaw-
cross is re-forming the Commons’
Channel Tunnel Committee, brief-
ing its members on all the answers
to ohjections it will have to face.
The Defense Factor

Prime among these is the belief
that a passageway from Britain to
France would jeopardize the island’s
defense plans. .

“The opposition claims that, par-
ticularly in these days of paratroop
warfare, our end could be captured
before we'd had time to blow it up.
But there are plenty of good strat-
egic arguments against that,” said
Shaweross, who was. an officer in
the Royal Navy’s Intelligence and
a member of the Post Hostilities
Planning Staff of the War Cabinet.

“No, the best trumps the opposi-
tion holds are shortage of manpow-
er and materials,” he admitted.
Though an experimental 2,000-yard
bore, burrowed nearly 50 years ago
near Dover, had shown solid chalk
the whole way and still remains dry
today, Shawcross said people might
be “nervous” if the eventual tun-
nel were not lined, and that would
mean a lot of steel.

Cotton Has Bad Year
But Wheat And Citrus
Fruit Break Records

By WILLIAM C. BARNARD
Associated Press Staff

The crown sat uneasily on King

Cotton’s head in 1946.

For him, the weather %vas a deadly
opponent. -The weather was ter-
rible, too, for the broad ranges of
West Texas. But wheat got a break,
citrus broke all ‘production records,
and corn did all right, considering
the acreage planted.

There was just too much rain for
cotton, and after the rains the in-
sects moved in. And -while the
eastern half of Texas was Pplagued
with rains and floods, the western
part of the state thirsted in drouth.
Last month the cotton forecast
was lowered to 1,700,000 bales, 50,000
forecast.
The harvested yield per acre, at 135
pounds, is 31 pounds below average
and the poorest since the drouth
year of 1936. The 10-year (1935-
1944) average production was 3,137,-
800 bales.

The wheat yield was 53,613,000
bushels, comparing with 41,778,000
bushels last year and 34,863,000
bushels as the 10-year-average.
West Texans thinned their herds
of cattle and sheep in the face of
very bad range conditions.

W. Cox, state
heal"h cfficer, said he Dbelieves it
would be a worthwhile idea for -ev-
ery Texan to take a health inven-
tory at the beginning of the New
Year.

“At the beginning of a New Year,
we should give some though® to the
mistakes we have made during the
past year, and a great deal of
thought to planning some way of
improving our health - conditions
during 1947, Dr. Cox 'said.

“The American. people are very
fortunate. We have scien’ific know-
ledge of 'communicable diseases;
we have already made important
eonquests in tlje warfare against
infectious  diseases. We have ma-
terial wealth to make knowledge
work; ,we have capable  leaders in
the sciences of life processes who
see grea’ opportunities for public
good in health measures that unite
effectively the resources; of medi-
cine, education, finance, and gov-
ernment,” Dr. Cox asserted.

“Every Texan should make a New
Year’s resolution to practice be:ter
personal, heme, and community
sanitation, with a view to elevating
the health level in every communi-
ty, and in so doing create bet‘ter

health conditions throughout the
State.”
The State Health = Department,

according to Dr. Cox, is confident
that with national health being
stressed as one of our nations most
important problems, 1947 will see
great strides made in the upbuild-
ing of -public health on a national
scale.

AUSTIN—The Texas Unemploy-
ment Compensation Commission
has reporied that the rapid
rate of employment expansion in
offect in the state since last Janu-
ary is slowing up and forecasts in-
dicate that except far seasonal ad-
ditions to' handle the holiday rush,
normal replacements of labor turn-
sver will make up the bulk of hir-

This trend is reflected by jch
clacements made by the Texas State
Employment Service which droppea
slightly over the previou~ month.
TSES offices placed 35.2" " workels
on jobs during the pas’ onth and
of this total, 13,789 were veterans.

By industrial classification, con-
struction contractors hired the
highest number of workers referred
by the employment service. Man-
ufacturing firms, mainly in the
