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SWCID students protest

Unhappy over
cafeteria food,
student dean,

other issues

A large group of SouthWest
Collegiate Institute for the Deaf
students staged a protest at the
school Tuesday and promised
more such action in the future if
their demands aren’t met.

About 40 students, upset over
issues ranging from cafeteria
food to the school’s dean of stu-
dents, aired their grievances
before SWCID Provost Dr. Ron
Brasel and Howard College Dr.
Cheryl Sparks Tuesday after-
noon.

After talking with the two offi-
cials, the students agreed to call
a temporary halt to their protest.

“We’ve been trying to get them
to listen to us since November
and they haven’t done anything
about until now,” student
Kristen Dickson said through an
interpreter. “We’re going to meet
(with officials) again at 8:45 p.m.
Monday and then decide what
will happen next.”

The major point of contention
between students and officials
Tuesday was Dean of Students
Edward Tagge. The students
want Tagge fired, an action
Brasel said he wasn’t prepared to
take.

“That is a very difficult ques-
tion,” Brasel told the students,
“and I cannot in good conscience
answer it.”

Sparks echoed Brasel’s com-
ments.

“This is a personnel issue and
it’s something we can’t address
in public,” Sparks said. “I under-
stand that the students are ask-
ing questions, but it’s a situation
where the employee has rights,
also.”

Dickson said dislike for Tagge
is widespread among students.

“Each student has their indi-
vidual reasons as to why they

“My primary reason is that he
forces religion on the students.
Secondly, he punishes the stu-
dents.”

Other issues included the qual-
ity of cafeteria food, which
Dickson called “slop,” faulty air
conditioning in the dorms, balky
Internet service and the stu-
dents’ wish for a deaf provost
once Brasel retires.

In addition, they voiced con-
cern over the lack of social activ-

Sparks said the college would
continue to work with the stu-
dents.

“We’re very sensitive to our
students,” she said. “After all, we
want them to come here. If some-
thing is wrong, we want to know
about it ... we want to be able to
fix it.”

Guerrero blasts Rangers,
coach says, ‘He’s a monster’

ANAHEIM, Calif. — Texas
manager Ron Washington theo-
rized before the game about
ways to Lkeep Los Angeles
Angels slugger Vladimir
Guerrero in check.

After Guerrero went 4-for-4 on
Tuesday night, including a solo
homer and a pair of RBI singles
in the Angels’ 8-4 victory over
the Rangers, it was back to the
drawing board.

“We’ve got to figure out a way
to get this guy out. If I get an
opportunity not to pitch to him,
I won’t pitch to him,”
Washington said. “I tried to
pitch around him, and it didn’t
work.

“I mean, this guy’s a monster.
I can’t walk him every at-bat.
We tried to throw it out of the
zone, he hit it.”

Guerrero certainly has been a
monster at the plate against the
Rangers. His first time up
against them this year, he sin-
gled home the Angels’ initial
run of the season in their 4-1
victory in Monday’s opener.

He’s hitting .442, with 21
homers, 49 RBIs and 49 runs in
56 career games against Texas.

Rangers starter Vicente
Padilla didn’t particularly feel

picked on.

“Guerrero is hitting every-
body,” Padilla said through a
translator. “I made a good pitch
to him in the first inning, but he
broke his bat and still got a sin-
gle.”

Added Los Angeles manager
Mike Scioscia: “He does that to
everybody. He’s just a special
offensive player.”

In other AL games, it was:
Minnesota 3, Baltimore 2; and
Seattle 8, Oakland 4.

Washington is off to an 0-2
start in his first major league
managing job, and Guerrero is a
big reason.

“You’re not going to stop him
completely,” he said. “The best
thing is when he’s in situation
where he can hurt you, don’t
pitch to him. All I can say is, get
him off the plate and then throw
offspeed down and away where
he can’t get the big part of the
bat on it.”

Padilla’s first pitch to the
Angels’ slugger in the opening
inning was a fastball inside that
caused Guerrero to whirl away
from the plate. A couple of
pitches later, he singled in the
Angels’ first run.

“He got his toehold and didn’t

Texas hires Coach G to bring back glory days

AUSTIN — For two
decades, Texas has been
trying to recapture the
standard of perfection
Hall of Fame coach Jody
Conradt and the
Longhorns set.

