Not in a spirit of criticism but 
rather to inform the public on the 
status of Castro County in rela-
tion to the national Bond Sales 
effort to "beep 'em rolling", "keep 
'em flying" and "give the axe to 
the Axis"—this story is printed. 

Castro County has purchased to 
date from the Dimmitt post office 
during January and February, a 
tnatl $2,175.50 in Savings Bonds. 
The First State Bank has sold a 
total of $2,437.50 in Bonds during 
the opening two months of this 
Sear. Both figures make a grand 
total of $4,613.00, 

Castro County's quota for 1942 
was set by state administrator, 
Frank Scoffield, at $159,200—and 
that figure is less per capita than 
surrounding counties. This county, 
in other words, should raise a sum 
of $13,266.66 per month for Sav-
ings Bonds if the quota is kept up 
to date—month by month. 

Postmaster Tom Bice will 
hand out to local business men 
a 9x12 placard advertising 
the sale of Savings Stamps to 
every business house that will'  
buy stamps to sell to cus-
tomers. No specified amount of 
stamps is suggested—that be-
ing left to the decision of the 
local business men. 

Mayor Ward Golden, chairman 
of the Savings Bond Committee, 
is especially anxious for as many 
business houses in Castro County 
as possible keep a supply of Sav-
ing Stamps on hand. The placards 
are free to any business house in 
the county who will sell stamps. 
Rural stores are also urged to co-
operate.

AUTO LICENSE 
PLATES MAY BE 

SECURED NOW 
License plates for automobiles, 

trucks and trailers went on sale 
in Castro County Feb. 1, Garland 
Brown, assessor-collector, stated. 
The plates are not to be put on 
the vehicles until April 1, how-
ever, but must be put on vehicles 
by March 1. Those not buying the 
plates before March 1 are subiect 
to a 20 per cent penalty if they 
have driven their car or truck. 

B. A. Fuller was the first pur-
chaser of license plates for 1942, 
his number being 213-101. Fuller 
has been the first to buy license 
plates in the county for several 
years, Garland Brown stated. He 
likes the number 101 because he 
at one time ran the "101 Ranch". 

Second buyer of license plates 
in the county for 1942 was Addi-
son Hunter. Castro County farm-
er. John Bagwell of Bethel com-
munity was the third person to 
secure license plates this year. 

All motor vehicle owners are re-
(mired to have ownership certi-
ficates issued from Austin if the 
motor vehicle they register has 
been bought after 1936, Brown 
emphasized. Those having vehicles 
purchased before that date do not 
need an ownership certificate.

Enlistments in the Regular 
Navy are for service until 21st 
hirthdate of those between 17 and 
18 years of age. Those who have 
"assed their 18th birthdate are 
enlisted to serve for a period of 
six years. Ave limits for first en-
listments in the Regular Navy are 
17 to 31 years. Parents' consent 
is required for those under 21 
-friars of age. 

Men who desire to serve in the 
naval service only during the pe-
riod of war may still enlist in the 
Naval Reserve and will be released 
to inactive duty and ret"rned to 
their homes as soon as their serv-
ices can be spared. Age limits for 
enlistment in the Naval Reserve 

4 are from 17 to 60 years.

The Bible—is it the Word of God? 
rule of 

Is the Bible the word of God? 
Yes. The Catholic Church teaches 
that the Holy Ghost inspired the 
sacred writers—made them His 
instruments, so that they could 
rightly conceive only those things 
which He hide them conceive. 

Is the Bible unerring? Thee 
Bible as originally written, is 
God's word. Therefore, it can-
not contain error. But copyists, 
translators and printers were not 
inspired, so errors can and did 
creep in. Also in some versions 
deliberate omissions and altera-
tions were made which logically 
made such versions incomplete and 
unreliable. The Catholic Church 
safeguards her members by ap-
proving the versions of the Bible 
which she wishes them to use. The 
Biblical Commission is ever vigi-
lant in seeking errors, either typo-
graphical or due to faulty transla-
tions and from time to time report 
of such findings are published. 

Is the Bible the sole rule of 
Faith, No! How could it be? 
The New Testament was not com-
pleted until at least sixty years 
after the Resurrection. The Bible 
as we know it today was not com-
piled until the fourth century, 
when from the mass of early 
writings then extant, the Church 
infallibly chose those which were 
divinely inspired, and thus gave 
to posterity the sacred writings 
we now call the Bible. Therefore, 
before there was a Bible at all, 
the Pagan world was largely con-
verted to Christianity. In fact, 
it was not until the invention of 
the printing press in the fifteenth 
century that the Bible had any 
appreciable circulation among the 
people.

