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Insurance Rates 
May Be Reduced 
Says Mayor 

Mayor Golden reports that a 
reduction of fire insurance 
rates in Texas is asked of the 
State Fire Insurance Department 
in three resolutions adopted at a' 
recent meeting  of the State Fire-
men's and Fire Marshals Associ-
ation executive committee, G. E. 
Dalton, Coleman, President of the 
Organization, announced today. The 
Fact-Finding Committee of the 
organization met with the exisej- 
tive committee at the Special Ses-
sion held in Austin, said Mr. Dal-
ton. 

Ore of the resolutions calls for 
a blanket reduction of 10 per cent 
on fire insurance rates, a second 
calls for the cancellation of a 
charge of two cents now being 
made on the key rates of poroxi-
mately 100 towns of Texas "for 
fire departments not properly' 
maintained", and the third resolu-
tion requests the Fire Insurance 
Department to eleminate"The in-
justice imposed upon approximate-
ly 334 towns of Texas in prevent-
ing those towns from receiving  the 
maximun good fire record credit 
of 25 per cent". These towns, Mr. 
Dalton said in explaining the let-
ter amendment, can not receive a 
maximum credit of only 15 per cent 
where-as 131 cities and towns can 
receive a possible 25 per cent, 

President Dalton announced that 
the Association is adding another 
civic duty in addition to those of 
fire prevention, fire fighting, first 
aid and the many other public ser-
vices now performed by the fire-
men of Texas. This new service to 
the public will be reducing the fire 
insurance cost. 

Many times the fireman of Tex-
as have promised the fire insur-
ance premium payers that the cost 
of insurance would be lower if the 
latter would cooperate but have 
failed to carry out our promises, 
said the President of the Associa-
tion. "Now, however, we are going 
to make strong efforts to get the 
deserved reduction." 

"The 10 per cent reduction re-
quest", said Mr. Dalton, "it. is bas-
ed on the assertion of the Fire In-
surance Department that fire in-
surance rates are figured on an 
underwriting profit of only five 
per cent State insurance records 
show that there is a 17 per cent 
underwriting profit for the last 
five-year period. This excessive 
underwriting profit is accounted 
for solely by the reduction of the 
fire losses during the past five 
years and in as much as this is 
due to the efforts of the municipal 
governments with tax money and 
the firemen,  — through added 
equipment and improved fire fight-
ing. The firemen think the-saving 
should revert to the insuring 
public." 

Mr. Dalton further states it is 
the opinion of the Fact-Finding 
Committee that :the two cent` 
charge on the key rates of the 100 
towns was assessed to off-set the 
credit of three per cent given the 
cities and towns for attending the 
Firewen's Training School at Tex-
as A & M College. He also says 
that the firemen of Texas have 
never been able to understand why 
cities and towns with annual fire 
premiums of $20,000 or more 
should receive a maximum good 
fire record credit and cities and 
towns with less than $20.000 an-
nual premiums should receive only

Other projects of the choral 
club are a pragram of sacred 
Christmas music to be presented 
during the morning service at the 
Methodist church, Sunday, Dec-
ember 18, and a serenade Wednes-
day evening, December 21. 

Few persons availed themselves 
of an opportunity to hear M. K. 
"Duke" Thortnton, Agricultural 
Chemist of the Extension Service 
Staff, last Thursday afternoon, 
slates County Agent, J, T. Stov-
all. 

In the opinion of Mr. Stovall 
and Miss Schultz, those who did 
not hear Mr. Thornton missed one 
of their greatest opportunities to 
really learn something about their 
county. 

About eight or ten samples of 
soil from all parts of the county 
were tested and the following 
observations were miade by Mr. 
Thornton. 

Irrigation is fast taking out the 
available plant food in. ,the ir-,  
rigated districts, and it was found 
that alfalfa 'that had been cut 
two years was badly in need of 
commercial fertilizers. 

While on the dry land districts, 
water conservation and crop rota-
tion was the chief problem Mr. 
Thornton stated that surnmerfal-
lowing should be practiced on 
every farm as there was not e-
lnough available plant food and 
moisture for continued cropping. 

Concerning gardens, Mr. Thorn-
ton stated that a binding mater-
ial or one that had a high water 
holding capacity would pay high 
dividends.. Equal parts of straw 
and barn yard manure which had 
been mixed and well rotted and 
then spread on the garden work-
ed into the ground 6 to 8 inches 
deep would do much to prevent 
failures of the vegetable crops. 

In a few cases it was found that 
there was a yellowing vegetables, 
corn, and similar crops was caus-
ed by a shortage of iron which 
could be corrected by yspraying-
with iron sulphate. In regard to 
orchards and vineyards, Mr. Thorn-
ton stated that he could give very 
little encouragement for peaches,. 
plums, or apples, but apricots and 
certain varieties of grapes should 
give very good results, but in most 
every case would need a dressing 
of copperas to get the best results.  

One interesting case was brought 
to light in the tests where Mem-
atodes or Ell worms were causing 
tomatoes and other vegetables to 
die and prove non-profitable. These 
can be controlled with car5on-
bisulphide or commmit "Hy-life." 

Before the planting season, 
punch a hole about 9 inches deep 
every twelve inches and pour in-
to each hole about 1 ounce of the 
carbon or "Hy-life". 

Mr. Stovall and Miss Schultz 
feel that any one that has a pro-
blem with their soils should bring 
their problems to them and it is 
possible they can he remedied with 
very little cost or trouble.

Detroit, Texas, Dec, 14: — De-
claring that John Garner's record 
of public service "is without blot 
or stain, a matchless record seldom 
equaled and never surpassed in 
the annals of American history".  
Roy Miller of Corpos Christi. Dem-
ocratic loader and longtime friend 
of the Vice President's, delivered 
the principal address at the nati-
ion's first Garner fon President 
rally here today. 

Thousands of Texans of all ages 
from old timers who "knew him 
when" to youngsters who aspire to 
emplate his faithful service to 
present their most distinguished 
native son to the nation as "the 
begt qualified American to sue 
suceed Franklin D. Roosevelt as 
President of the United States". 

The meeting was held at 2 o'-
