Legume Planting in State 
plowed under next spring as green 
manure crops. Any way a farmer 
chooses to go, legumes will con-
tribute to his soil building pro-
gram, Coke says.

Light is Key to 
Egg Production 
Official Claims 

Laying hens need 13 to 14 hours 
of light daily to keep up top egg 
production, says John H. Quisen-
berry, head of the poultry depart-
ment at Teals A. and M. College. 

While the layers don't take par-
ticular interest in the matter, 
Quisenberry explains that light in-
fluences a secretion fro the pituit-
ary gland of the brain. The glan-
dular stimulus makes the birds 
eat more feed and water. The re-
sult from the lighting system is 
more eggs and more profits. 

One 40-watt bulb for each 200 
square feet of floor space is suf-
ficient. Shallow reflestors make 
the light more effective. Start 
using light now, he says, and in-
crease the lighting period as the 
days become shorter. Perches, 
feed hoppers and water troughs 
should be lighted, too. 

Quisenberry recommends early 
morning lights. All night lights 
are satisfactory, he adds, but egg 
production is not increased after 
14 hours.

First razed by 
the Moguls whose golden hordes 
came streaming across the Yalu 
River from Manchuria in 1231, 
Korea as a nation has seen a pro-
cession of many conquerers. First 
believed settled about 3,100 years 
ago, Korea, because of its meek, 
unwarlike attitude, has lived 
many of these centuries as vic-
tims of the sword. 

Now with the halting of the 
Korean war, the people here seem 
to be accepting the enevitable 
with characteristic Oriental stoic-
ism and are again working to 
shape an economy out of their 
ravaged land. 

They're not working alone, for 
during the fiscal year ending in 
July, the United Nations poured 
something like $730 million into 
Korea through recognized official 
reconstruction agencies like Arm-
ed Forceis Assistance to Korea, 
Korean Civil Assistance Com-
mand, United Nations Inter-
national Childrens' Emergency 
Fund and others. On top of this 
amount are individual gifts from 
the United States and donations 
by American soldiers in Korea. 
With this aid the Republic of 
(South) Korea is slowly arising 
from the wreckage of war and 
bids fair to someday become a 
world power. 

A glance at the Korean people 
will show just what they are up 
agaidst. Possibly the hope of 
Korea, as in many other countries 
today, lies in its blue-uniformed 
school children who spend most of 
every day in drafty, insufficient 
school buildings studying the 
trades most needed by their coun-
try. This new generation of  

Koreans will be the first to begin 
work in a democratic system. It 
might be a good guess that Korea 
is on the verge of a srhall-scale 
industrial renaissance which will 
by far exceed that of the fif-
teenth-century Yi Dynasty which 
saw the first smattering of mech-
anization. They have learned 
the advantages of machines 
from United Nations forces sta-
tioned here and consequently may 
strive to reap some of these ad-
vantages for them,selves. But this 
remains to be seen. 

As things stand right now, the 
older people of Korea appear to 
be easing back into the centuries-
old customs of their country and 
some of the pageantry, color and 
simplicity of their culture is mak-
ing its appearance. 

From Pusan on the southern tip 
of the peninsula to Seoul in the 
northern portion of South Korea, 
the indications of a normal life 
are becoming apparent. 	Korea 
was quick to begin rebuilding and, 
although there is still not enough 
housing in the country, it io sur-
prising what has been done on the

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family level. A Korean papa-san, 
given elemental materials of mud 
and some sticks, can construct a 
home for his family in a week or 
less. Consequently, Korea was 
able to weather the loss of mater-
ial property and shelter some-
what better than European coun-
tries. 

But the things hardest to re-
build—her churches, schools, pub-
lic buildings, bridges and other 
heavy construction—are giving 
Korea the most trouble. And 
this is where United Nations aid 
comes in. Materials almost non-
existent in Korea have been 
brought into this country by 
these official relief agencies and 
since the beginning of the summer 
Korea has been experiencing a 
moderate building boom. 

Korea needs this help and it is 
doubtful whether she could do 
much of her own rebuilding by 
means of taxes, since the average 
Korean will make only about $76 
during 1954, almost a ten-dollar 
increase over last year. 

A chief difficulty in supporting 
the population of Korea lies in the 
terrain of the peninsula itself. 
It's thousands of mountains and 
un-arable hills force the jamming 
of over 20 million people into 
small valleys and into the cities. 
One answer lies, of course, in 
world trade. Those mountains, 
so long a tragic nuisance to the

Korean people, hold untold treas-
ures of iron, copper, gold and 
other minerals and coal. Timber 
resources, supplemented by a Ko-
rean custom similar to our arbor 
day . called "Sik-Mok II", are in 
evidence. Some 73 percent of 
Korea is suitable for forestation, 
although South Korea only has 
two national forests at the time 
and they are relatively small. 
Time is needed for an increase in 
tree acreage since the huge tim-
ber supplies of the north have 
been cut off. 

Korea is now finding itself in' a 
position unparalled in its history. 
Literally the country must forge 
ahead to survive the present 
crisis. 	She is looking to the 
United States for help. The next 
few years will be crucial but her 
people have proven their ability 
to survive almost impossible con-
ditions.
