Howard College trustees are
expected to formally approve
the budget and tax rate for
the coming fiscal
year when they
hold their month-
ly meeting at 12:30
p.m. Monday in
the student union
building’s Tum-
bleweed Room. h

College officials —
have crafted a $36.6
million budget,
which is almost $1.5 million
less than the previous year.
That decrease reflects both a
loss of state revenue and the
completion of bond-related
renovation projects during
the past few months.

The story is much the same
for the SouthWest Collegiate
Institute for the Deaf budget,
which will also be approved
Monday. SWCID’s budget,
which is financed almost ex-
clusively from state revenue,
will shrink from $4.3 million
to $3.95 million this coming
fiscal year.

Howard College President
Dr. Cheryl Sparks said the
biggest financial blow to the
college has come in the area

Sparks

of state revenue, which has
dropped more than 15 percent
in the past two years.

“And if you factor in an
increase in contact hours
the state is not funding, that
decrease is more like 37 per-
cent,” Sparks noted.

Contact hours — the amount
of time students are physi-
cally in classes or labs — are
the figures state officials use
when determining how much
revenue to disperse to col-
leges.

Despite that dramatic
dropoff in revenue, college of-
ficials were able to come up
with a budget that is both bal-
anced and doesn’t feature an
increase in the tax rate.

Trustees are expected to ap-
prove a tax rate of 23.85 cents
per $100 valuation Monday.
That rate will raise the same
amount of tax revenue as last
year’s rate of 28.56 cents per
$100 valuation.

Sparks commended the col-
lege’s staff for their work on
the budget.

“We essentially worked on
the budget for the past year
and a half,” she said. “We
did not know exactly what
the final numbers would be,
but we knew to expect less
revenue. But, through the ef-
forts of many people ... we’ve
been able to make this budget
work.”

Howard County commis-
sioners are expected to sign

“We actually came up with
this agreement about two or
three months ago,” County
Judge Mark Barr said. “This
money will help them take
care of some of their mainte-
nance and utility bills.”

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Burger King retires mascot The King’

PORTLAND, Ore. (AP) — The
King is dead, but the burger lives
on.

Burger King Corp. on Friday
said it is retiring “The King”
mascot, a man with an oversized
plastic head and creepy smile
who in recent years has been
shown in ads peeping into peo-
ple’s windows and popping up
next to them in bed.

The move is an effort by the
struggling fast food chain to
boost slumping sales by focusing
its marketing on the freshness
of its food rather than the funny-
factor of its ads. It’s rolling out a
new campaign on Saturday sans
The King to tout its fresh ingre-
dients and new products like its
California Whopper, which has
guacamole.

“We won’t be seeing The King
for a while,” Burger King spokes-
man BJ Monzon said Friday.

The new focus is a departure

for Burger King, which long has
targeted its ads to male teens who
liketochomp its chargrilled burg-
ers and gulp its milkshakes. The
economic downturn has battered
its core customer __ young males
have been particularly hard hit
by unemployment __ and Burger
King is looking to boost declining
sales by appealing to the moth-
ers, families and others that ri-
vals like McDonald’s Corp. have
successfully courted.

“I think it’s great they are do-
ing something as opposed to just
withering away,” said Joel Co-
hen a restaurant marketing con-
sultant.

“They are taking an approach
that is like not that much differ-
ent from what McDonald’s is do-
ing and growing up.”

The new focus comes as Burger
King attempts to regain its edge.
While competitors have grown by
updating their offerings, Burger

3A

King largely stuck to its menu of
burgers and fries.

McDonald’s, for instance, has
worked to portray itself as a
healthier, hip place to eat, offer-
ing wireless access in restau-
rants, updating decor and intro-
ducing smoothies, oatmeal and
yogurt parfaits.

And Subway has grown quickly
by emphasizing fresh, quick and
affordable food. Burger King also
has faced competition from other
burger chains, like Sonic, Carl’s
Jr. and Five Guys Burgers and
Fries.

As aresult, Burger King, which
was once in a neck-and-neck
competition with McDonald’s,
has been eaten up by rivals. In
2010, the top three U.S. restau-
rant chains — McDonald’s, Sub-
way and Starbucks — all report-
ed strong revenue gains, while
fourth-seat Burger King’s rev-
enue fell 2.5 percent.

Water wise ideas

To THE EDITOR:

Water — the subject on everyone’s mind during
this drought. We all have to change the ways we use
water throughout the house, but especially in the
landscape and garden. We have to make sure every
drop counts. It takes some work and dedication to
being water conservative and we have to be smart
and use common sense to make the best use of this
precious resource.

There are several things we can do in and out of the
house to conserve water. Reusing water is one way
to stretch out water usage. Try some of these tips:
Place a pitcher or water jug next to your sink and
catch the water as you are waiting for it to warm up
for use. You can water your plants with that water
or even cook with it when caught in a clean contain-
er. Bail out your bathtub and washing machine and
use that water to water plants or grass. Put a bucket
outside the kitchen door and pour left over tea, cof-
fee sodas, juice and water in the bucket. This water
is fine to water your plants with. Another great way
to save water is to wash and rinse your dishes in
dish pans. Your plants will appreciate the dish wa-
ter. Aquarium water that is cycled out and replaced
with fresh water can be used to water plants. Place
a five gallon bucket under the condensation drain
pipe for your air conditioner. This is an easy way
to collect about five gallons of good water for use in
the landscape or on your house plants.

Some other tips for making every drop count is to
give your plants a good deep watering every time
you water. Be sure to use mulch on top of the soil
around all of your plants, including those in the
pots. Mulch will hold the moisture down and keep
the ground cooler around your plants. Keep your
trees, shrubs and grass fertilized and healthy. They
will use water more efficiently if they are not mal-
nourished. Keep an eye out for insects and diseas-
es that will stress your plants even more than the
drought already has.

We can have our plants and water too if we will
just think and watch what we are doing.

