Officials with the Big Spring

According to Sgt. Tony Ev-
erett, public information of-
ficer with the BSPD, officers 
responded to the scene after a 
man called 911 saying he had 

killed someone.
“Dispatch received the 

call from an inactivated cell 
phone,” Everett said Wednes-
day afternoon. “A male 

subject advised that he had 
killed someone at 601 Caylor, 
repeated the message and

Hotel Settles 
reconstruction 
moving along

A piece of history will soon come 
back to life in Big Spring, with a little 
modern twist. According to Bill Cole, 
Hotel Settles director of operations, 
construction is moving along and a 
“soft” opening is set for August.

For 30 years, Hotel Settles —which 
shut its doors in 1982 — has been 
closed to the public, but by the end of 
this year, the majestic building will 
again be reopened. The Healthy Wom-
an Advisory Council had the privilege  
Wednesday afternoon of having the 
first “official” meeting in the hotel.

“We are honored to be able to come 
in and host our meeting here and to 
see how the project is coming along,” 
said Kim Howell, Scenic Mountain 
Medical Center marketing director 
and Healthy Woman coordinator. “I 
thought this might be a fun thing to 
do. We had talked about having our 
2012 anniversary meeting here, but 
it didn’t happen, however, it is very 
much a possibility for 2013. I thought 
it would be very cool for us to have a 
chance to see it in its rebirth.”

After the official meeting, members 
divided into two groups and toured 
the facility.

“You can feel a sense of history 
weighing down on you,” Howell said.

Hotel Settles originally had 150 
rooms available, but with renovation 
and the inclusion of some modern as-
pects, the hotel will now have 65. The 
hotel will be a member of Historic Ho-
tels of America as well as maintain

It’s still a distance away, 
but local individuals who feel 
strongly about the truck re-
lief route should mark May 
15 on their calendar.

That’s the date the Texas De-
partment of Transportation 
will hold a public hearing at 
the Dora Roberts Community 
Center here.

Those attending will be able 
to view exhibits as early as 5 
p.m. Registration will begin at 
5:30 p.m. and the meeting will 
get underway at 6:30 p.m.

The purpose of the meet-
ing is to discuss the social, 
economic and environmental 
effects, and present the pre-
ferred alignment of the pro-
posed route. Currently, the 

route is to run south on U.S 
Highway 87 to FM 700 and 
loop around to the west, pick-
ing up Highway 87 again at 
RB 33, south of the city.

Cost is estimated at $148 mil-
lion.  The project will require 
acquisition of new right-of-
way, vary in width from 250 
feet to 360 feet, and be 14 miles 
in length.

There will be an opportuni-
ty at the conslusion of the pro-
posed project presentation for 
the public to comment, either 

orally or in writing. Com-
ment will also be accepted for 
10 days after the meeting.

The proposed reliever route 
is part of a Mexico-to-Canada 
super highway, known as 
Port-to-Plains. Locally, some 
have said Big Spring will ben-
efit by routing truck traffic 
around the city. Others have 
said the route will direct oth-
er traffic away from the city, 
hurting local businesses.

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its historical charter.
“In order to keep those 

things intact, there are 
certain things which 
have to be done and 
certain aspects that 
have to be maintained,” 
Cole said. “One of those 
things is the original 
flooring on the first lev-
el, it cannot be removed; 
it can be covered, but 
not be removed. Howev-
er, instead of covering it 
up we are going to capi-
talize on its charm and  
incorporate it into the 
new construction.”

The third floor will 
also allow hotel guests 
to experience the rooms 
as they once were, and 
maintain the size and 
integrity of the original 
rooms.

“One interesting fact 
is no two rooms in the 
hotel are exactly the 
same,” Cole said. “ Most 

of the furniture used 
throughout is custom 
made. There will be 
very few pieces mass 
produced.”

The fourth floor will 
contain two terrace 
suits with walk-out bal-
conies. The hotel will 
also have five rooms 
built for extended stays.

“Hopefully, this hotel 
will act as a catalyst to 
entice new business and 
growth in the downtown 
area,” Cole said. “If you 
can provide a central 
core, it expands out-
ward and just continues 
to grow.”

Each of the amenities 
— which include a spa, 
meeting rooms, restau-
rant and a bar — will 
be available to the com-
munity. The primary 
scope of the  project is 
not planned as a money 
maker, but more of a gift 
to the community.

“This is a hotel for the 
community, not just 
a hotel in the commu-

nity,” Cole said. “We 
know the demographics 
of the community and of 
West Texas and we plan 
to position ourselves as 
a hotel for our commu-
nity and West Texas.”

The primary goal for 
Brint and Kris Ryan 
—owners of the hotel — 
is to cover operational 
expenses. Rooms will 
range from $89 up to 
$500 a night .

“He (Brint) has a 
heartfelt attachment to 
this community,” Cole 
said. “Brint is aware 
this isn’t a short-term, 
money making venture 
and just really wants to 
give back to the commu-
nity he grew up in.

“This is a very realis-
tic and achievable goal. 
Juan Rodriguez and I 
eventually see  the team  
initiating  new festivals, 
according to what the 
citizens want.”

