The Big Spring City Council will hold a special meet-
ing Tuesday evening which is expected to include inter-
views with candidates currently vying for the munici-
pality’s city manager position, as longtime manager
Gary Fuqua prepares for retirement.

The meeting was called for by the Big
Spring City Council during its June 11
W meeting, part of an ongoing effort to fill the
position currently being handled by Inter-
im City Manager Todd Darden.

The council held an executive session to
discuss the matter during the June 11 meet-
ing, as the city administration worked to
bring newly elected Mayor Larry McLellan
and District 5 Councilman Raul Benavides up to speed

McLellan

on the matter.

According to McLellan, the field of candidates has
gone from nearly three-dozen to just three vying for

the position.

“When this search started out, we had between 33
and 34 candidates,” McLellan said. “A committee was
able to get that field down to about about seven or eight
people. During the last meeting (June 11) we held an
executive session and our goal was to get that list down
to what the council felt was the three best candidates.
By the end of the meeting, all seven members of the
council agreed they could hire any of the remaining

three.”

McLellan declined to name the candidates, although
he did confirm one of them is Darden.
“I can tell you all three live in Texas and all three

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Fracking fuels water fights in dry spots

SAN FRANCISCO — The
latest domestic energy boom
is sweeping through some of
the nation’s driest pockets,
drawing millions of gallons
of water to unlock oil and gas
reserves from beneath the
Earth’s surface.

Hydraulic fracturing, or the
drilling technique commonly
known as fracking, has been
used for decades to blast
huge volumes of water, fine
sand and chemicals into the
ground to crack open valu-
able shale formations.

But now, as energy com-
panies vie to exploit vast re-
serves west of the Mississip-
pi, fracking’s new frontier is
expanding to the same lands
where crops have shriveled
and waterways have dried up
due to severe drought.

In Arkansas, Colorado,
New Mexico, OKklahoma,
Texas, Utah and Wyoming,
the vast majority of the coun-
ties where fracking is occur-
ring are also suffering from
drought, according to an As-
sociated Press analysis of

dence.

Some farmers and city leaders worry that
the fracking boom is consuming too much
of a scarce resource, while others see the
push for production as an opportunity to
make money by selling water while further-
ing the nation’s goal of energy indepen-

industry-compiled fracking
data and the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture’s official
drought designations.

While fracking typically
consumes less water than
farming or residential uses,
the exploration method is in-
creasing competition for the
precious resource, driving up
the price of water and burden-
ing already depleted aquifers
and rivers in certain drought-
stricken stretches.

Some farmers and city lead-
ers worry that the fracking
boom is consuming too much
of a scarce resource, while
others see the push for pro-
duction as an opportunity to
make money by selling water

while furthering the nation’s
goal of energy independence.

Along Colorado’s Front
Range, fourth-generation
farmer Kent Peppler said
he is fallowing some of his
corn fields this year because
he can’t afford to irrigate
the land for the full growing
season, in part because deep-
pocketed energy companies
have driven up the price of
water.

“There is a new player for
water, which is oil and gas,”
said Peppler, of Mead, Colo.,
who also serves as president
of the Rocky Mountain Farm-
ers Union. “And certainly
they are in a position to pay a
whole lot more than we are.”

In a normal year, Peppler
said he would pay anywhere
from $9 to $100 for an acre-
foot of water in auctions held
by cities with excess supplies.
But these days, energy com-
panies are paying some cities
$1,200 to $2,900 per acre-foot.
The Denver suburb of Aurora
made a $9.5 million, five-year
deal last summer to provide
the oil company Anadarko 2.4
billion gallons of excess treat-
ed sewer water.

In South Texas, where
drought has forced -cotton
farmers to scale back, local
water officials said drillers
are contributing to a drop in
the water table in several ar-
eas.

For example, as much as
15,000 acre-feet of water are
drawn each year from the
Carrizo-Wilcox Aquifer to
frack wells in the southern
half of the Eagle Ford Shale,
one of the nation’s most prof-
itable oil and gas fields.

