harder. Education can
make a huge difference
in these kids’ lives, and
we need to do every-
thing we can to support
them.”

Making a donation to
the program is simple,
according to Romack.

“If they would rather
make a monetary do-
nation instead of going
out and buying the sup-
plies, it actually saves
a little bit of money,”
Romack said. “The Sal-
vation Army is tax ex-
empt, so we don’t have
to pay the taxes on
them. But if they prefer
to purchase the supplies
and bring them to us,
it’s fine as well. If they
make a monetary dona-
tion, they also need to
earmark it for the back-
to-school supplies.”

Romack said a tenta-
tive date has been set to
take applications — and,
if approved, parents and
guardians will be able
pick up the supplies the
same day — Saturday,
Aug. 24, with the process
set to correspond with a

rather festive affair.

“The same day we be-
gin taking the applica-
tions and handing out
the supplies, we’ll be
holding sort of a block
party here at the Salva-
tion Army office,” he
said. “We plan to have
some inflatable attrac-
tions — like bounce
houses and the like — as
well as hot dogs and oth-
er party foods. It should
give us a chance to not
only begin the school
supply distribution, but
to have some fun with
the local residents and
get to know one anoth-
er.”

Romack — joined by
his wife, Lt. Missy Ro-
mack — have been sta-
tioned at the Big Spring
office just a short time.

“We’re still in the pro-
cess of getting to know
the community, so the

chance for that,” he
said. “We want to reach
out to the community
and let them know we're
here for them.”

Romack said the of-
fice will continue taking
applications for school
supplies in the days
folowing Aug. 24, al-
though the exact plan is
still up in the air at this
time.

“We need people who
are coming in to apply
to bring a birth certifi-
cate or Medicaid card
for each child,” he said.
“We also need to know
what school the child is

CLEVELAND (AP)
— Rangers manager
Ron Washington didn’t
mince words about his
team’s lost weekend in
Cleveland.

“If you’re playing bad,
you’re playing bad,” he
said. “It’s that simple.
This is a tough game
and everybody strug-
gles, but you've got to
be tough every day. To-
day was a different ani-
mal. It looked like we
were sleepwalking out
there.”

Indians right-hander
Ubaldo Jimenez and re-
liever Vinnie Pestano
combined on a two-hit-
ter Sunday, completing
Cleveland’s three-game
sweep of Texas with a
6-0 victory.

The Rangers were
shut out over the final
21 innings of the series
— marking their lon-
gest drought since going
25 innings without arun
from Sept. 15-19, 2009 —
and have lost four games
in a row.

Following the final
pitch, Washington kept
the clubhouse closed for
44 minutes as he held
a team meeting. Texas

is 2-8 since the All-Star
break, making it 8-15
since July 1 when it last
led the AL West.

“Win or lose, we
should bring the same
energy and effort to the
field every day,” left
fielder David Murphy
said. “We’ve been kind
of up and down on that
this year. After the meet-
ing, I think everyone is
on the same page now
and we can get back on
track.”

Elvis Andrus and A.J.

Pierzynski accounted
for Texas’ two hits, with
Pierzynski the only

player to reach third
base.

Andrus doubled in the
first inning to extend his
hitting streak against
Cleveland to 37 games.
It is the third-longest
streak in major league
history against one op-
ponent, trailing Vladi-
mir Guerrero’s 44-game
run against Texas from
2004-06, and Jacoby Ells-
bury’s 38-game streak
against Baltimore from
2009-12.

Rangers right-hander
Alexi Ogando (4-3) made
his second start since

spending six weeks on
the disabled list with a
sore shoulder.

He only lasted 4 1-3 in-
nings, allowing one run
on six hits with a pair
of walks, but said his
“shoulder is very good,
strong.”

Washington was less
complimentary of Ogan-
do’s performance, citing
the 92 pitches he threw
and the 10 Indians that
reached base against
him.

“He had baserunners
every inning and was
fighting every inning, so
Ithoughthe wasthrough
at that point,” Washing-
ton said sternly.

Left-hander Robbie
Ross followed Ogando
and allowed three runs
in the sixth, extending
Cleveland’s lead to 4-0.
Michael Bourn’s two-
run double to the wall
was the big blow.

The Indians closed out
the scoring in the eighth
when Mike  Aviles
clubbed a two-run hom-
er off Ross Wolf, com-
pleting their 13-hit out-
burst.

Hoosier Ryan Newman wins Brickyard 400 at Indy

INDIANAPOLIS (AP)
— A born and bred Hoo-
sier, Ryan Newman
spent his childhood rac-
ing everywhere from
Anderson to Winchester
and every short track he
could find in a state mad
about racing.

He graduated from
Purdue and landed a
summer job working in
Jeff Gordon’s old race
shop in Pittsboro. One of
the perks? He got to live
in the shop and sleep
alongside the cars.

