“I'd say the corn borer caused
probably a 25 to 30 percent re-
duction in yield because of field
losses last year,” Love said. ““The
infestation this year possibly won't
be as heavy as last year, hut
there are still plenty of them
here.”

Gaines apparently fried to land
his plane, but gas from its rup-
tured wing-tank ignited and the
plane cart-wheeled into un ac-
jeiring field, coming 'o rest up-
side-down, some 250 fect {rom
the standpipe.

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'Computer cow program’ to be
‘feature of A&M short course

A new way of teaching animal
breeding principles, known as the
Computer Cow Program, and pro-
duction Information on all brecds
of beel cattle will be the main
aftractions during ‘Texns A&M
University's 20th annual Beel Cat-
tle Short Course Aug. 17-18,

THE COMPUTER Cocw Pro-
gram, developed by Dr. Richard
Wiltham of Iowa State University,
was introduced at the Beef Im-
provement Federation meeting
last April in Kansas City.

Short Course Co-Chairman L. A
Maddox, A&M Extension animal
husbandman, said each bieeder
participating in this part of the
program will be provided a calf
crop from 50 cows with weaning
weights, feedlot gains, yearlings
weights and yearling grades.
From this data, the producer cen'ls
cows and selects replacement beif-
ers and herd bull prospects for
the next generation.

Using matings picked by the
breeder, the computer will pro-
vide - the secand generation with
a production record based on heri-
tability of traits selected for, und
the random change that is involv-
ed in any breeding program.

MADDOX sald the sysfem wlil
be continued for five generalions,
taking a total of about 45 days to
mail information to the breeder
He then makes his sclect.on and
malils it back to Texas A&M,

“We would like all Texas breed-
ers who are working with their
breed associations’ performance
testing programs to participate in
this educational effort to tecach
principles of animal breeding,"” he

said.

Breed associations, beef,
purpose and dairy cattle have
been invited to attend the short
course and present the best fac-
tual, documented data on perfor-
mance characeristics of their
breed.

“BESIDES the usual cecognized
beel associations, we hav> accep
tances from most of the asso:ia-
tions and foundations of exotic
beef breeds and three dairy

breeds that will participate in the
short course,” Maddox said. “The
information on new breeds should
ke o' Interest to conuuer-ia,
cattlemen as they fry to plan
breeding programs for the fu-
ture."’

A search for a physical pro-
cess to improve the utilization of
grain sorghum by caltle has
been going on for a long tine,

A POSSIBLE solution Is recog-
nized in dry heat processing of
he scrghum by J. K. Riggs, J
W. Sorenson Jr. and Price Hob-
good, all of Texas A&M Univer-
siy.

A project, planned and enacted
n 1967, provided an opporiunit)
lo study the equipment require-
ments, the effect of mitial mois-
fure content on popping charas
eristics of sarghum grain, and
the bulk densities of the various
components of the popped grain
mixtures.

The study also evaluated feed
lot performance and carcass
characteristics of cattle fed the
dry heat-processed and nonpro-
cessed grain in all-concentrate {i-
nishing mixtures. Rumen volafile
fatty acid levels and grain diges-
tibility were also determined in
the work done cooperatively by
the Departments of Agricul t u ral
Engineering and Animal Sc i ence
at A&M.

An infrared-heated reciprocat-
ing steel table machine and a
gas-heated vibrating-tray convey-
er machine were used in the re-
search 1o determine the feasibil-
ity of using dry heat in a popping
operation to process the sorghum
grain for finishing beef cattle.

RESULTS of the study showed
that the grain should be cleaned
to assure an even flow free from
foreign materials for efficient op-
eration of the reciprocating-table
machine.

A grain moisture content of 15
percent was optimum for obt a i n-
ing the highest percentage of com-
pletely popped grain, which was
4 percent. The weight or bulk
densities of the loose-fill samples
ranged from 49 pounds per cu-
bic foot for the original whole
grain to about six pounds per cub-
ic foot for the completely popped
grain.

When compared with nonheated,
dry-rolled grain, the self-feeding
of the popped grain mixture,
either completely or partially pop-
ped, and crimped and in all con-
centrate feed mixtures to finish-
ing steers, resulted in a signifi-
cantly reduced feed intake. The
reduced feed intake was accom-
anied by an increase in -cffi-
ciency of feed utilization but an in-
significant decrease in rate of
gain, final weight, carcass grade
dressing percent, carcass grade
and fat thickness,

RUMEN samples showed signi-
ficantly lower levels of acetic and

Bromtfield

isovaleric acids ,but higher Ile-

vels of propionic acid in caitie
fed the dry heat-treated grains
than in those fed the nonheated
grains. The resulting narrow+er ac-
cetic propionic acid ratio coincid-
ed with the greater efficiency of
feed utilization observed by the
researchers in the cattle.

The cattle fed the dry heal-
treated grains showed higher di-
gestibility af dry matter, organic
malter, nonprotein organic Iat-
ter and nitrogen-free extract, but
not fat, fiber or protein.

