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Candy makers come through

Clubs open pocketbooks 
for retarded students 

"I think we're going to have 
enough candy, and we've got 
plenty of money for mailing." 

THAT WAS the good word Wed-
nesday from Mrs. Reta Welch 
of Bethel, chairman of the 1969 
"Christmas Candy for GI's" Pro-
ject, after candy makers from 8 
to 80 had helped assure that all 
the county's servicemen will have 
plenty of sweet treats for Christ-
mas. 

Members of the Bethel, Flagg 
and Mulkey home demonstration 
clubs, plus several individual vol-
unteers, started wrapping 450 
pounds of homemade candy and 
canned peanuts into 90 five-
pound packages to be mailed to 
66 Castro County servicemen 
throughout the world. 

Since this is 10 fewer servicemen 
than last year, Mrs. Welch said, 
less candy and mailing money 
were needed for this year's pro-
ject. 

OF THE 66 servicemen on the 
mailing list, more than half are 
stationed overseas, Mrs. Welch re-
ported. Twenty-eight of the men 

have San Francisco APO address-
es, meaning they are stationed 
either in Vietnam or elesewhere in 
the Pacific or Orient. 

The servicemen with San Fran-
cisco APO addresses will re-
ceive a double helping of Christ-
mas candy — two five-pound 
boxes apiece to eat and share 
with their buddies. 

The candy will be mailed Fri-
day and will reach the service-
men at their far-flung posts well 
before Christmas. Each package 
will include four one-pound coffee 
cans of homemade candy and ta 
pound of canned peanuts. 

TO PAY the postage, Castro 
Countians had contributed $112 to 
the candy project fund at the Finit 
State Bank, "and several others 
have told me since then that they 
were going to donate money," 
Mrs. Welch said. 

"The VFW told us that what we 
needed in money, they'd make 
up," she added. 

Candy makers ranged from 8-
year-old Blue Birds to one great 
grandmother. The largest group 
contributions of candy were 40 
pounds by the Dinimitt High 
School homemaking girls and 32 
pounds by the girls in Dimmitt 
Junior High School's Coordinated 
program. 

SEVERAL housewives are 
"standing by" with their candy 
ingredients ready, in case more 
candy is needed, Mrs. Welch said. 

"Every year we begin to won-
der if we're going to get enough 
randy," she said, "and the candy 
makers always manage to come 
through. It's looking real good." 

The unique candy project was 
started here three years ago by 
the Bethel HD Club and has been 
successful each year, gaining 
world-wide attention and apprecia-
tion by the county's men in serv-
ice.

Dale R. Burris, who is present-
ly stationed in Anson, will be the 
county supervisor assigned to the 
local office. 

The new office here is expect-
ed to relieve the work load of 
Donald Jennings, long-time FHA 
superviscr for Castro, Hale find 
Swisher counties. Jennings lbs- 
operated the office here on Tues-
days and Thursdays. 

"The cpening of the Dimmitt of-
fice will result in more convenient 
service to the citizens of Castro 
-̀runty and 	Imprcve the effic- 
iency of administering the FHA 
-rcgram in Texas," Congressman 
?rice said. 

HE ADDED. "State Director 
Futch and National Administrator 
James V. Smith are to be corn-
'needed for their foresight in ap-
:ming this new office." 
The Farmers Home Administra-

tion is the rural credit agency of 
the US Depanment of Agriculture 
and provides loans for land pur-
chases and ceeratieg, expanses for 
family-size farms. The agency 
also makes home loans to farm. 

and residents of towns of less 
than 5.500 population. 

The FHA has been a big part-
ner of Castro County's residents. 
teeing finance such projcc's as 
he historic Castro County Agri-

cultural Housing Project in East 
Dimmitt, the Castrc County Coun-
try Club, and many private 
homes in the area, in addition 
to making farm improvement 
and operating loans.

"Ladies in the area have 'been 
very good as volunteers, and 
many other ladies are becoming 
interested," Mrs. Conard said. 

She explained to the service 
clubs that she experienced the 
usual feelings of fear and doubt 
when she first started working 
with the retarded youngsters. But 
she said she overcame these feel-
ings when she learned that re-
tarded children are "just like all 
other children in most ways," 
with the ability to laugh and cry, 
work and play together, learn and 
accomplish. 

