Local residents answer 
UBS’ call, donate blood

Donating blood is giving the gift of 
life — and on Friday, several local 
residents were in a giving mood.

United Blood Services of San An-
gelo parked its Blood Drive bus out-
side of Back In Motion chiropractic 
clinic to give residents the chance 
to donate blood.

“One person’s donation can help 
up to three people,” said Linda 
Grace, senior donor recruitment 
representative for UBS.

United Blood Services is the sole 
provider of donated blood for 10 
area hospitals, including Scenic 

Mountain Medical Center. It takes 
an average of 60 donations a day 
In order to fill the blood reserve 
and keep enough supplies on hand, 
Grace said. 

“All blood types are needed and 
appreciated, but none more than O 

negative,” she said. “O Negative is 
special because it can be given to 
anybody with any type of blood. 

“When someone is in the emer-
gency room and they are in desper-
ate need of blood, sometimes there 
isn’t time to check their blood type, 
so (the staff) can use O negative 
to help that person immediately.” 
Grace added. “United Blood Servic-
es relies on donated blood to meet 
the constant need, so every volun-
teer helps.”

Almost anyone can donate blood. 
Two notable exceptions to that rule 
are some people who have diabetes

‘American Sniper’ trial:
Testimony centers on defendant’s competency

STEPHENVILLE, Texas 
— While defense attorneys 
mount an insanity defense 
for the former Marine on 
trial in the shooting deaths 
of “American Sniper” author 
Chris Kyle and his friend 
Chad Littlefield, prosecutors 
have described Eddie Ray 
Routh as a troubled drug user 
who knew right from wrong. 
Criminal law experts say the 
case hinges on whether the 
defense can prove Routh did 
not know that the killings 
constituted a crime.

Routh’s attorneys have said 
the 27-year-old, who was di-

agnosed with post-traumatic 
stress disorder and was tak-
ing anti-psychotic medica-
tion, was insane when Kyle 
and Littlefield took him to a 
shooting range to provide sup-
port and camaraderie. Routh, 
his lawyers say, believed the 
men planned to kill him.

Because Routh was at a 
shooting range and both Kyle 
and Littlefield were armed, 
“it’s an easier case than oth-
ers for the proposition that he 
believed they were about to 
kill him,” said George Dix, a 
criminal law professor at the 
University of Texas, Austin.

If convicted, Routh faces 
life in prison without parole. 
Even if he’s acquitted, Routh 
would likely remain in cus-
tody. The Texas criminal 
code stipulates that in cases 
involving violent crimes 
where defendants are found 
not guilty by reason of insan-
ity, the court can initiate civ-
il proceedings to have them 
committed.

The case has drawn intense 
interest, largely because of 
the Oscar-nominated film 
based on Kyle’s memoir that 
details his four tours in Iraq.

Prosecutors did not seek 
the death penalty — “presum-

I was tempted to 
corner Giordano after 
the concert. “Bring the 
kid to the park…”

L
est you think 
ill of Jacob 
for taking 
two wives, we 

must understand that in 
their culture men, who 
could provide for them, 
were permitted mul-
tiple wives. If one were 
the favorite or if a wife 
fell out of favor, he still 
was required to provide 
food, shel-
ter, cloth-
ing, and 
protection 
for them 
all. 

And 
he must 
honor 
their mari-
tal rights.

Because

and U.S. military per-
sonnel who have been 
deployed to Iraq and Af-
ghanistan.

“As long as diabetics 
are not on bovine-de-
rived insulin and their 
numbers are good and 
steady, they can do-
nate,” Grace said. “We 
do recommend that they 
eat at least two hours 
beforehand. As for mili-

tary who have deployed 
overseas, they only 
have to have a one-year 
deferment and they are 
eligible to donate again, 
providing there are no 
other issues.” 

While almost no one 
relishes the idea of hav-
ing a needle stuck in 

their arm, Grace said 
UBS personnel go out of 
their way to make the 
donation process as en-
joyable as possible.

“We want people to 
have a good experience 
so that they will con-
tinue to come back and 
donate again,” she said.

About 40 residents 
answered the call to 
donate blood Friday, 
Grace noted.

ably because they 
thought it wouldn’t 
stick,” said Andrea 
Lyon, a defense attor-
ney and dean of the law 
school at Valparaiso 
University.

Though prosecutors 
appear to have conced-
ed that Routh was men-
tally ill, they will argue 
that he was competent 
enough to make choices, 
Lyon said.

“The question is: Is 
he legally responsible?” 
she said.

Erath County District 
Attorney Alan Nash said 
during the trial’s open-
ing statements that the 
evidence would show 
that mental illnesses 

“don’t deprive people 
of the ability to be good 
citizens, to know right 
from wrong, to obey the 
law.”

A Texas Ranger testi-
fied Friday that authori-
ties found marijuana, 
a near-empty bottle of 
whiskey and anti-psy-
chotic medication while 
searching Routh’s 
small, wood-framed 
home in Lancaster after 
the shooting. Routh’s 
uncle testified that he’d 
smoked marijuana with 
Routh the morning of 
the shootings.

Prosecutors may try 
to show that Routh de-
liberately put himself 
in a more violent state, 
said Park Dietz, a foren-
sic psychiatrist who ex-
amined acquitted killer 
Andrea Yates.

“Voluntarily induced 
intoxication is not an 
excuse for the mentally 
ill,” he said.

Former Erath County 
sheriff’s deputy Gene 
Cole testified Friday that 
after Routh was jailed, 
he heard him say: “I 
shot them because they 
wouldn’t talk to me.” He 
said Routh said he had 
been riding in the back 
seat on the way to the 
shooting range. Cole, 
who is now a police of-
ficer elsewhere, said 
Routh also said, “I feel 
bad about it, but they 
wouldn’t talk to me. I’m 
sure they’ve forgiven 
me.”

Routh’s mother had 
asked Kyle, a former 
Navy SEAL whose 
wartime exploits were 
depicted in his 2012 

memoir, to help her son 
overcome troubles that 
had at least twice led 
him to be admitted to 
a psychiatric hospital. 
Routh had been a small 
arms technician who 
served in Iraq and was 
deployed to earthquake-
ravaged Haiti before 
leaving the Marines in 
2010.

