Moisture penetration In gen­

eral throughout our area has 
been good. Some penetration 
tests have been made. Where the 
cover Is sufficient on ranges, 
tests reveal that moisture has 
reached a depth of 3& feet or 
better.

Where cover Is scarce or ab­
sent penetration Is about 10 In­
ches. Where weeds and other an­
nual plants were present mois­
ture had penetrated to a depth 
of 19 Inches. These tests were 
made after recent rains which 
came In October and November.

Since the temperature during 
this period has not been above 
90 degrees, and the wind has not 
been exceptionally high, we can 
not blame evaporation for not 
getting the water In the soli. 
Much of our moisture has been 
lost through runoff.

On range land th a t h a i little 
or no cover, very little of the 
moisture received. has entered 
the soil.

Rainfall In Itself means noth­
ing to the farmer or rancher 
unless he is equipped to handle 
lt. Armed with a good cover on 
the land, then he can expect to 
farm or ranch a t a  profit.

AUSTIN — Days of old seem to 
have dawned over Texas law­
makers. They ended their first 
Called session this week and 
launched Into number two.

I t’S the first time In more 
than a decade that a governor 
has convened a legislature In 
two rapid-fire special sessions.

Main topic for the second ses­
sion is a bill to authorize clos­
ing of public schools threatened 
by occupation by federal troops.

Gov. Price Daniel Issued the 
second call when It became ap­
parent that this Issue couldn’t 
be squeezed Into the final days 
of the first session.

House and Senate had diffi­
culty coming to agreement on 
retails of the first session’s five- 
point program: water planning, 
lobby control, crime study, prac­
tice before state agencies and 
money for an Insurance Depart­
ment building.

Delay Spotlighted — Senate 
Investigating Committee Is con­
tinuing Its drive to establlsh- 
Ush wether the Insurance Com­
mission dilly-dallied with re­
ports of Irregularities In a Dal­
las firm.

Former Insurance Department 
Examiner Wayne Tinkler told 
the committee th a t he began an 
examination of Preferred Life 
last March. He ran into difficul­
ties, and asked for help x from 
the department’s legal counsel. 
He didn't get it, said Tinkler, 
and flnall turned In a report In 
June.

His audit Indicated that Pre­
ferred’s president owned the 
company some $194,000 due to 
stock manipulations, Tinkler 
reported. “But no action was ta­
ken In the Department until 
September, when a brief con­
ference was held."

Bond Program Launched — 
At least one phase of Texas Wa­
ter conservation program now 
has the official go-ahead.

By approving a constitutional 
amendment, voters cleared the 
way for'issuance of $200,000,000 
In bonds to finance local water 
projects.

Though only about one-tenth 
of the electorate (185,000) turn­
ed out, all three proposed 
amendments received approxi­
mately 3 to 1 majorities.

Other two will provide In­
creased retirement benefits for

state employes and authorize 
higher old age pensions.

Who Foots The Bills — Tex­
ans depend on severance taxes- 
malnly on oil and gas, for nearly 
one out of every three state tax 
dollars.

Tax Analyst John F. Sly of 
Princeton said this reliance on 
natural resource taxes has been 
Increasing over the years. Sly, In 
addressing a meeting of the Tex­
as Research League in Austin, 
gave what may be a preview of 
the searching study of Texas' 
tax structure being undertaken 
by the League.

Some Sly statistics: State tax­
es Increased from $123,000,000 In 
1940 to $825,000,000 in 1957. Sev­
erance taxes Jumped from 16 
per cent to 30 per cent of the 
total In that period. Texas’ state 
and local taxes are $130 per 
capita compared to the. national 
average of $158.

Embarrassment Of Riches — 
Combination of late spring 
rains and early fall rains has 
caught many Texas farmers in 
a squeeze.

There wasn’t  enough time In 
between to raise a crop and get 
It out of the fields. Agriculture 
agents in North Texas reported 
th a t farmers there stood to loose 
millions from ruined cotton.

Some ranchers, according to 
the U. 8. Dept of Agriculture, 
have "a very unusual situation 
— more grass than stock to eat 
It.” This time last year those 
same ranchers were selling off 
stock a t a sacrifice because they 
had no feed.

Small grain and winter legume 
prospects are extremely good, 
says USDA, though dry weather 
is needed for additional’ plant­
ing.

Cotton Acreage Tussle — For 
the third straight year East 
Texas and West Texas cotton 
farmers are a t odds over acre­
age allotments.

State and county allotments 
are to be announced by USDA 
before Dec. 14 when cotton far­
mer will vote on whether they 
want a  market quota program 
for 1958.

West Texas farmers contend 
th a t their area has been pen­
alized. They say an undue por­
tion of the state's cotton acre­
age Is allotted to the older cot­
ton-growing counties of east and 
central Texas. One group of

Importance of water to Texas' 
future Justifies an annual ex­
penditure of $100,000,000 In the 
opinion of TSPE’s special water 
study committee.

TSPE's report recommended: 
(1) adoption of the governor’s 
proposed legislation, (2) salary 
Increases for the Water Board 
members, (3) planning on the 
lowest level possible to allow 
proper development of an over­
all program, (4) sale of water 
storage acquired by the state in 
federal reservoirs to any quali­
fied political subdivision, as 
quickly as possible.

AUSTIN — Now th a t school 

days are routine and winter is 
starting to push fall aside, there 
will probably be the usual in­
crease In communicable diseases 
common to children.

Thousands of unnecessary 
cases of communicable diseases 
— and deaths --  could be pre­
vented every year in Texas, If 
all parents would only realize 
the danger of the common cold.

Colds, especially a child’s 
eold, should never be neglected.

