male between the ages of twenty 
one and forty-five had to work 
five days per year in helping 
build and maintain the county 
roads, or for every day he could 
not appear after ho was sum­
moned for road work by being 
given three days notice except in 
an emergency, he was to pay the 
sum of one dollar per day for 
every day he wanted to be ex­
cused. here was another provis­
ion where a man might bring his 
team, wagon, and plow, or slip 
scraper, and put In two days 
with It and get all his time In. 
And he also could pay a Road 
Tax of three dollars and be ex­
empt from road work. But there 
were usually enough to make up 
a fair crew and they made as 
much a picnic of the occasion 
as they turned off hard work.

One warm, sunny day In 
March, the hands had been war­

Criminal Activities of Persons Under 21 
Years On Increase/ According to DPS
An Increase in the criminal 

activities o f persons under 21 
years of age was indicated to­
day in a report released by the 
‘Texas Department of Public Saf­
ety.

The DPS said its count of fin­
gerprint records o f persons 20 
years of age, or younger, for the 
year 1057 was 14 per cent grea­
ter than for 1056. A total of 16, 
416 fingerprint cards of youthful 
criminals were received by the 
department in 1956, while 18, 
768 were received in 1957.

The greatest increase involved 
17-year-olds, followed by the 18, 
19 and 20-ycar groujis. A consid­
erable Jump was noted in the 
number of fingerprint cards re­
ceived from the 16 and 17-year 
groups. A  total of 1,083 cards 
involved 16 year olds, while 4,493 
persons o f 17 years of age were 
fingerprinted in investigations.

The DPS said the cant count 
was not a conclusive means of 
totaling the number of criminals 
o f  thdse age groups since many 
minors are not fingerprinted. 
However, a general Increase in 
crimes for these age groups is 
reflected in the information.

Oeneral criminal offenses in 
Texas during 1957 for persons of 
all age groups occurred at the 
rate o f 424 offenses per day, ac­
cording to a department crime 
report recently submitted to the 
newly organized State Law En­
forcement 8tudy Commission. In 
that report Col. Homer Garrison, 
Jr., direr tor of the Texas DPS, 
said majqr crime in Texas for 
1957 was ub 9.2 per cent over the 
year 1956.

Most o f the increases, he said, 
came in urban areas, while rural 
areas experienced a decrease. ̂ Jr- 
ban was up in all catagorlos but 
one, while rural was down in all 
classifications but one.

Murder led all categories in 
the 157 increase with a total of 
1,084 such crimes — a 25.2 in­
crease over the previous year. 
Rape showed a 3.4 per cent de­

crease, robbery 10.4 per cent In­
crease, burglary 6.8 per cent in­
crease and auto theft 17.8 per 
cent Increase.

In comparing rural crimes 
with urban crimes, Garrison said 
murder was up in both Instances 
— rural up 13.4 per cent and ur­
ban 35.4 per cent. Auto theft in 
urban areas was up 21.2 per cent, 
robbery up 15.9 per cent in urban 
areas.

Among the leading decreases 
in rural crime for the year 1957 
came aggravated assault with 
10.6 per cen t. Next in line was a 
7.8 per cent decrease in rural 
thefts.

Congressman Omar Burleson

The Executive Department of 
the Government is finally be­
coming worried about foreign oil 
Imports. Their worry may be the 
same os ours from oil producing 
areas but we hope it will result 
in doing something about it.

Tire Administration has been 
given the power to limit oil im­
ports under Section 7 of the 1955 
Reciprocal Trade Act.

The President appointed a 
committee to study the question 
and report facts which it found. 
The committee found that im­
ports were excessive and institu­
ted a system of voluntary con­
trols. This simply means that 
they have asked the major oil 
importing companies to cut back 
on the imports. It  has not work­
ed very well.

There Is now indication that 
the President may Invoke man­
datory controls, and if this is the 
decision, the action should be 
coming right away.

Reciprocal Trade Agreements 
are up in the Congress for re­
newal, and the Administration is 
asking for extension of five years. 
The legislation is in considerable

Entitled “Economic Growth in 
the United States—Its Past and 
Future,” the statement called 
for "unending vigilance” by both 
individuals and government to 
assure that the most is made 
of the nation’s growth-producing 
potentials. It stressed improve 
ment of public education, con 
tinuous investment in enter' 
prise, increased private savings, 
mobility of both labor and capi­
tal, efficient management of 
business and of government, and 
rising foreign trade as among the 
essentials for growth.

more than four quarters of co­
verage in any one year.

I f you work for a railroad and 
do not work long enough to be­
come eligible for a Railroad an­
nuity, the time you worked on 
the railroad can count for Social 
Security quarters of coverage.

I f  you were in military service 
from the beginning o f World. 
War I I  up to January 1,1957, yon 
get credit for quarters o f cover­
age for the time you spent on 
active duty.

These quarters of coverage are 
used to determine cligilibillty 
for Social Security payments. 
They are not used to determine 
the amount of your Social Se­
curity Payment.

The first few pages of the

make payments possible you 
must have worked a certain len­
gth of time. This time Is measur­
ed in "quarters of coverage”. A 
quarter of coverage corresponds 
to a calender quarter of a year- 
January, February and March 
Is the first quarter - April, May 
and June the second, etc.

(1) You get one quarter of co­
verage for each quarter In which 
you are paid $50 or more In 
wages for most kinds of work.

