In many states this or some 
nearby date is observed as a memorial to the soldiers of the Army of 
the Confederacy who, no less than those others, made the supreme 
sacrifice for the cause in which they believed.

It is meet and proper that these gallant dead, whether they 
wore khaki or blue or gray, should be held forever in fond remem­
brance. For they were brave men who did not hesitate to risk their 
lives that their beloved homeland might live.

But it is also meet and proper, it seems to us, to consider wheth­
er the youth of today are as ready as these sacred dead were, to fight 
and to die, if necessary, for their principles. We seem to sense a 
slackening among the youth of our land of the fervent patriotism 
which America s chiefest glory in the days when our nation was 
younger. We hear young men say that they would not risk their 
lives for their country, as their fathers did. We have noted the polls 
of students in our great universities in which an appalling number 
have declared that they would not take up arms in defense of 
America.

If such a feeling is general among the youth of our land, then it 
far more serious matter than mere unemployment or financialis a

distress. If through some failure on the part of our institutions, our 
schools, our churches, our home training, we are raising a generation 
which feels no such devotion to the principles ol liberty and inde­
pendence as once made every young Aemrican eager to go to war in 
their defense, then our nation is in a sorry case.

We do not believe that such spirit prevails generally. We do 
not believe that the young men of America have become so infected 
with the germ of internationalism that th«y no longer look upon their 
own country as the greatest, the most glorious, the finest place in the 
whole world.

Many will be the prayers ollercd on Memorial Day at the graves 
of those who died honorably on the field of battle. Let it he the fer­
vent prayer of every true American on that day that the honor which 
fiends expression in unselfish self sacrifice for country and for prin­
cip le  m ay not perish from those who are to take our places.

Section 1. That Article IX of the 
Conatitution of Texas be amended 
by adding thereto a aection to b- 
Section S, which ahall proride: 

“Section 3. (1) Holding the be­
lief th a t the highest degree of local 
eelf government which ia conaiatent 
w ith the efficient conduct of thorn- 
affair*  by neccaaity lodged in the 
N ation and the S tate will prove 
moat reeponaive to the will of th  • 
people, and rcault to reward their 
diligence and intelligence by g rea t­
er economy and efficiency in their 
local governmental affair*, it hereby 
ia ordained:

“ (2) Any county haviug a popu­
lation of aixty-two thousand (62,- 
000) or more according to the then 
laat Federal Censua may adopt a 
County Home Rule Charter, to em­
brace thoae powera appropripatc 
hereto, within the apccifir lim ita 
tiona hereinafter provided.

or other defined political aubdivi. 
sion (which is a governmental agen- 
cy and embraced within the boun- 
daries of the county) be tran s­
ferred, either as to some or all of the 
functions thereof, and yielded to tlx 
control of the adm inistrative body 
of the county. No such transfer >r 
yielding of functions may be e f ­
fected, unless the proposal is sub­

er were reposed in, or im pend upon, 
the yielding governmental agency. 
Particularly , it ia provided th a t the 
power to create funded indebtedness 
and to levy taxes in support there­
of may be exercised only by such 
procedures, aud w ithin such limits, 
as uow are, or hereafter may be, pro­
vided by law to control such up 
portionate other governmental agcii- 
eic* were they to be independently 
adm inistered.
