931 were women. There were 9,400 
single men and 9,879 single women 
reported. Married couples, both 65 
years old or older, on the relief rolls 
totaled 6,358, while there were V,- 
693 married couples recorded in 
which either the min or woman bad 
reached the age of 65.

Similar statistic* wore compiled on 
relief client* 70 years old and older. 
There wero 24,832 eueh clients is 
December.

Bexar county bad the greatest 
number of clients in the 65-year-old 
clsssifieatios, 2,357. Harris county 
had 2,348, but Dallas county had the 
surprisingly low total of 813.

Belief funds required to care for 
these more than 40,000 relief clients 
in December amounted to $328,078.- 
50, administrators reported.
