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Washington, March 23.— President 
Booeevelt Friday signed the defi­
ciency appropriation bill providing 
$60,000,000 for crop and feed loans. 
Funds for such loans will be avail­
able within a week, Oov. William 
I. Myers of the farm credit admin, 
istration announced Friday night.

Governor Myers said the emer­
gency loan wilt be made only to 
farmers who are unable to obtain 
elsewhere supplies, feed or the neces­
sary credit to purchase such items, 
and not to any applicant who can 
obtain credit from any other source.

As in the paast, applications for 
emergency crop loans will be made 
to the county crop loan committees 
already aet up in most counties.

Loans will be made only to appli­
cants who are co-operating directly 
with the production control program 
of the AAA or who are not proposing 
to increase their 1935 production in 
a way detrimental to the success of 
the program.

Maximum Loan $600
Myers said that the maximum em­

ergency loan to one farmer this year 
is $500 and the minimum is $10, but 
no olan for the growing or har- 
vetsing of crops may be made in an 
amount greater than is actually need­
ed in each case to purchase seed and 
fertiliser necessary for production. 
The fund is appropriated specifi­
cally for emergency purposes and 
must be used to assist the maximum 
number of such needs. He also point­
ed out a conisderable part o f the 
funds must be used to assist farm­
ers whose operating resources have 
been depleted temporarily as a result 
of the doruth last summer. Conse­
quently these farmers are now in 
need of emergency loans to begin 
the now crop year.

The maximum amount that may be 
borrowed peT sere for cotton is $4 
without fertiliser and $4.60 where 
fertiliser is used. For grain erops, 
including peanuts, the maximum is 
$3 without fertiliser and $4.60 where 
commercial fertiliser is used. Al­
lowances for the purpose of sum­
mer fallowing may not exceed $1 
per aere.

Loans will also be made for pro­
duction and purchase of feed for live 
stock, but not for purchssing live 
stock or machinery, or for the pay­
ment of Uses, debts or Interest on 
debts.

Limits A n  Outlined
As in the case of olans for crop 

production those for growing or pur- 
1 chasing feed for live etock must eor- 
1 respond to the actual cash produc­
ing or purchasing cost with due con­
sideration to prevailing costs of feed, 
seed, fertiliser or other items in the 
community in whleh the loan is 
made. Loans for production or pur­
chase of live stock feed will be limit­
ed to the amounts required until the 
time when the borrower’s pasturage, 
forage or grain erops are available; 
and may not exceed $10 per head per 
month for horses and mules; $4.60 
for cattle, 50e for sheep, 35c for 
goats, $1 for hogs and $1 per aere 
for forage crops.

Where farmers are Unants the 
max mum amount of loans to the 
Unants of one andowaer in one coun­
ty may not exceed $1,000 or $2,500 
in counties designated as primary 
drouth areas. The maximum amount 
of loans U  members of one household 
who are oecupanU of the same farm 
or tenants of the same landowner, 
is $500, unless otherwise approved 
by the manager of the regional crop 
and feed loan office.

| Security for the crop loans consist 
of a first lien on the erops financed 
or on lve stock fed. TennanU must 
obtain a waiver from the landowner 
subordinating his interest in the 
erops grown with loan proceeds; but 
the landowner is in no way obligated 
for repayment of such loans, 

j Loans are distributed by the fed­
eral erop and feed loan office at 
Memphis, Dallas and Bt Louis.

Borrowers who obtain loans of 
$100 or leas will resolve It in one 
initial payment, while loans in ex- 
sea of $100 may be paid in In-

Lamp Design Important
The illustration at upper left shows 

just what I mean. The reader liter­

Proper Light Aids Comfort

You know, science warns 
against the possible danger to eyes 
from laving harsh contrasts between 
the light on our books or papers and ■ 
the surrounding area. For, it says, ' 
when the eyes Took up from the page 
into the room—as they often do with­
out our realising it—they must "shift 
gears.'* so t-> «i»-..k; ami this lends to 
tire them and induce strain.

Where Twin* Craws

BIAS BAY IS LAIR 
OF MODERN PIRATES

Sinister Activities Masked 
by Agriculture.

Washington.—Tbs odd plrats “In­
dus try” of Biss Bay, China, where 
70 children were spectacularly res­
cued recently by British warships 
and airplanes, aftsr they had been 
held by pirates for two and u half 
days, la described In a bulletin 
from the National Geographic so­
ciety.

“For many years tbs district 
around Blaa Bay has had an unsav­
ory reputation as the headquarters 
of pirate gangs who Infest tbs 
coast” says the bulletin. “Outward­
ly the 10,000 people of the Blaa 
Bay region are peaceful farmers, 
bot agriculture merely masks more 
sinister activities. Blaa Bay resi­
dents are always ready to land 
booty from captured ships and to 
dispose of It through regular re­
ceivers of stolon goods.

Mow Ships Wore Boarded.
“During the old sailing daya those 

freebooters usually stopped passing 
ahlps by the simple method of 
stretching i  cable between two 
Junks; then, as tha rope waa caught 
by the victim’s bows, tbs Junka 
could be swung alongside, so that 
the boarding ef a vessel was an 
easy matter.

