In Studying Painting*

The X-ray, probing beneath tht 
surface of famous paintings, hat 
aided modern art students by re­
vealing the technique of old mas. 
ters and determining the authentici­
ty of questioned paintings, a display 
of more than 100 photographs at 
Harvard university's Fogg art mu­

Fore»t Fire* Decrease 
Game and Fi*h Supply

rtre* probably destroy more for­
est fair,# and fish, directly and in­
directly. than guns of aU the hunt­
ers and kooks of aU the anglers. 
Thus does the United States forest 
service summarise th* toll levied on 
wildlife by forest fires. 90 per cent 
of which arc caused by users of the 
woodlands and are largely prevent­
able.

Reports of gam* experts tell of 
natural breeding place* of bird* and 
animals, th* nests, eggs, and even 
the young destroyed by fires Th* 
cool water* of woodland streams. In 
which so many game fish are found, 
become too warm when the forest 
cover 1* destroyed. Trees tend to 
keep cool the stratum of air overly­
ing the water and prevent th* 
stream bed and surrounding ground 
from absorbing th* heat of tha sun 
during the day. Furthermore, th* 
lye In wood ashes dissolved In the 
streams destroys th* aquatic Ufa 
upon which fish feed.

Forest fire* eventually affect th* 
floor of lakes and streams as much 
as th* forest door. There Is less 
control of run-off water when th* 
forest cover disappears, so that wa­
ter level* rise and fall more rapidly. 
Both tend to destroy the aquatic 
plants and smaller animals on which 
fish depend tor food.

"Forests." says the forest aerv- 
lc*. "furnish three essentials of wild­
life . food, breeding grounds, snd 
protection. Green forests mean 
wUdlif*. Forest Area mean destruc­
tion."
