Flea Hoppers Are 
Disturbing Some 
Cotton Crops
Special to the Plainsman

A number o f Floyd County cot 
ton growers have become alarmed in 
regard to the damage being done by 
flea hopper». A number have taken 
step* to control these pests. Thla 
control can be accomplished by dust 
ing when there la a sufficient num 
ber of insect» present to cause dam 
age. Some farmer» feel that the»# 
Insects will attack their cotton and 
they are obtaining a profit by merely 
applying dust Just aa soon aa the 
cotton la old enough to begin to fruit 
But It must be remembered that the 
dusting methods are expensive and ii. 
many case» It ha» been found that 
the entire damage cannot always be 
contributed to leaf hopper»

A number of cotton leaf hopper 
counts have been made on the Ini 
gated section of the county and In l 
each o f these fields It was found 
that the damage at thl» time was not 
serious So It la plain to see that 
there la no point In dusting unless 
Insects occur In sufficient number to 
cause damage Any cotton grower 
can easily determine this damage by 
the following methods:

Locate five points In each field 
Examine 100 terminal buds which are 
the growing tips of 100 plants at

The second method is by construct 
Ing a butterfly net of black cloth 
Make 100 sweeps with this net pa* 
sing the net across the tips o f the 
cotton plant brushing the tops of the 
plants over which the net passes. 
100 sweeps of the net will be com 
parable to examining 100 terminal 
buds. I f  from 15 to 25 flea hopper- 
are found per 100 terminal buds or 
per 100 sweeps the Infestation Is 
sufficiently high to warrant the ap 
plication o f sulphur. Of course, one 
should take Into consideration such 
factors aa the moisture and growing 
condition of the plants. There would 
be no point in dusting If the cotton 
suffered from the lack o f moisture 
and was not growing or able to put 
on fruit

The first application should be 
made when the Infestation 1« as 
above and a finely ground sulphur 
at the rate of 93 to 95 per cent pas 
sing through a 325 mesh screen 
should be used Apply from 12 to 20 I 
pounds of sulphur per acre per appll 
cation depending upon the slxe of the 
cotton dusted Applications should 
be made at an interval of seven days 
as long as the hoppers are injurious.

(Note) The net for making flea 
hopper infestation counta is made as 
follows:

Use broom handle or l<oe hadnle 
and to this attach a stiff wire loop 
16 Inches In diameter. A funnel 
shaped bag 24 to 36 Inches In depth 
should be attached to this loop It 1» 
suggested that the bag be made of 
blue or black percale to enable one 
to see the small light colored flea 
hoppers better against the black 
background

Tell 
him that his body grows tall and 
strong during slumber Lei nun 
feel that the ability to gel to sleep 
quickly la an accomplishment in 
which to take great pride

Shota him what it is to relax 
Tell him to pretend that he la • rag 
doll and has no bones In his body. 
Have him close his eyes and make 
himself perfectly limp Then lift 
each leg and arm. one at a tuna, 
and let It drop back on to the bed. 
Tell him he must not move, after 
you have "relaxed' him. Pat tho 
small cheeks, and tell him to make 
his face so soft that It will feel as 
though the fleah is dropping right off 
the bones Stroke hla forehead gen­
tly. and tell him to let his brains sag 
dowui ao that his head feela Ilka a 
big empty ball

"Make a game of getting settled 
quickly Children love any kind of 
game, and if there are two to lake a
nap. it la fun to hava a competition 
to see which can get to sleep ftrat. 
Tell the youngater to take alow, 
deep breaths, pretending that he la 
already asleep.

‘ It you read aloud, choose poetry 
rather than Action, because c lo u  at* 
tention to and the possible excite­
ment of a story will tend to dis­
courage sleep, while the measured 
rhythm of poetry, particularly If
