AMENDMENTS MEET 
LEGISLATIVE BARRIERS

Austin, Texas- Proposed chan­
ges in the constitution have had 
rough sledding this session.

Only one such resolution has 
cleared both houses. A half doz­
en or so more have progressed 
from the House to the Senate, 
but action there has been slow.

The one which ha« received 
final legislative approval would 
provide means of financing an 
estimated 45 million dollars in 
construction at fourteen of the 
state’s colleges and ten millions 
more at the University uf Texas 
and five million at A&M Col­
lege.

It will he submitted at a spe­
cial election Aug. 2.3.

Topping the docket, with ap­
parently the best chance of final 
action, is a resolution hy Rep. 
Ray Kilpatrick, Trenton, 
would authorize the stati 
grant welfare aid to spastics and 
other physically and mentally 
handicapped not otherwise eli­
gible for public welfare.

A new system of legislative 
meetings is proposed in the one 
next to the top of the Senate 
calendar. It is by Rep. John L. 
Crosthwait, Dallas.

“ Also, there is hereby levied, in 
addition to all other taxes per­
mitted by the constitution of 
Texas, a state ad valorem tax

CONSTITUTIONAL AM ENDM ENT TO 
LIMIT PRESIDENTIAL TERM ?

The probability is that a constitutional 
amendment will be submitted to the var­
ious states, designed to set an eight-year 
limit on the office of President.

The issue has been discussed in this 
country for many years. It arose when 
Theodore Roosevelt ran for office but was 
more widely discussed, of course, when 
Franklin I). Roosevelt ran his third‘ term.

There are many Americans who think 
that it would be wise to limit the term of 
a President to eight years. They fear that 
an occupant of the presidential office 
might manage to create conditions that 
would practically insure his reelection. 
There are other Americans who doubt that 
this is a threat to the Republic and main­
tain that the people of the nation should 
have a right to maintain a President in 
office as long as they wish to do so.

HEAT ABOVE THE EARTH?
It has been assumed that the empera- 

ture of the atmosphere above the earth, 
after a height of seven miles, would show 
a constant temperature of about sixty- 
seven degrees below zero Fahrenheit.

The long-accepted theory is put into 
question by thermometers in rockets. The 
instruments recorded the heat up to seven­
ty-five miles and disclosed at least two 
torrid zones. The first occurred between 
the thirty and forty mile mark, where tem­
perature readings were around 170 de­
grees. Then, for about ten miles, the read­
ings dropped to from eighty to 150 degrees 
below zero. The second torrid zone was 
found from fifty to seventy-five miles up, 
with heat of 212 degrees recorded and the 
scientists concluding that the maximum is 
probably 638 degrees.

If the readings recorded are correct, the 
experimental use of rockets has developed 
some new information for mankind. The 
effect of this discovery, in application to 
mundane affairs, will have to await the 
activity of scientists.

MIXING STATE AN D CHURCH
The American people has not paid much 

attention to the recent decision of the Su­
preme Court, by which the tribunal in a 
five-to-four decision, upheld the use of pub- 
lix tax funds in certain states to pay for 
school buses operated to and from paroch­
ial schools.

Justice Rutledge, in his dissenting opin­
ion. pointed out that the purpose of sec­
tarian education is the propagation of a 
certain form of religious beliefs. Teachers, 
books, classrooms, school equipment and 
transportation are used for the purpose. 
He points out that the design of the first 
amendment was to exclude religion and 
religious education from the public func­
tions surrported by the state.

Frank I>*rner. recently writing in PM, 
the New York tabloid daily, suggests that 
it will be disastrous if the United States 
yields any further to the drive for state 
support of religious establishments. He 
says, as Madison pointed out long ago, 
the whole point about separating church 
and state is to take the question of reli­
gious education out of politics. Once it is 
admitted, there will be competition be­
tween various sects for state funds and 
state support and finally for state power.

Mrs. Lerner says that “ religious con­
troversies are fatal to democracy” and 
that “ the only way to avoid them is to* 
stick to th** rigid separation of church and 
state and especially of church schools and 
state funds.”

Justice Rutledge insists that the price 
we must pay for religious liberty is double. 
One is the effort to keep the state from 
interfering in th** way a man worships his 
God. The other is the effort to keep 
churches from using state Strength to pro­
pagate one particular version of religious 
truth. Both prices must be paid if the 
people of this county expect to retain reli­
gious liberty.

That the residents of Baird 
may express their desire in re­
gard to the city building a muni­
cipal lake to provide an abun­
dance of soft pure water for the 
town’s use, members of the Cal- 
fnhan County Club voted unani­
mously to ask the city officials 
to present the proposition to the 
voters at the earliest possible 
time.

The plan 
would be to vote an amount of 
the cost in revenue bonds and the 
balance in tax bonds. The gen­
eral consensus of the group was 
to urge the council to call an 
election, stating all facts and 
figures on the cost of construct­
ing a lake, that the voters might 
express their desires at the polls.

At the opening of the meeting

the crowd, stating that the cigars 
had l*elonged to J. H. Grimes, 
who passed uway recently, and 
his daughter, Miss Isadora 
Grimes, wished for tnem to he 
given to his friends.

The need of a building for the 
school band was presented to 
the club.
