Farmers haven't always been in such dire

financial shape.

Since the implementation of the first federal
farm program in 1933, farmers have had many

good years financially.

“Under the farm programs in the 1930s, '40s and
part of the '50s, Americans saw the greatest ag-
machine that has ever been, and Americans were
eating cheaper than anyone else in the world,”
said B. M. Nelson, owner and publisher of the

Castro County News.

Prior to 1933, American farmers operated under
a free enterprise system. The stock market crash

nation facing the most stubborn and complicated
economic problems in American history.

EARLY FARM PROGRAMS

President Franklin D. Roosevelt's “New Deal"”
included a federal farm program designed to
control the production of basic commodities to
keep supply in line with demand and to place a
price floor under the value of these commodities
to protect producers from wild market fluctua-
tions. In return, farmers had to comply with desig-

. nated production controls.

What eventually evolved was a farm program
basically simple to administer, widely approved by
producers, and of very little cost to the federal

government.

The program called for a guaranteed govern-
ment loan program with rigid price supports of
90% of parity (a fair price based on the cost of
production) for all basic commodities grown on
allotted acres specified by the Secretary of Agri-
culture for each individual producer.

The producer could place his commodities in the
loan program for a specified time and receive a
price equal to 90% of parity immediately, or he
could sell on the open market, whichever was

higher.

If he placed his commodities in the loan program,
he could redeem them at any time before the ex-
piration of the loan contract and sell his product on
the open market if the market price exceeded the
loan value and storage costs.

The commodities in the loan program that were
not redeemed went into storage through the Com-
modity Credit Corporation, a government agency
empowered to dispose of the stored commodities

under certain guidelines.

Each year, before planting time, the Secretary of
Agriculture would announce publicly what the
price supports and acreage allotments would be for
the following year, and a two-thirds majority of
the farmers participating in the program and
voting had to approve the program for it to be

legal and functional.

The program remained virtually unchanged until

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Puzzled, disturbed, ap-

short days since the
atrocity, as the events
developed, compassion

and sympathy for the
bereaved families with
loved ones killed in the
massacre, was probably
the dominant feelings of
their countrymen.

The marines are in
Lebanon as part of a multi-
national peacekeeping
force. Their presence
there is not in the role of
combatants, but they are
being set upon by various
factions of a population
engaged in a never-ending
civil war, aided and
abetted by trouble-makers
from other countries. It
appears to be an untenable
situation, with no clear
. means of acceptable disen-
gagement. If anyone has a
solution to the problem I
am sure our national
leaders would give it
serious consideration.

Then Tuesday morning
the national news media
appraised us of the fact
that marines had landed
on Grenada, a small island
in the Caribbean Ocean,
and that a battle was in
progress for control of the
island. We had known for
some time that Cubans
and Russians were in the
process of building landing
strips to accommodate
larger airplanes. No hint
of military action to stop
the project had ever been
given. It can’t develop into
a very big war in its
present location. There is
not enough room to
accommodate very large
armies, but what the
repercussions will be is
anybody's guess.

It’s like I said. People in
the United States, and the
world over, are puzzled,

disturbed, apprehensive,
angry, etc. We are well
aware of the fact that a
very short fuse can
explode a very large
bomb.

Potter
County Justice of the
Peace Roy Byrd acted as
coroner.

Four sentenced
in district court

Three men from Dim-
mitt and one from Hart
were sentenced last week
in 242nd district court,
Judge Marvin Marshall

presiding.
Earnest Smith Jr. of
Dimmitt, was charged

with theft over $200, was
sentenced to four years in
the Texas Department of
Correction (TDC) facility
at Huntsville. The defend-
ant gave notice of appeal
to the Amarillo Court of
Appeals. Judge Marshall
set a $10,000 appeal bond,
which Smith must post to
remain out of jail during
the appeal.

Juan Oltivero Jr. of
Dimmitt was given a 10
year felony probation

sentence on a burglary
charge. He was ordered to
pay restitution of $3,404.59
and will have a 10 p.m.
nightly curfew.

Judge Marshall revoked
the probation of Alfredo
Tenorio, 32, of Hart, and
ordered him to serve 8
years in the TDC.

Jimmy Garcia, 19, of
Dimmitt, pled guilty to the
May 8 burglary of a
storage room at the mini
storage buildings in Dim-
mitt. He was assessed a
six year felony probation
sentence, ordered to pay a
fine of $750 and restitution
of $166.15. He also was
ordered to reimburse
Castro County for a court
appointed lawyer ($125).

The national
farmer made money, and

economy flourished, the
food was cheap.”

BACK TO FREE ENTERPRISE
The supply-management concept of federal farm
programs ended in about 1977, when the govern-

Cotton crops need
warm, dry weather

Castro County ginners
are wary of making any
predictions in the after-
math of the early freeze
and last week’s rains.

