Agriculture Census
To Come in Stages

Plans for taking the 1964 Cen-
sus of Agriculture in Callahan
County were announced today
by Floyd M. Johnson, newly-ap-
pointed census crew leader for
the county.

The job will be done in three
stages, the crew leader said.
First will come recruitment and
training of enumerators to count
all farms i{n the county. About
one enumerator for each 150
farms will be needed.

Shortly after Nov. 9, the Bu-
reau of the Census, an agency
of the U. 8. Department of
Commerce, will start the second
stage by maliling agricultural
census questionnaires to all ru-
ral boxholders in the county.
This will give farm and ranch
operators, who are required by
law to fill out the forms, a per-
fod of time to consult their rec-
ords and fill in answers to the
questions.

In the final stage, enumera-
tors will visit each farm in the
county to collect the question-
naires. At the time of this visit,
the enumerators will help far-
mers complete answers to any
questions the farmers may have
had difficulty with. Enumera-
tors will take about three weeks
to ‘complete their work, the
créw leader estimates.

Davis sald that some 50 per
cent of crimes in Texas are cur-
rently being committed by per-
sons under 18 years of age.

He told of one successful sol-
ution of the problem in Harris
County, where young offenders
are taken on an extensive tour
of prison facilities. He also men-
tioned teenage juries, now being
used in 24 cities, as an effective
means of fighting crime among
youngsters.

“In 90 days, teenage juries in
Pecos reduced traffic offenses
among teenagers by 40 per
cent,” he sald.

Davis urged that Texas schools
be geared for the 20th century
AOur youth need vocational
training so they can work their
way through college if neces-
sary. And they need these skills
even more in case they cannot
go to college,” he sald.

He noted that of 10 average
students now in high school,
three will not graduate, three
more will stop their education
after receilving a high school
diploma, and of the four who
will go to college, only two will
graduate.

He also urged vocational
counseling as early as the fourth
grade in public schools.
