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PETITIONS ARE BEING cir­
culated this week asking the 
Baird City Council to call an 
election to determine the fate 
of two proposed bond issues — 
one for water system improve­
ment and one for street im­
provements.

The first proposition in the 
petition calls for Issuance of 
$68,000 in bonds for "Improving 
and extending the city's water­
works system.”

Included in the improvements 
would be additional overhead 
water storage facilities, which 
would give a needed boost to 
water pressure during peak per­
iod of the summer.

Also included would be re­
placement of some existing lines 
with larger pipe, to give better 
service and to Improve pressure, 
and building of some additional 
lines to take care of present 
and future expansion needs.

The petition’s second propo­
sition asks for bond in the 
amount of 32,000 for street im­
provements. This would Include 
sealcoating for present pave­
ments — some of which we will 
soon lose if this work is not 
done.

The entire bond issue can be 
handled without the necessity 
of raising taxes.

Field Dressing Is Important If 
Venison Quality to Remain High
With deer hunting season here, 

hunters may be interested In a 
new leaflet, "Field Dressing a 
Deer,” now available at the 
county agent’s office.

Since quality venison depends 
primarily on how the deer Is 
handled from the time of the 
kill until It is placed In the 
freezer, field dressing Is Impor­
tant, says Pat C. Garner, Cal­
lahan County agricultural agent.
Leaflet L-634 gives one method 

of field dressing and skinning 
a deer. However, points out 
Garner, any method resulting In 
a clean, well-bled carcass is 
satisfactory. Unpleant exper­
iences with venison usually re­
sult from lack of care before 
the meat reaches the kitchen, 
he says.

Information in the leaflet has 
been provided by Wallace Kluss- 
man, extnesion wildlife conser­
vation specialist, and by the 
Texas Game and Fish Commis­
sion.

Another publication t h a t  
should be of interest to hunt­
ers and housewives during this 
hunting season Is Extension 
Bulletin B-987, “Wild Game 
Care and Cooking." It offers 
many suggestion for preparing 
delicious dishes of venison as 
well as other wild game meats.

This bulletin Is also available 
at his office, Garner said.

With the deer hunting season 
just underway, fortunate home­
makers may already have a sup­
ply of venison on hand. An ex­
cellent way to utilize a portion 
of this supply Is to prepare ven­
ison sausage, Garner said.

A suggested recipe for this 
delicacy includes:

30 pounds of cut venison
20 pounds of cut fat pork, 

about 50-60 per cent lean
1 pound salt
3 ounces black pepper
2 ounces sage, optional
1 ounce red pepper, optional
Sprinkle the seasonings over 

the meat and then grind it 
through a coarse chill plate. 
Next, regrind the meat through 
a sausage plate. If the sausage 
Is to be frozen, season only half 
the total amount, points out 
Garner. Wrap the sausage in 
sizes needed for a meal, In mois­
ture-vapor-proof freezer paper.

Seasoned sausage can be 
thawed and cooked immediately, 
while the unseasoned portion 
should receive seasoning just 
before using. Unseasoned sau­
sage will keep fresh five or six 
months, while that with season­
ing will turn flat and rancid 
after three months In storage.

Additional game recipes and 
other game meat recipes as well 
as numerous game d i n n e r  
menus are found In the Exten­
sion Bulletin, B-987, available 
at the county agent’s office.

Course in Farm Electrification 
lo  Be Held in Clyde Dec. UM

A farm electrification short 
course for adult farmers will be 
held Dec. 14-17 under the joint 
sponsorship of the Baird, Clyde 
and Eula High School Vocation­
al Agriculture Department.

Bob Jaska, farm electrification 
specialist with the Vocational 
Agriculture Division of the Tex­
as Education Agency and the 
Department of Agricultural En-

Veterans' Land 
List Will Close

The Veterans’ Land Board has 
adopted a resolution providing 
that no more veterans’ names 
can be accepted on the waiting 
list to purchase land through 
the Veterans’ Land Program. 
Funds will not be available to 
purchase land for veterans not 
presently on the waiting list.

Land Commissioner Jerry 
Sadler said those already on the 
list could expect to be reached 
before the program ends in De­
cember, 1965. The Veterans’ 
Land Board cannot use funds 
received after Dec. 1. 1965, for 
the purchase of additional lands 
to be resold to veteran purchas­
ers of Texas.

Sadler said that by Dec. 1, 
1965, he anticipates that 35,000 
veteran purchasers will have 
bought land through th Vete­
rans’ Land Program. Some 5,000 
have paid their contracts off 
in full and 7,560 have transfer­
red their contract to a veteran 
or non-veteran to date.

The Veterans’ Land Board will 
remain in existence to service 
the 30,000 contracts that have 
not been paid In full. Sadler 
said the Veterans' Land Pro­
gram was beneficial to the vet­
erans and the economy of Tex­
as, but that it will not cost the 
taxpayers any revenue for Its 
operation.

Post Offloe gave the building’s 
Interior a brighter, more attrac­
tive look. Moving the mall slots 
caused some brief problems, but 
patrons found them a g a i n  
quickly.

Wonder If the brighter inter­
ior Is a part of the department’s 
efforts to get more Zip Into its 
operations?

IF THE TREND from recent
years hold true, the 1964 Cen­
sus of Agriculture, which Is be­
ing conducted In Callahan 
County at present, will show 
fewer farms and ranches than 
five years ago along with an In­
crease In the average size.

The last census, taken In 1959 
showed Callahan County had 
828 farms and ranches at that 
time, with an average size of 
630.1 acres.

Five years earlier, In 1954, the 
county counted 946 farms and 
ranches which were an average 
of 552.6 acres in size.

While we are In no position 
to make predictions on what 
the survey will reveal, a projec­
tion of changes between 1954-59 
to the 1959-64 span, would indi- 
vate about 700 farms and ran­
ches In the county now, with an 
average of about 700 acres each.

This trend Is not unique to 
Callahan County, of course, but 
Is true all over the country as 
economic conditions forces far­
mers and raYichers to become 
more efficient In their opera­
tions and efficiency allows them 
to handle more acres.

Total value of products sold 
by county farmers and ranch­
ers In 1959 was $4,660,006, com­
ing chiefly from the sale of live­
stock and livestock products.
