SAVE YOUR SHOES
With this nation rolling up its

ing must last as well as tires and
automobiles, That goes for shoes,
too, and the way to give shoes a
long life is to polish them. Polish-
i + feeds the leather, makes
it pliable, and protects it.

Many shoes come to an early
nd because they get wet and are
properly dried. Shoes should
he dried slowly, never in a hot
place like an oven, or in front of
an open fire,

This is the right way to dry
shoes: First, wash off all mud with
a damp cloth and wipe the surface
ng dry as possible, Oil the shoes
lightly &ll over with castor oil. Rub
it in well. Then stuff the shoes
with erumpled paper to help keep
their shape and absorb moisture.
