It was about 2 am. Ang. 1, 1943,
My ship, the Amagiri, was re-
turning from a supply mission to
our troops in K ngara, in the

Islands.
a starless night. Rain

cried out, “Ten degrees turn, full
speed ahead!™

Such “‘crash strategy” was sup-
posed to be the best way to meet
a torpedo boat attack. Our de-
stroyer moved headlong toward
the smaller boat at 30 knots.

We crashed right into it. 1 saw
the enemy ship break in two with
a tremendous roar, White gasoline
flames shot out.

The torpedo boat disappeared in
the dark. I knew that at least one
half and probably both halves
sank, The commander of that tor-

»do boat happened to be John F.

ennedy, but of course it was not
unti] years later that I first heard
his name,

1 thought probably - no one
aboard the small boat survived.
The thing for us was to get out of
the enemy’'s theater of air superi.
ority as quickly as we could. Al-
though the collision. smashed the
Amagiri’s bow, damaged its screw
and caused some flooding, we
were .able to run for Rabaul at
24 knots.

The next year I was relieved of
command in March because of ill-
ness.

After the war, 1 settled down on
my family farm at Shiokawa.

In 1952, still on the farm, 1 was
flabbergasted to get a letter from
Dr. Gunji Hosono, chairman of the
Japan Institute of Foreign Affairs
in Tokyo.

I be-
came a good farmer. My wife and
I have bought radio and television
sets and a motor plow.

Brine Conversion
Money Is Asked

WASHINGTON (AP)—Congress
was asked today for more money
to get under way an expanded
program for finding ways of turn-
ing salt water into fresh water at
a reasonable cost.

In his budget for the year start-
ing July 1, President Eisenhower
proposed an appropriation of $3.5
million for building the last two
of the five experimental conver-
sion' plants being put up under

the program. The two would be |

at Roswell, N.M., and at an East
Coast site yet to be selected.

Last year Congress provided
$1.5 million for the first plant,
now nearing completion near
Freeport, Tex. Funds were appro-
priated later for the second and
third plants—at Point Loma near
San Diego, Calif., and Webster,
S.D., and for planning of the Ros-
well plant.

In his budget message to Con-
gress, the President said research
already has “reduced substantial
ly” the cost of converting salt
water.

He asked $1.3 million for ad-
ministrative and operating costs
for the first three plants as they
get into operation and $1,755,000
for the over-all research and de-
velopment program as adminis-
tered by the office of saline water
in the Interior Department

Bracero Force Expected
To Be Increased This Year

WASHINGTON (AP) The
Mexican farm labor force in this
country is expected to be in-
creased by a few thousand work-
ers in the year starting July 1.

This was brought out in the
budget submitted to Congress by
president Eisenhower today for
the year.

Including requests for
1962 and future years, the total
comes to $4 billion, This invelves

million, mostly for price supports,
to $5.1 hillion.

Health, education and welfare
activities up $300 million to $4 bil-
lion.

The biggest spending cut in fis-
cal 1962, apart from the one that
would result from higher postal
rates, was foreseen in interest
charges on the national debt. Be-
cause rates have dropped and the
debt has fallen very slightly, in-
terest costs are estimated at $8.6
billion—down $400 million.

Eisenhower said that by June
30, 1962, the debt should be down
to $283.4 billion, compared with
the present $290 billion. However,
he said Congress once "again will
have to vote a temporary increase
in the permanent $285 billion debt
limit. A temporary boost to $293
billion expires June 30.

(AP) — Two
young Negroes returned in peace
today to classes at the University
of Georgia which suspended them
last Wednesday night after cam-
pus riots following their ad-
mission under a federal court or-
der.

State legislators who want to do
something about Texas' ‘‘scratch”
method of marking paper ballots
will find a whole arsenal of am-
munition at their disposal—thanks
to the Republicans,

In their try for a recount in the
November election, the state GOP
made a detailed study of the way
election judges handled incom-
pletely marked ballots in 214 of
:ihe state’'s 241 paper ballot coun-
es.

They found that 94,104 votes
were not counted in the 214 coun-
ties and a projection of the other
25 counties would push the figure
well over 100,000.

Some Republicans insisted that
these votes could have switched
Texas from the Kennedy to the
Nixon column.

In some precincts ballots on
which the voter failed to mark
out all but one political party were
counted, in others such ballots
were thrown out.

WHICH SECTION

It all depended on which con-
flicting section of the Texas Elec-
tion Code the presiding judge fol-
lowed

Article 6.06 states that the fail-
ure of the voter to mark his ballot
in strict conformity with the di.
rections shall not invalidate his

counted in all races in which the
intention of the voter is clearly
ascertainable.

Article 821 says that no ballot
shall be counted if the names of
two or more candidates for the
same office are left unscratched.

Migratory Farm Workers

Said In Precarious Role

WASHINGTON (AP)—An Agri-
culture Department study report-|
ed today that migratory farm |
workers in 30 inland states are
in a precarious situation

The report said annual move-
ment of these workers from South
Texas to the north, east and west
appears to be an established
phase of the country’s agricultural
economy

It said the companies and or-
ganizations that promoted this
movement during the planting,
cultivating and harvesting seasons |
are still active, although on a re
duced 'scale

Both sugar beet companies and
cotton producers were said to be |
looking forward to the time when
they need not depend on a large
seasonal labor force

“But the many smaller opera-
tors in the work areas will contin-
ue to depend each year on season-
al labor supplies, and they have
neither the organization nor the
funds for intensive recruiting of
labor.,” the department said

“The role of state empln,\'nwnt"
services in this movement is cer-
tain to increase.” |

The report said the workers in
this movement of migrants are|
usually Spanish-Americans. Al- |
most three-fourths of them were

born in the United States of Mexi
can parents

Formerly, these migrants need-
led a crew leader or spokesman
to make job contacts. Now 60 per
cent travel in family groups in
their own cars and make their
own work arrangements.

The report said practically all
these workers have many days

| during the year when no work is

available
The families were said to be
large, averaging 6.5 members.
“It is customary among these
families for all children to help
in-whatever tasks need doing. This
results in irregular schooling, as
the work season in the northern
states begins a month or more
before the school term closes in
the spring and ends several
months after the fall term has
begun. Because of this, practically
all the children are educationally
retarded.”
