Into Organization and Elected
Officers Wednesday

Midland County Council of Defense
has been appointed by the State Coun-
| cil of Defense and consists of Messrs.
B. C. Girdley, W. R. Chancellor, C.
C. Watson, M. F. Burns, J. F, Haley,
W, J. Moran and J. M. Caldwell. This
| council met and organized on August
I'18t, by electing’ J. M. Caldwell chair-
man and M. F. Burns, secretary. On
account of the fact that Messrs.
i Burns and Haley and Moran were ab-
sent, complete organization by the
| committees was not had.

Those present discussed to some ex-
tent the work of the County Council
of Defense as outlined in the sug-
gestions in the organization of the
| council, and also suggested some other
matters that it was desirable for this
council of defense to take up and con-
sider, Among the things which the
council will have charge of will be
[the promotion of the patriotic spirit
|of the people, aid in recruiting both
{the National Guard and the regular
army; and in getting idle workmen and
boys below military age to help in any
form of labor which will be productive
in its nature; aid in the flotation of
loans by the Government, snd in the
promotion of a proper spirit among
the people, with relation to affording
the Government unstinted co opera
L tion during the present war: to aid
in the promotion of the production of
such things as the country will pro
duceé for sustenance of the people; the
conducting of campaigns looking to
the reduction of waste In the homes
and elsewhere, and should it become
necessary, in the future, the forma
tion of home guards.

Some of the matters discussed infor-
mally by those present at the first
meeting were as follows:

Ist. To arouse among the people,
who are not called into the army at
the prsent time, the neighborly spir
it which will aid and assist in taking
care of the business of any of the men
who may. be called into the army,
while they have to be so absent, and
in every way possible to look afte:

“The number of students in colleges,
universities and technical schools
should increase rather than diminish.
Many of the older upper classmen will
volunteer for some branch of the mil-
itary service, but all young men be-
low the age of liability for selective
draft, and those not recommended for
special sgrvice should be urged to re-
main and take full advantage of the
opportunities offered by the colleges,
universities and technical schools, to
the end that they may be able to re~
der the most effective service in the
war and the times of
need that will follow. Practically all
women students should remain, and
all boys and girls graduating from

L high-sehools-should-be urged to enter

colleges, technical schools or normal
schools. Patriotism and the desire to
serve humanity may require of these
young men and women the exercise
of a very high type of self restraint,
that will keep them to their tasks of
preparation until the time comes when
they can render serv iu\ which cannot
be rendered by others.” These words
of advice to young men and young wo-
men speak for themselves.

The National Commission of Edu-
cation publishes some important facts
showing the importance of education
in American life. These may be ap-
pended to this article as being up0'1
the subject.
