DESPITE PROTESTS

i o m i H l  A p p roves  
I’siving Program

Following a two-hour hearing 
in the City Council meeting 
room Monday night, the Friona 
City Council approved the 1973 
paving program, which 
amounts to ten city blocks.

City Attorney Richard Col 
lard conducted the hearing, 
which was open to residents 
owning property affected by 
the paving issue, and w ishing to 
speak in favor or opj>osjng the 
paving program.

The hearing climaxed a 
series of meetings bv the 
council with property owners 
involved with the paving 
program. Majority of the 
owners appearing at Monday's 
meeting were speaking in 
opposition to the program

However, in light of the fact 
that over 50 per cent of the

pr<»perty owners involved in 
the paving program have paid 
into an escrow account for the 
paving costs, and since the 
paving can be accomplished 
without any tax money being 
spent, members of the council 
were unanimous in approving 
the paving program.

Main objections raised to the 
program were by Doyle 
Cummings, owner of Friona 
Mobile Estates, the trailer park 
on Walnut Avenue. Cummings 
is the properly owner on the 
east side of two blocks on 
Walnut Avenue, or over 700 
feet, which is to be paved.

Cummings argued that the 
paving would not enhance the 
value of his property to the 
extent of the cost of the paving. 
I'nder current city law, no 
“halves" of streets mav be

paved rt must be all or nothing,-

Cost of the paving project 
which city officials hope to have 
accomplished before the sum
mer is over, is fl7.25h.fil. of 
which 112.634.94 will be paid bv 
the city, and *34.623.67 bv 
proper!v owners

Friona mayor K.L. Fleming 
pointed out that the city's 
portion of the paving can he 
paid out of the city's revenue 
sharing fund, since paving is 
one of the items approved for 
the revenue sharing money. 
The job can thus be

It was rej*orted that the city

Food Shortage Seen 
As Ful u re Threat

Recently, the Star published 
a local story after talking to 
gasoline wholesalers from 
Friona who predicted an 
imminent gasoline and diesel 
shortage. At the time of 
publication, area residents 
tended to shrug off the story 
with the thought “ It won’t 
happen here."

In less than a month, diesel 
and gasoline were on short 
ration and at times some 
service stations had to either 
close early, fail to open or open 
for mechanic and tire repairs 
only.

Now. Friona residents are 
looking at another shortage 
possibility for the very near 
future. This shortage concerns 
a number of food items w hich 
are becoming unobtainable for 
sale in not only local grocery 
stores, but nationwide.

NOTOMATOES
Have you tried U> buy 

tomatoes during recent days? 
C-ouldn’t find them. c«mld you? 
Or. if you did find them in the 
stores, the supply was scant. 
Tomatoes are just not there for 
grocers to buy. And this is not 
confined to the four grocers in 
Friona. but is true on a 
nationwide basis

Edward White of White*. 
Sufiermarket. said that on his 
last order of tomatoes, he only 
received half of what he 
ordered.

"I don’t know if there might 
hr a supply of tomatoes lorally 
this year.’ he said. "We have 
never had a source in the 
Bovina to Hertford area, but 1 
don’t know what may have 
been planted this year.

White addrd I he price 
freeze has tied up the ! aliforma 
tomatoes Wholesalers located 
a source from Mexico whose 
tomatoes arrn l affected bv the 
freeze, but we don’t know if it 
will be a permanent source or 
not

White said the ftssl shortage

is not affecting the Friona 
people very much at this time 
“ However," he commented, 
“ we hear quite a lilt about the 
possibilities of one in the 
future Whether it will come is 
anyone’s guess, but a lot of 
people are concerned about 
it and pc<>ple need to be aware 
of the fact that it might 
happen."

But, canned foods arc 
presenting a slight problem to 
Houser's with canned fruits 
tiecoming increasingly hard to 
obtain “This is hopefully only 
-seasonal, he added, "but there 
is a short crop this year and we 
can't tell as vet how much it will 
affect the supplv in the future."

Green beans are listed among 
the hard to gel items lor 
Houser s. with Houser adding 
that he is presently unable to 
obtain one brand of canned 
green beans at all

Frozen straw lu rries are 
virtually unobtainable.

Some other vegetables are 
also on the list of low supply
items.

PORK SUPPLY LOW
Pork hams and loins are very 

hard to get. added Houser, with 
one supplier unable to supply 
the store. As a result, the store 
had no hams for a week, 
although they do have hams at 
this time.

