The Star had been awarded a first 
place plaque for “Star Litas,” 
written by publisher Bill Ellis at the 
1974 convention.

tion, the Bovina Blade, placed 
second in news writing, and third io 
appearance from among 35 news­
papers in its bracket.

New Device Enables Deaf-Mute To Talk

There is a statement that 

is heard whenever a 
handicapped individual is 
involved. The truth of it 
rings true.

“Everyone is handicap­
ped in their own way.”

Years ago, If a person was 
blind or deaf and dumb he 
was shunned by society and 
given no opportunity or 
place to express what talent 
he had. Handicapped people 
filled homes to overflowing, 
with no chance of being 
accepted or of gaining help.

But. luckily, this awful 
situation has changed in the 
last decade. State govern­
ment groups are moving to 
help the handicapped indi­
vidual to function in today's 
world and in today’s Job 
market.

Recently the J.C. Becks 
were hosts to their nephew, 
Bobby Dunbar, of Bakers­
field. California Bobby 
lived with the Becks for 
awhile a few years ago and 
had come back to Friona to

renew old acquaintances. 
But while he was here, he 
brought awareness to a few 
minds of the usefulness that 
handicapped persons are to 
the social community.

Alice Dunbar. Bobby’s 
mother, Is Wahleah Beck’s 
sister. Bom a deaf-mute, 
Alice found It difficult to 
communicate with other 
people. But through the help 
of state-funded organiza­
tions, she can now even talk 
over a telephone to Bobby, 
visiting In Friona.

“Call when you get to 
Friona,” Bobby's mother 
told him With the help of a 
small machine, resembling 
a typewriter, Bobby dialed 
his mother In Bakersfield 
and carried on a normal 
conversation, telling her 
that he had reached Texas.

The machine is a MCM 
(Manual Communications 
Module). Not all deaf and 
dumb persons are able to 
insure, the use of such a 
device’, but through the 
services of the California 
State Rehabilitation Center,

Alice Dunbar was loaned an 
MCM. which usually costs 
$750.

The MCM works rather 
simply, and with a demon­
stration by Bobby, the great 
advantage in having one 
was apparent.

At first glance the MCM 
looks like a small version of 
a typewriter, probably be­
cause, like a typewriter, the 
MCM has a keyboard. Right 
above this keyboard Is a 
narrow screen, resembling 
that of the numeral board on 
a pocket calculator, and 
directly behind this screen 
Is a flat area with two 
Indentations.

Bobby dialed his mother's 
number, then placed the 
receiver down into the two 
indentions behind the 
screen Mrs. Dunbar knows 
that her phone is ringing 
when a small light flashes 
on and off. She also has a 
MCM at home, so she places 
her receiver in its place.

Then Bobby begins typ­
ing. He forms whatever he

wants to say Into sentences, 
much like a secretary 
typing a letter. As Bobby 
presses the letters, various 
pitches of “beeps” sounds 
and over the screen moves 
the conversation that Bobby 
wishes to have with his 
mother. Alice can also see 
the sentences over her 
screen and can In turn type 
her message to Bobby. This 
way of communicating Is 
slower than a usual tele­
phone call, but Its advan­
tages of the visual conver­
sation over a screen enables 
the deaf-mute to “talk” over 
the phone.

When asked how two 
small MCM machines can 
relay a telphone call across 
so many miles, Bobby 
replied. "The Module is 
connected to the telephone 
lines by placing the receiver 
in its place behind the 
screen. When I type out 
what I want to say to my 
mother, the different sound­
ing “beeps' form impulses 
unique to their appropriate 
letters; that is how the

letters are formed into 
sentences then flashed 
across the screen."

Alice Dunbar, though 
handicapped. has been 
given the opportunity to 
work. She hat a job at the 
Bakersfield Post Office 
where she works at a zip 
rode machine. The ma­
chines are quite loud and 
many workers found the 
noise too much, but now the 
Post Office Is bringing In 
deaf-mute people who can 
do the job Just as well with 
no fear of hearing damage.

“The MCM machines 
have become very useful to 
us,’’ Bobby says. “When I go 
traveling and am away from 
home I can go to any 
telephone, place the receiv­
er on my MCM, and talk to 
my mother It used to be 
that mother would have to 
rely on a friend to answer 
the phone and relay my 
messages, but now I can 
talk to her from anywhere, 
anytime. Even from Fri­
ona.”

total at this time one year 
ago.

The first thing that comes 
to a conservationist’s mind 
when wheat harvest is in full 
swing is stubble manage­
ment, according to Herb 
Evans, SCS, Friona

In Parmer County’s seml- 
arld climate wheat stubble 
serves many valuable func­
tions when managed on the 
soli surface.

The best stubble man­
agement is when it is left on 
the soil surface. If weed 
control is necessary a chisel 
type plow can be used which 
leaves the stubble in place.

Some of the advantages of 
surface stubble manage­
ment are:

1 The soil is insulated 
against extremes in tem­
perature.

2 Wind erosion does not 
occur with stubble in place.

3. Water erosion is cut to 
a minimum.

4 The soil is not sealed 
over when the rain drop hits 
the ground and the rain can 
enter the soil faster and 
travel into the soil at a more 
rapid rate.

5. The soil is easier to 
chisel when necessary.

6 With the new planting 
equipment available, plant­
ing in stubble is easy and 
practical

For a dryland wheat 
farmer, all these advan­
tages are essential.
