Earle Hall, a Baird volunteer
fireman for 54 years, relived his
life of firefighting service Sat-
urday night as fellow firemen
made it “his” night.

He was In the limelight all
through the program at the

Baird Volunteer Fire Depart-
ment banquet.

Old friends who served as firc
boys with Hall during the early
days of the department were on
hand to help him recall old
evéents. These included George
Nitschke of Abllene, Sam Gilll-
land, Jim Asbury, Clifton Hord,
M. A. Clinc and Bob Swinson.

Born -in Weatherford in 1802,
Hall is the son of the late Mr.,
and Mrs. G. M Hall, who moved
to Balrd while Earle was a
youngster. He attended public
schools in Balrd, old Baird Col-
lege and Arlington Military Col-
lege at Arlington.

He married Afton Wheeler In
1916 at Balrd and worked for
the T&P rallrond until 1937
when he went to work for the
State Highway Department In
Abllene. He retired in 1957 as a
shop foreman.

Hall jolned the Baird Volun-
teer Fire Department in March,
1006, at the age of 14, after gett-
ing special permlsslon from his
parents to join, and has been a
member since that time.

At that time the fire chief was

the late Jim Walker and the de-
partment’s equipment consisted
of a “first class” horsedrawn
hook and ladder wagon, two
hand pulled wheel carts and two
big fire extinguishers privately
owned by the late Mayor Her-
man Schwartz, Fira hoys would
go by Schwartz’s home and plck
up him and his extinguishers in
the event of a fire.
In recalling past cvents, Hall
remembers  the time In 1907
when the old cotton gin, across
the street from what is now the
munlicipal light plant, burned.

“The late B. L Boydstun gave
me a suit of overalls and a jum-
per to put on. I changed into
them In Boydstun's warehouse
and as I left out the back door,
I gave the new clothes to a
woman bystander to hold until
after the fire was out.

“And as far as I know, she's
still holding them."

Hall was quite surprised at his
being honored as the secret had
been carefully guarded and those
present indicated  their feeling
that he merited every bit of
praise given him, and more.

In recent years, he and Mrs.
Hall have been Instructors for
the American Red Cross first aild
classes, having held the duty
since 1937. Thelr territory is Cal-
lahan County, but their classes
have been taught in all sur-
rounding lowns.

Though they have no children,
at Ha'loween each vear children
always make the Hall homa on
their “trick or treat” missions,
because there is always popcorn
by the gallon for them.

Highlight of the banquet was
the presentation of a plaque to
Mr. Hall, from Frankle Crow.
The plaque read: “Baird Volun-
teer Fire Departmgnts honors
Earle Hall In appreciation of 54
years continuous service in the
Baird Department - 1906-1960,"

“Free Sllver,” the national pol-
itical Issue In 1896, also was of
course an Issue In lesser races.
For example, in Tennessece, the
brilllant Edward Ward Carmack
was the editor of the Memphls
Commercial Appeal. According
to the story which oldtimers on
the staff told, years later, when
this chronicler was cub report-
er, Carmack was called In by
the publisher, who directed him
to quit writing editorials In fa-
vor of free sllver and start writ-
ing editorials supporting the
gold standard.

Carmack's reply, in effect, was
“I am editor of this newspaper
and I will write only that In
which.I belleve.” So he resign-
ed, ran for Congress and“de-
feated the incumbent, who cam-
palgned as a “gold-bug.” The lo-
ser contested the election. Since
the Republicans were In control
of Congress and since the loser’s
position on the money question
was In accord with thelrs, Car-
mack stood an excellent chance
of being unseated.

“Private John" Allen, of Tup-
elo, Mississippl, was a member
of Congress at that time and
he addressed the committee on
behalf of Carmack. Allen ex-
pressed considerable doubt as to
whether the contesting candl-
date'’s stand in favor of gold was
sincdre ¢{'d then told of a
speech he had heard the man
make In a previous campaign,
On that occaslon, the statesman
had (Allen sald) discussed the
repeal by the Republicans of the
silver purchase act; then, hold-
ing up a silver dollar, had ex-
claimed:

“Silver! Only twice disgraced!
Once by Judas Iscariot and the
other time by the Republican
Party!” (The committee voted
to seat Carmack).

Not only did “the money ques-
tion” play a major part in the
Congresional campaigns of 1896
and thereabouts, but it was even
brought up in county races
where the winners could not
have possibly, in the perform-
ance of their dutles, done any-
thing about it. The beloyed Rob-
ert L. Taylor of Tennessee, gov-
ernor and U States Sena-
tor, was fond'of relating in his
lectures a story about'a man
who was running for county
clerk in the
