Raise $13,000

Black Files 
For County 
Attorney

John Black, 28. Frionu attorney, 
announced this week that he will be 
a candidate for County Attorney, 
subject to the action of the 
Democratic primary May 1.

Black is a native of the Dallas 
area, is associated with the law firm 
of Elliott, Black and Masters. 
Friona.

He received his BA degree from 
Harding College, Searcy. Arkansas, 
and his J.D degree from the 
University of Texas Law School

Black spent three years in the U S. 
Army, in the security agency. He 
was stationed in Washington, D C. 
and Berlin, Germany.

Since living in Friona. he has been 
active in the Friona Jaycee 
organization.

“ I would like the opportunity of 
serving the people of Parmer County 
as County Attorney. If elected. I 
would apply myself to carrying out 
the responsibilities of the office. 
Black commented.

Friona Country Club has set out to 
raise $13,000 by February 13, in an 
attempt to salvage the financially- 
plagued club.

The decision was made at a 
lengthy meeting of the club 
membership Monday night at the 
Friona State Bank's Community 
Room

Gary Renner, president of the 
FCC board of directors, presented a 
financial statement to the members, 
and explained that the club owed a 
total of $58,M0, Including $5,890 In 
current bills.

After much discussion as to the 
pros and cons of assessing the 
stockholders to help bail the cluh 
out, it finally was decided to mail a 
letter to the members and associate 
members, explaining that the club 
needs a $200 donation from each one 
by the February 13 deadline in order 
to remain financially stable, plus an 
increase in monthly dues from $20 to 
$35

Another meeting of the member­
ship was called for Monday, 
February II, at which a decision as 
to what course the country club will 
take will be reached.

Also decided at the meeting was a 
new policy restricting play at the 
course to members only. No resident 
of Parmer County, with the 
exception of members of Farwell 
Country Club and members of high 
school golf teams, will be permitted 
to play the course, unless they are 
members of Friona Country Club.

Renner explained that the main 
cause of the country club's financial 
plight has been inflation,
particularly the unforeseen rise in 
utility costs.

He pointed out in presenting a 
proposed budget that it costs the 
club roughly $3500 00 per month to 
operate, while the club has been 
collecting only about $2,000 a month 
on dues

“ This Is not a problem unique to 
Friona. All country clubs In small 
towns are In trouble,”  Renner 
stated. It was pointed out that the 
Farwell Country Club also Is In dire 
financial trouble, and Farwell Is In 
danger of losing the club.

Some of those in attendance 
blamed “bad management’ ’ of the 
country club for its woes, and 
questioned the need of a full-time 
professional, as a possible means of 
cutting down monthly expenses.

A big crowd attended the meeting, 
including 47 of the 71 stockholders

Doyle Cummings found a 
real piece of area history 
recently near his place west of 
Friona.

Cummings found an old steel 
plate used to mark “ Highway 
33,’ ’ the forerunner to U.S. 
Highway M,

Cummings found the sign 
face down on the old roadbed. 
A little cleaning revealed that 
the sign was remarkably 
preserved for Its age, with the 
lettering still visible.

The sign features a five- 
pointed star with the “ 33“  In 
the center.

It Is thought that Highway 33 
was closed about 1137, so the

sign must have been partially 
burled for around 49 years.

Cummings put the sign on 
display In the lobby of Friona 
State Bank, where he thought 
oldtlmers would enjoy being 
reminded of how It looked, and 
the new generation could see 
an old state highway sign.

Highway 33 followed the 
general layout of today’s 
Highway M, except that It was 
located south of the Santa Fe 
tracks. When the new highway 
was built. It was located north 
of the tracks, and the old 
highway Is now just a 
memory...and a collector’s

Comptroller Bob Bullock released 
Information Thursday showing how 
collections by Texas cities of the elty 
sales tax-whlch has always been 
one per cent-have skyrocketed In 
recent years.

Bullock released a list comparing 
each city's 1975 sales tax rebates 
with the rebates during the first fall 
calendar year that city collected the 
sales tax.

The amount of city sales tax In 
Friona has Increased M per cant In 
the past P «e  years, from $42,242.94 
for the first year's total to SS7.M4.97. 
Tax collections In Bovina have 
Increased 44 per cent since 1979, 
from $11,911 93 to $1$,999.91

Seven hundred and eighty cities 
showed increases ranging up to 1.539 
per cent

“ It shows what we’ve known all 
along,”  Bullock said, “ that the city 
sales tax has become a cornerstone 
of the City Hall budget.”

While the Comptroller conceded 
some of the increase is due to 
inflation, he said "Nobody could 
read this story of mushrooming 
retail fales and conclude Texas has 
anything other than a prosperous 
business community ”

The Legislature authorized cities 
to assess a one per cent sales tax in 
1997, and they were first able to 
collect it in the first quarter of 1999

R E M E M B E R IN G ...

