They were on their way to Furl 
Orange or Albany to trade their wlu 
ter catch of furs, which lay baled In 
the calioea.

They told Ta wan ue ara they had had
trouble wilb the Sieur de Totity, com 
uiauder of the French trading post ot 
Le |H* Trolt (Detroit, Mich.), which 
had been established In their country; 
and that In consequence IV Touty had 
been obliged to tlee and they had jde 
elded to shift I heir trade to the Kug 
Hah. Ta w an ne-ara encouraged them 
lu till* design and described to them 
the high quality and quautity of the 
goods they might expect to get tn ex 
change for their furs at Albany.

On the fourth day tbe trail aban 
dotted the headwaters of the Mohawk, 
fust shallowing lu depth, and lieuded 
westward across the m ilew ide divide 
of land which separates tbe waters 
flowing Into the Mohawk and Hudson 
river from those flowing Into Lake 
i Unarm and the St. Law m ice  river of 
Canada.

1 had my first view o f the long 
houses o f the Lroquols at (he Oneida 
Castle, Ga no-a-lo hale ( “ A head on a 
yiole” ), which was situated on the 
Oneida lake. They were Impressive 
building*, sixty, eighty, one hundred 
and sometlinea one hundred and twen 
ty feet In length and from twelve to 
fifteen or twenty feet wide. We went 
a* a matter o f course to the lodging* 
of the Oneida Wolves, o f whom Ta- 
wan ne-ara, according to the Iroquois 
code, wa* a blood brother; aud they 
placed at our disposal a guest chain 
tier, the first next to the entrance of 
the Ga-uo sote (ltark house), together 
with all the firewood and food which 
we required and an aged squaw to 
rook and wait upon us.

From the Oneida castle the Oreat 
Trail bore westward paat D e o  sa ils 
ya ah (Deep Spring), which lay on the 
boundaries o f (he Onondugas, whose 
beautiful valley, with Its inorror lake, 
waa the fairest country I have ever 
seen unless It he the matchless home 
of the Senecns. The trail led ua 
through the three villages of the tribe, 
which were scattered along the banks 
of the Onondaga river uorthward of 
the take.

It wag a rich country which we 
traversed a country fit to be the home 
of a ruce o f warriors. The people we 
met. In Ihe villages where we some 
times slept and ate or along the shad- I 
slot nf the trail, were pleasant am! 
courteous. They eyed me curiously 
but there wit* never any unseemly 
disregard o f manners Kven the chll 
dreti were polite and hospitable.

We slept tliat night In Ihe Cayuga 
village, and In tbe morning forded the 
foot o f  the lake and pursued tbe trail 
westward again until It emerged 
the north hank of the Seneca river, 
which we followed to the village of 
Ga nun da gwa latte o f Canandaigua, 
X. Y.J, on Ihe lake o f that mime

"Now we are In the country of the 
Senecas, brother," said Ta wan ne-ars 
when we started the next luoruliig 
"You have seen the homes o f all lha 
other trlties, save only Ihe Tuacaro- 
ras, who live to the south o f the Onel 
das; but uone o f them Is so fair a* 
the valley o f Gen ula he yo (literally, 
“ The Beautiful Valley"), where my 
brethren dwell."

From a little village that waa huY 
died on the near bank of Ihe river Ta- 
wan ue ara sent off that night a me» 
aenger to carry on word of our coming 
So two days taler, when we had passed 
the Geu n lah eyo  and the bell o f for 
e»t beyond to the Seuecas' Chief town, 
D e o  nun da ga a. It waa to find our 
selves ex|iected guests. Warriors and 
hunlera, womeu and children, slung 
Ihe trail, hailed Ta wan ne-ars and hi* 
friends; and at the gate o f the pal­
isade which fortified the village—for 
It * m  the principal stronghold of tbe 
Western I*oor Mood iHi ne lm gu well 
himself, the Guardian of the Door, 
with his roy an elia and hn sell no we 
weh (literally. "An Klevaled Name"), 
or chiefs, around him.

