Killed At WTSU Rodeo

Funeral services for Lester
Lee Harrelson, a 27-year-old
student at New Mexico State
University in Las Cruces, were
conducted at 1:30 pm. MDT
Tuesday, Oct. 22, at Steed
Memorial Chapel in Clovis
with Rev. Bill Penland, pastor
of the First Baptist Church of
Friona, officiating. Burial fol
lowed in the Oklahoma Lane
Cemetery

Harrelson was killed Satur
day, Oct 19, at the West Texas
State University Rodeo in
Amarillo. He was thrown by a
2,000-pound bull and trampled
According to his aunt, Mrs
ER. Coffman of Farwell, the
bull stepped on the arterial
vein of Harrelson's heart and
caused acute hemorrhaging
Approximately 2 500 spectators
witnessed the accident

Harrelson was pronounced
dead at North West
Hospital in Amarillo

was president of the New
