Ho uow pursues him with 
3 ,0sl chosen men. David fires from 
place to place and Is In hiding as an 
outlaw. Sometimes he Is In the ene­
my's country doing disreputable 
things. This is the period of his 
schooling, which filled him to lie the 
future eminent king. It was a bitter 
period In Ills life, but God aent him to 
this school and adapted the Instruc­
tion to his needs. David could never 
have been the broad man that he 
was had he not been prepared In this 
crucible of bitter experience. He 
learned many lessons, among which 
may lie mentioned:

1. Ills own weakness. It was nec­
essary that be be humbled under the 
sense of his Infirmities. He fore nuy 
one Is tit to be raised to a position of 
proniineuce he must lie made to know I 
his limitations and weaknesaea. I'n- | 
less a man has learned this lesson, 
auiMoii elevation to power will utterly 
ruin him.

2. Ills deiiendence upon God. Da­
vid's many miraculous escapes caused 1 
him to realise that the Lord had re­
deemed him out of his adversity.

One of the most Important of these 
1* the latter. A good, vigorous ram 
may he used with 50 ewes Assuming 
that his Initial coat waa $60 and he 
gets 75 la tuba each year for two yeara, 
the sire charge la about 88 cents a 
lumb. Reduce the numlier of ewes to 
15 and one must have the alre charge 
trebled or else use a ram of much 
Inferior character.

Surveys In vnrlou* states Indicate 
essentially the same thing regarding 
labor. A flock of 50 to Kit) ewea la 
more economical In labor usage than 
a flock o f 15 Similar advantages ma) 
he shown In favor of the larger flock 
In the use of equipment and In mar 
ketlng The flock o f 50 to 100 ewea la 
worth giving required attention.

L'se of good crop rotations In which 
legumes are given a prominent place 
Is another Important element In the 
handling of a farm flock of sheep 
Farmers who are not usiug a good 
crop rotation In connection with their 
live stock enterprises probably are 
feeding rations that are defective In 
aoma resjieota, O rtaln  of these d »  
fects, o f course, may be eliminated by 
buying feeds not produced on the 
farm, but this need not be done If 
attention la given to the first funda­
mental In managing live stock on 
farina: a good cropping ayatem.

Sheep raising may he successfully 
carried on In connection with good 
farming practice, as the crops which 
are so well suited to combining In 
good rotations are so frequently high­
ly suitable for aheep feeding. In this 
connection It la doubtful If any other 
single group contribute so satisfactor­
ily to aheep production as do the 
legumes— alfalfa, c loven  and suy 
beans.

Dip Horses or Cattle
Afflicted With Mange

When cuttle rub and the akin be­
comes sore, bare and cracked or cov­
ered with scuba and scales. It may be 
due to mange mltea. Cattle may rub 
alien lousy, but then you can see the 
lice and the nlta. Mange Is con 
taglous and la moat common when the 
hair la long; yet it can occur at any 
aeasou.

The best and cheapest remedy for 
mange In horses aud cattle Is the lime 
and sulphur dip To make It. take 8 
to 11 pounds of unslaked lime, (dace It 
In a mortar bos, kettle or pall and add 
enough water to slake the lime agd 
form a paste or lime putty. Now sift 
Into the lime paste 24 to 38 pouuds of 
flowers of sulphur and stir the mix 
ture well. Then place the sulphur 
lime mixture In a large kettle or holl­
er and add 25 to 80 gallons of water 
aud boll the mixture for two hours; 
stir while hotting and add a little hot 
water now and then to take the place 
of that water which la evaporated 
The longer It bolls the more sulphur 
Is dissolved. When through boiling 
take away the (Ire and let it settle 
and cool and then pour off the cleur 
liquid Into a large tank or rat. adding 
enough water to make the whole meas­
ure 1U0 gallons. To All a l.LNW to 1, 
MfOgullon dipping vat would require 
12 to 15 batches In no case use liie 
sediment In the kettle.

Dip the Infected horses or cattle 
once every two weeks until the mange 
disappears. Usually two dippings will 
be sufficient

Pigs Require Water as
Well as Feed to Gain

The use of automatic device* 
which furnish water when and where 
the hogs need It la * satisfactory 
plan, saya Mr Ferrln. hat the pigs 
will do Just as well when watered 
by hand provided Ihe supply la ade 
quate The most practical way l* to 
have running water In the paatur*.

30,000,000,000
Count of Stars

Scientist Denies Stellar Bod­
ies or Celestial Space 

Is Infinite.
Washington. — Modern astromomy Is 

the interpretation o f the messages o f 
Ugbt, and modern astronomer*. within 
tho last 25 years, have deciphered 
these messages to obtain astounding 
facts on the total number o f stars, 
their distance and size*. their ages 
and composition, movement and rela­
tion o f  life. That la the gist of a re 
markable lecture read at the recent 
meeting of the Aiuerlcau Philosophical 
society by Dr. C  U. Abbot, acting sec­
retary of the Smithsonian Institution 
and director of Its amrophyslcai oh 
•ervatory. In co-opcratlon with Dr. S. 
A. Mitchell, o f the I ’niversity o f Vlr 
ftnla, ftoctor Abbot Is preparing a 
book on the subject o f the lecturee, to 
be called ‘‘Iu  tula men tala ef As­
tronomy."

