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How hot can it get — and when?

Those people who like to forecast the
weather, and that includes nearly everybody,
can get in the temperature act in Big Spring’s
novel “$SIZZLER” contest.

This is an interest-idea offered by the First
National Bank and 23 cooperating merchants
to pay off big prizes to the person who turns
in the first guess as to the exact day, hour
and minute the thermometer will register 100
degrees on the First National's Time-and-
Temperature Clock.

The contest opens Wednesday, right along
with a town-wide offering of “$IZZLER” bar-
gains at all the stores, Official entry coupons
(which must be used) will be available at First
National and all participating stores.

There is no obligation of any kind, any one
may record an estimate of the moment of 100-
degree weather, and as many entries can be
made as desired. All that is necessary is to
record the estimated time on the entry cou-
pon, and fill in complete name and address.

Deposits will be accepted at the stores, and
at the First National.

Cash prizes will be at least $500. The bank
is offering $250 for first place, $100 for second,
$75 for third, and $25 each for fourth, fifth
and sixth. However, if the winner has a de-
posit of at least $100 in the bank at the time
of the 100-degree registry, the prize will be
doubled. This would apply to all place winners.

Along with this, every participating mer-
chant is offering merchandise certificates to
the winner. In some instances, value of these
merchandise certificates will be increased if
the winning coupon comes from that particular
store. The entry coupons have the stores’
names printed on the back.

The bank will number entries as received,
and the first registered entry to hit “100 on
the nose” (or comes closest to it) will be the
winner.

The First National's clock at Fifth and
Main will be arranged to start flashing the 100
degrees the moment that temperature is
reached. This will be the official gauge, unless

it happens to be out of order, in which case
U.S. Experiment Station records would be
used. The bank is handling the judging, and
the judges’ decision will be final. Complete
rules appear on the back of the official cou-
pons.

That 100 degrees could come almost any
time. It has been registered in April in Big
Spring for a number of years, in May a great
many years, in June on others. It's a good
time to get the weather-guesser to work, and
be ready to enter estimates on Wednesday.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sec-
retary of State Dean Rusk
voiced official U.S. disappoint-
ment Saturday at Red rebuff of
President Johnson's offer to dis-
cuss peace for Southeast Asia.

Washington authorities said
the final verdict is not yet in on
whether the Communists will
agree to the unconditional Viet
Nam peace talks and the mas-
sive economic development pro-
gram proposed by the President
last Wednesday.

But with first Peking and now
Hanoi radios heaping public
abuse on . Johnson’s = offer,
chances of formal Communist
acceptance appeared to be dim-
ming.

“Quite frankly I have been
disappointed with the response
so far,” Rusk said when asked
about the Chinese and North
Vietnamese reaction.

A
“deceitful peace allegation,”
added Radio Hanoi.

Returning from a week’s trip
to the Middle East, the secre-
tary of state told newsmen at
the airport that he had not had
a chance yet to examine the
actual language of the Chinese-
North Vietnamese responses
and that the two may have been
repeating past criticisms of U.S.
actions rather than directly re-
jecting the Johnson offer.

Alabama Boycott Could Be lllegal

WASHINGTON — Unfamiliarity with
the laws of the lmd. is certainly
widespread in America today. The

mere fact that certain leaders of Ne-
gro organizations have proclaimed an
intention to call for a “boycott” by
the public of all products manufac-
tured in Alabama tells only part of
the story. For what is not generally
realized is that there are certain legal
consequences which can flow from
such an attempt to injure the busi-
nesses of private individuals. Not only
are damage suits possible to recover
any losses, but the Sherman Anti-
Trust Act forbids all combinations or
conspiracies “in restraint of trade”
that may occur in interstate com-
merce

UNQUESTIONABI Y, in the case of
a boycott of products made in Ala-
bama and sold outside the state, in-
terstate commerce is affected, and it
is apparent that a combination of per-
sons would be involved. Also, if any
companies act in concert not to pur-
chase goods from that state, they
could be held liable and suffer penal-
ties under the Sherman Anti-Trust
Act,

The Supreme Court of the United
States has ruled that the making of
an actual agreement between mem-
bers of such a combination is not al-
ways necessary to bring about a vio-
lation of the anti-trust law. The agree-
ment may be implied—just so long as
the result is a concerted action to
boycott particular companies or their
products.

THE COURTS have also held that
the word “‘boycott” itself could imply
a threat to certain individuals or com-
panies if they refused to comply with
the demands made upon them. The
Constitution provides for the protec-
tion of individual rights. A person's
business is entitled to protection from
all unlawful interference, and dam-
ages can be imposed by courts if in-
jury to a business can be proved.

