The Dominican development is not,
as might be thought at first glance, a
re-affirmation of the Monroe Doc-
trine. The difference, as observers
have been quick to point out, is that
whereas the Monroe Doctrine put for-
eign powers on notice not to expand
their territorial holdings in this hemi-
sphere, the policy enunciated by
President Johnson says the United

States will employ its arms to pre-
vent subversion by Communists and
the establishment of Communist gov-
ernments in this hemisphere.

As with all bold policies, this is
fraught with dangers and difficulties,
but it has the virtue of underlining
our purpose in unmistakable terms
for the benefit of Communists, There
should be no doubt that we will do
whatever is necessary to protect the
freedom of nations unable to protect
themselves during a period when they
are confused and struggling in their
aspirations to be free. It is a warn-
ing that we will not sit passively by
while these elements bore from with«
in and prostitute democratic ideals
simply to gain a death grip on these
countries.

U.S. Takes On Monumental Responsibility

WASHINGTON (AP) — No
one can escape asking himself
the question — where and what
next? — after President John-
son's explanations for using
troops in Viet Nam and the Do-
minican Republic

The United States is not only

committed to stopping any
Communist takeover in Latin
America but worldwide And
Johnson has even said this

country will oppose any attempt
by one country to conquer an-
other

That's a monumental respon-
sibility. Since Johnson himself
has said “‘this will be a disor-
derly planet for a'long time."
the United States seems des
tined for trouble around the
world for years

The policy is not basically
new. It was laid down by Presi-
dent Harry S. Truman I8 years
ago in the so-called “Truman
Doctrine.”” Johnson is simply
fitting it to present events, with
words of his own

THERE ARE two good reasons
for the United States to be
mixed up in more Viet Nams
and Dominican Republics if this
country follows Johnson's policy
indefinitely

1. It is unrealistic to think
some rnon-Communist npation
won't attack sooner or later a
non-Communist neighbor

2. Communism is not static
but active. It is a crusa
ideclogy. Thus, even thou
avoiding all-out war, it will try
to progress by guerrilla wars
subversions. revolutions or oth-
er devices

Communism’'s present Jess
than all-out methods are proba-
bly temporary. Over all the
Johnson intentions and explana-
tions lies the ominous sha of
Red China, not yet ready for a
showdown since it is not yet a
nuclear power

A FEW Johnson statements

Newcomer To Strange War

DA NANG, South Viet Nam
(AP) — Coming here from the
United States is like entering a
vast whispering gallery full of
echoes

Some, of course, may be
meaningful — and many, per-
force, cannot be

This is an arena where you
have an uneasy feeling that gos-
sip is a major industry

It may well turn out that this
is one of those places where a
fellow is just as much an au-
thority after 24 hours here as
after 24 months here — I'd hate
to say 24 years

SOME HAVE commented that
the major problem here pin
points the conflict between the
Oriental adjustment to a long
attrition and the Western
world's desire for a quick solu
tion

Out here gray hairs have
some dignity. even though they
be sparse. | am 54 an age
which most Orientals and many
lieutenants and captains in an
army don't achieve

As.this is my third war many
polite people, who don’t mind
being bored by the reminis-
censes of the elderly, have
asked me

“How do you think the war
here is different from World
War Il and the Korean action "

Inevitably, I have asked my
self the same question Frankly
I am still new and perplexed
here. But it seems to me that all
wars are both alike and differ
ent. And here are a few com
parisons

THE DUST tastes the same
as it did in Sicily

The mud is deeper than it was
in France or Germany or Italy,

but no deeper than it was in Ko-
rea

The back seat of the Jeep Is
still the poorest place to be if
you are going over bumpy
roads

On the other hand, our men
seem to have been to a greater
degree indoctrinated to the real
ization that our military goals
are packaged with political
goals

Our soldiers appear to have
been taught more respect for
the natives' individuality and
his dreams for a better life,
which all men on earth perspire
for

As to the conduct of the war
itself,. my initial impressions,
based on previous experiences
are not immediately hopeful

The successful termination of
a war requires the subduing or
extermination of the enemy
This means a taking of hills and
a holding of valleys and a res.
toration of peaceful commerce

AS OF now, however, it seems
to me that all our expensive
gadgetry of warfare so far has
only been able to freckle with
devastation a landscape still
largely held by a skinny, pur
poseful litthe man with a rifle
and a mortar and a bandolier of
rice

Those who have been here for
some time tell me that the Viet
Cong hold from 65 to 75 per cent
of the area of South Viet Nam

There Are Many Reasons For Loss Of Hearing

By JOSEPH G. MOLNER, M.D.

