Do you feel like you are
really stimulated when you
drink? Wrong! Ethyl al
cohol, the ingredient that
produces the “effect,” is a
depressant. Alcohol goes
into the blood stream or
small intestine and travels
to the brain where the
depressive action begins, to
result in a loss of judgment
and self-control

Do you believe that
drinking either doesn't
affect your driving or makes
you a better driver? Well,
that notion is a result of the
alcohol working on the part
of your brain that controls
your judgment. False con
fidence and taking risks are
common by-products of
alcoholic beverage con
sumption

Do you rush in from cold
Texas weather and have a
drink to warm up?
