During its last session, Congress
approved the creation of but three
national parks, and in his recent budg-
et message, President Johnson includ-
ed only the Guadalupe Mountains Na-
t.lo‘r::tl Park.

this favored position, and in-
deed the park itself, is being imper-
illed by a misapprehension about the
state’s mineral rights to 45,000 acres
of the 76,000 acres in the park. The
60th Legislature has been asked to
convey these mineral rights, under
suitable safeguards, to the federal
givernment .in order to fulfill the us-
ual conditions for creation of nation-
al parks,

It is a reasonable step, yet the cry
of “give away™ of rights which belong
to the school children has been raised.
We do not believe that the facts will
support this claim. In the first place,
there is grave doubt—based on the
testimony of best authorities—that the
mineral rights hold much potential. In
the second place, the state would not
convey its mineral rights in fee. In
effect, the federal government will act
as trustee, and in event oil or gas is
discovered in the peripheral areas,
the federal government is empowered
to enter into pooling agreements with

revenues going to the state. There also
is a clause which will revert the park
lands to the state if ever they should
cease to be a national park. Other
safeguards also are included.

« The Guadalupe Mountain tract is

the last wilderness area in' this re-
gion capable of being preserved as a
national park. Those who have been
privileged to view its scenic n-
deurs are unanimous and enthusiastic

in supporting the park rroposal. It
would, we are persuaded, become a
great attraction for tourists from all
over the nation. From our own point
of view, if the hard element of bene-
fits is to be injected, we are on the
route for many who will want either
to view this great attraction or that of
the Big Bend, or journey south to the
Padre Island National Seashore.

There is a threadbare quip that no
more land is being made—but this is
not true of population. Projections of
growth for the next generation are
astounding, and we owe it to these
people, and those of generations hence
to protect and keep unspoiled such
wonders as the Guadalupe Mountain
park. We hope the Texas Legislature
will not let this opportunity pass.

Far-Sighted Proposal

The United States has given the Or-
ganization of American States an offi-
cial proposal that the Latin American
nations form a common market to go
into operation in 1970. That is a sound
long-range objective, but it would be
greatly surprising if it could be met

y the suggested target date.

There already is a Central Ameri-
can Common Market working reason-
ably well, with unified tariff policies
and a promising beginning on econom-
ic integration to develop marketwide
industries, and historic federation
precedents have helped its accepl-
ance. But the Latin American Free
Trade Association, including Mexico
and most of South America, has

down in tariff policy negotia-
tions and is a long, long way from
common market status. There is no
move as yet for the two groupings to

join hands

A regionwide common market un
questionably would speed Latin Amer-
fcan economic development by stimu
lating industrialization, agricultural

production, and the intraregional
trade which is now relatively low.
Most important, it would afford the re-
gion bargaining r in world trade
to get a better balance between the
volume and prices of its exports and
imports.

The obstacles to a Latin American
common market, however, are for-
midable. The region’s internal com-
munications and transportation facili-
ties are disma poor and very
costly to improve. ly sensitive na-
tionalism is another handicap, as are
the entrenched privileges of economic
and political power groups. And, con-
trary to cursory | ssions, the Lat-
in American nations are extremely di-
verse in economic, social and political
patterns

The Washington prnﬂ;:al is a far-
sighted one, and it is likely to stir ex-
tensive interest throughout the region.
It is a logical extension of the Alli-
ance for Progress, compatible with
the inter-American system, although
at this point it looks like a still dis-

tant goal .

THE HOUSE, therefore, has two
constitutional bases on which to de-
cide the Adam Clayton Powell case—
whether he has been guilty of “disor-
derly behavior,” or whether he has
been absent from his district so much
that he doesn't fulfill the qualifica-
tions for membership covered by the
word “inhabitant.”

IT IS BEING pointed out that “‘du-
ties and responsibilities” of a resi-
dent include obeying a state's court
orders and responding to its sub-
poenas. In the hearings last week,
when member-elect Powell was asked
whether he “ever claimed to be a
resident of any other place™ except
the state from which he was elected,
he “declined to answer on advice of
counsel. ™

The House of Representatives has
the right to define also the phrase
“disorderly behavior.” This raises the
jssue of what Rep. Powell allegedly
did as chairman of the House Com-
mittee on Education and Labor in the
last session with funds supplied by the
federal government to members of his
staff. Was the money properly used?

ONE ANSWER made by the Pow-
ell contingent is that the House of
Representatives cannot inquire into
acts which took place an
Congress and that it be con-
cerned now only with occurrences
since the present session began on
January 10

In the current case, the issue is
related 1o the behavior of a congress-
man - elect in ignoring orders and
summonses issued by state courts and
also to the question of whether fed.
eral funds have been improperly or il-
Jegally used. These are matters that
members of the House committee in-
sist give them the n‘pn to examine
other “qualifications” besides age,
citizenship and residency

WHEN THE Powell case comes up
for decision, however, members of
the House may em:red:nccept or d:;‘
regard us ts, as ea
session m Ht;'ruse may make its
own rules. The issues involved would
be more clearly resolved if they were
presented in the federal courts. But
the judiciary has refrained from in-
tervening in cases of this kind on the
ground that each House may deter-
mine its own rules and judge the qual-
ifications of its members. So the de-
cision in the final analysis may be
raised on how members think their

constituents want them to vote,

CIA Had To Make A Choice

WASHINGTON (AP) .~ The

FBI years ago thoroughly infil-
trated the American Communist
party and, through the informa-
tion and exposure which fol-
lowed, was the major factor in
reducing the party to a shell.

But suppose the FBI had not
infiltrated — after all, the party
represented itself as a political
grouping — and today commu-
nism here had a far greater
membership and was consid-
ered a menace to national secu-
rity.

THE FBI would have been
publicly condemned — and by
now might have been replaced
by some new agency — for it is
responsible for obtaining in-
formation essential to the na-
tion's domestic interests.

The FBI's job is in this coun-
try. It's opposite number, the
Central Intelligence Agency,
has the same responsibility as
the FBI but it's field is the
world outside the United States.

Now it is being criticized for
subsidizing the National Student
Association, the oldest and larg-
est student organization in the
United States, with perhaps as
much as $3 million between 1952
and 1965,

EUGENE GROVES, NSA pres-
ident, said the CIA funds had
been used to help finance the
group's international activities,
including sending student repre-
sentatives to student congresses
abroad and funding student ex
change programs

Groves said ““the relationship

ntly originated because
the CIA believed that a strong
American national union of stu
dents acting internationally was
in the national interest.”

THIS WAS said to be the CIA's
main purpose throughout — to
combats Communist-financed
youth organizations which, like
NSA and similar Western
groups — were not publicly
sponsored by government and
thus appeared to be “students
only.”

Some of the CIA money went
as undercover payments to past
NSA officials in yearly sums of

$500 to $2,500. But NSA has now
severed connections with the
CIA.

OFFICIALS of the CIA, the
most secretive government
agency, are saying nothing. But
a former CIA director, Allen W,
Dulles, who knew all about the
arrangement, said, “We ob-
tained what we wanted” in re-
turn for payments to NSA

He said NSA representation at
international = student confer-

ences threw a damper on Com-
munist influence at such meet-
ings.

Nevertheless, CIA is being
criticized for Infiltrating the
campus. President Johnson has
instructed some government
officials to form a policy that
would prevent CIA or any other
government l%;ncy from en-
dangering the integrity and in-
dependence of American educa-
tional institutions.
