WASHINGTON (AP)-—Secre-
tary of the Treasury Henry
H. Fowler offered Congress a
stark choice today: Reject Pres-
ident Johnson's tax increase and
open the way for a possible $29-
billion deficit, or enact it and
still face the prospect of $14 bil-
lion to $18 billion red-ink spend-
ing

Those, Fowler told the House
Ways and Means Committee,
are the hard facts of the
nation’'s fiscal situation

INFLATION

He said that with economies
the government plans to make,
and with the 10 per cent income
tax surcharge, which he called
“a moderate, lemporary, emer-
gency fincrease,” the Treasury
ean hold its borrowing down to
a level that will not disrupt
markets and shoot interest rates
up. Thus, he said, widespread
inflation can be avoided

Fowler cited higher Vietnam
War costs as one reason for the
surcharge and added: “We are
engaged iIn a costly conflict In
Southeast Asia with no clear
prospect of an early ending."

$22 BILLION

But the secretary said the sur-
charge is designed as a tempo-
rary measure and “surely one
day will terminate when the en-
mies of freedom conclude that
the price of aggression is oo
high.”

Fowler said the cost of the
Vietnam war now exceeds $22
billion a year

Budget Director Charles L.
Schultze backed Fowler's esti-
mate of the deficit and sald “we
are determined to cut more than
$1.5 billion" in spending.

“We are aiming at a cut of
over §2 billlon as a means of
holding civilian expenditures be
low the Janua estimate,”
Schultze contin "

Fowler said the g o8-
timate submitted in January for
the year that an July 1 may
now be exc as much as
$8.5 billion, including $4 billion
for defense, and thal revenues
may be as much as §7 billion
less than had been anticipated

Fowler sought to.show thal
the proposed tax increase is less
heavy than those enacted under
comparable circumsiances In
the past. He sald that during
World War 11 personal income
taxes were raised by the equiv
alent of 730 per cent and the
taxes associated with the Korean
War were equivalent to about a
25 per cent surcharge
