WASHINGTON — Sen. Thruston
Morton of Kentucky, Republican, has
ust bestowed on President Johnson
onorary membership in the “brain
washed” club, supposedly founded by
Gov. George Romney of Michigan,
Republican. Mr. Morton doesn't ex-
actly say he-himself has-been ‘‘brain-
washed,” too, but he concedes that
early in 1965 he supported the in
creased American involvement In
Vietnam. He now says, “1 was
\hrung"'

THE KENTUCKY senator refers lo
a phrase in one of the addresses by
President Eisenhower at the end of
his administration, and claims the lat
ter warned against “the dangers of
too much power and too much influ
ence in the hands of a ‘military-in-
dustrial complex.’™ Mr. Eisenhow
er, however, has supported the Presi-
dent's policy in Vietnam and has nol
blamed Mr. Johnson's action on any
“military-industrial complex.” Sen
Morton says

“l believe that President Johnson
was brainwashed by this power cen-
ter as early as 1961 when, as vice
resident, he ventured to Saigon on a
act-finding mission. 1 believe he has
been mistakenly committed to a mil
itary solution in Vietnam for the past
five years—with only a brief pause
diring-the election campaign of 1964
to brainwash the American people
with ‘Th¢ war in Vietham ought to
be fought\ by Asian boys.' "

THE PHRASE—a “military-indus
trial complex"—could mean that the
generals and top commanders of
America’s armed forces are in some
way influenced by governmental con-
tractors who make munitions or war
weapons. This would imply a stigma
on the careers of our dedicated mili
tary leaders. Certainly Mr. Eisenhow
er didn’t construe it in this way

Sen. Morton made his speech be
fore “‘the National Committee of Busi-
ness Executives for Peace in Viet
pam.” which met in Washington last

week. Businessmen, to be sure, have
a variety of interests, and certainly
cannot be lumped together in a single
group. Nor can any particular point of
view about the Vietnam war be al
tributed to “‘business executives” a
a whole. Their differences of opinion
are not unlike those of persons in ot!
er walks of life

SEN. MORTON was formerly chair
man of the Republican National
Committee and also was an Assistant
Secretary of State in the Eisenhower
administration. His address does not
offers any formula to solve the Viet
nam problem that has not already
been advanced He recommends
“an intermediate cessation of all
bombing of North Vietnam, say-
ing that this “might encourage Hanoi
to talk He believes that increased
pressure should be placed upon the
Saigon government to negotiate
peace. In conclusion, Mr. Morton
Savs

The administration should precise
ly state to Hanoi and the world that
our unilateral disengagement seeks an
appropriate response.’

THIS GENERALITY has been ex-
pressed time and again, but it seems
to fall on deaf ears in North Vietnam
One thing is clear: The United States
can propose an armistice but, as Sec-
retary Rusk has repeatedly pointed
out, it has to be observed by both
sides. Otherwise, advantage will be
taken on the recess to build up mili-
tary supplies and move more Ltroops
into South Vietnam

These references to “brainwash
ing” are, however, not doing much
good for the cause of the United
States in the Vietnam war as viewed
from abroad. They merely imply
that politicians in America are try
ing to cater to what they seem to be
lieve is a large “peace vote.”

Factories beget factories
great dams close remote gorges
and electricity hums across the
wilderness on spider legs, and
whole new cities spring up to
put nature to work

Rings of new apartment
houses, their growth years dis-
tinguished by different construc-
tion styles, expand Moscow into
the birch and pine forests, while
other cities mushroom with new
districts of five-story, nine-
story, 16-story housing

SYMBOL

The symbol of the country is
the construction crane—and the
line of people waiting to buy
something that just came into a
store after a lengthy shortage

An impressive place, the So-
viet Union today. A vast nation,
advanced in many fields, back
ward in many others, controlled
absolutely by a small, self
perpetuating apparatus

Under communism, it has
grown into the world's second
industrial power, second, too, in
general power and importance
to the United States. Muddy-
booted old Russia has become a
superpower

