Most of the occupants of the church homes on
the southeast edge of town were in dining halls
as the tornado smashed hard at the buildings and
shattered most of the windows.

About half an hour later, a resident in an area
60 miles south of Panhandle reported sighting two
to three funnel clouds writhing on the ground about
10 miles north of Turkey. They apparently dissi-
pated without inflicting any damage

As the Pacific ront swept into far West Texa$

earlier, the wind hit gusts up to 62 miles per
hour around El Paso, churning clouds of dust aloft.

" Hail stones pelted the town of Texhoma in the
north part of the Panhandle, and winds up to 48
mph accompanied hail at Amarillo.

Not to be a Pollyanna about
things,' I| still can't resist ‘say-
ing what often is the truth:
Sometimes flunking an insur-
ance examination makes a man
start taking care of his health!
|'Your husband has K‘N weight,
begun watching his salt ‘intake,
and evidently brought his blood

pressure down to a safer level
— all of which he ought to have
done anyway, of course, but he
didn’t until he got the bad news
about his examination

Actual health and an exami-
ner's report are not always sy-

nonymous however much we all’

— including the insurance com-
panies — wish it could be so
For one thing, blood pressure
may be elevated because of anx-
iety at-the time of an examina-
tion, yet decline to a lower lev-
el when one’s own doctor is tak-
ing the reading. .
You take it for granted that
he flunked his second exam (and
the first) solely on the basis
of his blood pressure reading.
That may nat be thé case. His
family history and other factors
may have beén taken info con-
sideration. And to look at things
squarely, 'you must agree that
your husband DID let his weight
and pressure ‘get out of hand.
How is the examining: doctor to
know that he won't do so again?
The examining dpctor’s respon-
sibility is to the company, and
he has to report what he finds
Your husband's own' doctor's
regponsibility is tp your husband
— to help him keep.weight and
other elements under control. It

But it is important for him to
stay that way.

Prognosis”? 1 couldn’t say, ex-
cept that so long as your hus-
band minds his doctor and
watches his weight the prognos-
is is certainly better than it
otherwise would be. Leaving
aside his losing out on the in-
surance, your husband's health,
happiness and life expectancy
may all be much improved sim-
ply because he flunked and be-
gan taking better care of him-
self.

This pool
existed until a few years ago when
FM 700 and Birdwell Lane were put
through, and it lay in the path.
