This 
i.H the atlminlsiratlon’s ‘’so«-lul se­
curity" hill, against wiilcli the Town- 
s«*nd S’Jtki-a tiioiiili crowd Is campaign­
ing with all the strength of a crusade. 
There lias been so miicli noise and ex­
citement over tlie Imiio.sslhle Town.send 
plan to pay everybody over sixty a Hat 
pension of monthly (a plan which 
will not Ih* enacted In this congress) 
that very little Information has gone 
abroad concerning the administration’s 
solidly built Ilian lo take care of old 
folks, establish ariiiult) funds, and pro­
vide for (lerlods of Idleness with 
enough money to pay for the groceries 
at lea.st. The Townsend plan would 
briMik the country In a year; the ad­
ministration's plan Is self financing-

The admliilstruflon’s old age plan Is 
a huge Insurance fund which, when un­
der way. will he self sup|>ortlng. Un­
til the fund can he built up by contribu­
tions from workers and employers, the 
federal goverrimenr arid the states are 
to contribute a |»* nslon for Indigent 
(versons over sixty-five years.

As soon as the hill is enacted Uncle 
Sum sfands ready,to coiitrlhiife FIT* to 
every Indigent person of sixty five or 
more; and the slate Is exi>ectert to put 
Up at lea.st that much money, hut 
there’s no limit. So tlie Indigent aged 
are Li he assured of at b*ast .t.’K) month­
ly If the states do their part.

That U the plan for tlie Immediate 
pensions. For the future generations 
a rornjMilsory contributory plan is In 
the making. Workers and employers 
win tiave to put up small regular 
amounts which will build up Into ao 
annuity at the age of sixty five. The 
federal government Is to receive and 
administer this fund entirely; there’s 
no chance for manl(iulatlon hy tsdltl- 
clans. It has the safety of the United 
States treasury behind It. A similar 
contributory plan will provide for at 
least three months of unemfiloymeaC

There Is nothing novel In this old 
age pensl.in. Nearly thirty other coun­
tries and several of our states have 
been adinlnlslerlng old age pensions for 
several years. It la. In a way. merely 
a compulsory Insurance plan; every­
body will have to get In on It and 
build up a fund which will aoften the 
rlgori of old age when the productive 
yeera have passed hy,

The first call 
of Jesus was f<»r salvation Be<-aiise 
he heeded the call to salvation, he now 
It calleil to deftnltu servU-e.

II. Peter’s Great Confession (Mritt.
1«; 1.3 ‘2 81.

The disciples had been witn the I/ord 
tor several jears. I'hey had heard his 
wonderful words and witnessed his 
mighty works. And since Jesus was 
soon to go to the I’ross. it was neces­
sary for the disciples to have a true 
conception erf him. In order to hedp 
them Into the right conception.

Pct«*r ronf**ss«*d Christ's mes- 
sliihshlp and deityship. Ih e  burning 
question then, as well as for the pres­
ent hour, is. ’’What think ye of Christ?”

III. Pettr’a Dunial (Mark 14;27-72).
A bett**r statement would he “ Peter a

Downfall.”  Peter’s confession showed 
him to occupy a high position. From 
that lofty eminence to the depth of 
eniphaslxing a lie hy means of foul 
wilhs Is a long way.
