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WHETHER THE PRESIDENT'S
proposals for correcting the county’s
energy problems will work is
currently a major item of discussion
Many people apparently feel as
though President Carter is ‘‘going
bear hunting with a switch,” in his
recently-announced program,

Carter felt the need to purge his
cabinet of some of the top members,
and this action, which has no parallel
in presidential history, also is being
debated by political observers as to its
merits

Some have accused President
Carter of manufacturing a crisis,
acting on the cabinet situation in an
effort to boost his popularity at a
time when it was lagging, and give his
re-election bid a shot in the arm

They say that Carter is attempting
to shift the blame for the country’s
energy problems, in a manner that
would make it appear that he is on
top of the situation, and that the
recent cabinet moves would help
solve the fuel shortage

Carter's plan also faces serious
tests, both among members of both
houses of congress, as well as the
general public.

Motorists are expected to face even
higher prices for fuel, and more
shortages down the line, if the
president keeps his pledge to freeze
oil imports at the current levels, and
then gradually roll them back

Government economists estimate
that the import limit, plus decontrol
of U.S. oil prices, will cause the
average price of gasoline to hit $1.30
per gallon by 1981
