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SOME PEOPLE ARE WONDER.-
ING if the Carter administration’s
reaction to the current situation in
Afghanistan is not merely so much
election-year fallderol

The rhetoric sounds good. We'll
admit that even in this space a few
weeks back, we supported the
threatened Olympic boycott as a
means of protesting to the Russians

It’s always good politics for our
national leaders to take on the
Russians. Nothing makes better
headlines

But some have questioned the logic
of our reaction to the Afghanistan
situation, especially when viewed in
light of our participation in Korea
and Vietnam, both of which were
very unpopular military involvements
for the United States

Is it not possible that Afghanistan
could turn out to be the next
Vietnam? And would our fearless
leaders risk the lives of thousands of
our young citizens, just to get re
elected? It is the thought of many that
they are doing just that

You'll recall that prior to last
November, when the Iranian hostage
situation developed, that President
Carter's popularity was among the
lowest ever for a president. Most
people weren't about to give him their
vote for re-election, and his
opponents couldn’'t wait for the
primaries

But suddenly there was the Iranian
situation, which demands a certain
amount of national pride, and
suddenly Carter's popularity has
received a tremendous boost. It is
virtually un-American to say
anything against the president during
a period of crisis

This over-reaction, though, as it
has been termed by some, could get
our country into another trouble
spot. And some experts say that
Russia is simply doing what one
would expect them to do, especially in
light of some of the United dtates’
actions, including befriending China,
Russia’s enemy

The trade embargo has hurt
America, especially its farmers, far
worse than it may ever hurt the Soviet
Union. And an Olympic boycott
could prove to be a devisive tactic,
besides perhaps sabotaging the
modern Olympics’ future

Military ‘‘containment’’ achieved
very little for the free world in Korea
and Vietnam. In fact, Vietnam was
probably the biggest military disaster
our nation has ever known. We
would hope that our leaders, in
particular. the Carter administration,
will not stoop so low as to value their
political careers so highly that they
would create another Korea or
Vietnam

Economic experts have said that
nothing picks up the economy more
than war, which places demands on
all of our resources. But we would
hope that our leaders can come up
with a program which will be a little
more sensible

Bill Clayton, state representative
for District 74, and Speaker of the
House of Representatives, will be
honored with an Appreciation Dinner
in Friona Monday night at 7:30 p.m
at the Friona High School Cafeteria.

I'here will be some tickets available
at the door, at $7.50 each, but those
in charge of the dinner urge-residents
to purchase their tickets in advance.

Originally scheduled simply to
allow residents of Parmer and Bailey
counties to show their appreciation to
Clayton for his work in Austin, the
banquet has taken on added
significance in recent days.

The dinner is now seen as an
opportunity for Clayton, who has
come under attack in the so-called
“brilab’" investigation, to give his
side of the story. Brilab has made
Clayton the hottest news item in the
state during the past week

Clayton was accused last weekend
of accepting $10,000, in $100 bills,
from an ‘‘insurance company
representative,’”’ as a political
contribution. Clayton says he had no
intention of accepting the money, and
had kept it in his desk drawer to
return to the individual.

He did not openly refuse the
donation on the spot, he says, out of
respect for a longtime friend, L.G
Moore of Houston, who brought the
man, Joseph Hauser, to see Clayton
‘1 did not want to create a scene and
embarras Mr. Moore, so | laid the
offered contribution on my desk,"”
Clayton says

The Brilab incident, which also
involved others in Texas, Louisiana
and Oklahoma, was a wide-ranging
FBI *‘sting’’ operation, but has been
seen by many of Clayton's supporters

John Noland of Friona remained in
intensive care at St. Anthony's
Hospital in Amarillo, following an
apparent attempted suicide here
Monday

dispatched, and Noland was found in
his bedroom, in an unconscious state

Chief of Police Bill Denney said
Noland had been shot in the head
with a .22 calibre pistol

He was first taken to Parmer
County Community Hospital in
Friona, and then transferred to St

Anthony's Hospital in Amarillo

‘Over his years of public service,
Clayton has earned a reputation as a
fair, open and hard-working member
of the House, and was the over
whelming choice for Speaker by his
fellow House members when elected
in 1975, again in 1977, and made
history in 1979 as the first Texan to
hold the Speaker’s position for three
consecutive terms

‘““As Speaker, Clayton has
transcended the wusual political
boundaries that separate and divide
public officials. He is considered a
person to be trusted by proponents
and opponents on any issue. His
major concern is an efficient
economical state government for
Texas and a government in which
every Texan can be proud.”™

In his first public appearance since
the ‘‘Brilab’’ accusation, at Hereford
this past Monday, Clayton had a
crowd of 350 supporters, who gave
him a ten-minute standing ovation
following his remarks

Since he was first elected Speaker
in 1975, Clayton has been the leading
voice for trimming size of
government while insisting on
efficiency in its programs and
services

His hand has guided tax reform
legislation, the sunset process,
educational upgrading and funding

animal pharmaceuticals and even
taxes you for income you make on the
cattle you produce. Cattlemen and
the beef industry are already caught
up in the government tangle.

Passage of the Beeferendum would
at least give cattlemen some clout as
they bump heads with government-
funded consumer groups, govern-
ment-funded anti-beef nutrition
groups, and others who threaten our
industry.

Yes, there are some individual farm
and ranch organizations who make
some effort to promote beef and
protect the interests of cattlemen as
best they can. But no single group
now in existence has enough money
to do the job that needs to be done
The Beef Board, created by passape
of the Beeferendum, will have enough
money to expand foreign markets,
promote the nutritional value of beef,
combat beef substitutes, fight anti-
beef propaganda and counter the
extreme highs and lows in the cattle
cycle. The Beef Board will be made
up of cattlemen, and they’ll have the
kind of power it takes to meet the
opposition head-on.

Whether you think the
Beeferendum is government Or not
doesn't really matter. The important
thing is to recognize that cattlemen
don't have enough force now to
influence factors that affect them.
It's important that they take

advantage of this opportunity to put
some power behind their punch. If
the Beeferendum fails, cattlemen will
have to admit that they were 100
scared of power to grab hold of some
when it was offered to them.
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