The university thinks
Gail Goestenkors may be
just the woman to do it.

Goestenkors, who built
a powerhouse in 15 years
at Duke, resigned from
the Blue Devils on
Tuesday to take over a
Texas program longing to
return to the dominance
Conradt wielded over
women’s basketball when
she had the first undefeat-
ed NCAA championship
team.

There have been other
good runs since, but
Conradt, one of only two

Division I coaches with
900 wins, retired March
12 after the Longhorns
didn’t make the NCAA
tournament for the sec-
ond straight year.

Goestenkors — her
Duke players called her
Coach G — immediately
surfaced as Texas’ top
choice to be the new
coach and it’s easy to see
why: five Atlantic Coast
Conference champi-
onships, four Finals
Fours and 10 years in a
row of reaching the
NCAA tournament round
of 16.

The only thing missing
on her resume is a nation-
al championship.
Goestenkors came close,
getting to the title game
in 1999 and 2006.

She had done almost all
she could at Duke. And

when Texas came calling,
she decided it was time to
head West.

Goestenkors and Texas
officials won’t comment
publicly until Thursday,
when her new job is
approved by University of
Texas regents.

"In the end, it came
down to her seeking a
new challenge at this
stage in her career and
her life," Duke athletic
director Joe Alleva said
in a statement. "While we
are disappointed that she
has chosen to leave, we
have to look forward now
and search for the best
women’s basketball coach
for Duke University."

Duke fans hoped to keep
the 44-year-old
Goestenkors, who won

Giving children
proper options
on alcohol vital

pril is Alcohol Awareness Month and a good

time to consider a somewhat sobering

thought: That far too many very young chil-

dren are being faced with the decision of
whether or not to drink.

Unfortunately, too many of us seem to find that dif-
ficult to believe.

Underage drinking is seen by many as a problem
found at high schools and with college freshmen —
not in middle schools and on elementary school cam-
puses.

And thankfully, most fifth and sixth grade students
in Big Spring and across the state of Texas are not
using alcohol.

However, it is a sobering thought that even a few of
them are facing such an important decision. What’s
more, we as adults should remember that how wisely
they choose is up to us.

We have noted in this space before that one nation-
al study showed 10 percent of 9- to 10-year-olds say
they have already started drinking. And by the time
students reach the eighth grade, nearly 50 percent
report they had at least one drink. Some 20 percent
say they been drunk.

All of us — parents, teachers ... all adults — have a
responsibility to make sure children not only know
how to say “no” to peer pressure and other entice-
ments to drink, but to help educate them as to how
potentially damaging underage drinking is to their
health.

This month many schools across the state will be
conducting programs to help give fifth and sixth
graders the information they need.

But the discussion about the harmful effects of
underage drinking should not stop at the doors of our
schools. A clear and consistent message at home and
at school that underage alcohol use is dangerous and
unacceptable will reinforce a child’s ability to make
healthy decisions.

Statistics show that about 10.8 million young people
between the ages of 12 and 20 in America drink alco-
hol and that is a statistic that needs to change.

We here at the Herald encourage our readers to
please talk with your children today and help prevent
underage drinking.

The cost of not being responsible adults in such a
matter would be simply too great to bear.

The Democratic-con-
trolled Congress was
already considering a
House bi-partisan pro-
posal that is far more
conservative than the
comprehensive immigration
reform package passed in the
Senate last year. It was being
hailed by editorial writers as a
reasonable compromise to finally
fix the nation’s broken immigra-
tion system.

But instead of supporting it, the
White House is now trying to
swing the pendulum even further

to the right. Last week, the admin-

istration floated its own even
more conservative proposal, one
that has no chance of getting
approval from the Democratic
majority in Congress.

Clearly, it’s all about politics.
Republicans are naturally worried
that — after bashing immigrants
for so long — once illegal immi-
grants become citizens, they are
going to vote for Democrats. So
the White House has been floating
an immigration plan that would
make it harder for them to gain
citizenship.

In meetings with congressional
GOP leaders, administration offi-
cials have reportedly floated ideas
to further appease the xenophobic
hawks. These ideas are clearly for
the consumption of those who
have a deeper, more sinister agen-
da, which is to slow the empower-
ment of Latinos.