YOU CAN GROW TREES IN 
SPITE OF DROUGHT.  

AND WIND 
The strong west winds of this 

,aason of the year with their ac-
companying dust and sand serve 
to make us mindful of some of the 
needs and uses of trees—the uses 
of trees as windbreaks. 

To protect your buildings, gar-
den, orchard, poultry yard, and 
ornamental plantings in your yard, 
plant a windbreak. The dollar 
and cent value to you will be high 
for: 

1. Homes protected by wind-
breaks require about 1/3 less fuel. 

2. Windbreaks bring about a 
definite reduction in temperature 
of the-home in the summer. 

3. The cost of up-keep about the 
home is lessened as paint.  damage 
and shingle blowing is lessened. 

4. Protected gardens and orch-
ards produce more. 

5. Protected poultry uock does 
better. 

6. Protected hogs and cattle 
have higher market value. 

7. Wear and tear on clothes due 
excessive blowing on the line is 
'essened. 

Other values of wndbreaks are: 
1. Less sand and dust in the 

house. 
2. A chance to grow more 

flowers. 
3. A place for picnics. 
4. The beauty that trees add to 

the home. 
And the last on the list doesn't 

necessarily mean that the least in 
importance. The farm home and 
the farm business are so closely 
related that the success of the 
latter is often reflected in the ap-
nearance of the home. 

Protection from cold winds and 
necasional snow, and from hot dry-
:ng winds is the most important 
consideration in locating a wind-
vireak: A three-sided windbreak 
open on the east offers the most 
erotection. A single row of trees 
is not as effective for a windbreak 
as are five or more rows of trees 
-rd shrubs. An excellent combina-
tion consists of an outside row of 
dense shrubs to prevent wind 

eening under the belt and row 
of cedar, and a row of pine for 
better year-round protection and 
appearance. If a tall, fast grow-
ing tree is added for a fourth row, 
end a denser low branching tree 
is planted to complete the wind-
break, the result is about as ef-
fective and efficient as can be ob-

Bishop Baker has 
been identified with missionary 
service for many 'mars. Upon his 
election as a bishop he was as-
sign-led to oversight of Methodist 
mission work in Japan and Korea, 
end since then has travelled ex-
fAncively throughout Asia, the 
nhilinpines. Malaya. Netherlands 
Ind*es, Thailand, and Hawaii. Last 
year he was on a commission that 
visited Japan and Korea, studying 
missionary conditions as affected 
by the impending war. He is a 
native of Sheldon. Ill., and a grad-
nate of Illinois Wesleyan and Bos-
ton universities. He organized the 
first "Wesley Foundation of his 
church at the University of Illin-
ois.

tamed. A fast growing row gives 
early height and protection, while 
the slower growing but long lived 
evergreens are an insurance of 
permanency. 

 

Shrubs should be planted two 
to seven feet apart in the row, the 
trees 8 feet apart. There should 
be a 6 to 12 foot space between 
rows. This spacing is recom-
mended for tree planting in West 
Texas by the Texas Forest Serv-
ice. the Extension Service, repre-
sentatives of the soil Conservaticn 
Service and the U: S. Forest Serv-
ice. 

Shrubs suitable for windbreak 
plantings are Desert Willow, Tam-. 
arix (Salt Cedar), Wild Plum and 
Russian Olive. Some medium 
t-"es that may be used are Apri-
cot, Walnut, Green Ash, Osage, 
and American Elm. The tall 
trees may be Chinese Elm, Cot-
tonwood, Sycamore, or Honey Lo-
cust. Of these the dense grow-
ing trees (for outside rows) are 
Osage Orange, Russian Olive, Des-
ert Willow, and Chinese Elm. 
Evergreens recommended are Red 
Cedar, Western Yellow Pine, and 
Arizona Cypress. 

If you are going to start a 
windbreak this year, get your 
"lants out before March 15, and, 
if possible, plant during a wet pe-
riod. When the trees are planted 
the sail should be moist from 2 
to 3 inches below the surface to 
a depth of at least 18 inches; and 
the tree should be Planted from 142 
to 1 inch deeper than it grew in 
the nursery. 

Experience has proved that 
more plantings have failed be-
^ause of lack of cultivation and 
care than from lack of rainfall. 
Trees are a crop. They need care 
until they are large enough to 
overcome weed and grass condi-
tion. Keep your trees clean. Keen 
nut livestock. And your trees will 
bring you profit and pleasure.