Web
site: www.speakerdoc.com

Patching local news together
IS not going to do the trick

ood news amateur

writers with an

inflated sense of your

own talent, your lo-
cal news Web site that nobody
reads wants your contribu-
tions. Never mind that you
have no actual talent
—two friends and your
mom (who doesn’t
actually read what you |
write) told you how
much they love your
work, so that should
clearly result in a
mass audience.

Often called “crowd-
sourcing,” the idea is
that the idea that there
are lots of local voices
just dying to be heard,
that people actually want to
hear. This concept of turning
over your “pages” to amateurs
is part of the latest thoughts as
to how the newspaper business
will be saved/reinvented.

This bit of wishful thinking
makes financial sense because
actual reporters and profes-
sional opinion writers (present
company excluded) actually
cost money. So, if we can get
the public to report and opine
for free, then we won’t need
actual journalists.

Logically, this could work
just fine except it’s extremely
rare to find any actual writing
talent willing to participate
in this particular scam. Yes,
Huffington Post pulls this off,
but somehow that site manged
to trick celebrities and actual
writers to give their work away
for free.

When you try this model in
hundreds of town across the
country, you end up with Web

sites populated by amateurs
who can’t write or tell an
interesting story. Basically,
this would be like running an
upscale restaurant and real-
izing that the chefs really drive
costs up, so you get rid of them
and hand customers a pile of
ingredients and a stove.
This has not stopped AOL,
owners of Huffington Post,
from pushing this model on
its local Patch sites. In gen-
eral, these local news sites
have one editor who writes,
assigns stories to paid free-

DANIEL lancers and handles every-
kLinething else. Some Patch sites

have good journalists doing

good work, but most feature

either overworked, burned
out pros or inexperienced kids.

Now, of course, sourcing
material from the community
has its place. It’s not impossible
to find or train local talent, but
aside from the occasional lucky
discovery, doing this requires
resources and training. The
local news prototype I run has
a 16-year-old intern this sum-
mer who ranks just a slight tick
below my professional staff
in quality and vastly exceeds
them in output.

To get that intern, however,
we made a significant invest-
ment in a school program
where we teach teenagers how
to shoot and edit video. We
didn’t just hand her a camera
and say go report the news, we
taught her the skills and then
were delighted to find someone
with talent who has become a
significant contributor.

Simply going on the notion
that because a lot of people blog
on a local level that there is a

log of great, or even marginally
acceptable, content which news
Web sites can have for free is
silly. The “crowd” can enhance
your reporting and it can most
certainly direct you as to what
to cover. But, the idea that the
news bus won’t be driven by
paid professionals will likely
end with hundreds of dead lo-
cal web sites — Kkilled because
they thought that just because
people are saying something
that others would want to read
it.

The new newspaper world
will feature less walls and
more contributions from the
audience. Story selection and
placement will largely be audi-
ence driven and the public will
have unprecedented access and
control of the what news gets
reported. The days of crusty old
editors making decisions like
J. Jonah Jameson from Spider-
man are over, but the day of the
professional reporter has just
begun.

You can’t crowdsource report-
ing and storytelling anymore
than you can crowdsource
brain surgery or root canals.
Sure, there might be some ge-
nius who read a book who can
handle either of those, but if I
need a brain surgeon or dentist
—much like if I need a reporter
—I'll stick with the pros.

CONSTELLATION OF THE MONTH

Cygnus the Swan, being a rather
northerly constellation, is visible in
our evening skies over half the year,
from June through December. With
a little imagination, one can actually
visualize a long-necked swan with
wings spread wide gracefully flying
southward along the Milky Way.

Cygnus has one bright 1st-magni-
tude star, Deneb, which represents
the swan's tail. Its head (actually
beak) is a fainter but special star
named Albireo. Those two plus three
other central stars form an informal
pattern (called an asterism) known as
the Northern Cross with Deneb at the
top and Albireo at the bottom.

Deneb also combines with the

brightest stars of two other constel-
lations, Vega (in Lyra the Lyre) and
Altair (in Aquila the Eagle), to form
the large Milky Way Triangle (also
known as the Summer Triangle), cur-
rently seen high overhead.

There are several myths related to
Cygnus dating back at least to the
Greeks. In the most commonly told
story, Zeus (Jupiter), the king of the
gods, had the hots for the beautiful but
human Leda., wife of a local king. (It
made no matter to Zeus that both were
married as he had the hots for many
women — mortal and immortal - and
fathered more children than Genghis
Khan.) To seduce Leda, he disguised
himself as a handsome swan; among
their demigod (half-god, half-human)
offspring were Helen of Troy and the
Gemini twins, Pollux and Castor.

In my favorite story, a minor Greek
god named Cygnus and the mortal
Phaeton were close friends who liked
to compete with each other as young
lads often do. Once they decided to
race through the sky to the Sun and
back. Unfortunately, they rounded
the Sun too closely and their chariots
were burned, causing both to fall back
to Earth. When Cygnus regained con-
sciousness, he set out to find his bud-

dy. Sadly, he found that the dead body
of Phaeton was entangled in roots
at the bottom of the
River Eridanus. When |
he tried to retrieve his
friend's body for buri-
al, he was unable to
dive deep enough, and
while grieving on the
river's bank, called out §
for help from Zeus. The
king of the gods offered
to turn him into a swan
whereby he could dive
deeply enough to reach
Phaeton's body - but it
would come at a price: he would have
to give up his immortality and remain
a moral swan until he died. Cygnus
agreed to the terms, recovered his
friend's body, and gave him a proper
burial so his spirit could move on to
the afterlife. When Cygnus eventually
died, Zeus placed him in the night sky
to honor him for his unselfish loyalty
to his friend.

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Try some Swiss style Muesli

Breakfast is impor-
tant to your overall well
being, but in the hotter
months you may want
something cool yet still
nourishing. This week’s
recipe takes a breakfast
favorite — oatmeal - and
transforms it into some-
thing with all the good-
ness of oats in a fresh,
chilled form.