Shortcuts were not 
taken in the restora-
tion process. According 

to Cole, it would have 
been more economical 
to purchase and install 
new windows through-
out the hotel. However, 
it was decided to have 
the original windows re-
stored and re-installed 
in order to preserve the 
historical integrity and 
feel. Some modern in-
clusions will be a new 
swimming pool, hot tub, 
outdoor bar, and fire 
pits located on the back-
side of the hotel.

“This is a long-term 
investment for Brint 
and I can’t think of a 
better boss than Brint 
Ryan,” Cole said. “The 
philosophy Jeff Trigger, 
CEO for Austin based 
La Corsha Hospitality, 
Juan Rodriguez, manag-
ing director, and  Brint 
Ryan have  is to make 
this the pride and joy 
of the community, just 
like it is for them.”

“It is amazing to see a 
piece of Big Spring com-
ing back to life,” Howell 

said.
As the restoration 

nears completion, there 
are still a few ends need-
ing to be tied up. The 
inclusion of history is 
a big part of the project, 
which is why anyone 
with old photos of Hotel 
Settles is encouraged to 
bring them forward and 
contact Cole  or  Rodri-
guez.

“Hotel Settles was 
once the social center of 
West Texas and the goal 
is  reposition the hotel 
and  put Hotel Settles  
back on the map. It will 
be our pride and joy 
once again,” Cole said.

Painkiller sales soar, fueling addictions
NEW YORK (AP) — Sales of 

the nation’s two most popu-
lar prescription painkillers 
have exploded in new parts 
of the country, an Associated 
Press analysis shows, worry-
ing experts who say the push 
to relieve patients’ suffering 
is spawning an addiction epi-
demic.

From New York’s Staten Is-
land to Santa Fe, N.M., Drug 
Enforcement Administration 
figures show dramatic rises 
between 2000 and 2010 in the 
distribution of oxycodone, the 
key ingredient in OxyContin, 
Percocet and Percodan. Some 
places saw sales increase six-
teenfold.

Meanwhile, the distribu-
tion of hydrocodone, the key 
ingredient in Vicodin, Norco 
and Lortab, is rising in Appa-
lachia, the original epicenter 
of the painkiller epidemic, as 
well as in the Midwest.

The increases have coin-
cided with a wave of overdose 
deaths, pharmacy robberies 
and other problems in New 
Mexico, Nevada, Utah, Flor-
ida and other states. Opioid 
pain relievers, the category 
that includes oxycodone and 
hydrocodone, caused 14,800 
overdose deaths in 2008 alone, 

and the death toll is rising, 
the Centers for Disease Con-
trol and Prevention says.

Nationwide, pharmacies 
received and ultimately dis-
pensed the equivalent of 69 
tons of pure oxycodone and 42 
tons of pure hydrocodone in 
2010, the last year for which 
statistics are available. That’s 
enough to give 40 5-mg Perco-
cets and 24 5-mg Vicodins to 
every person in the United 
States. The DEA data records 
shipments from distributors 
to pharmacies, hospitals, 
practitioners and teaching 
institutions. The drugs are 
eventually dispensed and sold 
to patients, but the DEA does 
not keep track of how much 
individual patients receive.

The increase is partly due 
to the aging U.S. population 
with pain issues and a great-
er willingness by doctors 
to treat pain, said Gregory 
Bunt, medical director at New 
York’s Daytop Village chain 
of drug treatment clinics.

Sales are also being driven 
by addiction, as users become 
physically dependent on 
painkillers and begin “doc-
tor shopping” to keep the pre-
scriptions coming, he said.

“Prescription medications 

can provide enormous health 
and quality-of-life benefits to 
patients,” Gil Kerlikowske, 
the U.S. drug czar, told Con-
gress in March. “However, 
we all now recognize that 
these drugs can be just as 
dangerous and deadly as illic-
it substances when misused 
or abused.”

Opioids like hydrocodone 
and oxycodone can release 
intense feelings of well-being. 
Some abusers swallow the 
pills; others crush them, then 
smoke, snort or inject the 
powder.

Unlike most street drugs, 
the problem has its roots in 
two disparate parts of the 
country — Appalachia and 
affluent suburbs, said Pete 
Jackson, president of Advo-
cates for the Reform of Pre-
scription Opioids.

“Now it’s spreading from 
those two poles,” Jackson 
said.

The AP analysis used drug 
data collected quarterly by 
the DEA’s Automation of Re-
ports and Consolidated Or-
ders System. The DEA tracks 
shipments sent from distribu-
tors to pharmacies, hospitals, 
practitioners and teaching in-
stitutions and then compiles 

the data using three-digit ZIP 
codes. Every ZIP code start-
ing with 100-, for example, is 
lumped together into one fig-
ure.

The AP combined this data 
with census figures to deter-
mine effective sales per cap-
ita.

A few ZIP codes that include 
military bases or Veterans Af-
fairs hospitals have seen large 
increases in painkiller use 
because of soldier patients in-
jured in the Middle East, law 
enforcement officials say. In 
addition, small areas around 
St. Louis, Indianapolis, Las 
Vegas and Newark, N.J., 
have seen their totals affected 
because mail-order pharma-
cies have shipping centers 
there, said Carmen Catizone, 
executive director of the Na-
tional Association of Boards 
of Pharmacy.

Many of the sales trends 
stretch across bigger areas.