That’s equal to about half
of the water recharged annu-
ally into the southern portion
of the aquifer, which spans

are very well qualified
for the position,”
McLellan said. “We’ll
meet with each of them
and conduct an inter-
view, probably about 20
to 30 minutes long, and
then we’ll deliberate on
the matter.”

While there’s no way
to know for sure, McLel-
lan said he feels strongly
the council will be able
to settle on a candidate
during Tuesday’s meet-
ing.

“I feel like there’s no
reason at all we won’t
come away with the
new city manager,”
McLellan said. “There’s
always that chance we
won’t be able to render

a final decision, but
right now it looks pretty
good.”

According to McLel-
lan, Fuqua’s retirement
will become official
June 30, although the
longtime city manager
— who has spent nearly
40 years with the city of
Big Spring in various
positions — is already
getting a taste of the re-
tired life.

“Gary had built up an
unimaginable amount
of comp time during
the course of his career
with the city,” McLellan
said. “Because of that,
he’s basically been unof-
ficially retired for about
a month now. However,
it doesn’t become offi-
cial until the end of this
month.”

Tuesday will mark the
second special meeting

held by the council to
consider the city man-
ager position, as the
council met May 7 — a
meeting called for by
outgoing mayor Tommy
Duncan — in a special
executive session to
consider an identical
agenda item.

No action was taken
as a result of the May
meeting.

five counties that are
home to about 330,000
people, said Ron Green,
a scientist with the non-
profit Southwest
Research Institute in
San Antonio.

The Eagle Ford, ex-
tending from the Mexi-
can border into East
Texas, began to boom
in 2011, just as Texas
struggled with the worst
one-year drought in its
history. While condi-
tions have improved,
most of the state is still
dealing with some level
of drought, and many
reservoirs and aquifers
have not been fully re-
plenished.

“The oil industry is
doing the big fracks and
pumping a substantial
amount of water around
here,” said Ed Walker,
general manager of the
Wintergarden Ground-
water Conservation Dis-
trict, which manages an
aquifer that serves as
the main water source
for farmers and about
29,000 people in three
counties.

“When you have a
big problem like the
drought and you add
other smaller problems
to it like all the frack-
ing, then it only makes
things worse,” Walker
said.

West Texas cotton
farmer Charlie Smith
is trying to make the
best of the situation.
He plans to sell some of
the groundwater cours-
ing beneath his fields
to drillers, because it
isn’t enough to irrigate
his lands in Glasscock
County. Smith’s fields,
like the rest of the coun-
ty, were declared to be
in a drought disaster
area this vear bv the

USDA.

“I was going to bed ev-
ery night and praying
to the good Lord that we
would get just one rain
onthecrop,” said Smith,
who hopes to earn sever-
al thousand dollars for
each acre-foot of water
he can sell. “I realized
we're not making any
money farming, so why
not sell the water to the
oil companies? Every
little bit helps.”

The amount of water
needed to hydraulically
fracture a well varies
greatly, depending on
how hard it is to extract
oil and gas from each
geological formation. In
Texas, the average well
requires up to 6 million
gallons of water, while
in California each well
requires 80,000 to 300,000
gallons, according to es-
timates by government
and trade associations.

Depending on state
and local water laws,
frackers may draw their
water for free from un-
derground aquifers or
rivers, or may buy and
lease supplies belong-
ing to water districts,
cities and farmers.
Some of the industry’s
largest players are also
investing in high-tech
water recycling systems
to frack with gray or
brackish water.

Halliburton, for in-
stance, recently started
marketing a new tech-
nology that allows cus-
tomers to use recycled
wastewater, calling it
an “investment to fur-
ther the sustainable
development of the oil
and gas industry.” The
American  Petroleum
Institute, the principal
lobbying group for the
industry, said its mem-
bers are working to be-
come less dependent on
fresh water, and instead
draw on other sources.

“Recycling waste-
water helps conserve
water use and provide
cost-saving opportuni-
ties,” said Reid Porter,
a spokesman for the
group.

In some states, regula-
tors have stepped in to
limit the volume or type
of water that energy
companies can use dur-
ing drought conditions.