And like many Indi-
ana kids, he revered In-
dianapolis Motor Speed-
way, the track he first
visited in 1986 and later
accidentally stumbled
upon NASCAR’s inau-
gural 1992 test while out
buying tires with his
mother.

A win at the famed
Brickyard? That would
be a dream come true
for the South Bend na-
tive.

Newman made the
boyhood dream a cool
reality, taking the
checkered flag Sunday
to end a 49-race winless
streak in front of his

home state fans. His
parents, who fueled
his love of racing and
took him to the 500 as
a kid, joined him for
his biggest win in In-
diana.

Newman was as cool
and collected in Vic-
tory Lane as he was on
the track when he held
off Jimmie Johnson.
There were no tears,
no quiver in his voice
and no need to collect
himself as Newman
was strangely stoic.

“I don’t show a lot of
emotion, Ithink every-
body knows that,” said
Newman, who likened
the victory to his 2008
win at the Daytona 500.
“I had the same emo-
tion, the same thank-
fulness I did when I
won the Daytona 500
because 1 feel every-
body that has been a
part of my racing ca-
reer — from people
that bought my racing
uniform, bought me a
right rear tire, given
us a credit card to get
to some race track at

some point in my career
— those are the people

that helped me get to
where I am today.

awesome because it’s
my home state. I've
raced go karts at pret-
ty much every go kart
track around here,
been kicked out of half
of them. Those are the
things that make it
special.

He was extremely bright. He could
evaluate a player, watch him and
make him better.”

Parcells still stays in touch with
Pryor, who intends to make the trip
from Jonesboro, Ark. to Canton this
weekend. The message that Pryor
preached about giving players a
chance to win never left Parcells.

“You as an individual coach have
a responsibility to try to give those
players who put themselves at risk
and in harm’s way a chance to achieve
success, and that goes for universi-
ties and professional teams, as well,”
Parcells said.” I know I preached that
to every organization and to every
coaching staff I ever had. These guys
deserve a chance to win, and we have
to give it to them.”

Fellow Hall of Famer Harry Car-
son was already on the Giants’ roster
when Parcells was hired. Despite be-
ing one of the best linebackers in the

league, Carson said Parcells didn’t
hesitate to tell him he had bad habits
as a middle linebacker and that he
could be better, and then riding him
on it.

When Carson was at his lowest
point, Parcells built him back up and
made him better.

“Bill is not for everybody,” Carson
said. “But he is a coach who knows
his stuff and he was able to imple-
ment what he wanted to do with play-
ers like me, who were willing to bite
the bullet and be patient with him and
not take it personally or be bruised by
the criticism he might level at you.”

Parcells also knew he wanted hard-
nosed players who knew their roles.
He never asked them to do things they
couldn’t do.

“He gets his players’ expectations
so high, they don’t have a choice but
to succeed,” Cowboys tight end Jason
Witten said.

Despite living on the edge off the
field, Taylor respected Parcells no-
nonsense style.

“Don’t get me wrong the guy could
coach his (butt) off and you gotta re-

member that was one helluva staff,
but what struck me in the early days
about Bill was his ability tomotivate,”
Taylor said in statement released
through his agent, Mark Lepselter.
“He’d always try to tweak me and I'd
give it right back but I knew he knew
that I was a little different.”

Parcells was a little different, too.
He was a Jersey guy, even before
Tony Soprano or Bruce Springsteen
made that popular. Coming from a
family that by his own admission was
confrontational, he loved the give and
take.

Giants coach Tom Coughlin, who
worked under Parcells from 1988-90,
recalled being dragged to a deli one
morning during training camp in his
first season.

“As soon as he opens the door of the
coffee shop it’s like old home week,”
Coughlin said. “He’s busting every-
body’s chops in the deli and he’s
busting their chops and it’s back and
forth, back and forth.”

Parcells cared about his people and
let them know, Coughlin said. As im-
portant as Parcells’ congratulatory

calls after Coughlin won Super Bowls
with the Giants, Coughlin also recalls
the call he got from him after being
fired in Jacksonville. It was just as
important.

Even if he didn’t’ know you, Par-
cells doesn’t hesitate to share his
knowledge.

For all of Parcells’ success, there
was almost another ending to his Gi-
ants story and maybe his coaching
career. After posting a 3-12-1 record
in his first season, his future was in
doubt. Owner Wellington Mara and
general manager George Young even-
tually decided they had not given
him enough of a chance after a sea-
son marked by an unusually large
amount of injuries.

“I can still remember George Young
saying, he was interested in (then Mi-
ami coach) Howard Schnellenberger
at the time and I can’t get him this
year, but maybe I can get him next
year, let’s give Parcells another year,”
current Giants co-owner and chief ex-
ecutive John Mara said. “That year
was ‘84. We got to the playoffs, and the
rest is history.”