No differences in digestibil ity
were found among cattie fed the
three heat-trealed grain [ractions.
The researchers concluded that
this indicated that dry heat ra-
ther than popping itself was re-
sponsible for the changes in per-
formance.

Big SPF swine operation
announced near Hereford'

““This is a closed herd,” Cooper
explained. “They are all quality
animals and for all practical
purposes they are disease free.
We don't want to bring anything
into the herd that might bring
disease in."

The idea of an SPF facility such
as this one is based on research
that has shown wide temperature
changes and disease to have the
biggest harmful effect on econ»
nmic weight gain programs.

Goals in raising swine havy
changed from a number of years
ago, when producers sought to
come up with nice, fat hogs.

“THAT WAS when hogs were
raised principally for their lard.
But vegetable oils have pushed
lard out of the picture, People
are more diet conscious now and
the demand is for lean ham ard
lean pork,"” Cooper said.

Consequently, he sald, ‘the ani
mals we have now don't look like
hogs you used to see. They're
long and lean, with lots of mus-
cle, These are crossbred animals,
hybrids. When you cross them,
you come up with a more v1gor-
ous, more productive, better ani-
mal "

The company has a ready mar-
ket. Texas is consuming consider-
ably more pork than it produces.
The High Plains area is short on
pork. Swine sold by Texham Cor-
poration for market consumption
probably will be sent to the Jim-
my Dean plant in Plainview.

TEXHAM Corporation will have
a two-fold purpose, Cooper said
— to sell certified breeding stock
and to sell market hogs.

The swine wiil be available for
sale to any farmers who want to
improve their stock, but the prin-
cipal customers probably will be
other largerscale commercial

State drownings
pass 130 mark

Drownings in Texas have taken
the lives of 134 persons so far this
yvear, according to the Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
WITH THE exception of a few
freak accidents most of the drown-
ings were the tragic ends to what
started as outdoor pleasure o u t-
ingis.

Swimming, boating, wading and
fishing were activities which all
figured in recent drownings.
Picnicking also figured in two
recent drownings of toddlers who
wandered away from their eld-
ers.

Forty-one of this year's drown-
ings were boating accidents, Of
these, six persons were in viola-
tion of the law which requires that
a Coast Guard approved life sav-
ing device be on board for each
person in the boat,

SWIMMING accidents account-
ed for 35 drownings this vear.
In most cases the victim misjud-
ged his abilities to get himself
out of trouble,

If
they were dedicated they would
always be full and think of the
benefits to those of us who have
small children, Children enjoy
learning to play with others. They
learn to share, cooperate, lake
tumms and many other things.
Those of us wha work and have
small children are all concerned
that our children are well cared
for while we're away from thenm.
I'd like for some of you women
| who are interested in small child-
ren to think this over. There is
definitely a need for a competent
nursery in Dimmitt. In an infor-
mal survey done in late 19%8 by
the Family Living Committee
there were about 450 working mo-
thers and over half o { them had
pre-school children.

I realize that rumning a nur-
sery would be a full time job but
for a woman who wants to work
and enjoys children this would be
a job she could do without much
necessary training like would be
required for book-keeping, etc.
Also all the working mothers

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There are no set rules in buy-
ing vegetables because they all
have individual -characteristics
and values, but Gwendolyne Cly-
att, Extension consumer market-
ing specialist, gives thcse tips on
vegetable and meat buying in this
week’'s market,

“VEGETABLE quality on the
table starts with quality vege-
tables in the field,”” Mrs. Clyatt
said. “Truck farmers apply the
latest technology to produce an
array of high quality fresh vege-
tables for the market.
“Weather conditicns have a
great deal to do with what will
or will not be available as well
as the quality of the products."

Seascnality of products is not
as important as it used to be,
due to improved transportation
and packaging, she said, adding
that it is well to remember that
vepetables produced at great dis-
tances will seldom be as fresh and
flavorful as the vegetables pro-
duced nearby and in season.

“WHEN buying vegetables, look
for freshness, handle with care
and avoid decay,” Mrs. Clya
said. A bright, lively color
crispness are signs of freshness
Usually vegetables are at their
best quality and price at the peak
of the season."

Bruising and damage can be
prevented by being careful with
the vegetables, she said. Don't
buy because of low price, but
buy only what can be

.

stared in the refrigerator or can
be used without waste, Mrs, Cly-

il att said. Most fresh vegetables

can be stared for two to five

ll doys, except for root vegetables

which can be stored from one
to several weeks, she continued.

“It's ‘penny foolish® to buy
fresh vegetables affected by de-
cay,” Mrs. Clyatt said. “Even
when the decayed area is trim-

|| med, rapid deterioration spreads.

A few cents extra is a good in-

| vestment."’

Watermelons, cantaloupes, and
honeydew melons are available
al attractive prices at many mar-
kets, and oranges, bananas and
pineapples are moderately priced
firits, Mrs. Clyatt said. First of
the season Bing cherries, peaches,
apricots, blueberries and several
varieties of plums are mostly