SHE SAID that having the cen-
ter here means that Dimmitt has 
a place for any child who is train-
able cr teachable. Youngsters who 
can't qualify for the public 
schools' special education classes 
are accepted by the center. 

One cf her seven present stud-
ents, she explained, was in the 
public school program "until the 
teachers learned that she wasn't 
capable of learning at that level. 
We were so glad to tell her par-
ents, 'Yes, we have a place for 
you in Dimmitt.' " 

She said she will recommend 
that another of the girls in her 
class be admitted to the syecial

THIS MONEY goes to pay Pr 
extra teaching supplies, materials 
for the children to use in creative 
handcraft, refreshments, telephone 
bill, and Mrs. Conard's gas to 
transport the children to and from 
school. 

Mrs. Conard explained to the 
service clubs that her salary and 
basic teaching materials are paid 
by federal-state funds administer-
ed by the Amarillo State Center 
for Human Development. The 
Dimmitt Day Care Center, which 
was one of the state's pilot projects 
in this field, is operated as a 
"satellite" of the Amarillo State 
Center, along with similar schools 
in six other Panhandle cities. 

Classes are conducted five days 
a week, year-round, in a double 
apartment in the Castro County 
Agricultural Housing Project. The 
county takes care of the rent, an-
other local obligation. 

THE COMMUNITY also Is res-
romible for providing volunteer 
teacher aides — one or two ev-
ery day — to help Mrs. Conard 
with her work. As a result, 
many housewives and high school 
girls throughout the county have 
become well acquainted with the 
center and involved in its pro-
gram. 

The Dimmitt Day Care Center 
for Mentally Retarded Children 
is operating with new vigor now, 
without nagging money worries 
— thanks to Dimmitt's civic and 
service clubs. 

MRS. NORMA CONARD, the 
center's teacher, and her students 
have completed a two-week whirl 
of luncheon meetings, showing 
every service club what the 
youngsters are learning and ac-
complishing, and how they are 
being taught to "come out of their 
shells" and take their place it 
the world. 

At the same time, members of 
the center's advisory board ap 
pealed directly to the service 
clubs for monthly pledges to help 
the community meet its share of 
the school's cost. Financial sups 
port in the past has been on a 
sporadic basis. 

Those who work with the center 
hoped for pledges totaling at 
least $67 a month, a minimum 
local budget. To attain the goal. 
they were hoping for commit. 
ments of 510 per month from 
each dub. 

BUT THE service) clubs res-
ponded much more generously af-
ter seeing what Mrs. Conard is 
accomplishing with the children 
They have made pledges totaling 
$80 a month. And for the first 
irme since it started two years 
ago, the center seems to be free 
of financial worries. 

The Dimmitt Lions Club and Ki-
wanis Club have each pledged $20 

- per month. From the Rotary Club 
and the Jaycees came pledges 
of $15 per month. The United 
Lions Club — the first to com-
mit itself — pledged $10 per 
month. 

In addition to these new pled-
ges, the center receives $5 per 
month from the Asbury Class of 
the First United Methodist Church. 
$10 per month from the Methodist 
Women's Society of Christian Ser-
vice, and $10 to $20 each month 
in individual contributions.

"THE GLASS Menagarie," a 
drama in two acts, according to 
most critics, is the most beauti-
ful play Tennessee Williams has 
ever written. Williams wrote this 
play, it is reported, to meet re-
qvirements for a master's degree 
at the University of Iowa. It is al-
so reported that he received a 
grade of "D." 

Since then, Williams' play has 
received praise of the highest de-
gree from audiences and critics 
over the world. Needle% to 
say, Iowa University has had a 
bit of trouble living down its eval-
uation of his work.

More accidents occurred on the 
county's highways in October than 
any month so far this year. 

THE TEXAS Highway Patrol 
investigated 17 accidents during 
the month on rural highways in 
Castro County, according to Sgt. 
Vernon Cawthen, Highway Patrol 
supervisor for the area. 

One person was killed, eight 
were injured and property damage 
was estimated at $17,031 as a re-
sult of these wrecks, Sgt. Cawthon 
reported. 