Prosecutors presented 
a video Thursday show-
ing officers speaking 
with Routh as he sat in 
the pickup that authori-
ties said he took from 
Kyle after fleeing the 
shooting range where 
Kyle and Littlefield were 
killed. Routh refused to 
leave the vehicle and 
eventually sped off with 
police in pursuit.

The video shows that 
a police vehicle rammed 

the pickup. Eventually 
the car became disabled 
along the side of the 
road.

The video showed offi-
cers trying to talk Routh 
into surrendering as he 
makes comments such 
as, “Anarchy has been 
killing the world,” ‘’I 
don’t know if I’m going 
insane,” and, “Is this 
about hell walking on 
earth right now?”

Lancaster police Lt. 
Michael Smith said 
Routh “told us he’d 
taken a couple of souls 
and he had more souls 
to take.”

Authorities say Routh 

had earlier driven to his 
sister’s house, admitted 
to the killings and told 
his sister, “People were 
sucking his soul.”

After presenting the 
video Thursday, prose-
cutor Jane Starnes said: 
“I think we can agree he 
makes some kind of odd 
statements.”

Defense attorneys 
have noted that even 
Kyle had described 
Routh as “straight-up 
nuts” in a text message 
to Littlefield shortly be-
fore they were killed.

Sibling rivalry has never 
been a matter of concern 
for me or for my “older” 
brother, Fred.

Oh, he’s a bit “testy” about this 
claim that he is “older.” (Okay, 
I’m seven years his senior, so 
I don’t specify 
who— or what — 
he’s older than.)

   My Uncle 
Mort said this of 
us decades ago. 
“There’s noth-
ing Don wouldn’t 
do for Fred, and 
likewise there’s 
nothing Fred 
wouldn’t do for 
Don. So — I guess 
it is safe to say — 
they haven’t done much for each 
other.” Can’t argue that.

Since Fred has joined me in 
our eighth decade of life, we 
have had much to converse 
about. And we can talk a while 
without ever leaving health 
topics — visits to doctors, home 
remedies and exercise programs 
that always morph into discus-
sions of knee replacements.

He’s the scholarly one, having 
theorized about economics at the 
collegiate level for more than 40 
years. (I was slaving away much 
of that time in administration—
uh, the “real world” of higher 
education—from which I walked 
away in 2000.) Fred--still going 
strong—is a faculty leader and 
author at Dallas Community Col-
lege’s Richland Campus.

We both received University of 
North Texas doctorates in 1973. 
A part-time employee in the 
registrar’s office, he managed to 
get ahead of me in the gradua-
tion line.

I had requested “Don New-
bury” as the only name desired 
on my diploma. He made sure 
“J”— my first initial —moved 

me further back in the line, no 
matter the diploma wording.

I consider this prank as “pay-
back.” World-traveled and a 
long-time tour leader for groups 
visiting Europe, he is a trea-
sure trove of travel “do’s and 
don’ts.” We’ve shared numerous 
“hits and misses” travel stories, 
but his most recent, luckily, is 
laughable instead of lamentable.

After a recent cruise and 
several days in Rio, he sensed 
“ear-popping” shortly before an 
11-hour flight to Dallas.

Eager to avoid discomfort 
that was bound to worsen at 
35,000 feet, he visited a phar-
macy, hopeful to buy distilled 
water and alcohol that could be 
self-administered before leav-
ing the hotel. He relied on his 
best pantomime, hopeful that 
the pharmacist—fluent only in 
Portuguese—would be able to 
lead him to these liquids.

Upon return to his hotel, he 
asked the bilingual concierge 
to read the bottle labels; second

ment to youngsters.

In fact, “Big G” and his wait 
staff crew knew which buttons 
to push to guide the children 
into dining adventures. Their 
words became gospel.

“The crust is really the best 
part,” one grandchild said, 180 
degrees away from his long-
standing demand for it to be 
trimmed away. Grandparents 
and parents — maintaining es-
sentially the same plea on many 
previous occasions — might just 
as well have been making the 
pitch to a fence post.

Another grandchild who had 
previously referred to salmon as 
“yucky” requested two servings 
after glowing descriptions of the 
succulent dish.

“Big G” escorted Juliana, our 
oldest granddaughter, to the 
microphone when he was soloist 
forAmore, a traditional cruise 
number. That sealed the deal.

During our drive home in 
three vehicles, we made a rest 
stop near Corsicana.

All 14 of us bounded from cars, 
questioning if others had seen 
the road sign spotted a few miles 
earlier on I-45.

At a restaurant I gener-
ally like a booth.

But I certainly remember the 
loud couple sitting so close to us 
we could practically smell their 
garlic breath. We have of course 
had other banquette experi-
ences, but none as fascinating or 
memorable as that one.

The other day in Dallas we had 
reservations at a nice restaurant 
that the internet’s OPEN TABLE 
advertised it had a full, wonder-
ful menu served all day long.  We 
arrived shortly after noon and 
were seated at a banquette.  We 
looked at the menu and it had 
only a brunch menu.  

We asked the waiter for a 
lunch and dinner menu and he 
said the restaurant didn’t serve 

the full menu until 5 p.m. Don’t 
ever trust the internet for infor-
mation about a restaurant. Call 
the place direct. He apologized 
and immediately called OPEN 
TABLE and corrected the infor-
mation. We had been planning 
this meal for sometime and were 
disappointed, but decided to just 
go with the flow. We ordered and 
enjoyed the meal.

We also enjoyed the banquette. 
We got acquainted with the 
couple next to us. When we 
told the man we were from Big 
Spring he said his aunt used to 
have a florist shop there. We 
knew her. Then the couple next 
to them started talking about 
West Texas. They have kinfolks 
in Midland and know some of 
the people we know.  Then all of 
us started talking about football. 
It was a grand time.  

I guess those two instances 
clearly show the difference 
between New York and Texas. In 
New York, people sitting eight 
inches away don’t even notice 
you. 

In Dallas they become your 
best new friends.

House votes to make expired
business tax breaks permanent

WASHINGTON — The 

House voted Friday to make 
permanent an expired tax 
break designed to help 
small businesses invest in 
equipment and property, 
defying a veto threat by the 
White House.