But how many times have you 
heard a parent mention th a t 
Junior or Susie “have the snif­
fles,” but they “seemed” well 
enough to go to school.

And what’s more they will 
continue to go to school os long 
as they’re able to walk, and only 
when they become seriously 111 
does the careless parent call the 
family physician.

But by that time a good many 
children In Junior or Susie’s 
classroom have become exposed, 
thus setting up a chain of sick­
ness and time lost from school.

And with the threat of the 
Aslan flu hanging over the state, 
the common sense protection of 
keeping a child home when he 
or she Is not feeling up to par 
makes more sense than ever.

A child who Is sent to school 
feeling tired, perhaps because 
of Inadequate meals, is handi­
capped. He not only lacks the 
aptitude for learning, but he Is 
running the chance of falling 
prey to disease germs.

A youngster who Is allowed to 
go to school suffering from a 
cold or the flu, runs the risk of 
serious complications. These 
troubles may develop Into pneu­
monia, or If his resistance Is low, 
signs of tuberculosis may appear.

However, when a slight Illness 
Is promptly and properly cared 
for. the child Is usually well In 
a day or so.

The teacher can also be alert 
to notice If a child Isn’t feeling 
well. Of course, she Is not ex­
pected to diagnose disease, nor 
Is It her province to give,health 
examinations, but she can recog­
nize the common signs of pal­
lor, a cold, and fever.

For his own protection and of 
other children In the classroom, 
a sick child should not be al­
lowed to stay In school.

We are no longer trying to 
revenge ourselves upon erring 
youngsters, as they did. not so 
long ago -- 1828-- in New Jer­

sey  when they hanged a 13-year 
old boy for theft. We are trying, 
first to rescue the children, and 
second, to protect society.

This is not to say that child­
ren should never be punished. 
A good old-fashioned spanking 

, sometimes gets results In Incul­
cating the “old-fashioned" eter­
nal virtues so much needed.

But society has another role 
toward children who have to

grow up In the drastically chan­
ged conditions society has creat­
ed for them as compared to the 
old-fashioned days. It Is to try 
to provide other and counteract­
ing conditions tending to pre­
vent delinquency, to try to re­
habilitate the delinquents, and 
to protect ourselves as well.

What you, as a member of the 
community, as a church and 

| club member, os on Individual,' 
;can do about the first aim In­
cludes more than you might 
i think. It Is to help create a cli- 
; mate of public opinion in which 
I more means will be provided to 
I take care of the Idle time our 
'society has forced upon child- 
lien . . . to provide constructive 
outlets for their energies Instead 

j of destructive. It is to volunteer 
for work In these projects — 

j scouts, campfire, Junior achieve­
ment. teen canteens, play- 

i grounds, club and church Jobs, 
church youth groups, and simi­
lar character building work, and 
recreational organlations.

1 Vour help In the development 
j of public opinion — and your 
'dollars In support of Community 
Chest and United Fund drives 
— are also needed for another 
means of preventing delinquen­
cy. We do not have nearly 

i enough child guidance clinics, 
family counclling services, voca­
tional advisers, or similar agen­
cies where trained psychological 
workers can often do somef posi­
tive steering In the right direc­

tion which may turn a potential 
delinquent Into a prospective 
good citizen.

Next, how do you as an Indi­
vidual, as a member of the com­
munity do thfse two things 
which help discharge the com­
munity’s responsibility fa  the 
effort to prevent delinquency? 
You can be jquite a force In (1) 
developing nubile opinion; so 
how do you go about It?

Conversations with friends is 
a potent ttethod. Bring your 
idea of the jec dlnto the conver­
sation; ask your friends to urge 
their friends to spread the Idea.

Talks to clubs Is another ex­
cellent method. Clubs arc always 
looking for a speaker and a sub­
ject, and many of us have op­
portunities to make such talks.

You can also "speak out at 
meeting" at every opportunity 
for a floor discussion of possible 
projects for your church or club. 
Qeneral topics often present a 
similar chance to speak from 

i the floor on this, also.
| (2) The time and energy of
i many more Individuals are 
greatly needed for work ns adult 
leaders In youth groups. You can 
volunteer to serve in one of the 
numerous such organizations 
crying for help on every hand. 
Forget about training — the 
need Is for people far more than 
It Is for trained people.

You can even teach without 
previous training. To help re­
lieve the great shortage of tea­

chers, Texas authorities arc Is­
suing. temporary certificates to 
enable you to taech during the 
time th a t you are taking a tele­
vision course Jn your own home 
on teaching methods.

You can be a personal friend 
to children you know or can be­
come acquainted with, talking to 
them, listening to them, giving 
them Jobs . . .

I cup broken walnuts 
1V4 cups cut-up candled 

fruit, bulk or canned 
ready-mixed

44 cup PET Evaporated 
MILK

24 large marshmallows, 
finely cut (or 3 cups of 
the midgets)

Vi cup orange juice or 
alcoholic flavoring 

6 cups graham cracker 
crumbs (about 6 dor.
2Vi-in. crackers, crushed)

V4 teaspoon rinnamon
Line with waxed paper bottom and sides of 9-in. tube pan 
or loaf pan bolding about 6 cups. Put into 2-qt bowl the 
milk; marshmallows and orange juice. Let stand. Put 
crumbs into a large bowl with the cinnamon, nutmeg, 
cloves, raisins, dates and walnuts. Add candied fruit Mix 
in milk mixture with a spoon, then with bands until 
crumbs are moistened. Press firmly into pan. If desired, 
top with additional nuts and candied fruit Cover tightly. 
Chill 2 days before slicing. Keep In refrigerator. Makes 
3Vi lbs.