(2) You get four quarters of 
coverage for each year In which 
you pay Self-Smployment tax on 
net earnings from self-employ­
ment of $400 or more.

(3) A farm worker gets one 
quarter of coverage for each 
$100 of creditable farm wages

Everyone who fishes for bass 
hopes some day to land a grand- 
pappy. Not they are any better 
eating . . .It is just the pride 
In catching one bigger than 
you’ve ever taken before.

Well, If you’ve tried everything 
else, here Is a suggostlon that 
may bo worth something. I t  has 
paid off. Whether It does for 
you may depend on luck as well 
as ability.

Some call It jigging. Actually 
it Is just plain horsin'. Tou might 
call it bottom fishing with a 
heavy rig. But It does, occasion­
ally, pay off with a big bass.

Naturally you must have good 
pass water. Always In bassy wa­
ter there is an area that looks 
good, but Is unworkable with 
light lines. You can do It, how­
ever, with a heavy rig.

The best spot Is at the base 
of big tree trunks that stick 
out of the water, or where there 
Is considerable brush under the 
water. Rig up your light salt 
water tackle, or use a good stiff 
action rod with a heavy reel 
loaded with from 20 to 30 pound 
test line.

The bait doesn't make too 
much difference, if It Is some­
thing that will attract the bass. 
Right now some of the fisher­
men arc using those black plas­
tic worms or black eels. They 
have a good heavy sinker on 
the terminal that will take the 
bait to the bottom. After It has 
had chance to settle down, work 
it only slightly and not too of­
ten. Just an occasional move­
ment up and down. The chances 
arc a big bass already has spot­
ted It. He’s not likely to be In 
a hurry to attack. You may 
spend a half-hour there, but 
don’t take the lure out. Finally 
the old bruiser can't stand it 
any longer and he rushes It.

Set your hook and start up, all 
with the same motion. Don’t 
give him a chance to wrap the 
line around a limb or crawl un­
der a fence. More depends upon 
your retrieve than, most any­
thing else. That’s the reason you 
need a good heavy line, one with 
which you can hoist him out.

When you are fishing for the 
big ones It is man against fish. 
I f  you land the fish you are the 
best. After you get him on the 
stringer find a new location and 
start all over again.

Will It work? Try It yourself. 
There Is another way you can 

use the same rig, except for the 
lure. This time use a deep run­
ning, large plug. You might even 
want a trailing jig. Troll It fast

lntregued him, so he made a 
skirt for an original lure and 
called It the Hawaiian Wlgg- 
ler.

It  didn't take long for this 
lure to catch on. Every man 
wanted one In his tackle box 
because It was a bass kller. Since 
that time Fred has gone on to 
his reward, but his Hawaiian 
Wlggler lives on. More than 14 
million of them have been sold.

Tills year a number of sliver 
Wlgglers have been made up for 
presentation to a few long-time 
users. I am proud to have one.

OAR FISHING — It  won’t be 
too long until gar fishing will 
be coming along again. Over 
near Madlsonvllle they are cat­
ching some of these big tackle 
busters already. Recently two 
were token In Blue Lake on the 
east side of the Trinity, about 
25 miles northeast of Madlson­
vllle.

One of them weighed 118 
pounds and the other 74, with 
more than a score of smaller 
ones.

The gars were taken in gill 
nets. However, they can be ta­
ken on rod and reel and there 
Is plenty of fight In doing It.

ICE FISHINO — We don’t 
have Ice fishing In this part of 
the country, but occasionally we 
do have some real chilly wea­
ther. Fishermen on Lake Tex- 
oma have found a way to help 
overcome some of the chill. They 
are using charcoal heaters In 
their boats.

Others use gasoline stoves for 
the same results.

While we believe In comfort, 
we hesitate to recommend a 
stove for a small boat. I t ’s tak­
ing a lot of chance, especially In 
a boat where there Is a gasoline 
tank or extra can of fuel.

Rocking of the boat, a gust o f 
wind or even excitement while 
boating a fish could cause a ter­
rible tragedy. I f  you’ve never 
seen a boat on fire in the middle 
of the lake, with Its passengers 
struggling In the water, we can 
tell you It’s not a pleasant sight 

Speaking of cold weather. Ear- 
ly morning fishing Is chilly even 
In late Spring. I f  you want the 
big economy size of warmth - - 
take along a Jon-e, Jumbo-slze 
warmer. It ’s a new self-storting, 
lighter-fluid type o f hand-war­
mer, only It's giant slzo.

Alladdin Laboratories o f Mln- 
neaopolls has just produced this 
big one, patterned after their 
famous llghter-slze hand-war 
mer. I t  has an easy starting, no 
flame heater, and also serves as 
a handy cigarette lighter. I ’m 
told they also have a belt that

their Flex-Minnow for spinning, 
trolling or casting. Sure hard to 
tell ’em from the real McCoy.

DE-LIAR — Oot a fisherman 
friend to whom you’d like to pre­
sent an Inexpensive little gift? 
Here’s something he'd apprec­
iate. It ’s only a $2 item but it’s 
quite a little gadget.

We’re talking about the fish­
erman's DE-LIAR, it's a com­
bination scale for weighing (up 
to 8 pounds) and a 24-lnch re­
tractable steel tape for measur­
ing length. Right clever little 
all-metal gauge that’s no big­
ger than a cigarette lighter. It ’s 
made by the Langley Corpora­
tion of San Diego. Calif. They 
have sold 3,000.000 of them the 
post ten years.