“ With the coming of steamships, 
tbelr technique changed to board­
ing the steamers as passengers 
and, at the right moment, taking 
possession, then forcing Ita officers 
to sail tbo ship Into Bias Bay for 
looting. When riding a Chinese 
coastal steamer today, one Is com­
paratively safe from these piratical 
attacks, but ba has the feeling of 
being aboard a floating Jail or prison 
ship, because the first class quar­
ters and the bridge are usually sep­
arated from the rest of tbo ship by 
heavy Iron grills, and all the ship's 
officers are armed like policemen.

"Many thrilling tales ar» told of 
pirate raids on coastal shipping, 
featured by unusual bravery against 
heavy odda. Officers sometimes use 
deep sea leads and other ready wea­
pons In pacifying pirates, and Brit­
ish Judges at Hongaong and Shang­
hai deal quick Justice to captured 
outlaws Death Is the penalty for 
cut-throat leaders.

Origin of Coots of Arms
Traced to Israel Tribe*

The origin of coats of arms Is 
lost In tha mists of antiquity. The 
twelve tribes of I*rt»l each had Its 
dtoUngulshlng mark, and the clns- 
alcal heroes of Homer aud Ovid hud 
simple figures on their sHleld*. The 
angle on the ensign of the Herman 
legions waa an apt token of their 
strength and soaring ambition. In 
Ilka fashion, notes a writer In the 
Now Fork Herald Tribune, the early 
nations adopted various animals as 
fitting symbols of some prevailing 
trait of national character. The 
Athenians used the owl, a symbol 
of wisdom. A bear, signifying 
strength, wae the Goth's Insignia. 
The Saxons chose the horse, for 
strength and speed, an emblem 
which has come down and Is even 
now Included In the arms of the 
king of England

It waa not until the time of the 
Crusaders that Individuals began 
wearing distinguishing marks. The 
earlier Crusaders (tainted crosses 
on their shields to denote their mis­
sion. Hut later the various leaders

But In 1023 
the government decided to discon­
tinue the distribution of this great 
quantity of aeed since It was only 
commercial garden seed anch as 
could be bought from any good seed 
house and did not necessarily rep­
resent varieties better than tboet 
In common uao.

Paris.—The tide of emigration of 
European workers to the United 
States lias deflultcly been halted, 
statistics on file with the American 
consulate service In I’arls revealed, 
as legislation was being presented 
in Washington for further restric­
tion on Immigration, says William 
Parker In the Cblcugo Herald-Ex­
aminer.

1934,

alongside the yoar of |M2I when only 
22.633 foreign-bom persons entered 
America to make It their future 
home.

Since high tide In Immigration 
was reached In 1807, under stimu­
lus of the flrst Russian revolution 
when M L M  foreigners entered the 
United States aa permanent resi­
dents, there has been a gradual de­
cline

Quotas Not Filled.
In 1933, doe to deportations, al­

most as many aliens were debarred 
or deported as were sdmlted

Of late years, due to the Ameri­
can Immigration set of March 2, 
11*29. the quotH* of France. Bel­
gium and Switzerland have not 
been filled. In IWO Belgium bad a 
N i b  of 1.304. vet 1 I7S of this 
total was unused; France had a 
quota of 3,066 and only 280 French 
derided America would be a better 
place In which to live.

The years o f the depression In 
America saw thousands of foreign­
ers go hack to their land of nativ­
ity. In an ebb-tide romparahle with 
the early years of the World war 
when patriotism sent hack a great 
number of Europeans who had gone 
to the United States to live. Those 
who have come hack since the de­
pression have found themselves fac­
ing terms In the army.

Military Service Forced.
France. Italy, Poland and some of 

the Balkan states do not recognise 
naturalization of their subjects 
nhroad, and If they return to their 
native land must serve the requisite 
military terms.

Incidentally. France Is possibly 
the most difficult of all countries In 
which for a foreigner to become nat­
uralized. A si>eclfled number of 
years residence Is required; and 
police make a careful Invesflration 
of the public and private life of 
the applicant. On top of these the 
applicant Is consldertd on his gen­
eral education and whether be 
could by reason o f Isngnsge and 
temperament be assimilated Into 
the French race. After passing 
these rigorous tests, no new citizen 
can hold official or quasi official 
post for ten years after naturaliza­
tion.

Receive Checks Totaling 

$63,120 For March
Autaiu,—Checks totaling #63,120 

were being marled this week from the 
Texaa Belief Commission to 80 Texas 
colleges to cover March expenses of 
the Federal Emergency Belief Ad­
ministration’s student aid program.

Number o f students to benefit by 
the grant will not be konwn until the 
end o f the month, but it in antici­
pated that the payroll will be ap­
proximately the same as the Febru­
ary list of 4,613. February expenses 
totaled #63,123.30.

Work of the students is divid’ d 
into two classifications: lutramu 
ml and txtramur.il. Of Die former, 
numbering 4.296 in February, the 
largest portion, 1,426, were engaged 
in office clerical work; 716 were em­
ployed n libraries and museums; 511 
were employed os laboratory assist­
ants; 891 worked as research assist­
ants, 194 were employed reading and 
grading pap.:*. 1,158 were employ­
ed miscellaneous!.! on campus beau 
tlfication projects, .mproving ath­
letic fields, tennis courts snd golf 
eouraes, and other outside activi.ies.

Extramural stncdnt employes to­
taled 317. Of these, 80 were employ­
ed in varioue capacities iu municipal 
recreational programs; 73 gave in­
struction to illiterates, 71 were exn 
ployed in health and welfare work; 
and 93 were employed on special 
community projects, particularly car 
ing for the grounds of public bmld 
logs.