Most gins in the county
were just getting started
when the rains hit Oct. 9.

Farmers Gin in Flagg

had ginned 200 bales
before the rain and
manager Clay Davis re-
ported that the early
freeze had done some
damage to the cotton
already ginned. sl

thought it looked pretty
good,”” he said. But the
grades weren’t as good as
Davis expected.

Several inches of rain in
addition to the early
freeze, is not expected to
help the cotton crops.

‘“Just driving around, I
haven'’t seen a lot of cotton
out on the ground,’’ Davis
said. ‘“Probably the
quality will be damaged
worse than the yield.”

Five Point Farmers Gin,
Hart Producers Co-op,
North Gin and Castro
County Co-op had just
begun ginning when the
rains started.

Easter Community Gin
has not ginned any cotton
yet, but with the early
freeze and rain, manager
Thomas Gage said he is
guessing that the damage
will range from 25 to 30
percent.

‘“The rain didn't do any
good,’’ said Mike Bryant of
Five Point Farmers Gin.
“It is going to hurt some,
but until we get some
grades back, there is no
way to tell how much.”

L. J. Rice of Hart
Producers Co-op said his
gin had ginned 252 bales
before the rain. ‘It was
looking pretty ‘' good, but
most we ginned was still
pretty green,’’ he said.

Rice said it was hard to
tell how much damage the
rain did. ‘“‘If it clears off I
don’t think it will hurt it
too much, but if it hangs on
(the cold, damp weather)
for two or three weeks I
think it will hurt the
grades."”

Cotton prices are rang-
ing from 50 to 55 cents a
pound, and seeds are
selling for about $160 a ton.

Lebanon bombing
prompts petition

A Dimmitt woman is so
upset over the deaths of
more than 200 Marines in
Beirut that she’s circulat-
ing a petition questioning
the US military presence
in Lebanon.

“I think a lot of
Americans are wondering,
as I am, why our country
put our boys in this
position,”’ said Tomi
Poteet. ‘‘I think we need to
question why we're there.
If we are there for a
purpose, then let's do our
job and get out.”

More than 200 Marines
and sailors were killed and
many others injured when
a terrorist drove a bomb-
laden truck into a three-
story command post build-
ing in Beirut before dawn
Sunday. The blast levelled

the headquarters-bar-
racks building, killing
most of those inside.

The suicide bombing

was the bloodiest attack
against the US military
since Vietnam. At the
same time, more than 20
French paratroopers were
killed in a similar attack at
their command post a mile
from the Marine base.

Mrs. Poteet, whose son
Kevin is stationed with the
Air Force in Germany,
said, ‘I don’t know any of
the boys in Lebanon
personally, but it really
hits home when I see those
boys on TV, in the
aftermath of this, and it's
apparent that their morale
is so low.”

Americans are among
military personnel from
four nations serving as a
United Nations peace-
keeping force in Lebanon,
at the request of the
Lebanese government.
The peacekeeping mission
is an effort to restore
stability to Lebanon in the
wake of the invasion and
occupation by Israel and
internal strife by warring
factions.

Mrs. Poteet is distribut-
ing copies of her petition to

local stores this week,
hoping enough persons will
sign them to influence a
vote or two in Congress.
She said she also hopes to
get her petition circulated
in Lubbock, Amarillo and
other area cities.

Here’s the wording of
Mrs. Poteet's petition:

ANOTHER VIETNAM?
LET’S BRING OUR BOYS
HOME ALIVE!

‘“We, as Americans, are
aware of our military
involvement in Lebanon.
The conscience of this
involvement is question-
able.

‘“‘As the news media has
reported the last incident
that has happened in that
faraway land, we should
begin to ask ourselves,
‘Just why are we there?’
We are a fair and patriotic
nation and would like to
see all nations be as lucky
as we are to be living in a
democratic country.

‘“So again, why are we
there?

““Our American fighting
men are not afraid to fight
anywhere, anytime, but
again, why can’t they be
allowed to defend them-
selves while on duty in a
foreign country?

“If you will sign this
petition, also write your
congressman, maybe then
the American people’ will
make their voice heard
once again.”

ment went back to the free enterprise system.

There were no controls; farmers could plant
what and how much they wanted, and they didn't
have to report acres.

The unbridled production, plus unforeseen em-
bargoes (Nixon's soybean embargo, and Carter’s
grain embargo) led to a tremendous surplus of all
commodities, and prices fell well below the cost of
production.

At the end of the 1982-83 marketing year, the
carryover of cotton was 7.9 million bales; soybeans,
455 million bushels; corn, 3.4 billion bushels;
wheat, 1.5 billion bushels; and rice, 68.2 million
hundredweight.

Analysts estimated that by the end of the 1982
harvest, the US was storing up to 60% of the
world's grain supply. There was no place left
to store anything.