Pete Graham, butcher at 
Piggly Wiggly, said pork and 
chickens are presenting a 
problem at the store where he 
works.

It is his thought that the 
supply of beef and pork will 
become low enough as to cause 
a great deal of concern lor local
grocers

Graham said he planned to 
buy a large deep freeze for his 
home and put in a supply of 
chickens and pork.

Clovis, chickens are not 
available and said one whole 
saler attempted to purchase 
boxes of chickens from him to 
take lack to grocers and 
supermarkets in that city.

Three purchase order# and 
102 work orders were proces 
sed and eight requests were 
made for tree limb removal;

On June 12, Jim Mormon, 
Texas Municipal Retirement 
System, visiter! the city office 
and discussed the possible 
participation of the City of 
Friona in the retirement 
system.

During the month of June, 
35,164,800 gallons of water 
were pumped and 27.028,(88) 
gallons were accounted for in 
sales. City Manager Arley 
Out land said this indicated 76.9 
percent efficiency in the 
distribution system The fi­
gures indicate an average of 
1.172.160 gallons used per d a i. 
and up around 30 percent over 
the same time last month 

Three new water taps were 
made during June bringing the 
total within the city to 1.306 
and the fire hydrant at Ninth 
and Prospect was replaced 
because of leakage.

Through a cost sharing plan 
with Crow's Food Lockers, 
1,030 feet of six inch water 
main was extended south of the 
railway to the Crow business to 
provide the locker with 
adequate water supplies.

A total of 6.864.144 gallons of 
wastewater were processed 
during June. This was an 
average of 228.804 gallons per 
day and is comparable to the 
amount handled during May. 
Two new sewer taps and one 
reactivation were made during 
the period of June and now the 
active sewer Ups in Friona 
number 1,272.

F.ight fire alarms were 
answered during the month 
Five were outside the rit> and 
three inside.

During training in June, 
firemen held a sectionalized 
session on Maintenance, l.ad 
der operations, use of Pumping 
and Hreathing equipment. Also 
new protective clothing was 
issued the firemen.

The Friona water distribu 
lion system was checked by a 
represenUtive of the State 
Board of Fire Insurance, and 
following the testing, he 
approved the water distribu 
tion and fire fighting system.

Three adult interments were 
held at the cemetery during 
June and the park was watered 
twice and mowed during the 
month.

Rain on June 12 13 caused a 
slight increase in routine 
maintenance and grading, and 
street sweeping was done on 
four days.

During the latter part of the 
month, members of the street 
department assisted the water 
department.

Two aerial sprays with 
Kaytex solution were made on 
June IS and 24th by Benger Air 
Park. This is a new larvaeride 
which is expected to control 
mosquitos much better than 
weeklv dustings, said City 
Manager Outland 

The mayor, city manager and 
fire chief attended a meeting in 
Hereford on June 5, in which 
K B. 'Tex' Watson, president of 
Pioneer Natural Gas, outlined 
potential natural gas problems 
in the future.

Many shoppers don't realize 
ho* important it is to store, 
cook * and handle poultry 
carefully.

Food poisoning can mean 
diarrhea, nausea, abdominal 
pain and vomiting not a very 
pleasant situation.

What many people some 
limes assume is a 24 hour virus 
is frequently an attack of 
salmonellosis an infection of he 
intestinal tract caused bv 
salmonella barertia which have 
contaminated foods such as 
fresh meat, poultry, fish, eggs 
and dairv products.

Homemakers can follow eight 
steps to avoid this illness.

Refrigerate poultry and 
other perishable foods to be 
used within a few days at 35 40 
degrees F. t or longer storage, 
freeze poultry.

Clean all surfaces on which 
raw poultry was prepared. 
Treat wooden cutting boards 
that absorb juices with chlorine 
laundry bleach after washing. 
Never place rooked food on 
surface used to prepare raw 
poultry unless you've carefully 
cleaned it.

Wash knives, spoons, other 
utensils, dishes and hands 
after contact with raw poultry.

I>efrost poultry in refri 
gerator. If you must thaw it 
more quickly, put poultry in a 
waterpr««»f plastic bag. seal 
tightly and place under running 
cold water.

For turkey, cook to an 
internal temperature of 185 
degrees F Never partially cook 
and finish cooking later. On 
stuffing, do so right before