Branding irons
My dad, being a

blacksmith, was called upon 
many times to make 
branding irons A branding 
iron, if you don't know, is a 
heavy piece of iron with the 
configuration of a letter, 
letters, word numbers, sign 
or mark The iron is heated 
in a fire to very hot. then it is 
applied to the skins of cattle 
(the cattle are still in the 
skins, incidentally! to give 
them permanent marks of 
identification

Branding was started. I 
suppose, by ranchers hack 
when cattle grazed on open 
ranges, before "bob wire” 
In those days cattle roamed 
at will until roundup time 
when all were gathered in 
and sorted according to 
brands It was a fair way. 
though not certain by any 
means, to prevent theft of 
cattle Brands are still used 
today for the same reasons 
because, though we don't 
have open ranges, cattle 
sometimes manage to get 
loose Also, theft of cattle is 
still a thing to contend with 
in some places

If a rancher wants to use a 
certain configuration for his 
brand, he must first verify 
that no one else in the county 
is using the same thing This 
is done by checking records 
in the office of the county 
clerk In my state, brands 
mast be registered with the 
clerk every ten years A 
small fee is paid at the time 
of registration which entitles 
the person to use the brand 
and at the same time ex 
eludes anyone else from 
using it

The rancher next gets a 
branding iron made Some 
ranchers make their own but 
most hire the local 
blacksmith to make them

Dad made most of the 
branding irons from worn 
out go-devil blades A go 
devil is w hat we called a kind 
of pluw used for knifing 
weeds in the flelds The edge 
of the iron that touches the 
skin must be thin to form a 
good clear mark while the 
hack part must be thick to 
hold the heat A worn go 
devil blade was usually just 
thenghtshape and thickness 
to do the job

The shape of the brand w as

an iron rod about a half-inch 
in diameter A discarded 
wagon rod worked pretty 
well for that The end of the 
handle was sometimes bent 
for a hand hold but some 
preferred to leave them 
straight

When the branding iron 
was completed it was tried 
out just to see how it looked 
It was heated in the forge 
again then stuck to the 
wooden door of the shop The 
owner could see how his 
brand was going to look 
before he took it home with 
him There were a lot of 
different brands burned into 
the door of our old shop

This is a critical time of 

year for our pheasants, 
according to Herb Evans, 
SCS. Friona.

We need to plan for food 
and cover for our birds.

Land preparation is well 
under way for this year's 
crop. This means that a lot 
of corn and grain sorghum 
residues have disappeared. 
These residues furnish our 
best cover and food for 
pheasants.

Also with the dry weather 
our dryland wheat has not 
grown as usual for this time 
of year. There is no cover in 
the dryland wheat fields for 
our birds. Our irrigated 
wheat has been heavily 
grazed so there is very little 
protection for birds there.

As you finish up your land 
preparation take our phea­
sants into consideration and 
leave them some food and 
cover. You will be glad you 
did this time next year.

The Squaws saw their hopes for a

The game was the first of the 
second round for both teams. 
Dimmitt won the first half title, and 
apparently will have little trouble 
taking the second half

The Squaws had played the 
Bobbles a close game In their 
previous meeting at Dimmitt, but 
after a close first quarter here 
Tuesday, the Bobbles surged Into the 
lead and won the game going away.

Friona had a good start. Mryna 
Phipps gave Friona a 2-0 lead with a 
pair of early free throws, and Terri 
Patterson gave the Squaws a 4 2 lead 
after the Bobbies tied it.

Another basket by Miss Patterson

Squaws Rally To Preserve
The Friona High School Squaws 

saw un early lead evaporate, and 
then had to rally for a last-second 
47-46 win over the Olton Fillies in a 
District 3 AA game here last Friday.

The Squaws roared out to a 12-0 
lead in the opening minutes of the 
game, on the shooting of Terri 
Patterson and Myrna Phipps. After 
Olton finally cracked the goose^gg, 
Friona upped its lead to 16-1, as 
Misses Patterson and Phipps had 
eight points each.

Olton got a pair ai Veld goals, but 
Friona's duo responded for a 21-4 
lead, and Friona had a 26-8 lead at 
the end of the quarter. It marked the 
second game In a row for the squaws 
to score at least 25 points In the first 
quarter.

The quarter break slowed

Friona's scoring pace, and Olton 
began to find the range. Friona s 
18-point lead was trimmed to 11 at 
34-23 with 3.32 left in the half 

Miss Phipps’ basket gave Friona a 
12-point edge at 38-26, but Olton got 
the last four points of the quarter to 
trail at halftime. 38-30 The Fillies 
had recovered to score 22 points in 
the second quarter 

The third quarter was a very 
slow-moving quarter Olton scored 
the first eight points to tie the score 
at 38 all. The visitors then began to 
stall the ball Miss Patterson 
registered Friona's only points of 
the entire quarter with 2:10 
remaining, and this gave the Squaws 
a 40-38 lead at the quarter 

Both teams were playing cautious 
during the final quarter, and

swapped baskets. Olton finally took 
the lead for the first time with a goal 
with 3:56 left in the game for a 44 42
lead.