He was a splendid looking old man, 
tall as Ta wan n e  ara, hi* massive 
shoulders unbent by age. hi* naked 
cheat, wtth the vivid device of the 
wolf's bead, rounded like a barrel ; Id* 
pendant scalp luck shot with gray, lie 
and those with him were in gala dress 
and the sun sparkled on elaborate 
b-iidwork and silver and K«(d orna­
ments and Inlay o f weapon*

Certain Capacity 
for Best Results

Why By-Pa*g Condenser* in 
Audio Circuits Are 

important Parts.

Tf the stopping condensers In the 
grid circuits o f resistance-coupled 
amplifiers are too small they defeat i 
the very object sought lu using resist­
ance coupling—that la, amplification j 
of the low notes. The stopping con­
denser Is a series connected condenser i 
through which the signal must pass, 
ami a small condenser offers a very 
high Impedance to currents o f  low 
frequencies, an that these currents 
will he depressed. The degree of 
suppression at any given frequency 
depends, o f course, on Ihe capacity o f 
the condenser and also on the plate 
resistance o f the tube, on the coupling 
resistance In Ihe plate circuit o f the 
tube and on the grid leak resistance 
of the tube following Ihe stopping con- 
den«cr. For the ordinary values o f 
these resistances an? for the values 
of capacity o f  the condensers recom­
mended by many designers o f ampli­
fiers the suppression la by no means 
negligible. In some cases the small 
condensers used will Introduce, as 
much distortion as iioor transformers.

Meal Size of Condenser.
The Ideal size o f  condenser tn the 

grid clreqlt Is one o f Infinite rnparlty, 
or one which Is as large as Is prac­
tically possible Hut large condensers 
•re both expensive and bulky, and for 
these reasons the larger sizes are 
ruled out o f  consideration. Perhaps 
the largest that need be uaed Is .1 
microfarad unit This condenser will 
Introduce a distortion of less than 1 
per cent for the lowest audible note.
A condenser as small as .1 microfarad 
will not Introduce more than ft per 
cent suppression at IB cycle* a aeoond 
and much less at higher frequencies.

Hul a condenser o f .00ft microfarad, 
which la often recommended for re- 
slstunc* coupled amplifiers, will Intro­
duce us much as 30 per cent suppres­
sion at 1ft cycles and quite notable 
percentage* at the higher and more ' 
Import nut frequencies. That I* far ! 
from distortionless amplification. The 
smallest stopping condenser that ' 
should be used under any condition Is 
an audio frequency amplifier that may 
he taken as .01 microfarad, and that J 
should lie used only f«r ultra seloc-tiv# 
seta. For receiver* of ordinary aeli-c- j 
tlvlty the choice should he from the 
rapacity range o f .1 and 1 microfarad, j 
For the smaller o f these the suppres­
sion at 16 cycle* Is less than 7 per 
cent

Distortion Is Introduced.
Objection ha* been raised te the nse 

of Ihe stopping condenser* on the 
ground that it takes an appreciable 
time for these condensers to charga 
and that, as a consequence, distortion | 
la Introduced. That la not valid be­
cause the condenser does not rhnrge, 
the vollsgs being the same on either 
side as fnr as A. G. ts concerned. The 
small condenser Is charged qnlckly 
and that Is just how the suppression 
enter*.— It. A.

RADIO WAVES. TUNING

When one talk* over the telephone
one ha* wire* to guide the energy 
where It Is supposed to go and an 
exchange girl to give one the proper 
connection. But what are we to do 
In listening over the radio, with no 
wires to guide the radio waves, and 
no radio exchange girls? We leurn 
icry  quickly what to do after acquir­
ing n radio set. We must he our own 
exchange girl, turning the dluls and 
working the controls until we get the 
station we want. We are told that 
this act of playing exchange girl Is 
called "tuning.” But what happens 
when we turn all these gadgets?