The new astronomy estimates the 
Dumber of stura at 3<MAa>,Ui*>.nun, ar 
cording to Doctor Abbot The first 
step In attaining this estimate la the 
elimination of the Idea that tlie num 
tier o f stars Is Infinite. This Is ar 
eompllshed by the argument that If 
the stars were Infinite in number and 
If spare were Infinite in extension, the 
whole vault of the heavens would 
glow as brightly as the sun.

Use Photography.
The next step la to divide the stars 

Into magnitude* o f brightness Then 
•elected areas over the heavens are 
photographed by processes wlto h re 
cord stars a mil linn times fainter than 
the naked eye can see The nnuttier 
o f Mars brighter than ei» ln«-d mng 
nitudaa lying In many small sample 
regions of the sky are counted It Is 
found from these counts that a detinue 
relationship exists between the ratio 
o f Increase o f the numbers ef stars 
and their magnitude*, and that this 
ratio o f increase tapi-ra o(T toward xcrc 
at the start grow fainter, Assuming 
that the relationship holds good for 
Mara beyond what the telescope ran 
see. It hi possible to integrate the total 
number of Mars, Thirty billtou I* the 
answer.

Law-tor A Idiot summarizes several re 
markable recent methods o f sounding 
the depths of space It was about the 
year 1H40 before the first alar d>a 
tancea were measured, and at the be 
ginning of this century leas than IflO 
were known. In the last 25 years 
pearly 2,000 star distances have hern 
measured by observing the angular 
dlaplacemenfa of the stars during six 
months' periods. Another thousand 
distances have been obtained by the 
“ dynamical" method, which la only 
possible where stars move in pairs A 
close scrutiny o f absorption tinea la 
the apectra of seme 8.0i*> other stars 
has provided a means of romptttlng 
their distances But more far reaching

thun any of these methods Is one de­
pending on apparent brightness and 
apparent angular motion by which 
stellar instances can be measured 
wholesale.

Treat Great Problems.
"These wholesale formulae," autd 

Doctor Abbot, ''are checked by the 
known individual distances of several 
thousand stars. Ttiey enable ua to 
treat statistically such majestic prob­
lems as the absolute size of our stellar 
system, which we call our Galaxy. It 
la estimated to he approximately 100.- 
000 light years In lta maximum and 
20A00 light years In Its minimum d! 
ameter. Its 20 nearest stars are from 
four to fifteen light years distant 
from ua."

As a result o f this determination o f  
the distance of several thousand stars, 
astronomers have determined that our 
sun I* near the mid-lie rank In abso­
lute brightness. In fact, our sun 
seems In most respects to be an aver­
age citizen o f the heavens. Bigel Is 
about 10.UU0 tunes brighter than the 
son, which In turn Is about 10,000 
times brighter than the fainiest stars 
yet photographed.

A* for the sun s size. Its diameter 
has long been known to be about son, 
non mile* One o f the proud achieve­

ments o f  recent astronomy Is the de­
le-m I nation of the diameters of sev­
eral other stars. The gigantic red 
stars such as Hetelgeuse and Ant a res 
are found to be from 20(1,000.000 to 
MSI.000,000 miles In diameter, or sev­
eral hundred times that o f the sun. 
Sirius is h— s than twice the sun's 
diameter, i f  It were possible to earry 
the measurements to very faint stars, 
doubtless some would be found much 
smaller Ilian the sun. according to 
Doctor Abbot.

Trouble-shooting the Ueliminator 

siiould be a systematic process of 
elimination but with nothing climb 
nnted until It has been checked up. In 
other words, take nothing for granted, 
because things takeu for grunted are 

I often the very things causing the 
trouble. We all recall the cliup who 
took the automobile half apart, look­
ing for the trouble, w hen some one re­
minded him that his gua tank was 
empty. Radio trouble-shooting can he 
very much the same.

The first step in trouble-shooting 
the B eliminator is to make sure tllkit 
Die lid-volt current Is turned on, and 
thut It is reaching the transformer 
prliuury o f the device. The next step 
la to be sure that the fault lies with 
the U-etlinlnator, and not with the as­
sociated radio receiver.

With the trouble narrowed down tv 
the B-eliiulnator, the logical procedure 
Is to start with the reslatance bank 
and then work backward through the 
filter, rectifier tube, and finally tlie 
transformer.

Lamp or Meter Test.
A common trouble, wtien trouble 

does occur, la the absence o f voltHge 
at a given tap. This Is generally 
traceable to an oi>enclrculted or 
burnt-out resistor. Thus If the 10,000- 
ohm fixed resistor of the usual B-ellm- 
Inutor becomes open, the detector volt­
age will Immediately Increase, so that 
in the tuned radio-frequency receiver 
the signal strength will be greatly dt 
mlnlxhed, while In the regenerative 
receiver there will he constant oscil­
lation.