The device of the “boycott’ has, of
course, been used by labor unions,
and in certain respects it is lawful.
This, however, concerns a dispute be-
tween an employer and his own em-

loyes. Picketing, moreover, is lim-
rt , and, while pickets may carry
signs claiming a business is unfair to
its employes and urging others not to
patronize it, this does not mean that
the same pickets can actually prevent
sales of goods.

THERE HAS BEEN in recent years
a trend toward the outlawing of ‘‘sec-
ondary boycotts.” This involves boy-
cotts of the business of third parties—
companies, for example, which buy
goods from employers who are en-
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gaged in disputes with their workers.
Interference of this kind with the busi-
ness of third parties is punishable.

Broadly speaking, the law does not
protect general boycotts which can in-
jure innocent persons. The Constitu-
tion sti tes that no one shall be
deprived of property “without due
process of law.” A nationwide boy-
cott instituted against products man-
ufactured in a particular state and
sold outside that state would, there-
fore, certainly come into conflict with
the federal laws. Innumerable dam-
age suits probably could be filed
against organizations and individuals
instigating or participating in such
boycotts,

THESE LEGAL obstacles mam
one of the reasons why there has

a tendency in the last few days to
soft-pedal the boycott idea. President
Johnson himself has let it be known
that he thinks it would be unwise for
the Negro organizations to attempt to
apply that kind of pressure. For, ob-
viously, if businesses in Alabama be-
gin to be hurt and unemployment re-
sults, Negroes as well as whites would
suffer the loss of jobs or incomes. The
federal government itself then would
have to supply funds for the relief of

those who are forced out of their jobs.

Dollar Off The See-Saw—But Only Maybe

The London Economist has
a comforting headline: “Dollar

Off the Seesaw?” ‘
It would be more reassuring

if supported by data showing

that the American balance-of-
payments deficit had disap-
peared. That's far from the
case, A mile race isn't run in
the first hundred yards.

The Economist declares
that fears about the dollar have
subsided because of the “ag-
gressive way” American busi-
nessmen curbed exports of dol-
lars in response to President
Johnson's appeal to their patri-
otism. Then it goes on to say
that “such success is decidedly
a two-way sword.”

The Economist leaps from
one worry, too many dollars,
to another, too few. This it calls
the “illiquidity spiral.”

Because the United States has,
at least temporarily, stopped
spewing dollars around the
world, The Economist fears
that the world will run short
of reserves. Dollars won't con-
tinue to sugplement gold as an
expanding base for internation-
al economic growth. Internation-
al industrial expansion will be
reined in.

To me, this is counting chick-
ens before they're hatched and
treating the pip before the eggs
have left the hatchery.

IS IT SIGNIFICANT?

Fundamentally and unques-
tionable — and here The Econ-
omist is right — the dollar is
a strong currency.

It cites a study by Walter
Salant, of the Brookings Institu-
tion, which shows that in re-
cent years the nation’s banks
and industrial firms have in-
creased short-term rather than
long-term assets as an offset to
U. S. liabilities. This represents
a change to the better side of
the ledger. But it is not of cur-
rent significance.

These short-term assets do
not belong to the U. S. Treasury.
They cannot be commandeered
to defend the dollar if other na-
tions demand gold. As a reserve
currency, supplementing gold,
the dollar must be strong in its

Thus, the key question is still
unanswered: Will the United
States eliminate the excess dol-
lar outflow?

The voluntary restrain pro-
gram so far has worked well.
Corporations have curbed capi-
tal exports. Banks have restrict-
ed foreign loans. The interest
rate on 3-month dollar deposits
in London has gone up a full
percentage point from about 41§
per cent in September to 5§
per cent last month. Now, it's
down a bit. The rise indicates
a substantial flowback of funds
to American banks and perhaps
corporations.

JOHNSON NOT MASTER

Yet, a two- or three-month re-
turn flow isn’t enough. Foreign
central bankers must be sure
that dollars will be as good as
gold in 1966 and 1967 as well
as 1965. They want to be shown
that this country can reconcile
— offset — its expanding poli-
tical and military commitments
with expanding economic earn-
ing power abroad.

President Johnson’s promise of
economic assistance to Southeast
Asia demonstrates the ramifica-
tions of the problem. He has to
respond to actions of the Soviet
Union, Communist China, North
Viet Nam, wherever they are,
including West Berlin.

UNSOLICITED ASSIST

The Federal Reserve Board
views the balance-of-payments
outlook more conservatively

than The Economist and
many other recent converts to
dollar durability. Slowly, the
Board has been whittling down
“‘excess reserves” of member
banks to minus-zero. This limits
lending capacity. Earlier, in No-
vember, the Board raised the
discount rate from 315 per cent
to 4 per cent.

Object: To keep short-term in-
terest rates at a level high
enough to attract and hold for-
eign funds in this market. The
Board is not immediately con-
cerned with inflation. For more
than seven years wholesale
prices have been on a down-
ward-sloping plateau (see chart).