Dear Dr. Molner; When 1
woke up one morning my ears
felt plugged up and 1 couldn’t
hear as-well as usual One ear
stayed this way a whole week
Is this something that might
just happen to anyone, or is it
definitely a danger signal?
Should 1 see af ear doctor?—
Mrs. AT

Dear Doctor: Is there any re-
lief for hearing loss during a
season of nllena'" The hearing
returns later —Mrs. H. J.

There are many reasons for
loss of hearing: Damage to the
auditory nerve (about which
nothing can be done); hardened
wax in the ear canal (it can be
washed out); calcification which
prevents the tiny bones which
transmit sound from moving
freely (surgery many times can
correct this); and others

With some people, heredit
can be the main cause of deJj
ness. There's not much to do
about that, Hearing loss also
comes from the aftermath of in-
fections. That is why an ear-
ache (and most certainly a
“running ear”’) in a child should
not be taken lightly

That's why (among other rea.
sons) badly infected tonsils
should not be tolerated. And oth-
er nose, throat and ear infec-
tions need attention. As attacks
of infection are repeated, dam-

age to the ears continues to
accumulate. Hearing may not be
noticeably affected at first, but
the beginnings of some cases of
deafness go back many years
to infections which didn't seem
to do any harm at the time

Now'as to Mrs. A. T. and her
ear that felt plugged up, ocne
likely explanation is that the
Eustachian tube became ob-
structed. This is a very small
tube from the middle ear ‘o the
pharynx, and its pu is to
:?ualiu pressure on sides

the eardrum, so it can vi-
brate freely.

That's why hearing is dulled
by a rapid descent in an ele-
vator or unpressurized airplane.
Pressure builds up on the out-
side of the eardrum; it takes
time for pressure to build up on
the inside, through that Lube.

A cold can plug the tube tem-
porarily. If infection creeps into
the tube, scar tissue can form,
and the tube becomes t(hat
much smaller,

I wouldn't worry much about
this occurring once, but if it
recurs, then ft is only sensible
to consult a doctor. I prefer
an ear-nose-throat specialist.
Awakening with a plugged ear
can also due to wax which
has filled the ear canal.

The question about loss of
hearing during the allergy sea-
son is somewhat different, in

that congestion from the allergy
—swelling, and accumulation of
fluids—interferes with hearing
But it is still the result of the
Eustachian tubes being partial-
ly clogged

I can suggest nothing for this
except to attempt to overcome
the allergy itself, whether by
avoiding whatever the allergy-
causing material is, or having a
series of desensitizing shots in
advance, or by antihistamine
drugs, or perhaps by a com-
bination .

The risk of scar tissue in
the Eustachian tubes is doubt.
less less than from infection,
but there is some chance of
permanent obstruction, so I
would give very serious thought
to trying to overcome or at least
minimize the all'et'gy

Around The Rim

Nostalgia Of Latches

Do little things—the most insignifi-
cant little things—sometimes give you
a feeling of nostaligia and carry you
back to some event or some period
of the past?

WELL, THEY DO me, and one of
them is gate latches. Perhaps this is
due to a combination of things—the
current scarcity of gates, and the
frequency of gates and the impor
tance of keeping them locked when
was growing up. Today, I can walk u
to a place which has a fenced in ya
and gate, and as I fumble with the
strange type of fastener, I get a tinge
of being swept back to my boyhood
days.

THE MOST common means of se-
curing a closed gate was the loop
method. The great stretches of barbed
wire were broken at convenient points
by “gaps,” which usually amounted
to a short span of wire being nailed
to a stave, which in turn was made
taut to the next post by means of wire
loop. A sagging gap indicated a sort
of careless operation, and one that
required muscle to close reflected a
frugal or closely controlled one. The
middle ground of a firm but not
difficult gap to close indicated a
friendly, comfortable sort of operator.