The Soviet Union has led the
world in successive strides into
space. It has impressed the
world with strides forward in in
dustrial production

It also has dragged along with
the most backward agriculture
of any industrial nation, feeding
its people bread and cabbage,
and has given the consumer a
tougher time than other eco
nomically advanced countries

In this 50th anniversary year
of Communist rule, the Soviets
are proudly presenting ' the
world their achievements

BOAST

Officials talk about the im-
proved housing situation and the
increasing consumer goods, the
rising production of steel and
the rising life expectancy. They
boast of  higher economic
growth rates than the West

Achievements are very real
So are shortcomings

The 2355 million people
spread across this one-sixth of
the world's land surface are
only 23rd among nations in
gross national product per capi
ta—the amoun! each man pro-
duces. This is just about where
the 159 2 million people of tsar-
st Russia stood before the revo-
lution

Man for man, the Soviets
have made little if any progress
in comparative international
economic status. With the
world's third largest population
after underdeveloped China and
India they have an
impressive-looking total nation
al economic picture, however

EVALUATION

Soviet industrial productivily
is only about one-half the US
rate, agricultural productivity
only omequarter to one-fifth
The Soviet consumer gets only
one-third as much as an Ameri-
can

A look at the Soviet Union at
its half-century mark becomes
an evaluation. Emphasize how
much economic progress since
1917, or how far the nation re-
mains behind its proclaimed
goals? How productive the econ-
omy has become, or how waste-
fully it is organized” How much
progress here, or how much
more under some other systems
elsewhere? Where would this
nation be without communism?
It is a question frequently asked
by Western visitors

It is an impossible question

Russia before the revolution
was in the terrible early stages
of industrialization that England
had suffered thmugh a century
earlier, the United States a little
less painfully a few decades ear-
lier. some countries now. Eng-
land and America went on to
greater prosperity than this
country, without the terror of
Stalinism.

But no one can say how Rus-
sia would have gone without
50 years
ago by Lenin and Trotsky, with-
out the heedlessly single-minded
drive of Stalin to build indus-
trial strength, without the eclec-
tic tdoohgthm has emerged to

Soviets Have A Mixed Economy

a lot of old-fashioned Russian
Nationalism, and perhaps an
overriding dose of
pragmatism—do whatever the
circumstances seem to require
and later find something in the
writings of Marx or Lenin %
justify it

It is a mixture called commu-
nism but meaning all these
things and meaning whatever
the men in the Kremlin at the
moment say it means

It also means that any com-
peting claim for people’'s belief
must be fought for

The Communist party runs
the country. One out of every 18
Soviet citizens belongs. No other
organization can exist without
its permission and control

The party is run by about two
dozen men at the top. They dis
cuss things, argue from time to
time. but reach decisions that
are binding on every party
member and on everybody else
including the government

NO CONTESTS

From time to time, there are
party elections, but no real con-
tests. From time to time, there
are government elections, but
no real contests there either,
and government units from city
councils to parliament simply
turn party decisions into law

Government  elections are
used to give the word to the peo
ple and try to convince them
they are important in running
the country. This is'a process of
transmitting the party program
down rather than transmitting
popular decisions on alternate
programs upward

Drab newspapers and dull tele-
vision are similarly used to
spread the message that the So
viet people are blessed and what
is happening at the moment is
right, never mind if different
from yesterday. They do this in
a vocabulary that gives conven-
jent meanings to words like
“democracy,” draining them of
Western conceplts

As general secretary of the
Communist party, Leonid I
Brezhnev, a burly, hearty steel
engineer turmmed party bureau
crat, is the most important lead
er in the Soviet Union

BIG VOICE

Premier Alexei N. Kosygin, a
shrewd engineer turmed econo
mist and politician, has a large
voice in party discussions. But
his government does what the
collective leadership decides