After all, we know that’s really

ried about. Since most illegal
immigrants are Latinos, it’s about
suppressing Latino empowerment.
It’s not about giving legal status to
some 12 million people who are
already living and working here,
people who are essential to the
success of our economy.

It’s about denying them, their
children and the relatives they
will bring from other countries,
the right to vote.

Bush now seems to be telling his
hawkish friends, “hey, no prob-
lem, we can delay that — indefi-
nitely.”

Of course, what they are doing is
making the offer that will eventu-
ally be made to illegal immigrants
so unattractive that many of them
simply won’t take it. And we’ll
still have a huge illegal immigra-
tion problem.

Even the House legislation,
hailed as the middle ground pro-
posal that all had been seeking,
runs the risk of being rejected by
many illegal immigrants.

That’s because the bill, spon-
sored by Rep.

Jeff Flake, R-Ariz., and Rep. Luis
V. Gutierrez, D-I11., requires illegal
immigrants to return to their
home countries, perhaps for only a
few hours, and then return here
legally.

For many illegal immigrants
who are poor and have families,
the cost of returning home and
coming back is unaffordable.

Of course, almost all these pro-
posals call for a fine of at least
$2,000 for every illegal immigrant
who submits to a legalization plan.
A family of five illegal immigrants
would be paying at least $10,000 to
get a green card and work here
legally.

Based on cost alone, many of
them may choose to remain under-
ground.

The Flake-Gutierrez bill would
tighten the borders and toughen
enforcement of immigration laws.
It would establish many of the
hurdles conservatives have been
asking for, especially requiring
new plans to toughen workplace
enforcement and border security

That led to a contract for nine
fights and her career was
launched. She fought professional-
ly from 1952 to 1962, receiving top
billing at all her fights. She is the
first female American bullfighter
and the only woman ever admitted
to the bullfighters union.

During her career, articles about
her appeared in Newsweek, Time,
Life, Sports Illustrated and other
magazines and newspapers all
over North and South America
and Spain. She was a guest on the
TV show, “What’s My Line.”
Ernest Hemingway wrote about
Pat. She became friends with
movie stars. Her artwork appeared
in galleries and museums as far
away as Taiwan.

Bulls were
getting smaller and she didn’t
want to fight small bulls. All over
Mexico, bullrings were being torn
down to make way for parking
lots and Wal-Mart stores.

to be satisfied before its citizen
provision kicks in. It would
require a major buildup of border
patrol officers and technology at
the Mexican border, a system for
employers to electronically verify
whether job applicants are eligible
to work here, and tougher penal-
ties for many immigration-related
violations.

The measure keeps many of the
hurdles that were already in last
year’s bill. Applicants for legaliza-
tion would still be required to pay
a $500 fee, a $1,500 fine and any
back taxes they owe. They would
still be required to clear a security
and background check, to learn
English and civics, submit proof
of past employment and maintain
a felony-free record.

Only after satisfying those
requirements for six years would
they be allowed to apply for per-
manent residency status, which
could lead to citizenship five years
later.

It means they would have to
walit at least 11 years for the right
to vote as Americans.

But as expected, nothing was
gained from taking this compre-
hensive reform proposal further to
the right — because the hawks are
still calling it “amnesty.” And
they will continue resisting any
kind of legislation that will even-
tually create more Latino and
more Democratic voters.

That’s why the Bush administra-
tion is still trying to please its
conservative extremist base by
floating a proposal that would
make illegal immigrants wait
many more years before they
could become U.S. citizens.

Nevertheless, even that proposal
is threatening to those who fear
Latino political empowerment.
Even if that empowerment is
delayed, expecting conservative
extremists to come to a middle
ground on immigration reform is
absurd.

They have a deeper, more sinis-
ter, anti-Latino agenda.

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Lawmaker wants Bible classes

mandated in public schools

DALLAS (AP) — A Texas legislator
wants to require the state’s nearly 1,700
public school districts to teach the Bible
as a textbook, “not a worship docu-
ment.”