This muesli recipe is
the perfect breakfast so-
lution. Processing foods
often removes some
nutritional value, and
may include the addi-
tion of artificial colors
and preservatives. That
is why reading the label
on an oatmeal box is so
refreshing. Under ingre-
dients it simply lists one
ingredient: rolled oats.

It is important, howev-

er, to use old-fashioned
oats, as opposed to in-
stant or quick-cooking
oats that are broken into
pieces. Those smaller
oat pieces can become
too mushy in this reci-
pe.

Although oats were
the last of the major
cereal grains to be do-
mesticated, they have
been cultivated for over
3,000 years in Europe.
Interesting enough this
ancient grass was once
thought to be a weed
growing within cul-
tivated fields of other
crops. Today they are
known as a super food
with a variety of ways to
prepare them.

For this recipe, soak-
ing them overnight
softens the oats and
eliminates the need to
boil them. You can use
a plastic or glass con-

tainer as long as the oats
are covered with water
and the container itself
is covered and refriger-
ated. If you use vanilla
yogurt in lieu of plain
yogurt, you might want
to leave out the honey
and brown sugar.
Although traditionally
made with diced green
apples, the recipe is ex-
tremely versatile. You
can add almost any type
of seasonal fruit, as well
as many dried varieties.
So, see oatmeal in a
new light — not just as a
hot breakfast or an in-
gredient for great cook-
ies. Try this Swiss fa-
vorite and enjoy a clean
Alpine taste in a robust
breakfast dish.

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Q: Is it true that you need to choose red grapes
in order to get resveratrol, the compound found
in red wine?

A: That is a common misunderstanding. Resvera-
trol is a phytochemical that in labo-
ratory studies can inhibit cancer de-
velopment.

Grapes ferment with skins on to
produce red wine, whereas skins are
removed before white wine produc-
tion.

on growing conditions than on the

color or type of grape. Red grapes also

contain anthocyanins, the antioxidant phytochemi-
cal that gives them their color. These anthocyanins
may also provide other cancer-protective effects in
cells.

In looking at total antioxidant activity of grapes,
studies of green grapes and red grapes show sig-
nificant levels in each, with red grapes somewhat
higher.

We need more human studies to understand the
potential cancer-protective effects of resveratrol,
anthocyanins and other compounds in red and
white grapes. Both are excellent choices. Antioxi-
dant effects are just one benefit of the phytochemi-
cals in vegetables and fruits; they also affect cancer
development through several separate mechanisms
that are not measured by a simple antioxidant score
or dependent on content of any one compound.

Q: I keep hearing that the Mediterranean diet
is so healthy, but isn’t it fattening?

A: The version of Mediterranean-style eating you
see in the United States certainly can be fattening.
Often we create an Americanized version of Medi-
terranean dishes, picking the highest calorie op-
tions, like dishes made with large amounts of olive
oil or baked in rich crusts, adding extra cheese, and
serving buttery, honey-soaked pastries for dessert.

We ignore the proportions of the traditional Medi-
terranean diet, which includes plenty of vegetables
and beans, little meat, and most frequently fruit
for dessert. Also, traditional Mediterranean dishes
were designed for people living a very physically
active farming life, so we need to adjust the amount
of olive oil to meet our more sedentary lives.

Several studies link a more Mediterranean diet
approach to eating with less yearly weight gain,
and the heart of that is filling up on non-starchy
vegetables rather than meat, sweets and other “junk
food.”

Don’t be afraid of the olive oil and nuts charac-
teristic of the Mediterranean diet, but use them in
modest portions to enhance the basic healthy foods
on your plate. In a recent analysis of 16 short-term
controlled trials of Mediterranean-type diets, get-
ting a few more calories from fat was not a problem
for weight loss as long as total calories were con-
trolled — meaning those foods were substituted for
others, not just added in.

The analysis also shows that including regular
physical activity and really sticking with the eating
pattern (rather than using it as a quick-fix “diet”)
also make weight loss with this style of eating more
likely.

Q: Is it true that ketchup supplies lycopene,
just like plain tomatoes?

A: Ketchup does supply lycopene in a highly
available form, but usually our portions are not
large enough to be able to count on it to provide
the amount that we would get from tomato sauce
on pasta, a bowl of tomato soup or a glass of tomato
juice. Lycopene is an antioxidant and may help low-
er risk of cancer along with other phytochemicals
from vegetables, fruits and whole grains.

According to the American Institute for Cancer
Research, research shows that foods containing ly-
copene probably lower risk for prostate cancer. One
tablespoon of ketchup provides 2.5 milligrams (mg)
of lycopene. That’s helpful, but 1/2 cup of tomato
sauce provides about 17 mg, and one cup of tomato
juice provides about 22 mg, for example.

Arizona weighs decision

on new private prisons

PHOENIX (AP) — Arizona has con-
cluded public hearings on plans to
award contracts to add thousands
of privately operated prison beds at
several locations around the state, in-
cluding two proposed by a company
that operates a prison where a 2010
escape produced a bloody aftermath.

Corrections Department officials
weighing the competing proposals
heard extensive testimony from com-
munity leaders and others support-
ing the various companies' proposals
for the jobs that the facilities would
provide.

But concerns also have been voiced
about expanding the state's reliance
on private prisons with the plan to
add 5,000 minimum- and medium-se-
curity beds authorized by legislators
in 2009.

And relatives of an Oklahoma cou-
ple killed in New Mexico after three
inmates escaped from a privately op-
erated state prison in Kingman said
Arizona shouldn't award another con-
tract to the operator.

Home Improvement
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Tenn. backyard
archaeological dig is

historic site

FRANKLIN, Tenn. (AP) — A Frank-
lin man's backyard became one of 11
Tennessee sites added to the National
Register of Historic Places this week
after archaeological digs there turned
up one of the two oldest human settle-
ments ever documented in the state.