In 2000, oxycodone sales 
were centered in coal-mining 
areas of West Virginia and 
eastern Kentucky — places 
with high concentrations of 
people with back problems 
and other chronic pain.

But by 2010, the strongest 
oxycodone sales had over-

taken most of Tennessee and 
Kentucky, stretching as far 
north as Columbus, Ohio and 
as far south as Macon, Ga.

Per-capita oxycodone sales 
increased five- or six-fold in 
most of Tennessee during the 
decade.

“We’ve got a problem. We’ve 
got to get a handle on it,” said 
Tommy Farmer, a counter-
drug official with the Tennes-
see Bureau of Investigation.

Many buyers began cross-
ing into Tennessee to fill pre-
scriptions after border states 
began strengthening comput-
er systems meant to monitor 
drug sales, Farmer said.

In 2006, only 20 states had 
prescription drug monitor-
ing programs aimed at track-
ing patients. Now 40 do, but 
many aren’t linked together, 
so abusers can simply go to 
another state when they’re 
flagged in one state’s system. 
There is no federal monitor-
ing of prescription drugs at 
the patient level.

In Florida, the AP analysis 
underscores the difficulty of 
the state’s decade-long battle 
against “pill mills,” unscru-
pulous doctors who churn 
out dozens of prescriptions a 
day.

News in brief
Activists: Syrian troops launch 
offensive in suburb of Damascus

BEIRUT (AP) — Activists say Syrian troops are 
attacking a suburb of the capital Damascus in what 
they described as one of the most violent campaigns 
since the year-old uprising began.

The Britiain-based Syrian Observatory for Hu-
man Rights says “a major operation” is under way 
in the suburb of Douma, with tanks shelling the 
area and clashes between troops and army defec-
tors.

Douma-based activist Mohammed Saeed said 
Thursday’s operation is “one of the most violent 
campaigns against the area” since the uprising 
against President Bashar Assad’s regime began in 
March last year.

For first time, city, urban growth 
outpaces that of outer suburbs

WASHINGTON (AP) — Stung by high gasoline 
costs, outlying suburbs that sprouted in the heady 
2000s are now seeing their growth fizzle to historic 
lows, halting American city dwellers’ decades-long 
exodus to sprawling homes in distant towns.

New census estimates as of July 2011 highlight 
a shift in population trends following an extended 
housing bust and renewed spike in oil prices. Two 
years after the recession technically ended, and de-
spite faint signs of a rebound, Americans again are 
shunning moves at record levels and staying put in 
big cities.

That is posing longer-term consequences for resi-
dential “exurbs” on the edge of metropolitan ar-
eas.

Construction of gleaming new schools and mega-
malls built in anticipation of a continued popula-
tion boom is cutting back. Spacious McMansions 
offering the promise of homeownership to middle-
class families sit abandoned or half-built. Once an 
escape from urban problems, suburban regions hit 
by foreclosures are posting bigger jumps in poverty 
than cities.

The result: The annual rate of growth in Ameri-
can cities and surrounding urban areas has now 
surpassed that of exurbs for the first time in at least 
20 years.

Sandusky expected to attend 
pretrial hearing at Pa. courthouse

BELLEFONTE, Pa. (AP) — Jerry Sandusky’s re-
quest to have child sexual abuse charges against 

him dismissed and other pretrial disputes are ex-
pected to be debated before a Pennsylvania state 
judge, two months before the retired Penn State as-
sistant coach is scheduled to go on trial.

The hearing Thursday at the Centre County 
Courthouse in Bellefonte could cover a range of 
issues, from whether to allow prosecutors to use 
items from a search of Sandusky’s home to whether 
Sandusky should be given more information about 
the details of the allegations.

“We anticipate a lot of legal arguments and little 
testimony, with the judge reserving a decision on 
the major issues,” said Sandusky’s defense attor-
ney, Joe Amendola. He said Sandusky was expect-
ed to attend.

In a catch-all pretrial motion filed last month, 
Amendola argued some charges were not specific 
enough, there was not enough evidence in some 
cases, and the statute of limitations may have ex-
pired for others.

Sandusky, 68, faces 52 criminal counts for alleged 
abuse of 10 boys over 15 years. He is confined to 
home while awaiting trial and has repeatedly de-
nied the charges.

Along with security threat, North 
Korea rocket launch presents 
potential intelligence bonanza

TOKYO (AP) — As the U.S. and its allies decry 
North Korea’s planned rocket launch, they’re also 
rushing to capitalize on the rare opportunity it 
presents to assess the secretive nation’s ability to 
strike beyond its shores.

If North Korea goes ahead with the launch, ex-
pected to take place sometime between April 12-16, 
the United States, Japan and South Korea will have 
more military assets on hand than ever to track 
the rocket and — if necessary — shoot it out of the 
sky.

Behind the scenes, they will be analyzing every-
thing from where the rocket’s booster stages fall to 
the shape of its nose cone. The information they 
gather could deeply impact regional defense plan-
ning and future arms talks.

Military planners want to know how much prog-
ress North Korea has made since its last attempt to 
launch a satellite three years ago. Arms negotiators 
will be looking for signs of how much the rocket, a 
modified ballistic missile launcher, depends on for-
eign technology.