In northwest Loui-
siana, as the produc-
tion rush began in the
Haynesville Shale in
2009, the state water
agency ordered oil and
gas companies to stop
pulling groundwater
from the local aquifer
thatalso supplied homes
and businesses, and use
surface water instead.
That order is still in
effect and has helped
groundwater levels to
recover, said Patrick
Courreges, a spokes-
man for the Louisiana
Department of Natural
Resources.

In Colorado’s Weld
County, home to Pep-
pler’s farm and more
than 19,000 active oil
and gas wells, some of-
ficials see selling un-
needed portions of their
allotments from the Col-
orado River as a way to
shore up city budgets.

The county seat of
Greeley sold 1,575 acre-
feet of water last year
to contractors that sup-
ply fracking companies,
and made about $4.1
million. It sold farmers
nearly 100 times more
water but netted just
$396,000.

“The oil and gas in-
dustry is a small but
significant player,” said
Jon Monson, director of
the city’s water depart-
ment, which has desig-
nated 35 fire hydrants
where haulers may fill
up their tanks to truck
to gas wells. “Just know-

ing that oil and gas is a
boom-and-bust indus-
try, we are trying to not
get used to it as a source
of revenue because we
know it won’t last.”

Some environmental
groups argue that local
and regional planners
should let the public
weigh in on how much
drillingcanbesupported
in drought-stricken ar-
eas. Some states require
oil and gas companies to
disclose the chemicals
and the amount of water
they use in fracking op-
erations on FracFocus.
org, a website formed
by industry and inter-
governmental groups in
2011, but the statistics
are not complete.

“We don’t want to
look up 20 years from
now and say, ‘Oops, we
used up all our water,’”
said Jason Bane of the

Boulder, Colo.-based
Western Resource Ad-
vocates.

In California, oil com-
panies are pressing for
further exploration of
the massive Monterey
Shale, a 1,750-square-
mile area extending
from the agricultural
Central Valley to the
Pacific Ocean that fed-
eral energy officials
say could ultimately
comprise two-thirds of
the nation’s shale oil re-
serves.

In Ventura County, at
the southern tip of the
Monterey Shale and an
hour north of Los An-
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geles, drought-induced
pressures on local wa-
ter systems are already
visible; one local water
district predicts some
groundwater wells will
go dry by summer.

David Schwabauer, a
fourth-generation farm-
er in the county, said
overtures by companies
that want to drill new
wells amid his avocado
and lemon groves are
prompting difficult con-
versations about how
to manage the family
farm. One orchard re-
lies on irrigation from
an overdrawn aquifer,
while the other is kept
alive using expensive
water piped in from the
distant Sierra Nevada
mountains.
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“Some parts of the
family have very strong
feelings against it, given
the challenges that we
face environmentally,”
Schwabauer said. “But
other parts of the fam-
ily are very comfortable
with it, because we still
have to stay in business.
We still haven’t reached
a decision.”

Tax, trade and Syria on menu as
UK’s Cameron rallies world

leaders to G-8 summit in N.Ireland

ENNISKILLEN, Northern Ireland (AP) — British
Prime Minister David Cameron says leaders gath-
ering Monday for the G-8 summit in Northern Ire-
land should reach speedy agreement on trade and
tax reforms, and draw inspiration from the host
country’s ability to resolve its own stubborn con-
flict.

Speaking hours ahead of the summit’s official

opening at a lakeside golf resort, Cameron said he
expects formal agreement to launch negotiations
on a European-American free trade agreement. He
said a pact to slash tariffs on exports would boost
employment and growth on both sides of the Atlan-
tic.

“This will be a summit that will drive growth and
prosperity all over the world,” Cameron declared
as he arrived at the summit venue ahead of leaders
from the United States, Canada, Russia, Germany,
France, Italy and Japan as well as the 27-nation Eu-
ropean Union.

Referring to Northern Ireland’s ability to leave
behind a four-decade conflict that claimed 3,700
lives, he said leaders of the Group of Eight wealthy
nations should be inspired by the setting — the
lush lakelands of County Fermanagh — to deliver
their own economic breakthrough.

“Ten or 20 years ago, a G-8 in Fermanagh would
have been unimaginable. But today Northern Ire-
land is a very different place ... a symbol of hope to
the world,” Cameron said.