The October figures hiked the 
County's 1969 totals for rural high-
ways to 95 accidents, two per. 
:on killed, 45 persons injured and 
an estimated property damage of 
$69,755. 

Ard the most dangercus traffic 
months are still ahead, Sgt. Caw-
thon said. November and Decem-
ber are especially dangerous for 
pedestrians, he explained, because 
of earlier darkness, bad weather 
and holiday traffic. During the 
last two months of 1968 there 
were 86 pedestrians killed and 893 
injured in Texas. 

The Castro County Democratic 
Executive Committee has joined 
a statewide voter registration 
campaign called "Operation: 
Everybody" in hopes of getting 
4,318 county residents registered 
tofu(' the Jan. 31 deadline. 

THE TEXAS Democratic Party 
set the county's quota. 

"That figure represents 65 per-
cent of our estimated voting popul-
ation." County Democratic Chair-
man Carl King said. "The state 
goal is to have 4,250,009 Texans 
registered between now and the 
end cf the registration period on 
Jan. 31." 

If the counly's Democrats are 
to meet their quota, they'll have 
to sign up 1,362 more voters 
than have ever been registered 
in the county before. 

Tax Assessor Kent Birdwell, 
whcse office compiles the voter re-
gisdratien list, said last year's 
total et 2,956 is the county record. 

ONLY 1,000 county residents 
are registered now, Birdwell re- 
ported. 

"Voter registration is free. but 
everyone must register in order 
to vo'e in the 197C elections," 
King said. Application forms are 
at the county tax assessor's office 
in the courthouse. 

"Our county will be competing 
with other counties of similar 
size for statewide recognition in 
doing a good job," King said. 

"Operation: Everybody!" is a 
project of the State Democratic 
Executive Committee. The special 
drive is headed by Mrs. James 
A. McMullen III of Fort Worth. 
Mrs. Carol Vance of Houston is 
vice-chairman. 

Under the state's free voter 
registration law, which has been 
in effect three years, every voter 
must register every year. Ex-
emptions for elderly voters no 
longer apply. 

TO BE a qualified voter, you 
must be a citizen of the US, over 
21 years old on the day of the 
election, and a resident of the 
state for at least one year and of 
the county at least six months 
immediately preceding election 
day. Persons who have been con-
victed of a felony who have not 
had their right of suffrage re-
stored, and persons: who are under 
an adjudgment of mental incompe-

Such disappointments can be 
avoided if Christmas mailers will 
observe the following mailing 
deadlines: 

Gift parcels going to distant 
states should be mailed by Dec. 1. 
Parcels going to local and nearby 
areas should be mailed not later 
than Dec. 13. 

GREETING cards going to dts• 
tant states should be mailed not 
later than Dec. 10. Cards going 
to local and nearby areas should 
he in the mail by Dec. 15. 

When you mail parcels, you 
should include the name and ad-
dress of both the sender and 
addressee to permit identity in 
case of damage or loss of the 
outside address label. The outside 
label should be placed on only 
ore side of each parcel. 

Weod also emphasized the im-
pertance of using ZIP Codes and 
adding a return address to all 
Christmas mail. ZIP Codes en-
able postal employees to sort and 
handle the mail faster, and a re-
turn adress assures that mail with 
an illegible or incomplete mailing 
address will he returned to the 
sender.

The rules governing the use of 
sweet-sorghum and sorghum 
grass crosses have been changed 
for the 1970 crop year as fol-
lows: 

SUDAN and sorghum-grass 
crosses will be permitted on 1970 
diverted acres. This includes all 
varieties of hybrids included in 
Column 5 of the sorghum classi-
fication list published by the Ex-
tenSion Service each year. A list 
of these qualifying hybrids pub-
lished for 1969 crop is available 
in our office. 

No variety of sweet sorghums 
or forage sorghums will be per-
mitted on 1970 diverted acres. 