President Barack Obama 
objects to the bill because 
it would add $79 billion to 
the budget deficit over the 
next decade.

The bill is part of a package 
of more than 50 temporary 
tax breaks that Congress 
routinely extends every 
year or two. 

The entire package 
expired at the start of 
the year. Now, House 
Republicans are moving to 
make selected tax breaks 
permanent.

On Thursday, the House 
passed a $14.3 billion 
package of tax breaks 
designed to encourage 
charitable giving. Also, the 
House Ways and Means 
Committee advanced 
several other bills that 
would benefit businesses 
and individuals.

The House passed the 
small business bill on 
Friday by a vote of 272-142. 

Thirty-three Democrats 
joined nearly every 
Republican in voting for the 
bill. However, the margin 
would not be enough to 
override a presidential 
veto.

The bill would allow small 
businesses to immediately 
write off capital expenses 
of up to $500,000, rather 
than taking the deductions 
over several years. Another 
provision would make it 
easier for small business 
owners to deduct charitable 
contributions.

Congress has temporarily 
extended the expiring 
provision 12 times since 

2003, making it difficult 
for businesses to do long-
term planning, said Rep. 
Pat Tiberi, R-Ohio, who 
sponsored the bill.

“We can do this, give our 
small business owners 
and farmers the type of 
certainty they need that 
will help our economy 
grow, that will help their 
businesses grow, rather 
than do what we’ve done 
for 12 years now,” Tiberi 
said. “We need long-term 
certainty.”

The bill is endorsed 
by numerous business 
groups, including the 
National Association of 
Manufacturers and the 
National Federation of 
Independent Business.

The White House said that 
Obama supports making 
the tax break permanent, 
but wants to pay for it by 
eliminating other business 
tax breaks.

In its veto message, 
the White House said 
the president’s proposed 
budget for next year would 
allow small businesses to 
immediately write off up to 
$1 million in investments, 
“while also proposing 
other measures to simplify 
and cut taxes for small 
businesses.”

Stocks hold
near record
as oil rallies

NEW YORK — Stocks are holding 
near record levels on Friday as the 
price of oil jumps again, giving a lift to 
energy stocks.

The Standard & Poor’s 500 index 
touched a record intraday high and the 
Dow Jones industrial average traded 
back above 18,000.

CBS gained after reporting earnings 
that exceeded analyst’s expectations. 
The media company got a boost from 
better advertising revenue.

ConAgra, a food company whose 
brands include Swiss Miss hot choco-
late mix and Slim Jim beef jerky, 
slumped after the company cut its 
earnings outlook for the year, blaming 
the impact of the higher dollar among 
other factors.

European stocks climbed after Greece 
and its European creditors said they 
were willing to compromise to help 
Athens with its debts, while new data 
showed improvement in the eurozone 
economy.

KEEPING SCORE: The S&P 500 was 
flat at 2,088 as of 1:38 p.m. The index 
climbed as high as 2,094.80 in midday 
trading, surpassing its previous intra-
day high of 2,093.55 set Dec. 29.

The Dow Jones industrial average 
was up five points, less than 0.1 per-

Prosecutor: Perry wanted to 
‘stymie’ public corruption unit

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A special prosecutor says 
then-Texas Gov. Rick Perry tried to force a Demo-
cratic district attorney to resign because he didn’t 
approve of the “historical and current management 
decisions” of the public corruption unit she ran, ac-
cording to a Friday court filing.

The Republican Perry was indicted in August 
by an Austin grand jury on felony abuse-of-power 
charges, but the latest paperwork sheds more light 
on the case against him should he go to trial.

The charges stem from Perry’s 2013 publicly 
threatening, followed by the veto of $7.5 million 
in state funding for a public corruption division 
within the office of Travis County District Attor-
ney Rosemary Lehmberg.

That came after Lehmberg, whose county in-
cludes Austin, rebuffed Perry’s calls to resign fol-
lowing her drunken driving conviction.

“The state will prove that defendant Perry did 
not approve of historical and current management 
decisions regarding the operation of the Public In-
tegrity Unit and therefore wanted to coerce Ms. Le-
hmberg into resigning her elected position and/or 
stymie or obstruct the continued operation of the 
Public Integrity Unit under Ms. Lehmberg’s man-
agement,” wrote the special prosecutor leading the 
case against Perry, Michael McCrum, in a filing 
signed by his assistant, David Gonzalez.

Perry left office last month after a record 14 years 
as Texas governor, but says he’ll have an announce-
ment on his expected run for the presidency in 2016 
in May or June. Perry has long maintained that he 
was within his rights when issuing the veto and 
that he’d do it again if given the chance.

Perry’s legal team tried repeatedly but unsuc-
cessfully to quash the case on constitutional and 
technical grounds, and Perry has called it a politi-
cal witch hunt. But Friday’s filing suggests that the 
prosecution will argue that the then-governor was 
more interested in halting the work of the public 
integrity unit — and Lehmberg’s efforts overseeing 
it — than the district attorney’s drunken driving 
conviction.

The filing also complies with a previous order by 
the presiding judge, San Antonio Republican Bert 
Richardson, who suggested in a ruling allowing the 
case to continue last month that one of the criminal 
counts Perry faces was vague.

Texas congressman denies 
he sexually harassed staffer 

WASHINGTON (AP) — Rep. Blake Farenthold, a 
Texas Republican first elected in 2010, told a feder-
al court on Friday that he never sexually harassed 

one of his staffers.
The court filing was in response to a lawsuit re-

cently filed by his former communications direc-
tor, Lauren Greene. She has accused Farenthold of 
making sexually suggestive comments to her, and 
telling another staffer in the office that he had been 
having sexual fantasies about Greene. She says she 
was fired soon after complaining to the congress-
man about being “bullied” by the office chief of 
staff.

Farenthold denied the allegations through a 
spokesman in December. On Friday, Farenthold 
told the court that Green was fired for poor per-
formance and failing to report to work, then lying 
about it.

The “defendant admits that some staff occasion-
ally joked that Rep. Farenthold finds redheads at-
tractive, but denies the allegation’s implication 
that this was a source for, or cause of, concern for 
any staffer,” according to the response filed on Far-
enthold’s behalf.