PIK PROGRAM

The administration, realizing that drastic
measures were needed, adopted the Payment-in-
Kind Program, in 1983.

Faced with another year of record low prices,
almost 90% of the nation's eligible farmers agreed
to take from one-fourth to one-half of their acreage
out of production in exchange for “crop swap”
commodities.

PIK was necessary, and farm leaders and econ-
omists concur that it will help farmers financially,
and that it has reduced surpluses.

The problem is, it is estimated that the 1983
farm program — including PIK — is going to cost
taxpayers in excess of $21 billion. That compares
with a cost of no more than $3.5 billion in the
1970’s.

“The old farm programs (middle '50s to middle
'60s) didn't cost nearly that much,” King said.
“Paid diversion would have been a lot cheaper.”

“The government claimed that the farm pro-
grams (in the '30s, '40s and early '50s) didn't cost

them anything,” B. M. Nelson said. “The sale of
loan products covered all the money the govern-
ment invested in the program.”

1984 PROGRAMS

Farm leaders are extremely critical of the 1984
farm programs.

The 1984 wheat program is a scaled-down
version of the '83 PIK Program, and the feed
grain program calls for a 10% acreage reduction
(with no payments). The cotton program has not
been announced, but leaders are pleading for
strong production controls.

“The wheat program is not as good as the pro-
gram last year,” said Bill Nelson, president of
Texas Wheat Producers. "And the USDA has
estimated that only 53% of the producers will
participate in 1984.

“Alack of participation means farmers will over-
produce again and we will have a continued period
of oversupply and low prices.”

“We hear we're coming out of the depression
era, but I don't see that here,” said B. M. Nelson.

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Officials argue over
quality of stored corn

Displaying the results of
Texas Department of
Agriculture (TDA) inspec-
tions of federally-owned
corn stored in a Panhandle
warehouse,  Agriculture
Commissioner Jim High-
tower said recently the
corn ‘‘is going to hell when
it ought to be going to West
Texas.”

Officials at the U.S.
Department of Agriculture
have claimed that this
corn is of good quality and
therefore is too valuable to
release to drought-strick-
en ranchers, Panhandle
corn growers, however,
had told Commissioner
Hightower and Governor
Mark White that the corn
is of low quality and should
be released to the ranch-
ers.

‘“We decided the best
way to settle this factual
dispute was simply to
make an official inspection
of the corn,”” Hightower
said. ‘““‘Accordingly, I
asked the Texas Depart-
ment of Agriculture super-
visor of grain warehouse
inspection, Darrell Ketch-
um, to inspect the corn
being stored at the largest
storage facility.”

On Oct. 6 and 7, TDA
inspectors pulled 86 repre-
sentative samples from
the PLB Grain Storage
Corporation in Plainview,
Texas. The samples were
then delivered for analysis
to the Lubbock Grain
Inspection and Weighing
Company, an independent,
federally-certified labora-

- tory.

““We have received the
results of these tests,
which show quite clearly

- that the federal govern-

ment’s corn not only is of
low quality, but actually is
in much worse shape than
we had suspected,’”’ High-
tower said. ‘‘The lab’s
analysis shows that, of the
22,660,215 bushels stored in
this warehouse, 77 percent
of it has seriously deterior-
ated and more than 53
percent is now below the
quality  allowable for
human consumption.

_—

“The corn in the PLB
warehouse averaged 19.72
percent damage, nearly
one-third more damage
than the 15 percent limit
allowed in corn for human
consumption. A lot of it is
much worse off than that
— it's moldy, it’s musty,
it’s weevilly. A great deal
of it is no longer even fit to
feed to sheep or goats —
the only thing it can still be
used for is cattle feed, and
some of it won’t be fit to
use as anything but filler
by the time the winter’s
over,” Hightower added.

Richard Goldberg, head
of the Agriculture Depart-
ment’'s commodity pro-
grams, disagreed with the
TDA results.

‘“After Texas officials
found 46 samples of the
lowest grade corn, the
owners of the elevator
went in and found only 10
samples,”’ Goldberg said.

Sen. Lloyd Bentsen, has
requested a USDA inquiry
into apparent discrepan-
cies between federal and
state inventories of the
quality of CCC owned
grain stored in the
elevator complex in Plain-
view.

showed 53 percent of the 21
million bushels was the
lowest possible grade.

“U.S. taxpayers are
paying $55,000 a month to
this one warehouse to hold
onto corn that is turning to
worthless powder at the
same time that our
ranchers are having to
liquidate their herds be-
cause they can’t afford
corn to feed their livestock
this winter,”” Hightower
said.

“If the Reagan Adminis-
tration would release only
the 17 million bushels of
bad corn that we have
found in this one elevator,
taxpayers would save
$40,000 per month and
ranchers would get enough
volume to feed every
remaining cow, sheep and
goat in the 27-county
drought area for the entire
winter, he concluded.