Rhonda Parsons tied the score at 
the 2:53 mark with a basket, and 
Miss Phipps’ goal 46 seconds later 
put the Squaws ahead, 46-44.

Olton again stalled, and tied the 
socre with 1:35 left on the clock.

The Fillies were apparently going 
tn run the clock down for the final 
shot, but Lucinda Aguirre foiled the 
plans by tying the ball up wiDi 42 
seconds left, and Friona controlled 
her tip

Both Misses Patterson and 
Parsons missed pressure-packed 1-1 
shots in the final 30 seconds which 
could have sewed up the contest.

With four seconds remaining, the

tied it at 6-all and her free throws put 
Friona up, 8-6 in see-saw first 
quarter action.

Dimmitt led 10-8 and 12-10. but the 
Squaws tied the score each time, and 
went ahead on a free shot by Miss 
Patterson, 13-12, and Miss Phipps' 
goal with 18 seconds left made it 
15-12. Dimmitt scored with six 
seconds showing for a 15-14 score at 
the quarter.’

But Friona could not keep up the 
pace. Dimmitt scored the first eight 
points of the period, to grab a 22 15 
lead. Friona didn’t score until Miss 
Patterson's goal with 4:45 left before 
halftime made it 22-17.

Following a Friona free throw, the 
Bobbies scored six more un­
answered points, and took a 30 18 
lead that went to 34-20 at the half

The teams swapped baskets in the

third quarter for about five minutes, 
Dimmitt maintaining a 12 to 14-point 
lead. However, the Squaws scored 
the last six points of the quarter to 
trim the visitors’ margin to eight, 
40-32.

Any hopes of a Friona comeback 
were soon dashed, when Dimmitt 
scored the first eight points of the 
final quarter to run up a 16 point 
lead. 48-32, and the Bobbies broke 
the game wide open

To make matters worse. Miss 
Patterson, sidelined with four fouls, 
came in for only a few seconds and 
fouled out with 4 58 left tn the game 
Dimmitt free throws in the final 
quarter, plus easy baskets in the 
lane enabled the Bobbies to run up a 
20 point margin, a much bigger 
margin than they had defeated the 
Squaws on the Dimmitt court.

The Friona Chieftains rebounded 
from their humiliating defeat at the 
hands of the Morton Indians for two 
strong showings in their next two
games.

The Chiefs downed the Olton 
Mustangs, 59-41 for their first 
district win here on January 23, and 
then played Dimmitt to the hilt 
before dropping a 17 point decision, 
58 41 on Tuesday night.

“ We played good enough to win. I 
thought the boys did a good job of 
staying with Dimmitt. If we could’ve 
hit our shots, we could’ ve beaten 
them," said Coach Larry Dyess 
about the team’s game against the 
defending class AA state champs 
here Tuesday.

Friona. which had lost a 53-point 
decision at Morton the previous 
Tuesday, trailed by only 11 points to 
Dimmitt late in the third quarter

The Bobcats finally rallied to 
increase their margin, but Friona 
never threw in the towel, even 
scoring the final eight points in a 
last-ditch rally

Dimmitt took a 2-0 lead, but Jim 
Murphree tied it for Friona with a 
shot from the side 1:44 into the first 
quarter. The scoring turned to a 
snail’s pace, however, and It was 
three more minutes before Friona 
scored again, with Murphree getting 
this basket as well, to make the 
score 7-4, Dimmitt, with 3:14 left In 
the quarter.

Most Talented'* in her junior and 
senior years

During her high school years, she 
was first runner-up for Fnona's 
Maize Days Queen and copped 
second place in a talent show 
sponsored by Dim mitt Future 
Homemakers Mary Rando was 
again on top in talent competition 
staged at Lubbock by Texas Farm 
Bureau. Her showing there earned 
her a berth at state finals at Dallas, 
where she was first runner-up She 
was the only one of 13 contestants 
invited to speak at the state 
convention's final banquet

In the summer of 1969 following 
graduation, she was guest speaker 
at citizei p seminars at San 
Benito and McAllen She appeared

Drivers Licenses 
Need A ddresses

The Texas Department of Public 
Safety advises that all Texas drivers 
should examine their Texas drivers 
license to verify that the address on 
their license is correct. If the 
address is incorrect, it will be 
necessary to contact the local 
Drivers License Office as soon as 
possible.

It is a misdemeanor offense for not 
changing your address within ten 
days after moving This particular 
law is going to be enforced more 
strictly in the future The procedure 
for changing an address on a license 
is to have a duplicate license made 
with a new picture and a one dollar 
fee.

The drivers license law states that

whenever any person after applying 
for or receiving an Operator’s, 
Commercial Operator’s or Chauf­
feur's license shall move from the 
address named in such application 
or in the license issued to him or 
when the name of the licensed 
person is changed by marriage or 
otherwise, such person shall within 
ten days thereafter notify the 
Department as set out in Section 14

As of Jan 1, all new and renewal 
drivers licenses will have an 
anatomical gift form on the back. 
This requires signatures of donor 
and two witnesses, but is invalid if 
the wrong name or address is 
displayed on the front.