To understand this w# will go out 
Into the yard and get In a swing. A 
porch swing will do, but a rope swing 
ts better, because It will respond more

Ing this station, to adjust the receiv­
ing equipment to that same period, In 
order to get the best o f  results. The 
broadcasting station Is like the man 
pushing the swing, and the receiving 
statlnn like the ewlng. Unless one la 
properly timed to the ether, there will 
be little result.

In prartlr*. each brondcasttng sta­
tion Is allotted, by the government, a 
certain specified period, frequency, or 
wuve length, to which Its equipment 
must be adjusted. By turning the dials 
of his receiving set. and thereby chang­
ing Ua period, the radio listener may 
then shift from one broadcasting sta­
tion to another.

Dr, J. 11. Dellinger, chief o f the

There Is sn utter lack of connec­
tion between th* subject chosen by 
the lesson committee and the pas­
sages o f  Scripture selected. The first 
exhibit* the responsibilities o f  the 
subject* o f  the Messiah'* kingdom, 
and the second pictures the grace* 
which were ui»on the members of the 
primitive church. Definite recogni­
tion should be given this In our In­
terpretation of the passages.

I. Th* Responslbllltiss of th* 8ub- 
Jacta of Messiah'* Kingdom— (MatL 
6:13-18).

Th* whole mass o f  mankind la 
shown In the Scriptures to be cor­
rupt— th* whole world In moral and 
spiritual darkness. It Is the high 
privilege and solemn responsibility o f 
the subjects o f the kingdom to exert 
s  saving and uplifting Influence on 
the world In which they live. They 
are to live euch lives as to purify and 
enlighten. Thle can only be done In 
the measure that they personally 
know Jeaua Christ, the King, and 
strive to nuke kuown Ills glory and 
power to others.

1. “ Ye are th# salt o f th# earth"
(v. 18).

The properties o f salt are:
(1) Penetrating. This means that 

the disciples must not separate them­
selves from the world, but thrust 
themselves Into Its activities. Salt 
nuiat he brought Into contact with th* 
substance to be affected by It.

(2) Purifying The Influence of 
the disciples o f  Christ Is to uplift aud 
purify.

(8) Preserving. Salt has the tend­
ency to arrest decay. The Influence 
o f believers lends to save the world 
from perishing In Its own vices.

2. “ To ure the light o f the world” 
(v 14).

Light Illuminate* and warms. In 
order to perform Its mission, light 
must not be hidden. The rlty built 
on a hill was not Intended to be hid.

This world Is dark and cold. Many 
are the pitfall* and anares set by the 
devil. Believers In Christ should so 
live that the unwary ones be kept 
from falling Into them

II. Characteristics of th* Primitive 
Church (Acte 2:42-47).

Th* behavior of the members of th* 
early church was as marvelous h* 
their gift* o f speaking with tongues 
and performing mighty miracles. It 
waa the result o f  the Holy Spirit In 
their hearts.

1. They sought Instruction from 
those who knew the Lord (v. 42).

Thle Is always so. The unfailing 
mark of the aplrtt-fllled believer la 
eagerness to receive Instruction from 
those who have been taught by the 
Lord.

2. They abode In fellowship with 
one another (v. 42).

Splrlt-fllled believer* have an affec­
tion for their kind.

8. They observed the memorial sac­
rament o f Christ’s death (v. 42).

Those who have entered Into fel­
lowship with Christ will faithfully ob­
serve this memorial.

4. They continued in prayer (v. 
42).

A sure mark o f the spirit tilled be­
liever la a life o f prayer.

8. They were together (v. 44).
This unity waa the reeult o f their 

having been baptised Into the one 
o f which C M M  I* bend (I f o r

1 2 : is ) .
fi. They had a community of goods 

(vv. 44, 45).
They aold their possessions and dis­

tributed them to all men aa they had 
n#4*d This proves that they were un 
der the power o f the supernatural. It 
Is not a natural thing for one to aban­
don hla title to earthly possessions.