A defective resistor may be located 
by means o f a high-resistance volt­
meter connected to each tap in turn. 
The reading obtained at each tap 
should l>e approximately that railed 
for by the designation on the tap. In 
the absence o f a high resistance volt­
meter, a 15 watt, 220 volt Incandescent 

I lamp may be employed. It should 
glow a dull red on the full output and 
on the Intermediate tap of the B-pow­
er unit. If It lights equally bright at 
the detector tap It Is an Indication of 
an ot«en or defective 10.000-ohm fixed 

| resistor.
A satisfactory temporary repair can 

generally tie made by means of a 
clarostut connected between the plus 
binding post and the terminal which 
gives no voltage. The resistance Is 
adju led until the proper voltage Is 
obtained, and this aves the trouble 
o f seeking the correct value for a 
fixed resistor, while at the same time 

I providing ample current hnndllng ca­
pacity.

Look to By Pete Condenser.
If the voltage tups ar* found satis­

factory, yet the receiver still falls to 
eiwrate properly, the trouble may b e - 
due to an open or an omitted by-iiasa 
condenser. A short-circuited by pass 
condenser will act the same as s 
abort-circuited resistor.

If there Is no voltage at all the ter­
minals, the trouble may be traced to 
an open circuit In the wiring, or In 
the transformer or choke roll wind­
ings, or again to a broken-down con­
denser. The wiring should be checked 
over for broken wires or bad connec­
tions. The transformer secondary and 
choke coll windings can be tested, by 
means of a telephone receiver and a 
dry cell, for continuity. Filter con­
densers ran be tested by the same 
means, with a loud dick  at the time 
o f making contact and a weaker click 
upon successive tapping o f the ter­
minals, to Indicate a good condenser. 
If the successive d icks are equally 
loud, the rondenser la short-circuited.

The rectifier tube should be consid­
ered after that The best method la 
to try a new tube or a tube known to 
be good. In place o f  the existing tube. 
This Is especially true with the gase­
ous type o f tube, which gives no other 
bidlcatioo o f  Its o|>eratlon but a slight 
warmth.

Rubber Mat* Linder Set

mala ars slipped beneath It so that the 
bottom of the cabinet rest* on the 
ruhlier Instead o f on the table, says 
Radio News Magazine. The mats may 
be cut down with a pair o f  scissors 
so that they will not protrude beyond 
th* edge o f  the set. The rubber mats 
"Insulate" th# set acoustically and 
prevent strong }ars and shock* from 
reaching It.

R adio C raze  Sw eeps Japan
The radio erase has grown to such

Effects of Magnets
on Volume of Radio

During the first few years o f broad­
casting, when regenerative receiver# 
were the most common type, the use 
of permanent magnets for Increasing 
the sensitivity of th# detector tub# 
practically dropped out o f sight The 
advent o f multiple-tube, non regenera 
live receivers brings back the poaah 
blllty of reviving Ihta old xtuui to ad 
vantage.

Experiment* along this line are very 
simple, for It Is only necessary to ob­
tain a tnugnet with space enough he 
tweeu the poles to allow the tube to 
go between, and explore around tlie 
tube with U. There Is no fixed rule 
as to where the magnet should be 
placed, uor is one neeeesury, for If It 
la going to effect an Improvement, It 
will be appurent when the magnet !• 
held in the hand. .

When the approximate position or 
the muguet giving increased volume is 
found, some sort o f support may he 
arranged which will allow for critical 
Hujuniuiiiii Ok tii pOSuSuu. Tfct 
net position will depend to a degree 
on the strength of lta field. It should 
be quite strong.

Magnets from old boat or motor­
cycle magnetos are Just the thing for 
this experiment, but thoae from ttlv- 
ver magnetos, or even straight bar 
magnets may be found effort ive. The 
larger ones may be found rather awk­
ward to use, ao. If possible, the use o f 
small one* Is recommended.

The efficiency of this magnetic ac­
tion Is not to be taken for granted, to 
some cases, signals which are hardly 
audible are Increased to speaker vol­
ume after the magnets are applied, 
while In other cases the volume Is de­
creased or unaffected. In regenera­
tive seta, the stunt is hardly worth 
try ing as the only action will probably 
be a “spilling over”  and distorting.

"Howling," says Radio Broadcast 
Magazine, "results from a mlcro­
phonlc tube being within close rnnge

speaker at least 10 to 25 feet from 
the receiving set, det>endlng on the 
maximum volume used. The use of 
sound dampening devliva, such as the 
placing o f meiai covers or w o o d e n  
boxes over the tubes, has been found 
fairly effective. Set cabinets not tight­
ly assembled are sometime* the real 
c a u s e  o f the trouble because they vi­
brate freely at a certain frequency. 
The resulting vibration Is then passed 
to the tube element* through the cab­
inet snd socket Sometimes merely 
opening the lid o f  the cabinet stops 
the trouble."