The cables this week brought
useful tidings. The Bank of
France cut its discount rate
from 4 per cent to 31{’, - 1o
make credit easier and speed
up economic growth. This helps
the dollar. It also can help the
pound.

STILL SEE SAVING

Interest rates in the U. §. im-
mediately became more attrac-
tive — comparatively — than
French rates. Many French bus-
iness firms and investors will
therefore keep funds here. And
Frenchmen who feel that the
pound won’t be devalued may
even enlarge deposits in London.

But the seesaw hasn't stopped.
It isn't resting — either for the
dollar or the pound, Let's not
start worrying about a dollar
gap before we're sure that we've
stopped the dollar glut,

Good Health

Cyst In Breast Doesn’t Necessarily Mean Cancer

Dear Doctor: I just had
breast X-rays. My doctor said
I have a cyst in the right
breast. In three months I have
to go back for more X-rays.

I'm worried sick. I didn't get
too much chauce to ask about it,
as my doctor gave e the re-
sults on the phone.

Will the cyst have to be re-
moved in time? I can feel it and
it is annoying. Will this result
in cancer?—MRS. C. D.

Since cancer of the breast is
one of the very common forms
among women, I can understand
your alarm. You suspect the
worst, But let me explain things
a bit.

Not every lump is cancer,
More lumps aren’t than are.
Cysts (glands that have been
closed off, and are %radually
swelling) are considerably more
frequent than cancer.

For the sake of safety, my
rule is that every lump in the
breast should be suspected until
it is proved NOT to be malig-
nant. That’s just common sense,
don't you think?

We've made  considerab':
progress in curing breast can-
cer, but it is an area in which
we can make a lot of improve-

ment if we put to use all that is
known abort it—and most im-
portant of all is early diagnosis.

X-ray of the breast (mam-
mography) is now being used
more frequently. Fine! A cyst
can often be distinguished from
cancer by this method, but the
ultimate and positive test is re-
moval of the lump and labora-
tory examination of it.

To set at rest a prevalent
fear, this means removal of the
LUMP, not removal of the en-
tire breast. If it is malignant,
then removal of the breast is in
order; if it isn’t, the only after-
math is a small scar. Better a
scar than taking a dangerous
chance. In any event, some cysts
are sich a nuisance that they
are better removed regardless.

There is no evidence that a
cyst will result in cancer. The
danger is rather that by coinci-
dence the two conditions may
occasionally exist at the same
spot, Obviously this won’t hap-
pen often. However, we can't
say that it never does.

What I'm trying to do is re-
lieve the minds of the many
who have cysts, yet not let one
single perscn hezome too confi-
dent and say, “It's a cyst, so
it CAN'T be cancer.”

Our protection against cancer
is of the same cost as our de-
fense of liberty: Constant vigi-
lance.

In all probability you need
have no fear of cancer. But you
should have the further X-rays,
three months from now, as a
sensible precaution,

And since the cyst bothers
you, my thought would be to
remove it for that reason—the
annoyance. There will be the
added benefit of proving defi-
nitely that it is not malignant.

Johnson Spells Out U.S. Position

WASHINGTON — President Johnson
has taken a long step toward per-
opinion around the world that
the United States does not want to
the war in Viet Nam,
speech at Johns Hopkins was
overdue. But now that it has been
given, its broad sweep should convince
all but those who prefer to believe
otherwise that this country is willing
fo go a long way to restore peace
and well-being to a shattered land,

WHETHER THE the Pres-
ident makes for a broad m of
aid have come in time is the nagging
question. Attitudes have on
both sides. Bombing in the North has
contributed to the process,
as have such acts of savage terror-
ism as the attack on the American
Embassy in Saigon.

The lresident said that he believes
that while air strikes alone will not
achieve the preservation of an inde-
pendent Viet Nam, he considers them
a necessary part of “The surest road
to peace.”

THE FINAL SCORE will not be
known for some time. Whether what
amounts to a hand held out directl
to North Viet Nam, far more spectfz
cally than in the hint of a week ago,
will meet with a response is the great
uncertainty, Part of the peril of this
moment is that Hanoi is a great un-
Iznown.

THE AMERICAN view is that since
the direction of the war in the South
and most of the material aid come
from the North, the only possible ne-
gotiation is with Hanoi. It comes down,
therefore, to whether Hanol is an in-
dependent power or whether it is un-
der the authority of Peking. The an-
swer should not be long in coming. If
Peking calls the tune, accord with
Chou En-lai's dictum, then the war
will go on to the bitter and relent-
less end. The airfields around Hanol
are the next immediate target. The
interval of waiting for a possible re-
sponse from the North may not be

long.