OCCASIONALLY the loops were
made of whatever was handy—wire
or rope, or even hoops and steel rims
of small wheels

Now and then you came across a
slat gate which swung in a great
sweep from a massive post out to
buck against another sturdy pole

—
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Here the latch might be a plece
of trace chain which wrapped around
the gate arid hooked over a 10-penny,
nail on the post. Sometimes the chain
might be fastened to a horse shoe,
which hooked over a skt. The less
rustl:nxzppmcbel were the slides with
one fitting into a notch -morticed
out of the post or between a
fitted wooden groove. When compara-
tively new, these were neat, but when
the gate began to sag, a handful of
splinters wasn't uncommon.

FOR SMALLER gates, particularly
around farm and ranch headquarters,
and for residences in town, the staple
and hook was the favorite fastener.
The only real requirement was that
they hold fast, for nothing was as
aggravating as a slamming gate or
one that would let the cows in to chew
up the garden, flowers or trees.

Next to the staple and hook was the
staple and snap, which couldn’t be
lifted by a n with the nose. Then
there was the , with all sorts of
things to hold the hasp snug—things
like wooden pegs, a bolt, a nail at-

tached to a string, a padlock “that

wouldn't work, or even a fold of bail-
ing wire.

EVERY LATCH was a fresh chal-
lenge, and no one put on a certain
kind of latch because his neighbor
had that t{epe.

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A Lesson From

WASHINGTON — The state of an-
archy in Santo Domingo, which caused
the United States to send its troops
to the island to protect the lives of
Americans and other foreigners, points
up one of the most serious challenges
that faces the world — how to deal
with countries that are not yet ca-
pable of governing themselves. Wheth.-
er it's Viet Nam or the Congo or the
Dominican Republic, the basic prob-
lem is the same

Up to now homage has been paid
to the concept of self-determination
and the independence of peoples, but,
while this is a commendable theory,
inability to apply it effectively has
turned out in practice to be detri-
mental to human welfare and progress
in many areas of the globe

THE IDEA OF self - determination
received its biggest impetus in the
peace pronouncements that came out
of World War I, but the formula ol
trusteeships for backward areas which
was sponsored by the League of Na-
tions d.dn’'t last very long. Political
pressures from within the country as
well as from outside eventually
brought about the withdrawal of all
foreign troops and civilian officials.
The principle nevertheless still af-
fords the only constructive solution
to the dilemma.

THE UNITED Nations, in a sense,
has ndo?md the same approach
through its system of peace-keeping
operations in Africa and in the Middle
East. But what is really lacking is
a harmonizing of objectives and a sin-
cerity of pmme on the part of
the larger nations which are called
upon to supervise the evolution of the
smaller states. Certainly if the United
Nations itself were not torn asunder
by the political conflicts between East
and West and were not imperilled by
the machinations of some of the Com-
munist stooges among the smaller
countries, there would be a different
story to tell today.

bles in this hemisphere are concerned.
hes in strengthening the Organization
of American States. The Communists
pay no attention either to the Monroe
Doctrine or to the Organization of
American States, and carry on their
infiltrating tactics and divisive op-
erations everywhere. But once the
Latin-American countries are united
and recognize realistically that their
own survival is at stake, the chances
of dominishing the capacity of the
Communists to make mischief will be
materially improved

MANY WORTHY resolutions have
been adopted in the past by the Or-
ganization of American States
have denounced communism and out-
side interference, but the Communists
in turn have worked up considerable
antagonism to the United States in

all of Latin America by accusing this
country of imperialistic deslﬂs. In-
deed, the landing of U. §. Marines
and t in the Dominican Republic
now will be so characterized again
and again in schools and colleges
and in other centers where the Com-
munists have an influence.

COLLECTIVE ACTION by the na-
tions of the Western hemisphere is log-
ical, and no country wishes this any
more fervently than does the United
States. But it would have been im-
possible to convene a meeting of the
OAS and set up operations in time
o prevent A n citizens from be-
ing injured in Santo Domingo. Action
had to be taken quickly, and the

formulation of an a te plan
left to calmer

There is need for the adoption now
of a comprehensive project that would

call for instantaneous intervention by
the armed forces of a of coun-
tries of the Organization of American
States whenever a crisis develops
anywhere in which the lives of for-
eigners are endangered.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen-
ate leaders will try to end de-
bate on the voting rights bill
next week.

The speedup maneuver was