This leadership takes care of
itself, both in terms of wvery
good living behind a curtain of
absolute privacy and in terms of
controlling any possibliity of
challenge

Its domination of the party en-
ables it to make or break aspir-
ing young members. It thus de-
termines the general composi
tion, attitudes and instincts of
each successor generation, if
not the specific individuals who
will come out on top of Kremlin
power struggles

The theory of communism-—
“from each according to his
ability, to each according to his
need”—has yet to be tried In
communism’'s first nation. In
deed, it recedes farther into the
future

Instead, a system was created
of state capitalism. The state
run by the Communist party
owned everything. It paid the
worker as little as possible for
the value that he contributed to
the economy and used the
difference for expansion invest-
ment

In the Soviet Union, labor
unions do not fight for more for
the workers hey are con
trolled by the party, which
wants more production at less
expense. So they exhort workers
to work harder while stifling
complaint

And here the government does
not limit profits. It is financed
by a complicated system of si-
phoning money out of industry
at various levels and using con-
sumer prices as a control on
consumption rather than a re-
flection of costs. Just because

something is cheap to uce
does not mean it will sell cheap
MORE LABOR

The city worker paid for in-
dustrialization by contributing
far more labor than he got back
in rewards

His standard of living, not
very high to begin with, sank
one-third to patched shoes,
threadbare clothes and cabbage
soup meals, before an expand-
ing economy had room to give
him more without slowing the
investment program.

Even more than cngowkers,
the farmers paid for Soviet pro-
gress. Stalin squeezed food out
of them, killing millions in the

Central
ly fixed prices had become so
distorted that it was impossible
to make intelligent comparisons
on the most economical way to
do many things

The economic reforms that
now have been applied to a
quarter of industrial production
are an attempt to bring sense
into a system that, lacking the
sharp spur of competition, stag-
gered along in nonsense. Un-
realistic prices, still a major
problem, are being changed but
remain a government tool rath
er than a freefloating measur-
ing device

Now production is being mea
sured more by sales, wholesale
and retail, than by volume. A
product has to be wanted by
someone instead of piling up in
a warehouse—$5 55 billion worth
a couple of years ago, and $1.7
billion worth of unsaleable food
products made just in the first
eight months of 1966

PROFITS

The key word is “profits,”” but
the Soviets explain that it does
not mean the same thing here
and therefore is not a sign of
capitalism. The government
owns industry, the people are
the government, so profits bene-
fit the people, runs the argu
ment

More economical production
of I'Y\pf"-\h’ good 5 \;[;i;n«w’
lo yleld profits. The govern
ment, the factory or store, and
the people involved share them
So far, managers seem to be
getting a fatter share of them
than workers The reforms
are calculated to force more ra
tional use of manpower. This
and avtomation are changing la
bor patterns. But Communist
doctrine will not let officials ad
mit an unemployment problem

Occasional items In the press
indicate, however, that three
million persons change jobs a
year, 1.2 million of them chang
ing occupations, and a high per
centage are out of work a month
or more. In some rural areas
people can find work only about
195 days a year and in some city
areas one out of eight school
dropouts or graduates last year
had not been placed in a job six
months later

The average Soviet city work

FREE

Medical care is free, although
quality is low by Western stand
ards. Education is free and rig
idly oriented toward the techn
cal subjects needed in industry
plus the overriding job of creat
ing satisfied citizens of the Com
munist system

These citizens are aware that
life has become easier, the liv
ing better. There are few signs
that many of them are not salis
fied

But possibilities for dissatis
faction are there and can be ex
{»rted to grow as an increasing
y technological society de

mands- an increasingly well-
educated people

Already the' Soviet cultural
world is pressing against its
Communist rarx_\ bonds. The
old pattern of intellectuals using
art to express opposition to the

tsarist police state has re-
emerged now

A half-hidden struggle swirls
on the cultural front between
Stalinists and liberals It
emerges occasionally in the
trial of satirists Andrei D

Despite the restrictions . and