The House Public Education
Committee late Tuesday considered —
but didn’t vote on — a bill by Rep.
Warren Chisum, R-Pampa, mandating
high schools to offer history and litera-
ture courses on the Old and New
Testaments. The courses would be elec-
tive.

The idea of teaching the Bible in
school seems to be undergoing a revival
nationally. Two literature classes on the
Bible are included on a list of state-
approved courses that Georgia public
schools could choose to offer beginning
next year. Some critics say it would be
the first state to take an explicit stance
endorsing and funding biblical teach-
ings.

The Texas measure goes a step farther
— requiring school districts to make
such courses available, advocates on
both sides agreed.

House approves measure

intended to insure more children

AUSTIN (AP) — More children of the
working poor in Texas would have
access to the state’s low-cost health
insurance program under a measure
tentatively approved in the House.

The proposal would dismantle several
changes that the Legislature made in
2003, when the state faced a $10 billion
budget shortfall and cut spending on
state services like the Children’s Health
Insurance Program.

The House approved the measure by a
126-16 vote Tuesday. The proposal is
expected to get final approval in the
House Wednesday. It next moves to the
Senate, where observers believe it will
have a tougher time emerging intact.

The proposal by Rep. Sylvester
Turner, R-Houston, would let parents re-
enroll in the program every year instead
of every six months. The measure also
would eliminate the 90-day waiting peri-
od unless the child had recently been
covered in another insurance plan.

Officials estimate that more than
100,000 children would be added to

CHIP, which is intended for children
whose parents make too much money to
qualify for Medicaid.

Nine accused of prison

gang involvement

McALLEN (AP) — Nine alleged mem-
bers of the Texas Syndicate prison gang
are charged with racketeering crimes
including murder, kidnapping and drug
trafficking under a four-count indict-
ment unsealed Tuesday, federal prose-
cutors said.

Fidel Valle, 41, of Donna, was arrested
March 28 on charges he was a major
drug supplier for the gang in the Rio
Grande Valley. He was being held with-
out bond pending a detention hearing
Friday.

Benjamin Piedra, 31, of Weslaco, was
arrested Tuesday on charges he was a
soldier for the gang. He also was being
held pending a detention hearing
Friday.

Seven other defendants are already in
Texas prisons and were to be trans-
ferred to federal custody to face the new
charges.

The Texas Syndicate originated in the
1970s and operates inside and outside
jail and prison facilities, prosecutors
said. Gang members join for life and
face penalties including death for violat-
ing gang rules.

Helicopter plucks man

HOUSTON (AP) — A Coast Guard heli-
copter rescued a Texas man from the
heights of a pine tree Tuesday when he
got stuck while fetching his exotic pet
bird.

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Montgomery, about 50 miles northwest
of Houston, scaled 60 feet up the tree to
retrieve his $2,000 cockatiel, the
Houston Chronicle reported in a story
posted on its Web site Tuesday night.

The first firefighters to respond to the
stranded man were hampered in their
efforts to back a truck up to the tree
because of the rain-saturated ground.
When a water rescue team couldn’t
reach the man with a rope, the Coast
Guard helicopter was called in.

Video from KHOU showed the man
standing on a branch and awaiting res-
cue, the bird apparently tucked under
his T-shirt, as an emergency worker
dangled in a harness beneath the heli-
copter.

after threatening co-workers

temporary employee at Halliburton
faced misdemeanor charges Tuesday
after walking into a Halliburton build-
ing with an SKS assault rifle and a
handgun and making verbal threats.

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Some pet owners
making their own

dog and cat food

ATLANTA (AP) —
Some dog and cat own-
ers frightened by a cont-
amination scare are for-
saking the pet-food aisle
and grinding up meat in
their own Kkitchens
instead.

Sales of pet food recipe
books have also shot up
since the nationwide
pet-food recall began
two weeks ago.

Amy Parish, 40,
stopped giving her two
aging chow chows
canned food. Instead,
Parish mixes dry food
with a mash of chicken,
rice, oatmeal and cot-
tage cheese that she pre-
pares twice a week.

“I'm very suspicious
of any large-brand man-
ufactured dog food,”
said Parish, who lives
in the Atlanta suburb of
Tucker.

But veterinarians
warn that making bal-
anced meals for pets can
be complicated and
should only be a tempo-
rary remedy until the
scare passes.