Excavations last fall of Paul Litchy's
backyard, also known as the Coats-
Hines site, found the remains of bones
and artifacts that prove humans were
there before 12,000 B.C, near the end
of the last ice age.

While the bones and artifacts are
important, the Coats-Hines site is na-
tionally significant because it isarare
instance in which archaeologists can
show ancient people interacting with
animals, state prehistoric archaeolo-
gist Aaron Deter-Wolf told The Ten-
nessean (http://bit.ly/qQrDFh).

"That's really the meat of archaeol-
ogy," Deter-Wolf said. "It's the asso-
ciation of the items and not just the
items themselves."

Archaeologists believe there was
a pond in Litchy's backyard where
animals, including mastodons, were
killed by hunters.

The oldest human settlement in
Tennessee is known as the Johnson
Site, along the Cumberland River east
of Nashville.

Job creation focus of

ASHEVILLE, N.C. (AP) — As states
struggle to close budget gaps because
of high unemployment and dwindling
tax revenues, the Southern Governors
Association met Friday to discuss
ways to create new jobs in a changing
economy.

“We're all here to work.” N.C. Gov.
Beverly Perdue told the association at
the start of the three-day conference.
“The work we do today, tomorrow
and Sunday will help energize us.”

The group is holding its annual
meeting in Asheville. Governors, oth-
er public officials and business execu-
tives were expected to attend. Among
the topics on the agenda are how to
solve a skills gap suffered by workers
looking for jobs in the nation’s largest
and fastest growing region.

Not all the governors from the asso-
ciation’s 16 states and two territories
plan to attend.

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Egypt recalls its ambassador from
Israel as tensions spike over cross-

border ambush

CAIRO (AP) — Egypt said Saturday it would recall
its ambassador from Israel to protest the deaths of
at least three Egyptian troops killed in a shootout
between Israeli soldiers and Palestinian militants
who had launched a deadly attack on Israel from
Egyptian soil.

The decision sharply escalated tensions between
the neighboring countries, whose 1979 peace treaty
is being tested by the fall of Egypt's longtime auto-
cratic leader, Hosni Mubarak.

Egypt's interim government accused Israel of vio-
lating that treaty and demanded an apology, saying
the envoy would be withdrawn until Israel con-
cludes its investigation into the Egyptian security
forces' deaths. Israeli Foreign Ministry spokesman
Yigal Palmor said the Israeli government was hold-
ing consultations on the Egyptian move.

The Cabinet, which was appointed by the ruling

military council that took over power after Muba-
rak's ouster, revised an earlier statement saying the
envoy, Yasser Reda, would be summoned for con-
sultation — something that would have signaled a
lower-level spat. Israel was likely to see that as a
worrisome sign that Egypt's new leaders would be
more responsive to public opinion about the Jew-
ish state, which remains overwhelmingly unpopu-
lar because of its conflict with the Palestinians.

Israeli officials insisted the peace treaty was "sta-
ble" despite the rocky developments.

Syria condemns U.S. and European
calls for Assad to step down, say

they are part of conspiracy

BEIRUT (AP) — A government owned Syrian
newspaper on Saturday rejected U.S. and European
calls for President Bashar Assad to step down, say-
ing they revealed the "face of the conspiracy" tar-
geting Damascus for its key role in the Middle East
and the Arab-Israeli conflict.

The front-page editorial in the daily Al-Thawra,
which speaks for the Syrian regime, was the first of-
ficial government response to Thursday's demand
by the United States and its European allies that
Assad resign because of the government's bloody
crackdown on protesters.

Assad has come under mounting criticism for his
assault on a 5-month-old uprising. Human rights
groups and witnesses accuse Syrian troops of firing
on largely unarmed protesters and say more than
2,000 people have been killed since mid-March.

Activists on Saturday raised the death toll from
Friday's protests to at least 29, most of them in the
central province of Homs where security forces
are said to be conducting raids in some neighbor-
hoods.

Reinforcements were being sent Saturday to
Homs, Syria's third-largest city and the site of in-
tense anti-regime protests, according to the Rami
Abdul-Rahman, head of the London-based Syrian
Observatory for Human Rights, and The Local Co-
ordination Committees, an activist group.

Kim Jong Il arrives in Russia, to

meet with President Medvedev

MOSCOW (AP) — North Korean leader Kim Jong
Il arrived in Russia's Far East on Saturday and will
meet with President Dmitry Medvedev during a
visit expected to last a week, the Kremlin said. It
is Kim's first trip to the country in nine years and
a further sign of Pyongyang's increasing efforts to
reach out for economic assistance and diplomatic
support.

North Korea's official media did not specify when
a meeting with Medvedev would take place, but
said that Kim's visit was at the invitation of the
Russian president.

Josh Hamilton hit a tie-
breaking home run in the
sixth, and Moreland added a
two-run shot to tie a career
high with five RBIs for the
Rangers, who rallied for their
10th win in 12 games despite
another shaky performance
from starter Matt Harrison.

Oh, and the Rangers didn’t
get to their hotel until 6:30 in
the morning.

“It’s not so much the physi-
cal part of it, because you

know you're physically
tired,” Texas manager Ron
Washington said. “We played
a tough ballgame last night. It
just took us a few innings to
get back in a groove.”

“A few runs will always do
it for you.”

Reliever Yoshinori Tateya-
ma (2-0) pitched 2 2-3 score-
less innings and Neftali Feliz
pitched a scoreless ninth for
his 25th save in 31 chances.

Moreland sat out the Thurs-
day finale against the Angels
with a tight right hamstring,
but showed no ill effects while
trotting around the bases on
Friday.

“They just said be smart
with it,” he said. “I've just
been trying to work, slow
stuff down and not press a
whole lot in the box.

The White Sox have lost

Peavy
walked Napoli and Moreland
followed with a three-run
shot, giving the Rangers a
4-3 lead. Moreland was back
in the lineup after missing
Thursday’s game with tight-
ness in his right hamstring.