“There are a number of things they will be watch-
ing for,” said Narushige Michishita, a North Korea 

expert with Japan’s National Graduate Institute 
for Policy Studies. “If North Korea does get a satel-
lite into orbit, that means it could deliver an object 
anywhere on the globe, and that has intercontinen-
tal implications.”

Autopsy report details signs 
of Houston’s drug use, abuse

LOS ANGELES (AP) — The hotel room where 
Whitney Houston died bore the hallmarks of a trav-
eler — suitcases and room-service food and drinks. 
But it also contained something tragically familiar 
for the singer: signs of cocaine and its parapherna-
lia.

The drug was found throughout Houston’s body, 
according to an autopsy report released Wednes-
day that gave the most detailed account yet of how 
the Grammy-winning singer died just hours before 
she was to appear at a pre-Grammy Awards party. 
By the time an assistant found her face down in a 
bathtub on the afternoon of Feb. 11, Houston had 
likely been dead for at least an hour. The water was 
so hot it scalded part of her body.

Nearby, on the bathroom counter, investigators 
found a small spoon described by investigators 
as having a “crystal like substance” in it and in a 
drawer they discovered a white powdery substance. 
The dozen prescription drug bottles found in Hous-
ton’s suite of the Beverly Hilton Hotel led investiga-
tors to initially suspect she died of an overdose, but 
after further examination and toxicology results 
they concluded she drowned accidentally. Heart 
disease, which caused a 60 percent blockage in one 
of her arteries, and cocaine use were listed as con-
tributing factors.

Toxicology results also showed Houston had mar-
ijuana, Xanax, the muscle relaxant Flexeril, and 
the allergy medication Benadryl in her system, but 
none are considered factors in her death.

Expect likely GOP nominee to 
borrow from his Mass. playbook

WASHINGTON (AP) — Don’t expect Mitt Rom-
ney to spend a lot of time trying to get voters to like 
him this fall.

Instead, the likely Republican presidential nomi-
nee will probably rely on a ton of campaign cash and 
a barrage of nasty attack ads ripping into President 
Barack Obama for policies that Romney says aren’t 
helping the economy recover fast enough. Look for 
Romney to take a more moderate tack, too.

That’s essentially the playbook Romney followed 
in his last campaign against a Democrat, when he 
was elected Massachusetts governor in 2002.

Given how Romney has already relied heavily on 
key elements of that winning strategy — the biting 
attack ads, the imposing fundraising advantage — 
to pound his GOP presidential rivals, there’s little 
to suggest he won’t return to that strategy for the 
likely fight against Obama.

Ben Coes, Romney’s campaign manager in 2002, 
said the multimillionaire businessman won the 
election because he didn’t worry much about 
whether voters liked him. Coes said that same dy-
namic will apply for November’s election, too.

More than 300 DFW flights 
canceled 

DALLAS (AP) — Several hundred more flights 
at Dallas-Fort Worth International Airport have 
been canceled since tornadoes hit North Texas.

A spokeswoman says American Airlines and 
American Eagle on Thursday canceled another 
323 flights.

Andrea Huguely says 63 planes remain out of 
service facing inspections for damage since Tues-
day’s storms. She says 108 aircraft originally were 
out of service.

The carriers have canceled more than 1,600 
DFW flights since the severe weather, including 
about 800 Tuesday and 500 more Wednesday.

El Paso: nearly ton of 
marijuana in roof materials 

EL PASO, Texas (AP) — Officers at a West Texas 
border crossing have confiscated nearly a ton of 
marijuana stuffed in more than 190 rolls of roof-
ing paper.

Customs and Border Protection authorities on 
Wednesday announced the seizure in El Paso at 
the Ysleta commercial cargo site.

A drug-sniffing dog on Tuesday drew attention 
to the load.

Customs officers discovered that smugglers 
had cut rectangular spaces into the roofing paper 
rolls and filled the spaces with bundles of mari-
juana. Authorities seized more than 1,800 pounds 
of marijuana.

Nobody has been arrested as the investigation 
continues.

Survey: Quarter of Texas 
children live in poverty

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas has the second-
highest birth rate in the nation and more than 25 
percent of those children live in poverty.

That’s according to the annual Kids Count sur-
vey released Thursday. The number of children in 
Texas rose by nearly 1 million between 2000 and 
2010, and accounted for more than half of the U.S. 
child population growth. But 39 percent of Texas 
mothers received no, or very late, prenatal care 
and the percentage of babies born underweight 
jumped 13 percent. The study is conducted every 
year by the Austin-based Center for Public Policy 
Priorities. The nonprofit and nonpartisan organi-
zations advocate for solutions to poverty.

The study also reported that children without 
health insurance dropped from 20.8 percent in 
2006 to 16.9 percent in 2009. High school drop-outs 
are also down.

Perry to survey North 
Texas storm damage by air 

DALLAS (AP) — Gov. Rick Perry will get a per-
sonal look at the destruction left in the wake of 
tornadoes and other storms that ravaged North 
Texas.

Among the damage Perry will see Thursday 
morning will be that left by tornadoes in south-
eastern Dallas and the Dallas-Fort Worth suburbs 
of Kennedale, Arlington, Lancaster and Forney.

A statement issued by his office says the gover-
nor will also receive a briefing from emergency 
management personnel and local officials. He 
will then discuss his impressions at a news con-
ference.