Obama says Northern Ireland
peace is blueprint for world

conflicts, but will be tested

BELFAST, Northern Ireland (AP) — President
Barack Obama declared peace in Northern Ireland
a “blueprint” for those living amid conflict around
the world, while acknowledging that the calm be-
tween Catholics and Protestants will face further
tests. Summoning young people to take responsibil-
ity for their country’s future, Obama warned there
is “more to lose now than there’s ever been.”

“The terms of peace may be negotiated by politi-
cal leaders, but the fate of peace is up to each of us,”
Obama said Monday during remarks at Belfast’s
Waterfront Hall. The glass-fronted building would
never have been built during the city’s long era of
car bombs.

Obama arrived in Northern Ireland Monday
morning after an overnight flight from Washington.
Following his remarks in Belfast, he was bound for
a lakeside golf resort in Enneskillen for meetings
with other leaders of the Group of 8 industrial na-
tions on Syria, trade and counterterrorism. Later
Monday, Obama was meeting one-on-one with Rus-
sian President Vladimir Putin, British Prime Min-

ister David Cameron and Italian Prime Minister
Enrico Letta.

Cameron selected Enniskillen as the site of this
year’s meeting as a way to highlight Northern Ire-
land’s ability to leave behind a four-decade conflict
that claimed 3,700 lives.

Significant progress has been made in the 15 years
since the U.S.-brokered Good Friday Accords, in-
cluding a Catholic-Protestant government and the
disarmament of the IRA and outlawed Protestant
groups responsible for most of the 3,700 death toll.
But tearing down Belfast’s nearly 100 “peace lines”
— barricades of brick, steel and barbed wire that
divide neighborhoods, roads and even one Belfast
playground — is still seen by many as too danger-
ous. Obama cited that playground in his speech,
lauding an activist whose work led to the opening
of a pedestrian gate in the fence.

Labor unions plan strikes, protest
after police crackdown empties

Istanbul park of activists

ISTANBUL (AP) — Turkish trade unions urged
their members to walk out of work Monday and
join demonstrations in response to a widespread
police crackdown against activists following weeks
of street protests.

However, the interior minister issued a stark
warning to organizers of the one-day labor walkout
that is aimed at maintaining pressure on Prime
Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s government.

“l am calling on public workers and laborers
to not participate in unlawful demonstrations —
otherwise they will bear the legal consequences,”
Muammer Guler said. “Our police will be on duty
as usual.”

A day earlier, riot police cordoned off streets, set
up roadblocks and fired tear gas and water cannons
to prevent anti-government protesters from con-
verging on Istanbul’s central Taksim Square, while
a few Kkilometers (miles) away Erdogan addressed
hundreds of thousands of government supporters.

Police on Monday maintained a lockdown on
Taksim, the epicenter of more than two weeks of
protests, by barring vehicles.

However, as the work week began, authorities
re-opened a subway station at the square that had
been shuttered Sunday when protesters tried to re-

group.

There were many different results
at the various tables, but our story
concerns itself only with the table
where the bidding went as shown
and South got to four spades.

West, on lead, realized that as a

defender she had a very weak hand.
She also realized that her partner
must have limited high-card strength
for her pre-emptive three-diamond
bid over North’s double. West there-
fore concluded that the contract
could not be stopped with normal
defense. Accordingly, she led the
deuce of clubs!

East won the trick with the ten
— much to her surprise — and
quickly cashed the K-A of diamonds,
on which West discarded first the
three and then the deuce of hearts,
indicating a doubleton. So East
returned a heart, and the contract
went down one, thanks to the
sparkling defense. With any lead but
a low club, South would have made
four spades.

Note that North-South did noth-
ing wrong during the bidding or play
and yet wound up with a very poor
result. It was their misfortune to run
into the wrong pair at the wrong
time, proving that you can be
unlucky even in duplicate bridge.

Nevertheless, East-West deserve
full credit for finding the only
defense that could stop the contract.
Unfortunately, they achieved their
goal at the expense of a pair of totally
innocent victims.