Other hybrid crosses, not class-
ified as grain sorghum, may be 
used except on diverted acres. 
DESTROYED CROP ACREAGES 

It you have crop acreage that 
you certified that has been des-
troyed by weather conditions since 
your report, and you want the 
acreage to be changed on our 
records to "destroyed acreage," 
then you must request measure-
ment service for such acreage 
and pay the required fee. Other-
wise, the certified acreage will be 
used in determining the yield for 
future year wield appeals. 

If the entire crop acreage was 
destroyed, and no acreage will 
be harvested, no measurement 
will be made since you cannot 
prove a yield unless all three 
years have some production. 

CROP REPORTS 
NEEDED FROM FARMERS 

During the last half of October 
some 35,000 farmers received crop 
questionnaires from Cary Palmer 
of the Texas Crop and Livestock 
Reporting Service. 

Accurate estimates are of great 
importance to producers for pro-
viding an accurate picture of 
Texas agriculture. Each farmer 
receiving a questionnaire is urg-
ed to fitll it out carefully and 
return it promptly to the Agricul-
tural Statistician in Austin.

DISCUSSING the psychological 
problems involved in prisoner of 
war situations, Stone will give a 
presentation interrelated with that 
of a former war prisoner. 

Stone, a state Certified counsel-
or, also involved in farming opera-
tions north cf Dimmitt, has made 
considerable research contribution 
in applied hypnotherapy, parapsy-
chology, and other problems relat-
ing to experimental psychology. 

In addition to his psychological 
research, primarily conducted 
with West Texas State University, 
Stone is also a graduate cf the 
computer programming depart-
ment there. As a result of his 
computer studies, he and the oper-
ator of his farm, Carl King, are 
in the process of devising a new 
computer approach to their farm-
ing operations. 

OTHER 'conference highlights ill-

elude presentations by top govern-
ment civilians and Army and 
Naval officers serving as execu-
tives in such areas as electronic 
intelligence, nuclear 	research 
counter-intelligence, criminal in-
vestigation, bacteriological war-
fare and executive management. 

The conference committee is 
headed by Navy Lt. Joseph H. 
Cowen, son of Mr. and Mrs. Joe 
Cowen of Dimmitt. Lt. Cowen 
serves as a special assistant to 
the commandant as district intern-
genes officer, Eighth Naval Dis-
trict, and resides in New Orleans.

THE CONTEST was conceived 
by Jack Tompkins, farm and 
ranch director of KVH-TV.

Yeatcs of Texas A&M University 
and other officials of the Exten-
sion Service. Also assisting is Dr.

Brown L Smith to talk about it

HE LOOKED and sounded like 
a farmer who had just seen his 
crops hailed out while he was oil-
ing his machinery.

Wcel delivery expenses not 
shown in the sales documents 
should be reported when produc-
ers apply for incentive payments. 

The ASCS office manager point-
ed cut that under the National 
Wool Act, all producers who mar-
ket wcol and mohair in 1969 are 
eligible for incentive payments. 

SHORN WOOL payments to a 
producer are equal to a percent-
age of his returns from sales. 
The percentage is that required 
to raise the national average price 
received for shorn wool by all 
producers up tc 69 cents a pound. 
Mohair payments are determined 
in a similar manner, with the na-
tional incentive price set at 77.4 
certs a pound.

Producers also were reminded 
that purchases of all unshorn 
lambs, including the lambs in 
ewe-lamb pairs, must be repert-
ed when application is filed for 
wopl incentive payment. Hill said 
wcol producers occasionally over-
leolc reporting purchases of re-
placement stock, but the ASCS 
county office must have an accu-
rate record of purchastrs as well 
as sales of unshorn lambs.

ACCORDING to ofticials of the 
statewide farm organization, the 
fact that the Plains is generally 
referred to as "Farmers Union 
country" assures a large attend-
ance and the "biggest convention 
in the organization's history." The 
convention headquarters will be 
the Windsor Hotel. 

An array of speakers and a full 
program awaits those farm and 
ranch families who will attend 
the convention this year. Among 
the headline speakers will be Tony 
L. Dechhant cf Denver, president 
of the National Farmers Union; 
Alberta Farmers Union, Alberta, 
Canada; Fen. Ralph Yarborough; 
Fred Heinkel of Missouri. presi-
dent of the Mid-continent Farmers 
Association; Gordon Twedt, presi-
dent of the Montana Farmers Un-
ion; and Ray Novak of Denver, 
executive vice-president of Nat-
icnal Farmers Union Insurances. 