According to Greene, she had grown increas-
ingly uncomfortable around the congressman and 
avoided private meetings with him. She alleged in 
her lawsuit that Farenthold “regularly drank to ex-
cess, and because of his tendency to flirt, the staff-
ers who accompanied him to Capitol Hill functions 
would joke that they had to be on ‘red head patrol’ 
to keep him out of trouble.”

In the document filed Friday, Farenthold ac-
knowledged having disclosed in a staff meeting 
that he had been propositioned for a “threesome.” 
But the congressman took issue with the detail that 
it involved a lobbyist and the suggestion was made 
for “an improper or lascivious purpose.”

Texan convicted of duping 
investors over fake Disney park 

SHERMAN, Texas (AP) — A jury on Friday con-
victed a member of a Dallas-area real estate family 
of duping investors with tales of a fake Walt Disney 
theme park and resort project.

The federal jury in North Texas deliberated less 
than a half day in Sherman before convicting 
Thomas W. Lucas Jr. on all charges: seven wire 
fraud counts and one count of making false state-
ments to the FBI.

Investors complained they overpaid for land in 
Collin and Denton counties that they were told was 
on the fringes of the future theme park. In court 
documents, the investors said Lucas, 40, of Plano, 
Texas, showed them fake and forged artist sketch-
es, maps, site plans and other documents related to 
“Frontier Disney Dallas-Fort Worth” to dupe them. 
The investors planned to flip the land to develop-
ers at a profit when the Disney announcement was 
made.

Numerous partnerships, joint ventures and lim-
ited liability companies were set up to begin ac-
quiring land in the area. Prosecutors said that from 
2006 to 2010, Lucas defrauded more than 50 inves-

tors out of about $14 million.
The Walt Disney Co., which has its headquarters 

in Burbank, California, has repeatedly denied ru-
mors that it planned to build a theme park in North 
Texas. However, prosecutors said Lucas told po-
tential investors he had a secret source who tipped 
him off about the theme park.

Prosecutors said the identity of Lucas’ secret 
source varied depending on who he spoke to — and 
when. They said he identified the person as a child-
hood or lifelong friend in some versions of his sto-
ry, but in other accounts described the individual 
as a friend of a friend.

When the FBI questioned Lucas about the source 
in 2013, he gave agents the name of a dead man, 
prosecutors said.

Texan charged in fatal shooting 
of wife during her 911 call 

GRANBURY, Texas (AP) — A North Texas man 
has been charged with fatally shooting his wife dur-
ing her 911 call as the couple apparently argued.

Hood County jail records show 51-year-old Tom-
my George Dooley of Granbury was being held Sat-
urday on a murder charge.

Online records don’t list bond or an attorney for 
Dooley, who’s charged with killing his 65-year-old 
wife, Lavera.

Sheriff Roger Deeds says the woman was shot six 
times in the disturbance Thursday night.

The victim’s body was found in her vehicle after 
deputies responded to a 911 call in which the wom-
an said she feared her husband was going to shoot 
her. The dispatcher then heard gunshots.

Deputies responded to previous domestic dis-
turbance calls at the home in Granbury, 25 miles 
southwest of Fort Worth.

Oklahoma prisoner shot while 
trying to flee at DFW airport 

GRAPEVINE, Texas (AP) — An Oklahoma pris-
oner being flown home from Utah has been shot by 
a deputy during a scuffle in a restroom at Dallas-
Fort Worth International Airport.

Officials say Brent Taff from Sapulpa, Oklahoma, 
was being transported by Tulsa County sheriff’s 
deputies on a warrant for threatening a judge.

Sheriff’s Maj. Shannon Clark says a deputy was 
attacked Friday afternoon but managed to shoot 
Taff in the hand. Another deputy and airport work-
ers subdued the fleeing Taff in the incident during 
a stop to change planes.

Clark says the first deputy was treated for head 
injuries not believed to be life-threatening. Taff 
was transported to another hospital for treatment 
of a gunshot wound.

Further details weren’t immediately available 
Saturday. The sheriff’s office didn’t immediately 
return a message.

its bailout. Following 
weeks of haggling, the 
two sides sounded will-
ing to compromise and 
agreed to start techni-
cal discussions to ana-
lyze each side’s requests 
ahead of another meet-
ing Monday. Investors 
are hopeful that a deal 
will be reached to avoid 
Greece’s exit from the 
euro.

THE QUOTE: A recov-
ery in the price of oil, as 
well as prospects of deal 
between Greece and its 
creditors seem to have 
settled investors’ nerves 
for now, said JJ Kina-
han, chief strategist at 
TD Ameritrade. That’s 
allowing stocks to push 
higher.

“Stability seems to be 
coming back,” said Ki-
nahan.

EUROZONE GROWTH 
SHOCKER: Data out 
Friday showed the eu-
rozone economy picked 
up speed in the fourth 
quarter thanks to bet-
ter growth in Germany 
and Spain. The cur-
rency union’s economy 
grew 0.3 percent in the 
October-December pe-
riod compared with the 
previous quarter, more 
than expected, thanks 
also to lower oil prices 
and a weaker euro. The 

growth rate, while en-
couraging, is still only 
about half that of the 
U.S.

EUROPE’S DAY: Ger-
many’s DAX added 0.4 
percent to 10,963 after 
touching a record high, 
while France’s CAC 
40 rose 0.7 percent to 
4,759. Britain’s FTSE 
100 gained 0.7 percent to 
6,873.

ENERGY: Benchmark 
U.S. crude rose $1.45 to 
$52.65 a barrel on the 
New York Mercantile 
Exchange. Brent crude 
climbed $1.98 to $61.24 a 
barrel in London.

BONDS AND CUR-
RENCIES: In U.S. gov-
ernment bond trading, 
prices fell slightly. The 
yield on the 10-year 
benchmark govern-
ment note edged up to 
2.02 percent from 1.99 
percent on Tuesday.

The dollar was little 
changed against the 
Japanese yen and the 
euro. The dollar traded 
at 118.75 yen, down from 
118.85 yen the previous 
day. The euro was flat 
at $1.1406.

METALS: Precious 
and industrial metals 
futures closed high-
er. Gold rose $6.40 to 
$1,227.10 an ounce, sil-
ver jumped 50 cents to 
$17.29 an ounce and cop-
per edged up less than a 
penny to $2.61 a pound.