7. They were tilled with gladness 
and singleness o f heart (v. 4fi).

Those who are really born from 
above are tilled with great Joy and 
will devote themselves to the doing 
o f good to others.

R Praising God and having favor
with all the people (v 47).

Such unselflehness gained the at 
tentlon of the people and Induced 
them to yield themselves to God and 
■nch as were being saved were added 
unto them.

Hwlne snnltatlon this, past year w*l 
again (li« big Idea In pork production 
ou Illinois farms and as was the case 
In 1H23 It paid out well to the ad 
vantage of farmers who p n rtlr td  It, 
It Is reported by Prof. K. T. Itobblna, 
live stork extension s|ie<'lallst o f  the 
collage of agriculture, University of 
lllliiol*. He iiud charge o f the demon- 
atrations which 1,213 farmers In 75 
counties of the state conducted In co­
operation with the college and their 
rotinty farm advisers to show their 
nelgliburs the benefits o f the sanita­
tion system which the college advo­
cates

vv rltten reports from imp o f these 
farmer demonstrators hsve been tiled 
with Professor Itohblns. These re­
ports cover 38 different counties of 
the state. They confirm the flue show­
ing made a year ago by the almpla 
sanitation system In pratilcal farm 
practice. More pigs raised by each 
bow, fewer runts, cheaper gains and 
quicker market weight* are some of 
the main benefits which the farmers 
who used ttie system obtained again 
this year.

The reports show that some o f the 
men skipped one or two o f the four 
factors of cleanliness which constitute 
the system hut altogether their work 
was M«) per cent complete Id these do 
(Efts.

The average time required for one
man to clean and scrub the farrowing 
quarters for one sow was 45 minutes 
The average time to wash s sow was 
20 minutes. On fit) per cent o f the 
farms the “ clean” pasture hsd not 
been used for hogs within the last 
two yeurs. The average area o f pas­
ture allowed for one sow and her Ut­
ter was nine-tenths o f sn acre.

On 18 per cent o f the farms the 
pigs drunk running water from a 
creek, ditch, or tile outlet. These 
farmers got the best results They 
had only 1 runt pig among each 111 
pigs raised. Where pigs drank from 
troughs there were twine aa many 

I runts.
On all the 1*10 farms the average 

] was one runt among each 71 aanlta- 
I tlon pigs. The men raised 04 per cent 

of the pigs saved at birth. The lit- 
, tera raised averaged 1.5 pigs more 
; than when pigs were rulsed the old 
j  style "wormy way.” they averaged 21 
j pounds heavier at four months old 
| anil were ready for market when six 
I weeks younger than usual.

Altogether 00 j>er cent o f  those who 
reported said that the sanitation sys­
tem Is more profitable than the old 
way and that they will continue to 
use It.

The system calls for dean sows at 
farrowing time, clean farrowing pons, 
and clean pastures to which the sows 
and pigs should he hauled, not driven, 
and the pigs kept there until they are 
at least four months old.

Mature Sows Superior to
Gilts for Raising Tips

With approximate Information that 
the hog cycle revolves In from thirty 
to thirty six months, many farmers 
have concluded that It Is more profit­
able to raise one litter of pigs from 
gilts, then fatten the sows. Then* 
young sows generally clssslfy ns 
"light packers" and bring from two 
to three cents more per pound than 
the hetivler packer sows.

Will the gilts raise as many pigs as 
the sows? Careful experiments at 
I'urdue university show that twoyear- 
old sows raise more pigs than gilts 
The experimenters also found that It 
the sows are kept loo long, their 
productivity rapidly diminishes. "Most 
farmers who keep aged sows keep 
them a year too long." said C. M Ves­
tal commenting on the fact that the 
sows are sold a year too late rather 
than at the proper time.