Nearly 100 store and
major-brand pet foods
were recalled by manu-
facturer Menu Foods
Inc. on March 16. Three
other companies have

recalled some foods
since then.
Food and Drug

Administration testing
found that wheat gluten
imported from China
was contaminated with
a chemical used in the
manufacture of plastics.
The FDA has confirmed
about 15 pet deaths, and
anecdotal reports sug-
gest hundreds of cats
and dogs may have died.

Some pet owners are
not taking any chances.

After Hills Pet
Nutrition Inc. recalled
one of its cat products,
John Slavens, 41, of San
Diego, started making
homemade food for his
two border collies.

“These dogs are my
family,” Slavens said.

The FDA and the
American Veterinary
Medical Association are
urging pet owners to
switch brands if they
are worried. The veteri-
narian group also
warned that many com-
mon foods are not safe
for pets, including salt,
garlic, onions, grapes
and chocolate.

Making pet food at
home is “kind of like
canning: You have to
think about bacterial
contamination. And
how do you make sure
it’s nutritionally appro-
priate and balanced for
the animal?” said an
FDA spokeswoman.

Following Supreme Court ruling, EPA revives
California request to set tough emission standards

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) —
California can move forward
with its efforts to set the nation’s
first standards to cut tailpipe
emissions from cars, light trucks
and sport utility vehicles, the
Environmental Protection
Agency said.

The state has been seeking an
exemption from the federal Clean
Air Act since 2005 to set emis-
sions standards in hopes of
reducing greenhouse gases.

The EPA had refused, arguing
that the authority to set fuel
economy standards belonged
only to the U.S. Department of
Transportation. The Supreme
Court, however, eliminated that
argument on Monday, ruling
that the EPA has the authority to
establish vehicle emissions stan-
dards.

That 5-4 ruling could also affect
an auto industry lawsuit seeking
to block the state’s proposed reg-
ulations.

The California regulations

were designed in 2002 to reduce
the emissions from cars and light
trucks by 25 percent and from
SUVs by 18 percent starting in
2009.

“We’ve reviewed the issues
within the waiver request,” EPA
spokeswoman Jennifer Wood
said Tuesday. “We’re moving for-
ward to the next steps of the
process.”

The agency next will schedule
a public comment period and
public hearing.

California has special authority
under the federal Clean Air Act
to set its own vehicle emissions
standards because it began regu-
lating air pollution before the
federal government did in the
1970s. Ten other states have
adopted California’s standards,
and Maryland is considering
doing so, but they have to wait to
implement them until the EPA
grants California a waiver.

“It’s clear EPA has to consider
California’s waiver request

now,” said Sean Hecht, executive
director of the environmental
law center at the University of
California, Los Angeles. “That
doesn’t mean it’s a foregone con-
clusion with respect to the waiv-
er request.”

Monday’s court ruling prompt-
ed movement Tuesday in a sepa-
rate lawsuit brought by the auto
industry to prevent California
from moving forward with its
regulations if it receives the
waiver.

The California Air Resources
Board, along with several envi-
ronmental groups, officially noti-
fied U.S. District Judge Anthony
Ishii of the Supreme Court’s deci-
sion. In January, he placed the
lawsuit on hold pending a deci-
sion by the court.

It’s unclear what the next step
will be in the case, which is
being heard in federal court in
Fresno. But both sides said the
Supreme Court’s decision favors
their argument.

“The case will affect all of the
pending litigation that California
has with both the auto compa-
nies and Midwestern energy
companies,” California Attorney
General Jerry Brown said in an
interview Monday with The
Associated Press.

The Natural Resources Defense
Council intends to ask the judge
to dismiss the case in light of the
Supreme Court’s ruling,
spokesman Craig Noble said.

Raymond Ludwiszewski, an
attorney representing the
Association of International
Automobile Manufacturers,
interpreted the ruling by the
Supreme Court as a directive
that greenhouse gas regulations
should be crafted at the federal
level.

“I think the Supreme Court rul-
ing makes it clear that the court
viewed global warming as an
issue that should be dealt with
nationally and not at the state
level,” Ludwiszewski said.