Peavy didn’t allow a home
run in his previous seven
starts.

HOUSTON (AP) — The
San Francisco Giants’
slump has gotten so bad
they are even losing to the
Houston Astros.

Wandy Rodriguez
pitched eight innings and
had a two-run single to
lead the Astros to a 6-0 vic-
tory over the slumping Gi-
ants on Friday night.

The Giants have lost 15 of
their last 21 games includ-
ing four of the last five.

“We’ve talked, and we're
working,” Giants manager
Bruce Bochy said. “You
just have to keep going.
You always have to think
it’s just temporary and
that you will come out of
it, and we will.”

The Astros have won
three straight but their 41-
84 record is the worst in
the major leagues.

The Giants are trying to
overcome injuries and had
the added problem Friday
night of facing Rodriguez
when he was in control of
all his pitches.

“He’s got that curveball
that he can do a lot of dif-

ferent things with,” Gi-
ants third baseman Mark
DeRosa said. “Honestly, he
is probably the one pitcher
in baseball that can really
control his curveball as
good as he does.

“He can pretty much
put it where he wants; in,
out, upstairs, down and he
works in that fastball that
always has a little life on
it.”

The Astros were lead-
ing 2-0 in the sixth inning
when Carlos Corporan hit
an RBI single with two
outs and Rodriguez fol-
lowed with a long single
down the right field line on
the first pitch from Ryan
Vogelsong (10-3).

“Wandy was absolutely
outstanding,” Astros man-
ager Brad Mills said. “He
just threw the ball real
well. It’s nice to see him
be able to use all of his
pitches and he was able to
keep them off balance, ob-
viously, all night, which
was good.”

Rodriguez (9-9) allowed
five hits, struck out eight

and walked two. It was his
third eight-inning perfor-
mance of the season.

“I tried to locate my fast-
ball early in the game and
late T used my breaking
ball,” Rodriguez said.

Brian Bogusevic, who
hit a game-ending grand
slam against Chicago on
Tuesday, made it 6-0 with a
homer off Guillermo Mota
in the eighth.

It was the Astros’ fourth
shutout of the season and
their first since June 30
against Texas.

Vogelsong had won four
of his previous five deci-
sions.

harshest penalty an op-
tion.

“If, and I say if, we
have very unique cir-
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cumstances where TV
bans and death penal-
ties are warranted, then
Idon’t think they are off
the table and I would be
OK with putting those
in place,” Emmert told
The Associated Press in
a telephone interview
Friday.

Emmert later said the

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Trash-talking not talk at

ST. PAUL (AP) — Danell
Leyva had been trash-talk-
ing all week long, telling
Jonathan Horton he was
going to beat the two-time
defending champion.

Turns out, Leyva’s a man
of his word. Leyva won his
first title at the U.S. gym-
nastics championships in
impressive fashion Friday
night, not missing a single
routine and capping his per-
formance with a high-flying
spectacle on high bar. First
in line to congratulate Ley-
va after his mom and stepfa-
ther-coach? Horton, whose
hopes of winning a third
straight final ended when
he peeled off high bar in the
second-to-last rotation.

“'m really proud of
Danell,” Horton said. “Did
I want to win this meet?
Yeah. But he deserved to
win. I didn’t hit everything.
... You could see the confi-
dence in him. You could see
he was not going to miss a
routine.”

Leyva finished with 183.8
points, 2.75 in front of Hor-
ton. Three-time junior
champion John Orozco,
who blew out his Achilles’
tendon at last year’s na-
tional championships, was
third.

“It’s amazing,” Leyva
said. “One of my biggest
goals in gymnastics was ac-
complished tonight, and I
feel ecstatic.”

While the team isn’t ex-

pected to be announced
until Saturday, Leyva and
Horton are all but locks for
the world championships,
which are Oct. 7-16 in To-
kyo.

Worlds are the main qual-
ifier for the London Olym-
pics, and will give the U.S.
men a chance to back up
their big talk about contend-
ing for the gold medal next
summer. It gives Leyva and
Horton a chance to measure
themselves against Kohei
Uchimura, too. The Japa-
nese star has been other-
worldly since the Beijing
Olympics, winning the last
two world titles — by signif-
icant margins, no less.

“I was sad to see (Horton)
fall because I wanted us
both to have a great meet,”
Leyva said. “But I'm glad
because it’s just going to
fire him up more for worlds.
And that’s going to fire me
up for worlds.”

Leyva has long had big
ambitions. When Paul
Hamm returned to nation-
als in 2008, Leyva told his
stepfather and coach, Yin
Alvarez, that he wanted to
beat the Olympic champion.
Never mind that Leyva was
just 16 then, and competing
at his first senior nationals.

But it wasn’t until he fin-
ished second to Horton last
year that Leyva really real-
ized his dreams were within
his grasp.

“Psychologically, I've

gymnastic championships

been ready since 2009. I've
been trying to take the title
since then,” Leyva said.
“But my preparation wasn’t
what it was supposed to be,
what it was for this meet.”

He wasn’t perfect the en-
tire week, but neither did
he have any major flaws. He
finished with the highest
scores on parallel bars and
high bar, and was fourth-
best on pommel horse.

Still, the two-point lead
Leyva had brought into the
night had essentially been
erased by the midway point
of the meet.

“I had the math done in
my head,” Horton said. “I
knew I could win it if I hit
the last two events.”

He didn’t.

Horton’s high bar rou-
tine is one of the best in
the world; he’s the reigning
Olympic silver medalist on
the event. It’s a high-risk,
high-reward routine, the
next-best thing to going to
the circus.

But as he reached for the
bar after his first release
move, one of his hands
slipped off. The momen-
tum pulled him down and
he dropped to the floor,
prompting a gasp from the
crowd.

“You can’t win with two
major falls, one the first
night and one the second
night,” said Horton, who
fell off pommel horse on
Wednesday.

university is being ex-
tremely cooperative and
that is extremely helpful,”
Emmert said. “But if, and
I underline the word if, the
allegations are true, that’s
extremely disappointing.”