Judge quits Saudi 
bomb suspect’s Texas trial 

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — A federal judge ihas 
recused himself from the trial of a Saudi man ac-
cused of trying to make a weapon of mass destruc-
tion.

U.S. District Judge Sam Cummings removed 
himself from the case of against Khalid Ali-M Al-
dawsari in a tersely worded order filed Wednes-
day in Lubbock.

The order gave no reason for the recusal, and 
the court docket showed no recusal motion and 
no replacement. It’s unclear what effect the move 
will have on the April 30 trial setting and an April 
19 pretrial hearing.

Court documents allege the U.S. college student 
planned to attack various targets, including sites 
in New York City and former President George 
W. Bush’s home in Dallas.

Aldawsari has pleaded not guilty. His attorney 
says he plans an insanity defense.

Bank standoff 
with 
police ends 
peacefully 

LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) 
— A 61-year-old Lubbock 
man has been charged 
with aggravated kid-
napping after a standoff 
with police of more than 
two hours at a Lubbock 
bank ended peacefully 
with the man’s surren-
der.

A Lubbock police 
statement says Tommy 
Ray Beadles was at the 
city jail without bond 
Wednesday night.

Police say the drama 
unfolded about 3 p.m. 
Wednesday.

Residents sift through
rubble from tornados

FORNEY, Texas (AP) 
— As a twister bore 
down on her neighbor-
hood, Sherry Enochs 
grabbed the three young 
children in her home 
and hid in her bathtub. 
The winds swirled and 
snatched away two of 
the children. Her home 
collapsed around her.

Miraculously, no one 
was seriously hurt.

Enochs, 53, stood 
Wednesday amid the 
wreckage of what was 
once her home in the 
North Texas city of 
Forney, among the 
hardest hit by a series 
of tornadoes that bar-
reled through one of the 
nation’s largest metro-
politan areas a day ear-
lier. No one was report-
ed dead, and of the more 
than 20 injured, only a 
handful were seriously 
hurt.

“If you really think 
about it, the fact that 
everybody who woke up 
in Forney yesterday is 
alive today in Forney, 
that’s a real blessing,” 
Mayor Darren Rozell 
said.

The National Weather 
Service is investigating 
the damage caused by 
the tornadoes, which 
appeared to flatten some 
homes and graze others 
next door. The twist-
ers jumped from place 
to place, passing many 
heavily populated areas 
overhead and perhaps 
limiting what could 
have been a more dam-
aging, deadly storm. 
Most of Dallas was 
spared the full wrath of 
the storms.

While tornadoes can 
strike major cities, hav-
ing two major systems 
strike a single metro-
politan area is highly 
unusual, meteorologist 
Jesse Moore said. The 
Texas twisters would 
have done more dam-
age had they stayed on 

the ground for more of 
the storms’ path. But 
weather experts and 
officials credited the 
quick response to tor-
nado warnings for pre-
venting deaths or more 
injuries.

In the Diamond Creek 
subdivision where 
Enochs’ home was 
destroyed, residents 
put on work gloves 
Wednesday and began 
cleaning up. Many 
noticed things in their 
yards that didn’t belong 
to them.

Enochs doesn’t have 
a clear memory of 
exactly how things hap-
pened Tuesday, but she 
was found holding her 
grandson in the bath-
tub, which had blown 
into the area where 
her garage once was. 
A 3-year-old she was 
watching was found 
wandering around the 
backyard. A neighbor 
pulled another child 
Enochs had been taking 
care of, 19-month-old 
Abigail Jones, from the 
rubble.

“I heard the rum-
bling from the tornado 
and I didn’t even hear 
the house fall,” Enochs 
said.

Abigail was taken 
to the hospital but 
released. The blonde, 
smiling child with 
bows in her hair was 
bruised all over her 
body, but not seriously 
hurt. Her mother, Misty 
Jones, brought her back 
Wednesday to see what 
had happened.

Seven people were 
injured in Forney, none 

seriously. An addition-
al 10 people were hurt 
in Lancaster, south of 
Dallas, and three people 
in Arlington, west of 
Dallas.

National Weather 
Service crews in Forney, 
east of Dallas, spotted 
storm damage that sug-
gested the twister there 
was an EF3, with wind 
speeds as high as 165 
mph. Other tornadoes in 
Arlington and Lancaster 
appear to have been EF2 
tornadoes, with wind 
speeds up to 135 mph. 
Tornadoes can range 
from EF0, the weakest, 
to EF5, the strongest. 
An EF2 or higher is 
considered a significant 
tornado.

A twister can hit one 
spot and continue for 
miles before touching 
down again, Moore said. 
It’s difficult to explain 
why a tornado touches 
down when it does.

“It can destroy one 
house and the one across 
the street is fine. It can 
go back up for a mile 
or two and drop back 
down,” Moore said. 
“That’s all the crazy 
things that can happen 
with tornadoes.”

Randy McKeever and 
his wife and several 
of their friends sorted 
through what was left of 
their house Wednesday. 
Their roof was complete-
ly gone. The front yard 
was littered with shin-
gles and pieces of wood. 
Inside was a jumble of 
belongings. McKeever, 
47, wore work gloves as 
he tried to find anything 
that could be salvaged.

“There’s a bunch of 
stuff in there that’s not 
even ours,” he said.