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Spurs one win away from 5th NBA title

Ginobili keys
114-104 win

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Manu Gino-
bili ran onto the floor as fans stood and
screamed.

He went to the bench, and they
chanted his name.

The sights and sounds of so many
San Antonio spring nights were back |
Sunday — and the real party might be
just a few days away.

Ginobili broke out of a slump in a
big way with 24 points and 10 assists
in his first start of the season, and the
Spurs beat the Miami Heat 114-104 to
take a 3-2 lead in the NBA Finals.

Tony Parker scored 26 points, Tim
Duncan had 17 points and 12 rebounds,
and Ginobili had his highest-scoring
game of the season as the Spurs be-
came the first team to shoot 60 percent
in a finals game in four years.

“He’s such a huge part of what we
do and how far we’ve come. You can
see it tonight in how we played and
the results of the game,” Duncan said.
“We're always confident in him. ... we
know he has it in him. We hope he can

bring it forward for one more win.”

Danny Green smashed the NBA Fi-
nals record for 3-pointers, hitting six
more and scoring 24 points. Kawhi
Leonard finished with 16, but the stage
was set when Ginobili trotted out with
Duncan, Parker and the rest of start-
ers in what could have been the last fi-
nals home game for a trio that’s meant
so much to San Antonio.

One more victory and the Spurs’ Big
Three, not Miami’s, will be the one

that rules the NBA.

And a big reason was Ginobili, as
he’s been for so long — just not dur-
ing what had been a miserable series
for the former Sixth Man of the Year.

“I was angry, disappointed,” Gino-
bili said. “We are playing in the NBA
Finals, we were 2-2, and I felt I still
wasn’t really helping the team that
much,” Ginobili said. “And that was
the frustrating part.”

On Sunday, it was all forgotten.

“He’s obviously very popular. He’s
been here a long time. He’s helped us
have a lot of success over the years,”
Spurs coach Gregg Popovich said.

LeBron James and Dwyane Wade
each scored 25 points for the Heat,
who host Game 6 on Tuesday night.
They need a victory to force the first
Game 7 in the finals since the Lakers
beat the Celtics in 2010.

Miami’s Big Three formed a few
weeks after that game, with predic-
tions of multiple titles to follow. Now
they’re a loss away from going just 1
for 3 in finals to start their partner-
ship, while the Spurs could run their
perfect record to 5 for 5.

“This is the position we’re in and
the most important game is Game 6,”

Rangers drop 6th straight in loss to Jays

Justin Rose invokes

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) —
Texas manager Ron Washington
rarely addresses his team after
games.

Yet after another disappointing
performance, he thought the club
needed to hear from him.

Chien-Ming Wang won for the
first time in more than a year and
the Toronto Blue Jays completed
a four-game sweep of the Rangers
with a 7-2 victory Sunday,
handing Texas its sixth straight
loss.

Washington didn’t divulge the
message he delivered after Texas
lost its sixth in a row for the first
time since April 2010.

“We’re not the first team to lose
six in a row and we probably
won’t be the last,” Washington
said. “We’re tough enough to
make it through this challenge.”

The Rangers fell to 1-6 on a
season-high, 11-game homestand.
This is Texas’ first six-game slide
at home since July 20-Aug. 3,
2005.

“I didn’t sense any frustration,”
Texas outfielder David Murphy
said. “We're past that point.
Things didn’t happen. With the
amount of talent we have here,

thing around.”

Texas rookie Jurickson Profar
started at third base for the
first time in his career. All-Star
Adrian Beltre had a scheduled
day off in the field and was the
designated hitter.

Before the game, Profar spent
time on the field working with
infield coach Dave Anderson.

Ian Kinsler batted third for the
first time since May 22, 2011. He
batted in that spot 60 times in
2010.

The changesdidn’tmakeamuch
of a difference as the Rangers
finished the series 2 for 24 with
runners in scoring position.
They’ve scored only eight runs
during their losing streak.

Texas will complete its
homestand with a four-game
series starting Monday against
the AL West-leading Oakland
Athletics.

“They’re leading the division,”
Washington said. “If we’re ever
going to get back on track, this
is the series to get back on track
with.”