The convention will give priority 
attention to adopting a state pro-
gram to guide the policy direc-
tion of the organization during 
the coming year. 

The first draft of the propos-
ed program, composed of resolu-
tions from the 120 chartered coun-
ty organizations, will be written 
by a drafting committee that will 
meet prior. to the convention. 

STATE officers for 1970 and dele-
gates to the National Farmers 
Union Convention will be elected 
by secret ballot from nominations 
made on the floor of the conven-
tion. The National Farmers Union 
convention will be held in Den-
ver in March. 

The two-year terms for district 
directors from Districts 1, 3, 5, 
7 and 9 will expire at this year's 
meeting of the board of directors, 
and executive isommittee mem-
bers from these districts will be 
elected for two-year terms. The 
meeting of the full board of di-
rectors will be held at the con-
vention location on Dec. -1.

Clubs open 

The US Department of Agricul-
ture has announced the upland 
payment rates for the 1970 crop. 

THE NATIONAL average price. 
loan rate for middling one-inch 
cotton at average location has 
been set at 20.25 rents per jx:aind 
for the 1970 crop. Price support 
loans available to program coop-
erators for different individual 
qualities will be based on the mid-
dling one-inch rate. This is the 
same rate as that applicable to 
the 1969 crop. 

The price-support payment rate 
to program cooperators has been 
established at 16.80 cents per 
pound. This payment is in addi-
tion to the price-support loan. It 
is the amount necessary in addi-
tion_ to the loan to provide pro-
ducers at least 65 percent of par-
ity on cotton produced within the 
acreage permitted under the pro-
gram. The payment is made to 
cooperators on acreage planted 
which is 65 percent of the total 
farm allotment. The 1970 rate 
compares with a 1969 program 
price-support rate of 14.73 cents 
per pound. 

The USDA announcement, along 
with previous determinations, 
gives cotton producers basic in-
formation on next year's program 
prior to a mail referendum. Dec. 
1.5,, on 1970-crop cotton marketing 
copies. 

IN THE referendum, at least 
two-thirds of the upland cotton 
growers voting must approve 
marketing quotas before the es-
sential features of the program can 
go into effect. If more than one-
third of the growers vote "no," 
the only cotton program will he 
price support at 50 percent of par-
ity for growers who do not exceed 
their acreage allotment. 

The 1970 loan rate was establish-
ed under legal provisions calling 
for a level which will reflect 
— for middling one-inch upland 
cotton at average location in the 
US — not in excess of 90 per-
cent of the estimated average 
world price for the 1970-71 market-
ing year. The loan rate announced 
will continue "one-price" cotton, 
making it possible for US cotton 
to move in either domestic or 
export channels without an export 
payment. 

The carryover of upland cotton 
as of Aug. 1, 1970, is expected 
to fall to the lowest level since 
1953. In view of the small carry-
over, payments will not be offered 
in 1970 for diverting acreage from 
cotton. Special provisions for 
small farmers, however, will be 
continued.

Electric motors 
have new legends 

Electric motor manufacturers 
have made a change in markings 
of meter nameplates, and knowing 
their niearing can help buyers se-
lect a motor that's right for the 
job. 

W. S. ALLEN. Extension agricti-
tura] engineer, says the older-type 
motor marking indicated the "de-
grees rise" which showed how 
much warmer the motor would be 
than the surrounding air tempera-
ture. 

For instance, a motor marked 
"40 deg. C. Rise" was designed 
to operate 40 degrees centigrade 
(72 degrees F.) warmer than the 
scurrounding air. 

The nameplate did not say so, 
but most motors were meant to 
operate safely with an air tem-
perature of 104 degrees F. 

THE NEW markings, says Allen 
state the maximum ambient (sur-
rounding air) temperature in 
which the motor is meant to oper-
ate, and the type of insulation, 
such as Class A, Class B, etc. 

Selecting a motor with adequate 
horsepower to do the specific 
icb is still a must, and the new 
13-lies are not designed to be over-
loaded any more than the old type, 
Allen cautions.