News in brief
US allows imports of 
privately produced 
products from Cuba

HAVANA (AP) — The Obama ad-
ministration says it will allow Cuba’s 
small private business sector to sell 
goods to the United States in a poten-
tially important loosening of the half-
century trade embargo on the com-
munist island.

A list published by the U.S. State De-
partment Friday said Americans will 
be allowed to import anything pro-
duced by Cuban entrepreneurs with 
the exception of food and agricultural 
products, alcohol, minerals, chemi-
cals, textiles, machinery, vehicles, 
arms and ammunition.

The imports would have to be pro-
duced by a Cuban operating in one 
of the dozens of categories of private 
business allowed by the Cuban gov-
ernment. Most of the categories are 
for services like car maintenance or 
watch repair, not potentially export-
able goods. What’s more, virtually 
all Cuban exports are produced and 
shipped by state-controlled enter-
prises and there is no indication that 
the government is willing to loosen 
control and allow private businesses 
on the island to start trading directly 
with firms overseas.

In short, no one should expect Cu-
ban goods to start flowing to the U.S. 
in large quantities anytime soon, said 
Pedro Freyre, head of international 
practice at Florida-based law firm Ak-
erman LLP.

However, the possibility of export-
ing Cuban goods to a massive market 
90 miles (145 kilometers) away could 
inspire private businesses to begin 
developing products designed for ex-
port to the U.S., he said.

2 UPS worker, daughter, 
plead guilty to drug 
smuggling 

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP) — Two 
UPS Inc. part-time workers in South 
Texas plus a relative have pleaded 
guilty to using company vehicles to 
smuggle drugs by land and air.

UPS spokeswoman Susan Rosen-
berg said Friday that both male work-
ers were fired last year amid the in-
vestigation.

Prosecutors say drug shipments 
went to Minnesota, Indiana, Pennsyl-
vania, Georgia, Florida, Ohio, Mich-
igan and New York. Parcels were 
smuggled by ground and through air-
ports in Harlingen and McAllen.

Reymundo Abel Brown Jr., Ma-
rio Enrique Patlan and his daughter 
Cristina Patlan pleaded guilty Thurs-
day in Brownsville.

Brown and Mario Patlan pleaded 
guilty to conspiracy to possess with 
intent to distribute marijuana and co-
caine. Cristina Patlan pleaded guilty 
to possession with intent to distribute 
marijuana.

Insurer Anthem offers 
2 years of free credit 
monitoring 

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Anthem 
Inc. is offering two years of free credit 
monitoring and identity-theft repair 
as the nation’s second-largest health 
insurer continues to investigate how 
hackers broke into a database stor-
ing information for about 80 million 
people.

The Indianapolis company didn’t 
detail those services in a brief state-
ment on a website it established after 
announcing the breach last week. 
The website, www.anthemfacts.com, 
contains a letter of apology from com-
pany CEO Joseph Swedish.

The Blue Cross-Blue Shield insurer 
has said hackers evaded several se-
curity layers to reach the database 
sometime after Dec. 10 and Jan. 27, 
when a computer system administra-
tor discovered outsiders were using 
his credentials to log into the system.

Greece, creditors 
open to compromise 
but deal still far off

ATHENS, Greece (AP) — Signs 
that Greece and its European credi-
tors are open to compromise boosted 
market hopes on Friday that the sides 

can reach a deal to save the country 
from bankruptcy. But any agreement 
will likely take time, with both sides 
pressing hard for concessions.

After a turbulent week, in which 
investors feared Athens’ demands to 
rewrite its bailout terms would result 
in an impasse that could push Greece 
out of the euro, markets were reas-
sured by leaders’ promises to talk.

The main Athens stock index rose 
4.5 percent in late trading while the 
Stoxx 50 index of eurozone shares was 
1 percent higher.

“I think there is the will for an 
agreement,” Greece’s top government 
aide and cabinet member Nikos Pap-
pas said in a radio interview.

How long that might take is unclear, 
though Greece will need some sort of 
deal by Feb. 28, after which its bailout 
program ends. 

Without support, it faces the pros-
pect of bankruptcy and an exit from 
the euro — a worst-case scenario both 
sides want to avoid as it would devas-
tate Greece’s economy and roil global 
markets.

Prime Minister Alexis Tsipras’ new 
left-wing government held its first 
meetings this week with European 
Union leaders and finance ministers, 
sticking to its position that the bail-
out deal should be renegotiated.

Google asks judge to 
block Miss. attorney 
general’s inquiry

JACKSON, Miss. (AP) — An Inter-
net giant was scheduled to face off 
with Mississippi Attorney General 
Jim Hood on Friday.

Google will ask U.S. District Judge 
Henry T. Wingate to block an investi-
gation by Hood into the company.

Hood has been pushing Google since 
2013 to prevent use of the company’s 
search engine to find illegal drugs 
and pirated music, video games and 
movies.

Hood is looking into whether 
Google was facilitating illegal activ-
ity through its auto complete service, 
which automatically fills in words 
for the user, such as “how to buy oxy-
codone” and whether the search en-
gine was purposefully selling related 
ads against YouTube videos that al-
legedly promoted illegal behavior.

The closely-watched case has Google 
and computer industry groups telling 
the judge a 1996 federal law protects 
Internet companies from being held 
accountable for what third parties 
say.

The Democratic attorney general 
says he’s investigating actions taken 
by Google itself, and says the Moun-
tain View, California, company could 
be liable under Mississippi consumer 
protection laws. Hood says Google 
has jumped the gun on its objections 
because he doesn’t know what his in-
quiry will find.

Google sued Hood in December, 
asking a judge to prevent him from 
pursuing criminal charges or suing 
the company after the attorney gen-
eral subpoenaed information about 
some of Google’s operations. How-
ever, Hood agreed not to pursue that 
information until March 6.

US appeals to 
Japanese business to 
help push for trade pact

TOKYO (AP) — Japan and the U.S. 
are moving closer to reaching agree-
ment on market opening measures 
needed to conclude a Pacific Rim 
trade pact, a top U.S. envoy said Fri-
day, urging Japanese business lead-
ers to help bridge the last, difficult 
disagreements.