Infractions common in state’s county jails

HARLINGEN — When
the Kleberg County jail
failed its state inspection
last week, it joined a list.
One in three Texas jails
have failed state inspec-
tions so far this year, and
more than a fourth failed
last year, an Associated
Press review of Texas

Commission on Jail
Standards records found.
When inspected, the

jails ranged in population
from seven inmates to
more than 9,000, and
infractions ranged from
mold to structural prob-

lems to inadequate
staffing, Commaission
director Adan Munoz

said. Many are crumbling
with age and lack ade-
quate space for female
inmates.

“Most of the jails that
we're currently inspect-
ing are pretty much at the
minimum anywhere from
10 to 15 years old or older,
which starts to create
infrastructure problems,”
he said. “Equate it to a
home, except being used
as a much larger volume.
The facility begins to get
worn down.”

Of 38 county jails
inspected by March 20, 13
have failed. Seventy-three
of the state’s 268 jails
failed in 2006, among
them the Harris County
Jail in Houston, one of
the state’s largest with
more than 9,000 inmates.

Kleberg was cited for 11
deficiencies, including
overcrowding, rust, mold
and mildew, and insuffi-
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cient staffing.

County Judge Pete De
La Garza pledged to hire a
maintenance worker and
more correction officers.

Munoz said just about
any infraction of the com-
mission’s standards could
make the jail noncompli-
ant, and most jails cor-
rected the problem before
the next inspection. Of
the 37 jails currently
deemed noncompliant, he
said only four had to have
remedial orders against
them, all for overcrowd-
ing.

In recent years just one
jail, the Howard County
Jail, had to be shut down
on the spot. The jail’s
smoke evacuation system
wasn’t working.

“That created a serious
life safety issue for any-
one in the facility,”
Munoz said. “Ninety per-
cent of our mission is to
try to help counties stay
in compliance so their lia-
bility issues can be
reviewed,” he said.

Bexar County
Administrator
McKnight viewed
inspections positively.

“lI treat them as a
resource myself,” he said.
“If there was a lawsuit
that had to do with the
jail and it met their stan-
dards, they’ve got a
defense to it.”

His jail holds more than
4,000 inmates and would

have passed its Feb. 14
inspection had it not been
for some faulty wiring on
the jail’s fire alert system.
While the sprinklers and
alarms were working, an
indication light in the
control room did not.
County maintenance
workers did not tell him
about the problem, he
said.

“For the want of a $5,000
fix, an inspection is lost,”
he said.

He said the breakdown
in communications also
means a correction officer
must be freed up to walk
around doing 15-minute
fire watches until the jail
is re-inspected, checking
every cell and pod to
make sure there are no
fires.

“That’s all he does, all
day long,” he said.

Population growth in
some counties is outpac-
ing county jail expan-
sions, causing counties to
have to spend extra
money sending inmates to
other counties.

Cameron County, on the
Mexican border, has had
both rapid population
growth and escalating lev-
els of crime relating to
international drug smug-

gling.
Gov. Rick  Perry’s
Operation Linebacker,

which sent about $10 mil-
lion to border county
sheriffs to help enforce

The chief reason is that in rubber
bridge, most mistakes tend to go by
unnoticed, while in duplicate, one’s
mistakes are brought sharply to
attention by comparing scores with
those obtained at other tables on the

very same cards.

Consider this deal where West
leads a spade against three notrump.
Declarer plays low from dummy, and
Last wins with the king. Back comes
a diamond, and South’s jack loses to
the queen.

Another diamond lead from West
torces out the ace, and declarer must
now tackle the hearts. So he plays a
heart to the king and finesses on the
way back, and goes down one when
West takes the jack with the queen
and returns a diamond.

In meost rubber bridge games,
this might be chalked up to bad luck,
but in duplicate, declarer would real-
ize he had blundered after comparing
his result with other declarers who
had played the same hand and learn-
ing they had made the contract.

The key play occurs at trick one,
when declarer should go up with the
ace of spades. tle then plays the king
and another heart, finessing the jack
after East follows low and thereby
guaranteeing the contract.

When dummy comes down,
South can see nine virtually certain
tricks a spade, four hearts, a dia-
mond and three clubs — and he
should not jeopardize them by play-
ing a low spade from dummy at trick
one.