If the allegations are
true, it would be the ugliest
scandal in college sports in
years and the worst during
a 18-month span in which
the NCAA has looked into
football programs at South-
ern California, Auburn, Or-
egon, Ohio State, Michigan,
North Carolina, LSU, Ten-
nessee and Georgia Tech
and basketball programs
at Southern California and
Connecticut. Miami makes
both lists.

Yahoo Sports also pub-
lished a photo of Miami
President Donna Shalala,
the Health and Human Ser-
vices Secretary during the
Clinton Administration,
standing next to Shapiro.
According to Shapiro’s
timeline, the infractions
began when Paul Dee, a
former NCAA’s infractions
committee chairman, was
the school’s athletic direc-
tor.

While Emmert offered
support for Shalala, he de-
clined to comment on Dee.

“She’s been a terrific
leader in higher education,
and I have great respect for
her,” Emmert said. “I can
only imagine how much
she’s struggling with this,
like I would have if this had
happened on my watch.”

The scope of the allega-
tions has already created
widespread debate over

bringing back the “death
penalty,” which has been
used only once — when the
NCAA canceled SMU’s 1987
football season because of
a pay-for play scandal. The
school decided not to play
in 1988, either, as it tried to
recover.

Schools with two major
infractions cases during a
five-year period are eligible
for the sanction, though the
NCAA says the timeframe
can be expanded if it deter-
mines there was a willful
intent to break the rules.

What happened at SMU
has made the NCAA hesi-
tant to use its toughest pen-
alty again.

The Mustangs posted only
one winning record over
the next 20 years, didn’t
reach another bowl game
until 2009 and the sanction
is believed to have played
a part in the breakup and
eventual dissolution of the
Southwest Conference.

Today, the implications
could be even worse.

In an era when conferenc-
es have so many tie-ins to
bowl games, along with lu-
crative television contracts,
all the schools in a league
could lose revenue.

NCAA presidents are wea-
ry of the stream of scandals.
At last week’s retreat, Penn
State President Gra-
ham Spanier said
university leaders
had reached a “boil-
ing point” only to see
the Miami case jump
into the headlines a
few days later.

Julie Roe Lach, the
NCAA’s vice presi-
dent for enforce-
ment, said Wednes-
day that last week’s
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presidential discussion
included talk about more
suspensions for coaches
and more postseason bans
for teams. Emmert believes
the board of directors may
also adopt proposals within
months that give NCAA in-
vestigators more latitude to
get information from third-
party associates, such as
boosters and agents.

While Spanier said there
was solidarity among the
presidents during last
week’s retreat, some of the
most outspoken proponents
of tougher sanctions came
from schools already un-
der the NCAA microscope.
“We have got to get a handle
on this and the presidents
are absolutely determined,
even the presidents of insti-
tutions that have had prob-
lems,” he said.

When asked about Sha-
lala’s input, Spanier said:
“She was in the meeting
and she has been an incred-
ible champion of getting
this right.”

Does that include using
the “death penalty”?

Said Emmert: “I think
there’s a difference between
conventional wisdom that’s
been around for almost 30
years now and what we
need to do for appropriate
deterrence.”

There now is new talk
about how to cope with
the problem.

Pearson finally reaches Dallas” Ring of Honor

ARLINGTON (AP) — For the first
time since moving into Cowboys Sta-
dium, the team’s Ring of Honor is get-
ting some new members.

And, befitting the enormous build-
ing, the class is a big one: 1970s receiv-
ing star Drew Pearson, plus Charles
Haley and Larry Allen, dominating
linemen who helped power the Cow-
boys to three Super Bowl titles in the
1990s.

“All ofthese guys were a part of some
of the greatest moments in franchise
history, and were very impactful for
us to have those moments,” said team
owner Jerry Jones, the sole judge and
jury for the Ring.

The names will be added Nov. 6,
when the Cowboys play the Seattle Se-
ahawks. They’ll be the first additions
since Troy Aikman, Emmitt Smith

and Michael Irvin went in together in
2005, and will swell the membership
to 20 — 18 players, plus coach Tom
Landry and Tex Schramm, the long-
time club president who started the
Ring in the early 1970s.

Pearson was an undrafted quarter-
back from Tulsa who made the team
in 1973, and went on to be selected to
the NFL’s All-Decade Team for the
1970s. He’s perhaps best known as
the guy who caught the original “Hail
Mary,” in a 1975 playoff game against
Minnesota, and as Roger Staubach’s
favorite target.

“Roger Staubach recently told me
... ‘What Michael Irvin was for Troy,
well that’s what Drew Pearson was
for me,”” Jones said. “That was good
enough for me right there.”

Pearson’s omission from the Ring
has long been consid-

Jones gave Pearson the choice of
which side of the stadium his name
would hang. The choice was easy —
the side behind the Cowboys’ bench
that already features Schramm,
Staubach, Tom Landry and other
players from the pre-Jones era.

There’s no question Haley and Al-
len will go on the side facing the Cow-
boys’ bench, the one that so far fea-
tures only Aikman, Smith and Irvin.

Haley’s arrival in a trade from San
Francisco in 1992 is widely consid-
ered the tipping point in putting the
Cowboys over the top. He’d already
won two Super Bowls with the 49ers,
and his winning attitude, plus a nasty
demeanor at defensive end, helped
Dallas win the Super Bowl that sea-
son, then again following the ‘93 and
‘95 seasons.

“I don’t want to say that Charles
Haley came in and taught that group
how to win, but he certainly had areal
positive influence in that direction,”
said Cowboys coach Jason Garrett,
who was part of those teams. “I can
remember during that Super Bowl,
against Buffalo at the Rose Bowl, it
didn’t go great right in the beginning
of the game. One of my recollections
being on the sidelines is Charles com-
ing over and, in his own way, just
kind of settling everyone down. Obvi-
ously everybody did settle down and
it turned out to be a great day.”