Stunning video from 
Dallas showed big-rig 
trailers tossed into the 
air and spiraling like 
footballs. An entire wing 
of an Arlington nurs-
ing home crumbled. In 
Lancaster, dozens of 
young children cowered 
in the safe room of a day 
care near a local church. 
The storm pulled one of 
the walls back “like you 
were peeling an orange,” 
day care director Danita 
Harris said.

The students were 
moved further indoors 
and rode out the rest 
of the storm safely, she 
said.

“Not one Band-Aid had 
to be applied,” Harris 
said.

Hundreds of flights into 
and out of Dallas-Fort 
Worth International 
Airport and Dallas Love 
Field were canceled 
or diverted elsewhere 
Tuesday. American 
Airlines, which oper-
ates most flights at the 
airport, said it canceled 
more than 400 flights 
Wednesday after stop-
ping about 800 Tuesday. 
An airport spokesman 
said more than 110 
planes were damaged 
by hail.

April is typically the 
worst month in a torna-
do season that stretches 
from March to June, but 
Tuesday’s outburst sug-
gests that “we’re on pace 
to be above normal,” 
said National Weather 
Service meteorologist

Nowitzki scores 23 in Mavs victory

DALLAS — Shawn Marion and Jason Terry de-
cided it was time for the Dallas Mavericks to run.

And they went right past the worn-out Memphis 
Grizzlies in the fourth quarter for a 95-85 victory 
Wednesday night.

“We concentrated on getting some transition of-
fense. We were able to get out and run,” Marion 
said. “We want to make teams pay for their mis-
takes.”

Marion scored 10 of his 16 points, with Terry set-
ting up some of the baskets and making some of his 
own, and the Mavericks went ahead to stay with a 
21-4 run over a 7-minute span in the fourth quar-
ter. Memphis, playing for the third straight night, 
made only one of 12 shots in that stretch.

“We ran out of gas,” guard Mike Conley said. “In 
the fourth quarter, we couldn’t score, shots weren’t 
falling for us, and they got too many easy looks in 
transition.”

The Grizzlies had a 73-68 lead after Quincy Pon-
dexter’s three-point play with 10 minutes left. By 
time Marion had a breakaway dunk with 3 minutes 
left, Dallas was in control and avoiding another 

damaging loss.
It was the first of two games in four days between 

the teams that are in a virtual tie for fifth place in 
the Western Conference standings. They play again 
Saturday in Memphis, a night after both play dif-
ferent teams.

Dallas (31-24) had dropped to sixth place behind 
Memphis after a 95-74 loss Monday night at home 
against the fourth-place Los Angeles Clippers. The 
Mavericks lost two of three in that season series, 
losing the tiebreaker against the Clippers.

“It was a good bounce-back for us,” Terry said. 
“Obviously we’re fighting with all these teams for 
playoff positioning and this was a crucial game for 
us, as are all of them.”

The Grizzlies (30-23) had won five of six games, in-
cluding road games against division leaders Okla-
homa City and the Los Angeles Lakers.

Before playing again in the rubber game of their 
three-game series, Memphis is at Miami on Friday, 
when Dallas hosts Portland.

“It’s one thing to just play three games in a row, 
but we just played five in six (days),” coach Lionel

Payne remains silent about Augusta memberships

AUGUSTA, Ga.  — Jabbed, prodded and poked re-
peatedly about a topic that never really goes away, 
Billy Payne wouldn’t budge.

Faced with questions at his annual news confer-
ence about when a woman would become a member 
at the home of the Masters, the Augusta National 
chairman gave different variations of the same an-
swer: That’s our business, not yours.

The topic was on the front burner again Wednes-
day, the eve of the year’s first major, because one of 
the club’s longtime sponsors, IBM, has a new CEO 
— Virginia Rometty. The last four CEOs at IBM, all 
male, have been invited to be members.

Payne’s polite-but-firm responses were in direct 
contrast to those of his predecessor, Hootie Johnson. 
Faced with the issue 10 years ago, Johnson famous-
ly declared female membership would come on the 
club’s timetable and “not at the point of a bayonet.”

“As has been the case whenever that question is 
asked, all issues of membership have been and are 
subject to private deliberations of the members,” 
Payne said when the inevitable question was asked 
for the first time Wednesday. “That statement re-
mains accurate and that remains my statement.”

Asked to expand on his refusal to comment, he 
gave two reasons: “Number One, we don’t talk about 
our private deliberations. Number Two, we especial-
ly don’t talk about them when a named candidate is 
part of the question.”

He did not say whether Rometty was that specific 
“named candidate.”

The issue first came up in 2002, when Martha Burk, 
then the chair of the National Council of Women’s 
Organizations, campaigned for Augusta National to 
end its all-male membership and threatened to boy-
cott companies whose executives belonged to the 
club. Johnson responded by cutting loose corporate 
backers and the Masters was televised without com-
mercials for the next two years. A planned protest be-
fore the 2003 Masters was a dud and the issue slowly 
receded.

When Payne replaced Johnson as chairman of 
the club and of the Masters tournament in 2006, he 
said there was “no specific timetable” for admitting 
women. The question was raised at the 2007 and 2010 
Masters. Both times, Payne said membership issues 
were private.

Today, in addition to IBM, Exxon Mobile and AT&T 
are also sponsors of the Masters.