The last-place Blue Jays
extended their winning streak to
five games.

In his second start with the Blue

Jays, Wang (1-0) allowed seven
hits in seven shutout innings
to win for the first time since
last June 12 with Washington.
Toronto signed Wang last
Tuesday to bolster arotation with
three starters on the disabled
list.

The 33-year-old Wang twice
won 19 games for the New York
Yankees before injuries derailed
his career. He hurt his right foot
in 2008 and injured his right
shoulder in 2009.

Wang was 4-4 with a 2.33 ERA
in nine starts this year for
the Yankees’ Triple-A team at
Scranton-Wilkes-Barre. New
York released him last week at
his request and Wang signed
with the Blue Jays.

Colby Rasmus homered in his
third straight game, and Adam
Lind and J.P. Arencibia also
chipped in with homers for
Toronto. The Blue Jays outscored
the Rangers 24-4 to sweep a four-
game series at Texas for the first
time.

Derek Holland (5-4) allowed four
runs and 10 hits in six innings for
the Rangers.

In 1885, the Statue of Liberty
arrived in New York Harbor
aboard the French ship Isere
(ee-SEHR’).

BROOKLYN, Mich.
(AP) — Greg Biffle gave
Ford a milestone vic-
tory — right down the
road from company
headquarters.

Biffle raced to his sec-
ond straight Sprint Cup
win at Michigan Inter-
national Speedway, eas-
ily holding off Kevin
Harvick after points
leader Jimmie Johnson
smacked the wall in the
final laps Sunday. It was
the 1,000th victory for
Ford Motor Company

across NASCAR'’s three
national series — Cup,
Nationwide and Truck.

“What a great moment
this is,” said Jamie Al-
lison, director of Ford
Racing.

“We  couldn’t Dbe
prouder to have this mo-
ment come here today
at Michigan in front
of so many of our Ford
friends. What a great
race and a great day for
Ford.”

It was Biffle’s first
win since he overtook

Johnson to win at MIS
in August. Johnson’s
engine faltered with six
laps left in that race.
This time, he was about
a second behind Biffle
with three laps to go —
but a tire give way, and
he dropped all the way
to 28th.

“I don’t want to see
anybody wreck,” Biffle
said. “It makes you feel
good when you push
the guy over the edge.
He made a mistake, and
that’s what makes you

feel good. You outsmart-
ed him, or you beat him
at his game.”

Harvick was second,
3 seconds behind Biffle.
Martin Truex Jr. was
next, followed by Kyle
Busch and Tony Stew-
art.

Johnson wasn’t the
only big name who ran
into trouble. Jeff Gordon
was out of contention al-
most immediately when
he hit a spinning Bobby
Labonteless than 10 laps
into the 200-lap, 400-mile

race. Gordon finished
39th, one spot behind
Kasey Kahne, who led
at the halfway point but
appeared to blow a tire
and went sliding into
the wall.

Kahne’s car caught
fire, but he was able to
climb out quickly.

Dale Earnhardt Jr.,
who won at MIS last
June, finished 37th Sun-
day. He led for 34 laps,
but his engine acted up
about two-thirds of the
way through the race.

green, two putts, like Hogan
did, and possibly win this
championship.”

Rose shot an even-par 70 for
a l-over 281 total for his first
major title, two strokes better
than Jason Day and Phil Mick-
elson. Mickelson extended a
record that gets more frustrat-
ing as the years go by: He’s fin-
ished second six times at the
U.S. Open without a win.

“Heartbreak,” said Mickel-
son, who had a solo lead after
54 holes for the first time at the
Open and was playing on his
43rd birthday.

“This is tough to swallow
after coming so close. This was

my best chance of all of them. I
had a golf course I really liked.
I felt this was as good an oppor-
tunity as you could ask for. It
really hurts.”

Hogan won in a playoff after
his 1-iron approach, immortal-
ized in one of the sport’s most
famous photos, led to par and
forced a playoff.

The Open came back in 1971
and 1981 and wasn’t expected to
return again because its yard-
age was thought to be too short
for the modern game and its
tiny footprint thought to be too
small to contain all the ameni-
ties of a modern-day major.