U.S. Deputy Secretary of State Ant-
ony J. Blinken urged members of the 
Japan Association of Corporate Exec-
utives to “pick up your phones” and 
use their influence to convince offi-
cials to work toward a final consen-
sus on the Trans-Pacific Partnership, 
or TPP.

“The contours of a final agreement 
are coming into focus,” Blinken said. 
“We need you to make the calls, con-
vene the meetings and remind the of-
ficials of the benefits this agreement 
will bring.”

Agreement between Japan and the 
U.S. is essential for forging the free-
trade arrangements among the dozen 
nations involved in the U.S.-led ef-
fort. 

Both sides say they are close to an 
accord, but that key gaps remain. 
America’s great rival for influence in 
Asia — China — is not part of the Pa-
cific rim trade talks.

Analysis: With NATO expansion 
at heart of Ukraine crisis, Russia 
determined to stop it

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Cold War didn’t end. 
It just took on a 24-year pause. The East-West show-
down over Ukraine makes that clear.

As the non-Russian republics broke free in the 
Soviet collapse and Eastern European Soviet satel-
lite countries snapped the chains of Moscow’s do-
minion, common wisdom held that the Cold War 
was over. The victors: The United States and its Eu-
ropean allies, bound together in the NATO alliance 
to block further Soviet expansion in Europe after 
World War II.

Since the Soviet collapse — as Moscow had feared 
— that alliance has spread eastward, expanding 
along a line from Estonia in the north to Romania 
and Bulgaria in the south. The Kremlin claims it 
had Western assurances that would not happen. 
Now, Moscow’s only buffers to a complete NATO 
encirclement on its western border are Finland, 
Belarus and Ukraine.

The Kremlin would not have to be paranoid to 
look at that map with concern. And Russia reacted 
dramatically early last year. U.S.-Russian relations 
have fallen back into the dangerous nuclear and 
political standoff of the Cold War years before the 
Soviet collapse

It began with prolonged pro-Western demon-
strations in the Ukrainian capital. The upheaval 
caused corrupt, Russia-friendly President Viktor 
Yanukovych to flee to Moscow nearly a year ago.

Fighting in Ukraine persists in day 
before cease-fire is to take effect

KIEV, Ukraine (AP) — Officials in the Ukrainian 
port city of Mariupol say an array of artillery at-
tacks hit areas near the city during the morning, as 
the deadline for a cease-fire creeps closer.

The city’s press service reported a half-dozen 
rocket and mortar attacks on outlying areas Satur-
day morning. There was no immediate information 
on casualties.

Mariupol is on the Azov Sea and concerns are 
strong that Russian-backed separatists aim to seize 
it as a step toward establishing a corridor between 
mainland Russia and the Crimean Peninsula that 
Russia annexed 11 months ago.

Under an agreement reached this week, rebels 
and Ukrainian forces were to observe a cease-fire 
beginning at midnight (2200 GMT, 5 p.m. EST).

As long as there have been 
vaccines, some people have feared 
and hated them, historians say

NEW YORK (AP) — They’re considered one of 
mankind’s greatest medical achievements, yet peo-
ple have balked at vaccines almost since the time 

of the first vaccination — in 1796, when an English 
country doctor named Edward Jenner inoculated 
an 8-year-old boy against smallpox.

In the mid-1800s, people protested in the streets of 
Victorian England after the British government be-
gan requiring citizens to get the vaccination. Many 
opponents mistrusted doctors and were wary of a 
medical treatment they didn’t understand. In the 
early days, the closely related cowpox virus was 
used to immunize people against smallpox.

“People were afraid that if you got the cowpox 
vaccine you would turn into a cow,” said Dr. Paul 
Offit, a vaccine researcher at Children’s Hospital 
of Philadelphia who is an outspoken critic of anti-
vaccination groups.

More than a century and a half later, there’s still 
an undercurrent of vaccine dislike and distrust 
in the United States as illustrated by the measles 
outbreak that started in December at Disneyland 
— likely brought in from overseas as has been the 
case in recent years. Many of those who got and 
spread the highly contagious illness hadn’t gotten 
the childhood shots.

All this despite medical science’s proven success-
es in wiping out not only the much-feared smallpox 
and polio, but nearly eliminating other serious ill-
nesses like diphtheria, German measles, lockjaw 
and mumps in the United States. Through it all, 
anti-vaccine sentiments have ebbed and flowed.

Iran’s president retains top 
ayatollah’s backing despite 
criticism as nuclear deadline nears

DUBAI, United Arab Emirates (AP) — Through-
out the long negotiations over the fate of Iran’s 
nuclear program, President Hassan Rouhani has 
withstood scathing criticism from hard-liners at 
home by sticking to his case that a deal with his 
country’s longtime enemies will bring peace and 
prosperity.

So the political stakes are high for the moderate 
president as talks enter their homestretch toward a 
June deadline.

If he succeeds in sealing an agreement, Iran 
could see much-hoped-for relief from withering 
sanctions that are dragging down the economy at a 
time when the OPEC producer is trying to ride out 
a severe slump in oil prices.

An improvement in the economy could translate 
into a broader boost in domestic support for Rou-
hani and strengthen the moderate camp gain in 
parliamentary elections next year. 

Moderates are pushing for a less confrontation-
al relationship with the West — a break from the 
eight-year tenure of predecessor Mahmoud Ah-
madinejad — and seek more freedoms at home, in-
cluding greater freedom of expression and easing 
of social restrictions.

Failure, however, only will bolster his hard-line 
opponents who are against that entire agenda.

US Attorney issues subpoena for 
records pertaining to departing 
Oregon governor and fiancee

SALEM, Ore. (AP) — Oregon Gov. John Kitzhab-
er announced his resignation Friday over a deep-
ening influence-peddling scandal surrounding his 
fiancée and on the same day the U.S. Attorney’s Of-
fice issued a subpoena demanding records and elec-
tronic communications pertaining to the pair.

The subpoena was the first acknowledgment of 
a federal investigation against Kitzhaber and Cyl-
via Hayes. It marks yet another turn in a scandal 
that brought down Oregon’s longest-serving chief 
executive.