Haley is the first player who started
his career with another team to make
the Ring. His success with the 49ers

seems to go contrary to Jones’ notion
that Ring members should be purely
identified as a member of the Cow-
boys.

“I know where his heart is,” Jones
said. “I know where he had the most
Super Bowl rings. His base is here,
and so he is a Cowboy. I know that.
That is important to me as well.”

Jones noted that he hopes this hon-
or will help Haley earn a sixth ring,
the one given to members of the Pro
Football Hall of Fame. He was a final-
ist for induction earlier this year.

Allen is up for induction in 2013
and is a pretty sure bet. He’s among
the few players in NFL history to be
named to the All-Decade team in two
decades, making it for the 1990s and
2000s.

“I would stand there with Barry
Switzer and Barry would look out
there and say, ‘The best football play-
er on the entire field is Larry,”” Jones
said.

Jones wouldn’t say whether Pearson
was the last of the Landry-era play-
ers likely to be elected. Nor would he
speculate on when the Ring would be
expanded again or other candidates.

“We have a storied franchise and we
have a lot of people you’d say they de-
serve to be there,” Jones said. “But to
make it special and to keep it special,
I’'m going to go back to Tex again. He
said, ‘Make it very exclusive, make it
very exclusive.’”

Is there room for Jerry Jones?

“Well, I’'ve asked for the vote in the
mirror,” he said, laughing. “I can’t get
the vote. He won’t agree. He knows
too much.”

here is hardly a single area of modern life that has not been

touched by the Internet in some way. Even the simple phrase

“going to school” has taken on an entirely new meaning with

the advent of online schools. Adult learners in search of post-

secondary or professional development credits were the early
consumers of online education services, but now students of all ages can
learn anywhere an Internet connection can be found.

Beyond the screen

Online education (also referred to as virtual learning) is becoming increas-
ingly popular for elementary, middle and high school students. In a
2008 report, the National Center for Education Statistics estimated that
the number of K—12 public school students enrolling in online courses
grew by 65 percent in the two years from 2002—03 to 2004-05. A 2009
estimate puts the number at more than one million online students. In
addition, data suggests that by 2019, about half of high school courses
will be delivered online.

For some students, online learning gives them the opportunity to access
single courses not available through their brick-and-mortar school —
perhaps a foreign language or an AP course. However, an increasing
number of students have made the leap to full-time online schooling,
frequently through an online public school option offered tuition-free by
their state or school district.

How it works

An online public school utilizes a combination of online and offline
coursework — including a wide array of textbooks, CDs, videos and
hands-on materials. Students are guided by a state-certified teacher who
may also set up class outings to museums or science centers. While
older students can work independently, a parent (or “Learning Coach”)
keeps younger students on track.

Cloud seeding in hopes of
more rain for the Panhandle

West Texas is des-
perately in need of wet
weather and rain clouds
have finally appeared
in the panhandle, mak-
ing it the perfect time
to give Mother Nature
a boost with cloud seed-
ing.

One area organization
is working to create ex-
tra rainfall in parts of
the Panhandle. Cloud
seedine being done

in several counties is
showing good results.

The Panhandle
Groundwater Conserva-
tion District has been
cloud seeding in Rob-
erts, Potter, Carson,
Gray, Wheeler, Arm-
strong and Donley coun-
ties.

Scientists say specific
conditions must exist to
inject silver iodide into
the base of clouds. The

process doesn’t create
clouds or rain, but when
it works it can increase
precipitation up to 15
percent. However, seed-
ing has created some
controversy.

Many organizations
have terminated their
program because of
claims that it breaks up
clouds and causes more
severe weather.

Meteorologist for the

Panhandle District
Jennifer Puryear says,
“This week we actually
had convective thunder-
storms, thunderstorms
that had lightning and
had good updrafts of
200 to 500 feet, that are
building on top vertical-
ly. We’ve had no convec-
tive clouds for the last
several months.

Thrill seekers need not head to a theme park
this summer when they can simply turn to the
stock market, which continues on a tremendous
roller-coaster ride.

Following the worst week in more than a year,
the stock market trumped it with a free fall last
week and its worst performance since November
2008. The S&P 500 declined 7.2 percent, and the
Dow Jones Industrial Average (DJIA) declined 5.8
percent. In simple terms, investors lost their con-
fidence, and large and small market participants
alike headed for the exits, not only in the United
States but around the globe.

The Wall Street Journal summed it up well this
past weekend when it said the global sell off was
fueled largely by the unfinished business left by
the debt crisis, spiraling fears of contagion in
Europe, disappointing U.S. economic news and
renewed worries about overlooked questions like
future growth in China.

We said last week in our discussion of the new
debt ceiling legislation that the devil is in the de-
tails. In this case, the detail that seems almost
assured to bring more drama in Washington in
the coming weeks is the stipulation that the next
round of cost savings/revenue enhancements
must be determined no later than November. The
drama has already started with a new twist: con-
gressional finger pointing resulting from Stan-
dard & Poor’s (S&P) deeming the deficit reduction
in the legislation too skimpy and dramatically,
although not totally unexpectedly, downgrading
the nation’s debt rating from AAA to AA+ with a
negative outlook.

There were high hopes for the Federal Reserve
meeting this Tuesday, and equity investors greet-
ed the outcome positively, triggering a 429 point
rally by the end of the session. The Fed acknowl-
edged that economic growth has been slower than
the Open Market Committee had expected. Also,
a somewhat slower pace of recovery is expected
in the next few quarters, and downside risks have
increased.

This news initially spooked investors into think-
ing that the Fed might have a more dire outlook
than it isletting on, and hence, the news could be a
potential negative for stocks. The market did like
the Fed’s commitment to hold short term rates at
low levels through at least mid-2013. Policymak-
ers also stated that they are prepared to employ
additional tools as needed to promote stronger
growth while keeping inflation in check.