Contacted after Payne’s news conference, Burk 

said she didn’t pay attention to it and had no plans to 
protest this year because “we saw that didn’t work.”

It’s not her job to pressure the club, she said, but 
rather, IBM’s.

“If they’re willing to diminish the company’s im-
age, and to discredit in a certain way their new CEO, 
that’s a loud and clear statement,” Burk said. “I 
would regret to see that very much. I think it’s as-
tounding that one of the largest corporations in the 
world is having their strings pulled by a bunch of old 
guys in Augusta.”

Rometty, who took over as CEO on Jan. 1, is said 
to play golf sparingly, being more passionate about 
scuba diving.

IBM spokesman Ed Barbini said the company had 
no comment.

Because the secrecy level at Augusta National is so 
high, there could already be a female member that no-
body knows about. Though members are visible dur-
ing the Masters because of their iconic green jackets, 
not every member is in attendance this week.

Several reporters, trying to get a clearer picture 
of what goes on inside these gates, came at the ques-
tion from different angles. Each time Payne gra-
ciously swatted them away, preferring to talk about 
the weather, developments of the club’s digital plat-
forms and other issues surrounding the tournament 
that starts Thursday.

Among the more awkward exchanges came when 
two reporters teamed up and accused Payne of send-
ing a mixed message. Payne repeatedly talked about 
the club’s efforts to grow the game, yet the possible 
absence of a female member creates the perception 
that half the population is excluded.

“That is a membership issue that I’m not going to 
... thank you for your,” he said, being interrupted 
with another question along the same lines. Payne 
then interrupted that reporter: “Thank you for your 
question, sir.”

Another reporter, taking a page from the inter-
views with Johnson from 2003, tried to frame it not 
as a membership issue, but as a kitchen-table topic: 
What would you tell your granddaughters?

“Well, my conversations with my granddaughters 
are personal,” Payne said.

Asked whether it takes away from the tournament 
when the issue of female membership surfaces in the 
lead-up, Payne also offered very little.

“There’s certainly a difference of opinion on that,” 
he said. “I don’t think I’ve formed an opinion on that. 
But certainly people have different opinions on that 
subject.”

Spurs defeat 
Boston, win 
ninth straight

BOSTON (AP) — Paul Pierce got the shot he 
wanted.

Tim Duncan got the result.
Duncan prevented Pierce from driving to the 

basket, forcing him to take a fadeaway jumper 
that clanged off the rim at the buzzer and the San 
Antonio Spurs held on for their ninth straight 
win, 87-86 over Boston on Wednesday night.

“It was make or miss. I just didn’t want him to 
go by me,” said Duncan, who had 10 points and 
16 rebounds. “To be honest with you, he prob-
ably got the shot he wanted.”

Pierce had 15 points and 10 rebounds, but he 
couldn’t maneuver into open space after Bos-
ton inbounded the ball with 7.9 seconds left. 
The 6-foot-11 Duncan stayed on him, forcing the 
6-foot-7 Pierce to step back near the top of the 
key for a floater.

“I think I got to a good place. Just missed the 
shot,” Pierce said. “These things are not really 
pre-scripted. You get into pressure situations, 
sometimes they make and sometimes they 
don’t.”

Danny Green scored 14 points, and Gary Neal 
had 13, including a 3-pointer with 2 minutes left 
that put the Spurs back in front after they blew 
a 17-point, first-half lead.

Rajon Rondo had 17 points and 11 assists for 
Boston, which had won five in a row.

Avery Bradley scored 19 points off the bench 
for Boston, and Kevin Garnett had 16 points, 
seven rebounds and five assists. Ray Allen re-
turned after missing six games with a sore right 
ankle and added seven rebounds and five points, 
including a 3-pointer in the final minute that 
brought Boston within a point.

Green missed for San Antonio and Garnett got 
the rebound, but the Celtics couldn’t convert.

“We were trying to get a Duncan-on-Paul 
matchup because we thought we had the speed 
advantage,” Celtics coach Doc Rivers said. “But 
his step-back is what he wants.”

He has many
good qualities, but he has always
struggled with shyness, low self-
esteem and awkwardness. 

When we got together, he
promised to be the financial
provider. He started many careers,
all of which fizzled. Twice he’s had
yearlong gaps where he was
unemployed. Right now, he works
a minimum-wage job. 

We are both in our mid-30s and
recently had our first baby. I am
resentful and angry that I had to
return to work and put the baby in
day care. I missed my baby’s first
steps and first word. I feel robbed
of time with my child. 

My husband says the difficulty of
being the provider has been too
hard to overcome. He wants me to
let it go and move on. But, Annie,
he is perfectly capable of making it
happen. I never wanted to be “Mrs.
Career,” and now I feel trapped. He
always has excuses for not
choosing a career. He has
abandoned me to carry this
financial burden on my own. 

I have seen a few counselors,
who say to keep encouraging and
believing in him, but my baby is
nearly 2, and my husband is not
making any effort. 

My father worked two jobs, and
he says there’s something wrong
with a man who can’t provide for
his family. I tend to believe him.

Dear Sad: There are worse
things than being the main
breadwinner and putting your
child in day care.