Kitzhaber’s resignation, which is to take effect 
Wednesday, cleared the way for Secretary of State 
Kate Brown to assume Oregon’s highest office and 
become the nation’s first openly bisexual gover-
nor.

Kitzhaber insisted he broke no laws.
“Nonetheless, I understand that I have become 

a liability to the very institutions and policies to 
which I have dedicated my career and, indeed, my 
entire adult life,” he said in a statement.

Pope delivers tough love message 
to new cardinals: Put aside your 
pride, jealousy and anger

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Pope Francis is deliv-
ering a tough-love message to his new cardinals, 
telling them to put aside their pride, jealousy, self-
interests and anger since such sins are “unaccept-
able in a man of the church.”

Instead, Francis called for the 20 new members of 
the College of Cardinals to exercise perfect charity, 
kindness and justice, ready to trust and forgive.

Francis delivered the marching orders during a 
ceremony Saturday to elevate the new “princes of 
the church” into the club of red-hatted churchmen 
who will eventually elect Francis’ successor.

Suspect in Halifax plot confessed 
to wanting to attack mall

TORONTO (AP) — A senior police official said 
that police foiled a plot by two suspects who were 
planning on going to a mall and killing as many 
people as they could before committing suicide on 
Valentine’s Day in Halifax.

The official told The Associated Press on Friday 
the suspects were on a chat stream and were appar-
ently obsessed with death and had many photos of 
mass killings. Police and other officials said it was 
not related to Islamic terrorism.

The official said one of the two suspects, a 23-year-
old American woman from Geneva, Illinois, was 
arrested at Halifax’s airport and confessed to the 
plot. The official said she prewrote a number of pro-
nouncements to be tweeted after her death.

Researchers test device to help deaf children hear sounds
WASHINGTON (AP) 

— At age 3, Angelica Lo-
pez is helping to break 
a sound barrier for deaf 
children.

Born without working 
auditory nerves, she can 
detect sounds for the 
first time — and start to 
mimic them — after un-
dergoing brain surgery 
to implant a device that 
bypasses missing wir-
ing in her inner ears.

Angelica is one of a 
small number of U.S. 
children who are test-
ing what’s called an 
auditory brainstem 
implant, or ABI. The 
device goes beyond co-
chlear implants that 
have brought hearing to 
many deaf children but 
that don’t work for tots 
who lack their hearing 
nerve.

When the ABI is first 
turned on, “she isn’t go-
ing to be hearing like a 
3-year-old. She’ll be hear-
ing like a newborn,” au-
diologist Laurie Eisen-
berg of the University 
of Southern California 
tells parents. She out-
lined the research Fri-
day at a meeting of the 
American Association 
for the Advancement of 
Science.

The children don’t 
magically understand 
and use those sounds. 
“It’s going to take a lot 
of work,” Eisenberg 
cautioned.

Angelica cried when 
her ABI first was 
switched on, scared by 
the sounds. But five 
months later, her moth-
er says the youngster 
uses sign language to 
identify some sounds — 
that was a cough, that’s 
a dog barking. And she’s 
beginning to babble like 
hearing babies do, as 
therapists work to teach 
her oral speech.

“It’s just so awesome 

to hear her little voice,” 
said Julie Lopez of Big 
Spring, Texas, who en-
rolled her daughter in 
the study at USC, where 
researchers say she’s 
progressing well.

Many children born 
deaf benefit from co-
chlear implants, elec-
trodes that send impuls-
es to the auditory nerve, 
where they’re relayed to 
the brain and recognized 
as sound. But the small 
fraction born without a 
working hearing nerve 
can’t make that brain 
connection.

The ABI attempts to 
fill that gap by deliver-
ing electrical stimula-
tion directly to the neu-
rons on the brainstem 
the nerve normally 
would have targeted. 
Here’s how it works: 
The person wears a 
microphone on the ear 
to detect sound, and a 
processer changes it to 
electrical signals. Those 
are beamed to a stimu-
lator under the skin, 
which sends the signals 
snaking through a wire 
to electrodes surgically 
placed on the brain-
stem.

The Food and Drug Ad-
ministration approved 
the device in 2000 spe-
cifically for adults and 
teenagers whose hear-
ing nerves had been de-
stroyed by surgery for 
a rare type of tumor. It 
doesn’t restore normal 
hearing, but can help to 
varying degrees.

Then about a decade 
ago, an Italian surgeon 
started trying the ABI 
in deaf children, whose 
younger brains are 
more flexible and might 
better adapt to this arti-
ficial way of delivering 
sound.

Now, spurred by some 
successes abroad, the 
first U.S. studies in 

young children are un-
derway at a handful of 
hospitals. Hearing spe-
cialists are watching 
the work closely.

There are children 
“who are not being 
helped in any other 
way,” said Dr. Gordon 
Hughes of the National 
Institutes of Health, 
which is funding Eisen-
berg’s study. And co-

chlear implants proved 
“there’s a critical time 
window when the brain 
is very receptive to au-
ditory stimulation and 
can develop speech com-
munication in ways that 
are surprisingly good, if 
the stimulation is start-
ed early enough.”

The studies are small, 
each enrolling 10 to 20 
children. Ages vary; the 

Los Angeles study will 
implant starting at age 
2, while some others try 
earlier. Children then 
receive intensive thera-
py, to learn to hear.

The studies must 
prove safety, since the 
ABI requires delicate 
brain surgery in healthy 
children.

“We’re talking about 
real surgery to go into a 

deep area of the brain,” 
said Dr. Marc Schwartz, 
a neurosurgeon with 
the House Clinic and 
Huntington Medical Re-
search Institutes in Los 
Angeles, who is part of 
the USC study.

In skilled hands, com-
plications appear rare, 
said Robert Shannon, a 
USC professor of otolar-
yngology.

Howard College’s former 
Hawk women’s basketball 
coach Don Stevens was 
among those recognized as 
the Western Junior College 
Athletic Conference (WJCAC) 
recently announced its lat-
est inductees to the WJCAC 
Hall of Fame.  Stevens, who 
retired from Howard College 
in 1989, was nominated by 
Howard College for his direct 
impact on student athletes at 
Howard College and women’s 
basketball across the state 
and nation.