The dramatic stock market decline on Aug. 8, the
worst one-day loss for stocks since December 2008,
underlined the rapid drop in investor confidence.
It extended the S&P 500’s decline to 11 days and
the pullback to approximately 17 percent. These
are the types of environments where stock mar-
ket bottoms have typically formed. The market is
very oversold, and pessimism is extreme after the
market’s sharp drop in the two weeks. Market vol-
ume has risen sharply over the past three sessions
to levels now consistent with past significant mar-
ket bottoms. The VIX index or “fear gauge” — the
label given to the Chicago Board Option Exchange
(CBOE) Volatility Index measures how much in-
vestors are willing to pay for options to protect
against stock market declines. This index spiked
to 49 on Monday, which signals a very high degree
of fear and a level consistent with past stock mar-
ket bottoms. These are all characteristics that one
looks for when the market is reaching climactic
selling preceding an upturn. Unfortunately, we
can never know the exact timing or level of the
bottom. But there are indications that it’s in the
offing.

Market volatility like we have seen in the past
two weeks is never easy for investors to experi-
ence. The market’s action as of Tuesday’s close
says that investor sentiment has reached a point
where it may fully reflect all the negative factors
for the time being. Our bottom line advice is that
short-term investors should begin to add to equity
positions.

Entrepreneur  Alliance’s
presence in Big Spring is at
its scheduled mid-point and
showing progress, according
to Mattie McLain, business
development facilitator. The
program is being funded by
the Big Spring Economic De-
velopment Corporation, on a
one-year contract.

According to McLain, it
doesn’t matter if you are an
individual with an idea for
a business or an existing
business that is just not as
healthy as you would like it
to be, there is a way for him
to help. He received his entre-
preneurship degree from the
University of North Texas
and works with a network of
resources in order to provide
resources and direction to his
clients.

“This is just one more way
the EDC is evolving and put-
ting resources back into the
community,” McLain said.

“They are putting the focus
on local business and local
entrepreneurs.”

The main focus of the EDC
is to bring in industry from
outside the community. How-
ever, McLain said, when you
look at it whether you are
working individually with
50 local people who start up
50 local businesses, you are
working towards the same
goal and serving the same
purpose as drawing in an in-
dustry from outside the com-
munity, but you are keeping
it local.

At the end of the one-year
period, the BSEDC will evalu-
ate the progress and impact
of the program and decide to
keep the program in the com-
munity or not.

According to McLain, the

best thing anyone wanting
to start a business can do is
to keep an eye on where the
capital will come from.

“It does take money to make
money, but it doesn’t neces-
sarily have to be your mon-
ey,” McLain said. “Remem-
ber to live below your means,
save and take care of your
credit score, especially if you
will be needing a loan.”

Texas johless
rate at highest
level since 1981

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — The unem-
ployment rate in Texas jumped to 8.4
percent in July, hitting the highest
level since 1987 while climbing at the
fastest pace since the state was still
stuck in a recession two years ago,
according to employment figures re-
leased Friday.

The increase in the jobless rate
came despite a 10th consecutive
month of job growth, according to
Texas Workforce Commission. Tex-
as added 29,300 nonfarm jobs in July,
and the state still remains below the
national unemployment rate of 9.1
percent.

Yet the Texas rate continued tick-
ing upward, and the latest numbers
came as Gov. Rick Perry wrapped
up the first week of his Republican
presidential campaign that is staked
on job creation.

“Texas continues to feel the effects
of a stagnant national economy,” Tex-
as Workforce Commission Chairman
Tom Pauken said in a statement.

The jobless rate in Texas increased
from 8.2 percent in June, and after
being at 8.0 in May, the rate has now
risen 0.2 in consecutive months for
the first time since the recession in
2009.

Texas is now at its highest unem-
ployment rate in 24 years, back when
the state was reeling from the ener-
gy, real estate and banking crisis of
the late 1980s.

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few months of decline.

“This is the highest
tax receipt for the month
we have seen in two or
three years,” said Glenn
Fillingim, BSEDC sec-
retary/treasurer.

Once the yearly ap-
provals were given, the
board considered and
accepted two incentive
agreements — Acme
Energy, DBA Big Dog
Rig Movers and Desert
Tanks LLC. The agree-
ment between Big Dog
and BSEDC is a five-
year loan for $450,000
with a $450,000 down
payment. Stipulations
to the agreement re-
quire the company to
meet a $900,000 payroll
in order to receive the
forgiveness on the loan.
A majority of the board
approved the lease

agreement.
Desert Tanks received
full board approval on

its lease agreement,
which will go toward
company expansion.

The 10-year, forgivable
loan is caped at $800,000.
According to Wegman,
the loan will be used to
purchase equipment.

“Desert Tanks has in-
vested capital of $1.35
million in the project
and their financials look
good,” Wegman said.
“The execution of the
note most likely won’t
take place until Decem-
ber or the first part of
next year.”

With the expansion
of the facility, the ca-
pacity will be doubled
and there will be 26 em-
ployee positions added,
bringing the total em-
ployment to around 50.
The 2010 payroll will
serve as the base payroll
as far as the forgiveness

credit is concerned.

“In order to receive
the forgiveness credit
towards the loan, the
payroll has to exceed
and go beyond existing
payroll,” Wegman said.

At this point, the facil-
ity the company is ex-
panding into at the air-
park has been cleaned
out. The outside of the
building needs a little
more cleanup, he said.
The lease agreement
with the airpark for the
location has not been
finalized, but according
to Wegman after speak-
ing with airpark offi-
cials there should be no
problem with obtaining
the lease.

Other prospective
ventures include Elec-
trical Industry Training
Institute (EITI) joining
in a partnership with
Howard College to of-
fer training in Howard
County.

That’s why we haven’t
worked previously to
this week.”

“T’'ve seen on radar the
increase in reflectivi-
ties and how the cells
responded, so I would
say we had a positive ef-