Today’s Highlight in 
History:

On April 5, 1862, during the 
Civil War, the monthlong Siege 
of Yorktown began in Virginia. 
(Because the Union command-
er, Maj. Gen. George B. 
McClellan, overestimated the 
enemy’s strength and insisted 
on preparations for a full-scale 
assault, the Confederate defend-
ers were finally able to slip 
away and head toward 
Williamsburg.)

On this date:
In 1614, Pocahontas, daugh-

ter of the leader of the Powhatan 
tribe, married English colonist 
John Rolfe in Virginia. (A con-
vert to Christianity, she went 
by the name Lady Rebecca.)

In 1621, the Mayflower sailed 
from Plymouth Colony in pres-
ent-day Massachusetts on a 
monthlong return trip to 
England.

In 1792, President George 

Washington cast his first veto, 
rejecting a congressional mea-
sure for apportioning represen-
tatives among the states.

In 1887, in Tuscumbia, Ala., 
Anne Sullivan achieved a 
breakthrough as her blind and 
deaf pupil, Helen Keller, 
learned the meaning of the 
word “water” as spelled out in 
the Manual Alphabet.

In 1895, Oscar Wilde lost his 
criminal libel case against the 
Marquess of Queensberry, 
who’d accused the writer of 
homosexual practices.

In 1933, President Franklin 
D. Roosevelt signed an execu-
tive order creating the Civilian 
Conservation Corps and nam-
ing its director, Robert 
Fechner.

In 1951, Julius and Ethel 
Rosenberg were sentenced to 
death following their convic-
tion in New York on charges of 
conspiring to commit espio-
nage for the Soviet Union.

Hollins said. “I thought we played well enough to 
win the game.

Officials: Drinking 
Green tea may hide 
Olympic doping

LONDON — Olympic doping officials are con-
sidering whether to tweak their tests after a re-
cent British study showed green tea might hide 
testosterone from the standard test used to spot 
it.

The study was a test in a lab dish so scientists 
aren’t sure if the effects will be the same in peo-
ple. But some experts say the results are intrigu-
ing enough that Olympic testing could be updated 
to include that possibility.

“It’s interesting that something as common as 
tea could have a significant influence on the ste-
roid profile,” said Olivier Rabin, scientific direc-
tor of the World Anti-Doping Agency, or WADA. 
He said other foods and beverages, such as alco-
hol, are also known to muddle test results.

“We may need to adjust our steroid (test) to al-
low us to exclude whether a test is modified by 
food or training or disease, before we can say that 
it’s doping,” Rabin said. 

He said they might have to raise their normal 
threshold for what is a considered a legal amount 
of testosterone to allow for any such interfer-
ence.

In the study, researchers added green and white 
tea extracts — or catechins — to testosterone and 
tested whether the enzyme that usually detects 
testosterone in the body could still identify it. 

Tea seemed to reduce the testosterone concen-
tration by up to 30 percent and appeared to work 
best when testosterone was only slightly higher 
than normal. Similar results have been found in 
rodent studies, Rabin said.

Experts say athletes taking testosterone for dop-
ing purposes typically have 200 to 300 percent 
more in their bodies than normal.

WADA has tight controls on other commonly 
consumed substances like caffeine. 

It bans diuretics that could mask drug use and 
warns athletes about taking nutritional supple-
ments, which could be spiked with banned 
drugs.

The researchers said it was too early to tell 
what the effect of green tea might be in humans, 
but said other beverages or foods likely produced 
similar effects.

“There’s no reason to think we just happened 
to pick the only food in the world that does this,” 
said Declan Naughton of Kingston University, 
who published the green tea research with col-
leagues in the journal, Steroids.

Naughton said the green tea contains catechins, 
also found in white tea, which seem to stop an en-
zyme involved in detecting testosterone. 

By preventing that enzyme from working, tes-
tosterone largely goes unnoticed in the body and 
doesn’t get passed into the urine — where officials 
usually test for the hormone.

Charles Yesalis, a doping expert at Pennsylva-
nia State University, said officials needed to react 
quickly.

“Athletes will not wait for the clinical trials,” he 
said. “I’ll bet there are already lots of athletes out 
there drinking loads of green tea,” he added.

Yesalis said many scientists were aware of foods 
that could skew drug tests but would not talk pub-
licly about them. “There’s no sense helping out 
the doping athletes by telling them what to eat,” 
he said.

Yesalis was unconvinced that new tests could 
solve the problem. “There’s too much scientific 
uncertainty that can cloud the results,” he said.

WADA’s Rabin said all atypical results from 
doping tests involved an expert analysis, not just 
a lab result. “There’s a human interpretation of 
the data,” he said, explaining that officials regu-
larly accounted for potentially troublesome re-
sults by considering things like intense exercise, 
jetlag and diet.

Rabin also said it might be possible to test for 
testosterone in blood rather than the standard 
urine test.

Some experts said the limited effects of foods 
like green tea on masking illegal drug use would 
be too small to help doping athletes. “You would 
probably need to drink the tea continuously to 
get any sustained but minor effect,” said Andrew 
Kicman, head of research and development at the 
Drug Control Centre at King’s College London, 
which is providing the anti-doping laboratory for 
the upcoming Olympics.

“It would be a very foolish athlete who’s think-
ing of doping with testosterone and thinks he 
could drink white or green tea to beat a drug test,” 
he said. 

“And I personally wouldn’t want to drink nine 
cups of tea on the day of 
a race.”
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