“Our audience has 
always skewed relative-
ly old,” said David Frei, 
set to host the 
Westminster telecast 
for the 26th time. “Our 
TV viewers in the early 
2000s were in their mid-
50s and gaining each 
ensuing year.”

“With social media, 
understandably, our 
goal was to try to get 
younger. So we got into 
Facebook in 2010 and 
then Twitter when we 
could. That really took 
off,” said Frei, who dou-
bles as director of com-
munications for the 
WKC.

Last year, the show 
added Instagram and 
hired a social media 
company to oversee its 
online presence.

Westminster said fans 
watched streaming 
video on its website last 
February from 168 coun-
tries, including Kenya, 

Libya and 
Uzbekistan. 
Overall, the 
site got 4 mil-
lion hits.

“We wanted 
to broaden the 
umbrella of 
the sport of 
dogs,” WKC 
P r e s i d e n t 
S e a n 
M c C a r t h y 
s a i d 
T h u r s d a y . 
“Social media 
was a way to 
do that.”

N e t w o r k , 
with a

water dog and 
an old English 
sheepdog as 
the top con-
tenders at 
M a d i s o n

night.

For many 
fanciers, the 
chance to 
watch any of 
the 192 breeds 
and varieties 
is the biggest 
draw of the 
app. Viewers 
can switch 
between the 
nine judging 
rings to see, 
say, all 58 

golden retrievers or the 
15 boxers. There’s no 
commentary, only dogs.

This is the third year 
of the Westminster app, 
the first time with a 
price tag. Along with 
better camera angles 
and enhanced coverage, 
there’s a full show 
guide.

Be it a few blocks away 
at Columbus Circle or 
up near the Arctic 
Circle, dog lovers are 
eager to watch.

Iselin Wang plans to 
follow the Belgian 
Tervurens from her 
office chair in Bergen, 
Norway. The accoun-
tant admits she’ll be 
“howling” if her favor-
ite does well.

“My co-workers know 
how crazy I am about 
the fur-kids, so they will 
probably not even 
notice,” she wrote.

On nature-filled 
Phillip Island in 
Australia, Tabitha 
Parfitt is ready to see 
the bloodhounds. They 
show at 8:30 a.m. 
Monday in New York 
— that’s 12:30 a.m. 
Tuesday at her home, 
which she shares with 
six dogs.

“I will probably be 
glued to my screen sur-
rounded by my pups in 
my lounge. By that time, 
the penguins will be in 
their nests, the walla-
bies will be out,” she 
wrote.

Most recently from 
Palm Desert, California, 
Terry Robbins is now 
all set up at the Playa 
Roca Beach Hotel in Las 
Penitas, Nicaragua. She 

and her pals usually 
bring a big flat-screen 
TV onto the veranda for 
Westminster nights. 
This year, they might 
even watch the popular 
mockumentary “Best in 
Show” as a prelude.

Robbins said she’s 
“getting to know” her 
new app as the show 
approaches.

“Being an expat, I find 
that these American 
events become much 
more special, or at least 
we make them more 
special. So we intend to 
try to watch the breed 
judging this year and 
the finals,” she said. 
“We appreciate tech 
even more being away.”

LONDON (AP) — It 
takes a strong stomach 
to be a fan of “Game of 
Thrones,” a blood-
soaked saga set in a bru-

tal fantasy kingdom.
It also takes a strong 

imagination to design a 
mouth-watering menu 
based on the television 
show. Chef Jamie Hazeel 
has done it, and he says 
creating delicacies such 

as traitor’s tongue and 
smoked serpent was a 
challenge.

“Python is a bit of a 
tricky meat,” Hazeel 
said, deftly slicing a 
long piece of pinkish 
flesh. “So we’re using

A temporary restau-
rant, punningly titled 
“All Men Must Dine,” 
opens in London Friday 
to mark the DVD release 
of season four of the 
HBO series. Over three 
nights, fans chosen from 
12,000 competition 
entrants will be served a 
10-course meal in sur-
roundings inspired by a 
council chamber at 
King’s Landing, capital 
of the program’s Seven 
Kingdoms.

Hazeel, co-owner of 
catering company The 
Wandering Chef, is also 
a fan, and has let his 
imagination run free for 
a menu that draws on 
medieval recipes and 
dishes mentioned in the 
TV series.

“Honeyed fowl is a big 
thing in the show, the 
taste of luxury,” he said. 
“I wanted to recreate 

what I thought the taste 
of honeyed fowl would 
be.”

The result is honey 
and lemon-glazed quail, 
stuffed with apricots, 
almonds and sultanas, 
one of several dishes on 
the menu rich in fruits 
and spices.  Other cours-
es “may be slightly off-
putting to a modern 
audience,” he admitted, 
including honey-fried 
locusts and a dish of 
poached calf tongue 
titled “the lies of Tyrion 
Lannister.”

The dinner invitation 
warned that the meal is 
not suitable for vegetar-
ians. No kidding.  It’s a 
riot of fish, flesh and 
fowl, including pigeon 
pie, a “dinosaur Scotch 
egg” — it’s really from 
an emu, and enormous 
— and a roast suckling 
pig on a pyre.

Dessert is bone-mar-
row creme brulee, 
served in a real bone 
dripping with blood-red 
sauce.

“We wanted the food 
to be really theatrical,” 
Hazeel said.

Based on novels by 
George R.R. Martin, 
“Game of Thrones” has 
won a coveted mix of 

fan adulation and criti-
cal praise with its blend 
of fantasy, realpolitik, 
violence and sex.

A marble-clad former 
Masonic temple — 
incongruously located 
inside a Victorian-era 
London hotel — has 
been lit with candles 
and adorned with the 
flags of “Game of 
Thrones” clans 
Baratheon and 
Lannister to serve the 
feast. Guests can also 
expect a knight, a con-
tortionist, live music 
and a pair of wandering 
jesters singing a jaunty 
ditty titled “Incest is 
Best.”

Feasts in the “Game of 
Thrones” universe don’t 
always end well ‚Äî as 
anyone who has seen 
the infamous “Red 
Wedding” episode can 
attest. But Lalie Jacout, 
Hazeel’s business part-
ner, says his guests have 
nothing to fear.

“We have a lot of sur-
prises in store, but they 
will leave safely,” she 
said.
